THE «LIQUIDATION» ACTIVITIES OF THE
PEASANT LAND BANK ON THE TERRITORY
OF BELARUS (1906—1914)

It is important to note, that currently there is a need for
revision of the long-term approaches to studying the Peasant
Land Bank activities, formulated in the Soviet historical science.
Distinctive features which are traced in the activity of the
Bank on the territory of Belarus, are not studied in the scientific
literature up to the end. This circumstance defines the novelty
of the theme. Besides, the theme of the research does not have
only scientific-theoretical, but also practical value that explains
its topicality and the necessity of deep study.

The article determines the role of the Peasant Land Bank
in solving of the agrarian question on the territory of Belarus.
The comprehensive research of the «liquidationy activities of
the Belarusian branches of the Peasant Land Bank was made
and their effect on the growth of peasant land ownership and
the realization of the Stolypin agrarian reform in Belarusian
provinces was shown.

The research was based on methodological principles
of historicism, objectivity and systematization. They have been
implemented through the use of general logical (analysis,
synthesis, induction, deduction), general scientific (historical
and logical methods, modelling, system approach), specific
historical (historical-genetic, historical-comparative,
historical-typological, historical-systemic) and quantitative
(quantitative analysis, mathematical modelling) methods.

One of the first attempts to weaken the land hunger of the
peasants was the organization of long-term loan for land
acquisition. For this purpose, the Peasant Land Bank was
established in the Russian Empire. Its functions included
issuance of loans for land purchase, land management
activities, estates purchase and sale, charities, which allowed
him to become one of the main tools of the agrarian policy of
the autocracy of late X1X — early XX centuries. The experience
of bank involvement in the agrarian question solution is quite
literally unique in the world practice.

The Peasant Land Bank was given one of the main roles
in the spreading of individual land property of peasants. State
mortgage had a positive impact on the growth of peasant land
ownership, which contributed to the development of capitalism
and the elimination of feudal vestiges in the agriculture of the
Russian Empire. Special attention is drawn to the problem of
the interactions between local branches of the Bank, land
planning commissions and land institutes. They established
cooperation to mobilize land property and to raise the level of
peasant farming.

The results of the research offer the challenge for further
study of the agrarian history of Belarus of the second half of
the 19th — beginning of the 20th century. In addition, the
experience of the bank's activities on the territory of Belarus
will be useful for the banking sector of the economy of the
Republic of Belarus in the choice of monetary policy
instruments.

THE COURT OF ARBITRATION AND THE
REFORM OF THE MANAGEMENT OF STATE
PEASANTS IN THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE
(1837-1841)

Introduction. The essence of arbitration is that it is an
agreement between two or more parties to try to resolve a
dispute outside of the court system. The parties agree upon a
third party as an arbitrator who will act as a judge and jury.
Arbitration is an alternative form of dispute resolution.

In 1837-1841 the Russian Government began to reform
the management of state peasants. Transformation of the
Judiciary including the attempt to extend the use of arbitration
procedures was one of the measures taken to improve the life
of peasants.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to determine causes
and to reveal the contents of measures connected with
implementation of arbitration in the communities of state
peasants during the reform of 1837-1841.

Results. Implementation of the arbitration court had
significant benefits compared to the state court. First,
arbitration procedures simplified, accelerated and made
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Jurisdiction cheaper. Second, the arbitration court had one
attractive feature - it replaced the state court reducing its
contacts with population. Entrusting arbitration intermediaries
to resolve a great number of cases, the government restricted
the activity of corrupted and inefficient state courts and thus
reduced their negative consequences. During the reform rural
and county courts were established in the villages of state
peasants. They dealt with simple cases. Rural and county
courts had their established procedures. Voluntary conciliation
and arbitration played a major role. The procedure was as
follows: receiving the claim the members of the court offered
to reach an amicable agreement (to avoid litigation at all) or
to resolve the dispute with an arbitrator. Only after refusing
an amicable agreement and mediation the court started to
examine the case. As for civil claims which belonged to the
Jurisdiction of state courts, peasants could use arbitration
procedures on the basis of the Law on Arbitration 1831.

Conclusion. Implementation of the arbitral courts in
the villages of state peasants during the reform of 1837-1841
expressed the desire of the government of the Russian Empire
to increase judicial protection of the peasantry, to accelerate
and simplify the judiciary, to fight corruption in courts.
Jurisdiction was changed and it had to encourage peasants to
resolve civil disputes through intermediaries, and only then
to seek justice in civil courts.
