THE ROLE OF THE INDUSTRIAL COMPLEXES
OF PEOPLE’S COMMISSARIAT (MINISTRY) OF
LOCAL INDUSTRY OF THE UKRAINIAN
SOVIET SOCIALIST REPUBLIC IN SERVING
THE ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL NEEDS OF
UKRAINIAN VILLAGE IN 1943-1950

Introduction. The local industry of the USSR,
particularly such vitally important structural units as the
district industrial complexes, made a great contribution into
the post-war reconstruction of Ukrainian village.

Purpose. In the following abstract the author sets the
goal to analyze the role of the industrial integrated complexes
in the process of social-economic recovery of villages in 1943—
1950.

Methods. The complex of the general cognitive scientific
and specific methods had been employed in course of writing
the abstract.

Results. It has been displayed that the industrial
complexes played an important part in solving problems of
transport maintenance of agricultural production process. In
many of these enterprises there existed special workshops
and craft shops producing wagons, axles, wheels and other
products for baggage and harness for cartages. The industrial
integrated complexes were among main producers of tools
and utensils for collective and individual farms. The important
trend of the industrial integrated complexes’ work was
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producing of construction materials for reconstituting
destroyed business premises of collective and state farms,
schools and social housing of villagers. Almost all production
of bricks, tiles and lime necessary for the needs of villages
was concentrated in factories and workshops of industrial
complexes. They manufactured a range of products to meet
the needs of housing and consumer sectors. Along with the
production of industrial items and consumer goods the
industrial complexes performed another vital function — they
provided services for the rural population, particularly
domestic metal repair, custom tailoring and repairing clothes
and shoes, also they provided barbershops, photos and bath
and laundry services.

Originality. It is for the first time that activity of the
local industrial integrated complexes has been analyzed within
the framework of the tasks necessary to be solved for the
post-war recovery process of Ukrainian village.

Conclusion. The foregoing shows that despite the existing
problems and difficulties the local industrial complexes of the
USSR played a significant role in solving the priorities of the
postwar revival of economy and social sphere of Ukrainian
villages. The issue stated seeks further and more profound
scientific investigation.

CONTRADICTIONS OF THE LIFEIN
OCCUPATION (1941-1944)

Introduction.The problem of coexistence of the local
population with the Wehrmacht representatives and occupation
authorities on the occupied territory of Ukraine has great
significance. By reason of complexity and multidimentionality
of this problem, the whole line of its important subjects has
been behind the focus of the research before.

Purpose. The author aims at researching the issue
concerning the coexistence of the local population with the
representatives of the occupation authorities and Wehrmacht
on the occupied territory of Ukraine.

Results. Analyzing the situation in Germany on the eve
of the war, I can t help admitting the fact that A. Hitler managed
to turn the country into a spiritually single entity, make the
German people feel the superiority over other nations which
were proclaimed by the Nazi propaganda as inferior races.
According to Hitlers ideology, Jews, Gypsies and Slavs were
carriers of various defects that’s why they were subject to
absolute destruction during the war or in the near future. The
fact that such work of Nazi propaganda apparatus had
achieved significant results is strongly proved by the archive
documents and numerous testimonies of people who were on
the occupied territory of Ukraine. They experienced all the
“charms” of the new order established by Nazi and the main
aim of which was, according to such ideological principles, to
rob and physically destroy the population of Ukraine. That
launched the mechanism of depopulation on the eastern
territories. Human memory fixed the occupants not through
the prism of mass propaganda which shaped the image of the
“killer”, but because of their own experience. From the point
of view of this experience an occupant has different names,
different characters, different behaviors. But the human
memory has captured not only the facts of cruel terror and
moral humiliation, and also events which are not supposed to
have fitted into the universal terror of the occupants; cases
when Nazi ideological machine failed and ordinary human
relations won in the relationships between the occupants and
local population.

Conclusion. Thus, the human memory about the war
and occupation is an invaluable source that should be useful
in the reproduction of the human history of the everyday life
during the occupation 1941-1944. It is through the prism of
the family memory there has been taking place deideologization
of the war among the modern young generation.
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
