Bolsheviks revolutionary changes implementation
in t Ukrainian villages has showed that their policy needs
areliable ally. Using features of peasantry psychology,
its attraction to primitive egalitarianism, the Bolsheviks
created a specific organization KNS — committees of
poor peasants in 1920. KNS had to make the processes
of social and economic differentiation in Ukrainian
villages, which will suit the Bolsheviks.

KNS have politically and economically destroyed
prosperous peasants-owners, producers of the countrys
wealth. KNS served as typical village councils,
emphasizing their own importance and its own credibility
as a state organizations.

Since 1920 (the year of KNS foundation ) till 1933
(the year of cessation of their activity), as an urgent
need to support the Soviet political system, committees
of poor peasants occasionally appeared to the political
arena from nothingness.

KNS activities were evident in terms of emergency
measures. Emergency measures were applied by the
Soviets in the early and late 1920s.

The committees of poor peasants experiencined not
the best times for themselves in the middle of the 1920s.
During this period KNS experienced confusion,
frustration and despair. In mid-1922, their number reduced
twice.

In the late 1920s there was Stalins “revolution from
above”. Liberal principles of the New Economic Policy
dissapeared and finally command and repressive system
of governance came to live. Soviet power needed the
support of the committees of poor peasants during
forced grain gathering, searching for hidden “enemies
of the working people”, dispossession, forced
collectivization, the famine-genocide. Soviet political
regime encouraged the underclass psychology holders
who cooperated with the regime. The government gave
to those a certain percentage of material wealth from the
requisitioned property. Having finished with the “kulaks”
by making forced collectivization, committees of poor
peasants were dissolved in 1933 as unnecessary.

«KURKUL GANGSTERISM» VS. «<SOCIAL
GANGSTERISM»: CONTOURS OF ANEW
RESEARCH PARADIGM IN LIGHT OF ERIC
GOBBSBAUM’S THEORY

Modern British neo-marxists historian Eric John
Hobsbaum (1917 — 2012) is well known in the world,
including Ukraine, especially as the author of the
concepts of «long nineteenth century», «short twentieth
century»; as a supporter of the idea of «invention of
tradition» and as a researcher of problems of nationalism
and socialism, social movements in the traditional and
industrial societies.

Purpose: to identify the strengths and vulnerabilities
of the E. Hobsbaum’s concept of «social banditry» and
to find out how much successful interpretation of
peasant resistance to the policy limits of Soviet power in
1920°s — 1930’s in light of the such approach can be.
Also it must be identified the extent to which the term’s
«kulak», «political» and «social» banditry are relating.

On the basis of Ukrainian case, was confirmed
E. Hobsbawm’s thesis about «social banditry» as a
universal and virtually unchanging phenomenon, that is
little more than endemic peasant protest against
oppression and poverty. Like the «social bandits» in
traditional societies, Ukrainian peasants in 1920’s—1930’s
required modest but acceptable for the Soviet regime
requirements: to keep farming peacefully and on their
own land.

This publication is dedicated to less-known problem
—aphenomenon of «social banditry» in E. Hobsbawm’s
interpretation. It is an attempt of extrapolation of
phenomenon of «social banditry» phenomenon on the
peasant resistance to the policy of Soviet power in the
Ukrainian SSR on the brink of the 1920°s— 1930’s, that
was qualified be regime as «political» and / or «kulak
banditry».

Conclusion. As we see, little-known among
Ukrainian researchers E. Hobsbaum’s concept of «social
banditry» is promising for the study of mass opposition
sentiment and movements in their historical
development. It proves, but not justify the role of
banditry as a means to enhance social, peasant especially,
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mobility. Although this approach is the most appropriate
for traditional communities, it also shows a motivation
for the conflict and a features in their relations with their
backers and opponents in industrial age. With this in
mind, the projection of «social banditry» in the Ukrainian
peasant community of 1920°s — 1930’s cause a special
interest.

However, insufficient E. Hobsbaum’s attention to
the problems of peasant stratification, lack of a
satisfactory number of folk stories, devoted to «social
bandit’s», and sometimes the difficulty of distinction
«social» and «political» banditry objectively does not
allow to take full advantage of opportunities of this
approach.
