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METHODS OF WORK OF GRAIN
PROCUREMENT BRIGADES AS THE MEAN
OF COMMITTING THE CRIME OF GENOCIDE
IN UKRAINE

Introduction. Among the perpetrators of the crime of
genocide in Ukraine, a special place is occupied by “towing”
brigades, created at the beginning of the continuous
collectivization of communists and Komsomol members, led
by “twenty-five thousanders” - commissioners from cities,
often Russian. The All-Ukrainian Headquarters of Tow
Brigades was established to coordinate brigades. In 1932—
1933, tow brigades carried out “assault decades” of grain
procurement. People called them “shakers”, “red broom”,
“weevils” - for the probes with which they searched for hidden
grain and other food.The purpose of the paper is to analyze
and systematize the methods of work of grain procurement
brigades («towing») brigades in 1932—1933.

Methods of the study are based on the anthropological
socio-cultural,  theoretical =~ methodological  approach,
and principles of historicism. The author used problem
chronological, historical typological, historical psychological,
and historical comparative methods.

Originality. New historical sources were introduced;
unknown earlier kinds of repressions the «towing» brigades
used during grain procurements were enlightened; the
methods of work of grain procurement brigades were analyzed
in the context of psychological and physical murder; the facts
of using tortures were pointed. These problems have not been
the subject of a special research in Ukrainian historiography
yet.

Consequences. It was proven that «towing» brigades
arbitrarily used psychological and physical violence, and
tortures. This gives the reasons to define them as punishing
units and main mean of committing the Holodomor genocide
of Ukrainians. The author proposed and characterized the
thesis that when «towing brigades» were being created from
party authorized persons, «twenty-five-thousandersy, village
activists, demobilized Red Army soldiers, collective farm
members, Komsomol members, etc., party leaders relied on
uneducated, asocial, people who were prone to violence and
aggression. These people implemented true «terror by famine»
by providing planned and «decentralized» procurements in
the villages.

INCOME OF PEASANT FARMS OF UKRAINE
FROM LIVESTOCK AND POULTRY IN THE
NEP AGE (1921-1929)

Introduction. The study of the place of livestock and poultry
products in the budget-forming processes of peasant farms provides
an opportunity to better understand the features and patterns of
agricultural policy of the NEP and take them into account when
solving modern problems of the Ukrainian countryside. The article
characterizes the livestock and poultry industry as a source of
replenishment of the revenue side of the budgets of peasant farms of
Ukraine in the days of the NEP and their ratio to other actual incomes
during the financial year. The regional features of their formation and
the dynamics of revenues from these industries are clarified.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to reveal on the basis of
a comprehensive analysis of historical material the peculiarities of the

formation of the budget of Ukrainian farms in the NEP, to clarify the

structure and sources of budget formation in terms of livestock and
poultry.

Results. It is noted that in all regions without exception, the rural
population was engaged in animal husbandry and poultry farming to
provide themselves with food, as well as for sale. In addition, livestock
and poultry have always provided raw materials for light, food and
other industries. Livestock performed an important function as a
traction force, provided organic fertilizer for crop production.

From the point of view of the development of the market
commodity direction of animal husbandry in agriculture in the first
place was dairy farming. However, despite the absolute growth of cattle,
the relative quantitative development of animal husbandry lagged far
behind the natural growth of the population (livestock growth by 12%,
natural population growth - about 20%,).

Since livestock products are easy to sell, the livestock industry,
although inferior to crop production, was also an important source of
replenishment of cash budgets of farms. The share of livestock income
was different in different regions of Ukraine and depended on local
climatic and other conditions. The impact on the cost of products
produced by farms in relation to the provision of land and means
of production is analyzed. The share of revenues from livestock and
poultry products in the budgets of peasant families is determined.

Conclusion. The main monetary income to peasant farms from
the livestock industry gave the sale of livestock. There was a significant
replenishment of peasant budgets from the sale of meat, lard, milk and
eggs, especially in urban areas. Peasants also sold skins and furs of
domestic animals to procurement organizations. Revenues from poultry
and beekeeping products were much lower. The share of livestock
products as a source of monetary income was higher in medium and
above average farms. Revenues to peasant budgets from the sale
of livestock products, in contrast to crop products, were uniform
throughout the year.
