PECULIARITIES OF EDUCATION OF THE
UKRAINIAN PEASANTS IN EASTERN GALICIA
1926-1935. ACCORDING TO THE MATERIALS
OF THE NEWSPAPER “DILO”

Introduction. The studies of state-building and
cultural-educational transformations that took place during
the existence of the Second Polish Republic are useful for
Ukraine as a close neighbor and a partner. From the mid-
20s and 30s of the twentieth century in Eastern Galicia, an
active policy of the Polonization was unfolding, which was
aimed primarily at the cultural and educational sphere. Such
policy was pursued under the slogans of protecting Polish
state-building interests. The Ukrainian population, in turn,
saw this as a threat to their own culture and identity. In the

pages of Ukrainian periodicals of the interwar period, in
particular, the newspaper “Dilo”, the most relevant topic
was the education of the Ukrainian peasantry, schooling, and
teaching in the Ukrainian language.

Purpose. To find out the peculiarities of the education
of the Ukrainian peasantry in Eastern Galicia in 1926-1935
according to the newspaper “Dilo”.

Results. The publications of “Dilo” on the topic of
culture and schooling can be divided into several categories:
analytical articles with more general information and a
general analysis of the situation of Ukrainian schooling and
culture in Poland as a whole or in a particular province;
propaganda publications aimed at encouraging the Ukrainian
population to support cultural institutions or schools or
gvmnasiums, articles covering various local cultural events
in detail.

Conclusion. Features of the cultural and educational
process were regularly covered in the publications of the
newspaper “Dilo”. The main task of the newspaper was
to determine the struggle for Ukrainian statehood. The
newspaper’s editorial staff actively opposed the closure of
Ukrainian-language schools and the introduction of Polish-
language education. Cultural and educational institutions
were the centers of formation and development of Ukrainian
national identity in Western Ukraine as a part of the Second
Polish Republic.

COVERAGE OF PEASANT PROBLEMS IN
THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE IN THE WORKS OF
RESEARCHERS OF THE EARLY XX CENTURY

Introduction. The study of the prerequisites and features of
the course of the peasant revolution was begun by researchers of
the early twentieth century, who prepared a significant complex
of works on peasant problems. Such an increase in scientific and
public interest in and peasant problems was due to a complex of
factors: the study of the state of agriculture in the Russian Empire
by government commissions, the development of political parties’
programs, the rise of the agrarian movement and discussion of
the peasant question in the State Duma. Analysis of works on
peasant problems of the early twentieth century is made in
numerous dissertations, monographs, and scientific articles.
The question of the formation of the concept of the «peasant
revolution» in the Russian Empire in the historiographical
tradition of the early twentieth century remains insufficiently
studied in historical science.

The purpose of the study is to clarify the state of the study
of peasant problems in the early twentieth century through the
prism of the peasant revolution.

Results. The article analyzes the journalistic and scientific
works on the peasant question, prepared in the early twentieth
century in the Russian Empire. The study includes the collections
of articles: «The Needs of a Village», «Essays on the Peasant
Question», «The Great Reform: Russian Society and the
Peasant Question in the Past and Present». The second set of
historiographical works consisted of scientific research by
A. Kaufiman, P. Maslov, B. Veselovskij, and other researchers
of the peasant movement of the early twentieth century. On a
professional basis, among the authors of the first peasant works
were: lawyers, economists, civil servants, zemstvo officials,
Jjournalists. The factors that contributed to the appearance of
these works are highlighted, and the specifics of the formation
of the historiographical tradition on the peasant / agrarian
question are clarified. The analysis was carried out according to
the following criteria: content, features of the source base, genre
representation, party position of the authors. It was established
that the scientists focused on the following research problems:
clarification of the essence of the agrarian / peasant question;
study of the prerequisites for the peasant revolution; analysis of
the peasant movement.

Originality. The study of the formation of the concept of
«peasant revolutiony in the historiographical tradition of the
early twentieth century in the Russian Empire is conducted for
the first time.

Conclusion. Under the influence of the revolutionary events
of 1905, the concept of the «peasant question» was gradually
supplanted from public space by the concept of the «agrarian
question». A characteristic feature of most publications on the
peasant question was the intertwining of many research problems
and the party position of their authors. Popular science articles
prevailed in terms of genre representation. The scientific level
of these works was not high. Fundamental works are devoted to
the characterization of the agrarian question and the peasant
movement, which are characterized by the features of scientific
research: an analysis of historiography, a source base, an
attempt to determine the research methodology and research
objectives. The source base of works of the early twentieth
century. compiled of the materials of the Russian provinces and
individual stories about the Dnieper region (this concerned
lease relations and the development of the peasant movement).
Researchers of the peasant movement began using the criterion
of geographical zoning. Historiography of the early twentieth
century created a general picture of the peasant question in the
Russian Empire and contributed to the emergence of the concept
of «peasant revolutiony.
