THE SOLUTION OF THE AGRARIAN ISSUE
IN POLAND (1918-1926)

Introduction. The article deals with the process of solving
the agrarian question in the process of formation of the
statehood of the Polish republic. It is determined that during
the formation of statehood, Poland remained the agrarian
country. The overwhelming majority of the population was
involved into the agriculture. Solving the agrarian question
was one of the most important issues faced over the country's
political elite.

Purpose. Foreign political threats and economic
problems have intensified the processes of solving agrarian
issues by the Polish Seam and the government, with the support
of most political parties and political associations. In our
opinion, the difficult situation in which the agriculture of Poland
was, can be explained by objective reasons. Firstly, the
governments of the empire countries to which the Polish lands
belonged did not pursue the policy of state protectionism in
this area. Secondly, the economic crisis and the consequences
of the First World War affected the development of agriculture
negatively in the restored Poland. Thirdly, there was a
widespread low productivity in agriculture, obsolete machinery
and the system for cultivating land.

Results. The difficult political and military situation in
July 1920 p. (the defeat of the Polish Army in the war with
Soviet Russia, the approach of the Red Army to Warsaw) for
cede the Polish Seam to return other o lotion of the agrarian
problem. As a result a new lawemerged, it was based on the
executive rules laid down in the “Fundamentals of Land
Reform” of 1919 p. In our opinion, the key to the reform was
the desire of the government to raise the patriotic feelings of
the Polish peasants, enlist their support in a difficult time for
the country and encourage them to actively participate in the
defense of the Polish state. So, neither the government nor the
parliament deputies did not skimp on social promises. Under
the new law, the amount of land subjected to alienation was
increased and was intended for parceling and sedimentation.
Landlords and ecclesiastical land that exceeded the maximum
rate had to be redeemed for the half their average market
price, their movable and immovable equipment was also
subjected to forced redemption. The political restrictions,
discrimination and national oppression that existed in the
captive Polish lands in the imperial era were eliminated. The
significant feature of social life was the political activity of
society, including the peasantry, which sought to solve the
most painful issue for itself - agrarian. As a result of increased
productivity of agricultural production by providing food, the
country situation has improved, and prices for agricultural
products have started to decline. In general, the situation of
the rural population has improved considerably.

Conclusion. The gradual solution of the agrarian issue
has given a positive result to the entire economy of the country.
The threat from the Bolshevik Russia prompted the Seam and
the government of Poland to quickly and efficiently address
the most important agrarian issues, which in turn enabled
stabilizing the socio-economic situation in the country.
Adoption of land legislation gave a positive result for the
entire economy of the country. This solved a large number of
problems related to the rehabilitation of agriculture, as well
as investment plans that were supposed to promote the
development of the economy of the young state.

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PEASANT-IDEOMAN IN THE PERIOD OF
UKRAINIAN REVOLUTION (1917-1921) AS AN
OBJECT OF THE SOVIET AGRICULTURAL
POLICY IN UKRAINE IN THE END OF THE

19208 - THE BEGINNING OF THE 1930S."

The article proves that the object of the Soviet agrarian
policy in Ukraine in the late 1920s and early 1930s was a
peasant-ideoman of the period of the 1917-1921Ukrainian
Revolution. It substantiates that the agrarian policy of Soviet
power in the Ukrainian countryside in the late 1920s - in the
early 1930%, wore an aggressive, “military-communist”
character. It was not compliant with the peasantry. Its
overarching goal was not to objectively improve the socio-
economic status of the peasantry, its legal status, but to the
destruction of the peasant-ideoman of the period of the
Ukrainian Revolution, to achieve its own political objectives,
which varied, depending on historical circumstances.

Key words: peasant-ideoman, Ukrainian revolution,
Soviet agrarian policy, Soviet totalitarianism.

The statement of the issue. The end of the 1920s -
early 1930’s in the agrarian history of Ukraine is
particularly tragic. The implementation of the Soviet
agrarian policy as a component of a “great break” became
a tragic first and foremost for the Ukrainian peasantry.

Research analysis. In domestic [1-6] and foreign
[7-13] historiography, not one generation of historians
disclosed various aspects of the “great break” in the
countryside, “Stalinist revolution from above”. In
particular, proper attention has been paid to conceptual
categorical provision, the reasons for the implementation
and consequences of the “great break” in the
countryside, and so on.

At the same time, the study of Soviet agrarian policy
in Ukraine in the late 1920s - early 1930s is promising in
the context of the scientific concept of the 1902-1933
peasant revolution. The application of such a model for
the reconstruction of the agrarian history of Ukraine of
the first third of the 20th century will reveal those aspects
that are still poorly understood. In our opinion, the first
issue concerns the subject of agrarian policy in Ukraine
in the late 1920s and early 1930s. We believe that the
repressive and punitive nature of the Soviet agrarian
policy in Ukraine in the late 1920s and early 1930s was
also determined by the fact that its object was a peasant-
ideoman of the period of the 1917 - 1921 Ukrainian
Revolution.

The author of the article aims to investigate the object
of the Soviet agrarian policy in Ukraine in the late
1920s - early 1930s.

The statement of the basic material. At the
beginning of the 20th century in the Ukrainian
countryside there were deep socio-cultural

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transformations. On the forefront of history, a new active
subject, a peasant-ideoman, appeared. Dividing the
thoughts of R. Conquest, E. Gopher and other foreign
researchers [14], peasant-ideoman - a peasant, excited
by ideas. The ideological field of a peasant-ideoman is
the dominant “Idea of the Ground”. It was perceived and
understood as the “only hope”. Consequently, a new
peasant, a peasant of the era of revolution with radical
slogans, came out on the forefront of history.

Peasantry at the beginning of the twentieth century
was essentially different both from the urban proletariat
and from the peasantry of the preceding centuries, formed
under fundamentally new conditions of post-feudal
reality. The essential difference was, first of all, in the
absence of serfdom not only as a legal status. First of all,
it refers to the absence of serfdom as a way of being,
keeping a household, a style of thinking, and so on. It
was a generation brought up in the conditions of
agricultural capitalization, industrialization,
transformation of the community - all that is considered
to be the modernization of the second half of the
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries in the Russian
Empire.

Peasants perceived themselves as a separate
community of the then socio-cultural imperial space. The
unifying value was the “Idea of the Ground”, its division
into the fair principles, in their understanding. The events
of 1902 in the Poltava and Kharkiv guberniyas became
the beginning of the 1902 - 1933 peasant revolution in
Ukraine. The revolutionary activity of peasant-ideoman
detonated a proletarian revolution in 1905-1907. Peasant
revolutionism has become a catalyst for institutional
changes of the then Russian imperial model in 1917 [15].

The peasantry came into the 1917 — 1921 Ukrainian
revolution with considerable experience of the behavior
ofthe active subject of history. The Ukrainian revolution
was characterized by a distinct peasant character. The
dominant driving force of the Ukrainian Revolution was
the peasantry. No wonder practically all the political
forces and regimes that fought for power in Ukraine
during the Ukrainian Revolution, without exception,
considered the peasantry to be the basis of a set of models
of statehood they proposed. The peasantry during the
Ukrainian Revolution had its own “political program”,
offered its own version of the socio-economic and socio-
political model acceptable to it. In the center of such an
ideology of the peasantry, during the years of the
Ukrainian Revolution, there was a primordial desire for
“land and freedom”. These two concepts were closely
interconnected in the minds of the peasants and had a
sacred significance for them.

The peasants understood and perceived whole
complexity of socio-political relations, the relationship
with the power through the prism of agrarian-natural
being. The attitude of peasants during the period of the
Ukrainian Revolution to one or another power was not
stable and unambiguous. Even within one guberniya,
the political sentiments of the peasantry sometimes
differed diametrically opposite. As a rule, much depended
on the property homogeneity/ diversity of the population
of the district, the range of differences / similarities in
land tenure and land use of peasants, activity/ inactivity
of the authorities, military behavior, relations with the
landlords, etc.
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The peasantry during the years of the Ukrainian
Revolution demanded an “order” which would be set by
the “owner”. In our opinion, to a certain extent, the
wording “order, which will establish the owner” reflects
the peasant ideal of power. In its interpretation, we agree
with the position of colleagues that this ideal is
“democratic in the field and authoritarian, even despotic
in the center” [16, 163].

If the peasant ideal contrasted with the position of
one or another political regime, a peasant revolt unfolded.
One of the results of the peasant rebellion, the
manifestation of peasant revolutionism was the formation
of peasant republics [17]. The examples are Visunska
and Bashtanska, Kholodnoyarska, Chigirinska,
Gulyaipilska peasant republics etc. That is, the peasantry
during the years of the 1917-1921 Ukrainian Revolution
declared itself to be a self-sufficient, distinctive, active
subject of socio-political, legal, and socio-economic life
[18].

The cessation of large-scale hostilities during the
period of the Ukrainian Revolution in the early 1920’s
did not mean the cessation of the confrontation between
the city and the countryside, the proletariat and the
peasantry, the Soviet authorities, and peasant social and
political activity. Despite the decrease in peasant social
and political activity in the years of the new economic
policy, in comparison with the period of revolution, which
is natural and regular, in the 1920°s new forms appeared.
At that time, hundreds of armed formations that had a
diverse political orientation acted on the territory of
Ukraine. Peasant uprisings covered not only Ukraine but
also other territories of the former Russian Empire:
Tambov, Don, Kuban, Volga and Siberia. The peasants
demanded changes in agrarian policy, the abandonment
of the dictation of the RCP (b), the convening of
Constituent Assembly on the basis of universal equal
suffrage. Elimination of a broad peasant resistance to
the predatory food policy of the Bolshevik leadership
received from him the definition of “fighting political
gangsterism”, and the rebel formations, respectively, were
branded the status of bands [19].

The economic devastation and the famine of the early
1920s led to the fact that, despite all the efforts of the
authorities, the insurgent movement continued in 1921-
1926, and in the years to come. This was facilitated by
the fact that even those peasants who did not take active
part in it, favored the rebels. In fact, throughout the
territory of Ukraine there was a stable stratum of the
rural population, which continued to resist Bolshevism,
which was manifested in various armed protest v. [20,
144] Thus, only in June-August 1923 in Cherkassy volost
there were 3 insurgent detachments — Gryshchenko’s,
Lunyev’s, Zinko Strigun’s. In the first half of 1926 there
were about 25 peasant insurgent troops in the territory
of Ukraine [20, 145]. They directed their activities to
destroy the soviet state machine and disrupt the tax
campaign. Most of the rebels were former active ranks of
the parties of the Ukrainian Social-Revolutionists and
Social-Democrats [21].

The dissatisfaction of the peasants was also caused
by the pseudo-class attitude of the authorities to the
peasantry, which, by declaring that it protects the poorest
segments of the population, essentially often took under
its wing the real idlers: “We, the peasant-laborers, middle
peasants and poor people, were never bourgeois nor the
speculators, nor the drunkards, nor the pocket thieves,

nor the idlers-parasites, as the upper class, nor the lower
one, for which you are now arguing and the life-altering
state rebuilding which you now entrust. “...” We, the
peasants, the middle-laborers and the poor-working
people, are turning to you and ask you not to take a job
from us and to force the laity to work ...” [22].

In the late 1920s and early 1930s, the Ukrainian
peasant-ideoman of the period of the 1917-1921
revolution continued to resist the state: from the latent
to the open armed. The peasantry of Ukraine did not
tolerate the regular communization of the coutryside.
According to A. Graziosy, the second phase (1928-1933)
of the peasant war against the Bolsheviks continued
[23, 5]. In our opinion, this was a manifestation of the
peasant revolution. The peasant-Soviet confrontation
was large-scale and hard-headed. A. Besanson,
comparing it with the period of the revolution of 1917 -
1921, accurately noted: “... in its scope and danger to the
Bolshevik authorities, the peasant war was more massive
and popular than civil war” [24]. According to
V. Tilyshchak, the peasant revolt against the agrarian
policy of Soviet power in the Ukrainian countryside in
the late 1920s and early 1930s widened in a geometric
progression. In 1927 there were 173 of that-time
terminology “terrorist attacks”, in 11 months of 1928 -
351,1in 1929 - 1437, in 1930—4000 [25]. In some regions of
Ukraine peasant partisan detachments continued to
operate. The anti-Soviet peasant movement of resistance
in a particular scale gained resistance in Eastern Volhynia
and Podillya. As of the second half of March 1930,
peasant riots covered the territory of the 16 districts of
the border zone of the Ukrainian SSR. According to the
observations of B. Patrylyak, the insurgent peasants of
these territories managed to take control of some district
centers [26].

Thus, the peasant ideman of the period of the
Ukrainian Revolution in the late 1920s and early 1930s
remained an active subject of the peasant revolution.
The latter, having undergone changes in the forms ofits
expression, continued, in the definite period into the final
stage of development.

An essential component that allows a thorough
understanding of the content of the Soviet agrarian
policy in Ukraine in the late 1920s and early 1930s, the
object of its direction, is how the Bolsheviks understood
the peasantry, the place and role of the latter in the Soviet
model of statehood. The attitude of the Bolsheviks
towards the peasantry, in general, and the Ukrainian one,
was shaped by the influence of the socio-economic and
socio-political practices of the tsarist second half of the
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, the basic
principles of Marxism. At that time, the Russian imperial
establishment established ungrounded, in our opinion,
an understanding of the peasantry as an inert, pro-
monarchically conscious, conservative thinking social
stratum that cannot be self-sufficient, active subject of
the historical process in the broadest sense of the word.
It is obvious that the understanding of the peasantry as
a defective participant in socio-political and socio-
economic life was conditioned by the government’s
protectionist policy regarding it in the second half of the
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries.

In fact, the Bolsheviks did not differ much from the
tsarist government in their understanding of the
peasantry. They also, for their doctrinal principles, used
the idea of peasant inferiority, taking it on arsenal [27,
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362-366; 28, 235, 313, 325-326]. Iftsarist officials were
captive of pro-monarchical illusions, and therefore were
not prepared to respond adequately to the
subjectivization of the peasantry of the empire, then the
Bolsheviks were captured by class-revolutionary utopias.
They developed the concept of peasantry as an ally of
the proletariat in the struggle for a bright future. However,
the proletariat proclaimed the hegemon, which
supposedly had nothing to lose except its own chains
[29]. Such an approach can not be considered justified.

The peasant, in accordance with Marxist
interpretation, was regarded as a subject with “dual
psychology”. V. Lenin wrote: “A peasant is a laborer,
because he then extracts his bread with his blood, he is
exploited by the landowners, capitalists, merchants. A
peasant is a speculator, because he sells bread, an object
of necessity, an item that, when it is absent, is worth to
pay all the property. Hunger is not the aunt; for the bread
they give and a thousand rubles, and as much as they
want, even if all the property” [30], and not the proletariat
- the bearer of power and statehood.

“Culturally, politically”, the peasantry, in the opinion
of the Bolshevik leaders, was different from the
proletariat, more backward, more archaic. At the path to
a bright future, modeled by Marxist-Leninist, it needed a
leader in the face of the Bolshevik Party and the
proletariat as an ally on the road to communism. In this
regard, V. Lenin clearly stated: “We need - in accordance
with our worldview, our revolutionary experience for
decades, the lessons of our revolution - to ask the
question directly: the interests of these two classes are
excellent, the small tiller does not want what the worker
wants. We know that only a deal with the peasantry can
save the socialist revolution in Russia until the revolution
in other countries has come” [31].

The dialogue of the Bolsheviks / Soviet government
with the peasantry was based on the principles of
“military communism”, “communist assault,” and
“socialist front in the countryside”. The peasantry of
Ukraine did not tolerate the policy of “war communism”.
It corresponded to the reciprocity of such an attitude on
the part of Soviet power - the peasant anti-Soviet
resistance movement. Thus, during the first two decades
of July 1919, Ukraine registered 207 armed peasant protest
against Soviet power. 111 of them took place in Kyiv
region, 37 in Poltava, 20 in Volyn, 14 in Kherson region,
12 in Chernihiv region and Podillya [32].

Ukrainian countryside and peasantry was a source
of food, human resources in building communism, and
so on for the Bolsheviks / Soviet power in the first third
of the twentieth century. Hence, as the tool for the
consolidation and later strengthening of Soviet power,
for the achievement of a bright communist goal. Only in
this sense was it important to them. In itself, the peasantry
doctrinaitically did not fit into the concept of the Soviet
model of the state. In particular, in his speech on February
12, 1929, J. Stalin highly appreciated the state that was
inherited from V. Lenin. He stated that “never in the
history of peoples so large and powerful in its power, in
its scope of the state as a proletarian dictatorship”. The
prospect of the development of such a state, the secretary
general described the disappearance of the state under
communism in the original way in its interpretation: “... a
completely unprecedented increase in the functions of
the state in the face of the grassroots proletariat”. In
another speech, the party leader was even more frank:
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“The extinction of the state in our country is preceded
by a period of higher development of state power (the
dictatorship of the proletariat), which is the most powerful
and most powerful power of all existing state authorities
that existed till now”. J. Stalin argued that only a strong
state - the personification of the “grassroots proletariat”
- could finally bring about the construction of communism
[33]. As the above analysis and the content of other
speeches and papers of the secretary general testify, the
peasantry was not recognized as the basis of the
proletarian dictatorship.

Such an approach in relations between the
authorities and the peasantry could not but be
conflictual, considering at least that the peasantry was
numerically dominant in the structure of Ukrainian
society. It is well-known that 82% of the Ukrainian
population of the time was peasantry. Only in the Dnieper
Ukraine, with 30 million total population, 25 million were
peasants.

In view of the categorical rejection by the Soviet
authorities of the peasant-ideoman of the period of the
Ukrainian Revolution, he became the main object of the
agrarian policy of Soviet power in Ukraine in the late
1920s - early 1930s. In parallel the Soviet leaders took
measures to form a new entity, a peasant collective-farmer
/ state-farmer. In this regard, the agrarian policy of Soviet
power in the Ukrainian countryside in the late 1920s -
early 1930s was by its very nature the next stage in the
socio-economic, socio-political, cultural, communist
assault of the countryside with its radical, repressive
and punitive peculiarities methods of realization, the
“socialist front”. Its point was directed against the
Ukrainian peasant-ideoman of the period of the Ukrainian
Revolution and the achievements that the peasantry
received during the peasant revolution. In fact, 1929-
1933 became the final chord of the peasant revolution.

Under the influence of the Soviet agrarian policy in
the Ukrainian SSR, the USSR in the countryside formed
anew subject of the Ukrainian collective farm and state
farm countryside, which, with state support, confidently
displaces the peasant-ideoman of period of the Ukrainian
Revolution. Socialism, according to Soviet leaders, was
supposed to form another, the highest form of human.
Starting from 1923-1924, in the USSR, the Ukrainian SSR
there was the formation of a purposeful strategy,
subordinated to the through idea - the education of a
new human. A peculiar result of the search for ways of
forming “superhuman” was the First All-Union Congress
on the Study of Human Behavior (1930). Its participants
proclaimed that a new socialist society needs new people;
the creation of a new human from the old human material
was declared impossible; the socialist reconstruction of
human became a priority task of the Soviet science [1,
335].

The new active subject of the agrarian history of
Soviet Ukraine is the collective farm — state farm peasant
[34; 35]. Compared to the previous type, it was essentially
another peasant-ideoman, formed in the new Soviet
ideological and intellectual field. “The idea of the Ground”
was perceived in a qualitatively different way, his
consciousness reflected other priorities. First of all, it
was devotion to the goals of the party, identification
with the new proletarian public, the oblivion of their past
[1, 332]. The Soviet Marxists regarded the peasants as
raw material for the creation of a new mechanism. If
V. Lenin was difficult to determine the final place of the
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peasants in the dictatorship of the proletariat, then Stalin
stepped forward considerably. He emphatically
emphasized that the creation of “true peasants” is
possible by bringing the latter to the party. Compulsion
was considered a permissible means of re-education of
the peasantry, the creation of a “new rural human”, “a
new psychology of labor peasantry” [1, 357].

The city has defeated the village, the Bolsheviks -
peasants. Elements of commodity-money relations were
destroyed in the countryside, an administrative-
command system of management of the collective-farm
and state-farm peasantry was introduced. The policy of
dekulakization was the policy of actual destruction of
the peasant-owner, peasant-ideoman of the period of the
Ukrainian Revolution. The establishment of total state
control over the peasantry led to its transformation into
a subject completely dependent on the state. In this
context, attention is drawn to the transformation of the
legal status of the Ukrainian peasantry in the early 1930°s.
It is not an exaggeration to assert that in its content de
facto and de jure the Resolution of the RNK of the
Ukrainian SSR and the CC CP (b) U from April 9, 1933
“Temporary rules of order in collective farms” greatly
limited the rights of peasants. In particular, one of the
natural human rights - the right to mobility. Peasants
were forbidden to leave villages. In addition, the state
refused to issue passports to them. Taking into account
these and other facts, we share the well-founded position
of Ukrainian scientists (in particular, V. Marochko) who
identify this legal status of the Ukrainian collective farm
peasantry with serfdom.

Planting of the collective and state farms system,
the formation of the collective farm and state ownership
of land, the state policy of grain procurement, fiscal
policy, the Holodomor of 1932-1933 - tools for
implementing the “great break” in the countryside,
suppression of the peasant revolution, the destruction
ofthe peasant ideman during the period of the Ukrainian
Revolution and the main the object of the Soviet agrarian
policyin the late 1920’s - early 1930’s.

The conclusions. So, in fact, the agrarian policy of
Soviet power in the Ukrainian countryside in the late
1920s - early 1930s was aggressive, “military-communist”
in nature. It was not compliant with the peasantry. Its
overarching goal was not to objectively improve the
socio-economic position of the peasantry, its legal status,
but to achieve its own political objectives, which varied,
depending on historical circumstances. In the late 1920s
and early 1930s Soviet totalitarianism, applying taxes,
grain procurement, and the Holodomor of 1932-1933,
forming a new type of Soviet peasant, was a peasant
counter-revolution. Its purpose was clear and
understandable - not only the physical but also the
spiritual and cultural destruction of the peasant-ideoman
of the period of the Ukrainian Revolution.

PLATON DOMANYTSKYI'S ACTIVITIES AIMED
AT OVERCOMING THE FINANCIAL CRISIS INA
SAVINGS AND CREDIT UNION OF KOLODYSTE

VILLAGE (1908-1910): AN ATTEMPT OF
MICROANALYSIS

Introduction. At the beginning of the 20" century, the
Domanitskyi Family actively participated in the development
of the peasant cooperative movement. The Domanytskyi
brothers Vasyl and Platon originated from the priestly family

from the village of Kolodyste in Zvenyhorodka District of

Kyiv Province. They were active propagandists and organizers
of the consumer cooperation in their native village. Their
cooperative activities became a model for many
representatives of the Ukrainian elite. Vasyl Domanytskyi
described his experience in this area in several brochures.
Cooperative works by V. Domanytskyi were especially popular
in the Kyiv Region and Podillia. The activities of the other
brothers and their contribution to the development of the
Savings and Credit Union at the beginning of their cooperative
career still remain an under-investigated topic.

Purpose. To show the administrative activities of the
cooperator Platon Domanytskyi in eliminating the crisis
situation in the Kolodyste Savings and Credit Union entrusted

to him by his elder brother in 1908 - 1910.

Results. While developing the chosen topic, the author
studied the unexplored letters of Platon Domanytskyi to his
elder brother Vasyl. A detailed description of the affairs in the
Savings and Credit Union allowed to recreate the crisis period
of the organization directly from the evidences of its
contemporary. The annual 1908 report of the Union and the
letters of Platon Domanytskyi to the founder of the Kolodyste
Cooperative Store shed light on the daily life of the cooperator
at the beginning of the 20" century.

Originality. The topic of the article was chosen due to
several circumstances: firstly, the interest in the people of the
«secondy and «third» plan, which remained in the shadow of
their most prominent contemporaries, is growing. Therefore,
it is important to scientifically release the other interesting
representatives of the Domanitskyi Family from the «shadow
of historyy and not just the famous cooperator Vasil
Domanytskyi. Secondly, the researcher discovered the
unpublished letters of Platon Domanytskyi to his famous
brother. It enables us to carry out a microanalysis of his
activities in overcoming the financial crisis of the Kolodyste
Savings and Credit Union in the early 20" century. Thirdly,
despite the fact that the history of the cooperative movement
has been sufficiently studied (by I. Vytanovych, V. Marochko,
V. Polovets, 1. Farenii, Y. Magas-Demydas, etc.), there is a
lack of publications studying the activities of the cooperative
unions at the micro level.

Consulition. Due to the fact that V. Domanytskyi actively
engaged his brothers in active social activities, his family
subsequently underwent political persecution. After he had
left Kolodyste for treatment, the work of the Savings and Credit
Union practically narrowed. P. Domanytskyi had difficulty
gaining the authority his elder brother had. Some personnel
decisions did not justify themselves, but the natural gift of
persuasion allowed Platon to agree on the credit support from
other organizations. For a certain period, it has stabilized a
very difficult situation with the circulation of funds.

But the forced departure of P. Domanytskyi from
Kolodyste to Cherkasy nullified all attempts to resolve the
difficult situation. The peasants delegated to certain positions
did not feel a significant responsibility for the development of
the Union and performed their duties poorly. The acquired
practical experience soon helped P. Domanytskyi to use his
crisis management skills to manage more serious cooperative
structures, such as the Kyiv Cooperative « Ukrainbanky.

SPECIFICITY OF CARRYING OUT STOLYPIN
AGRARIAN TRANSFORMATIONS ON THE
TERRITORY OF BELARUS (1906—1916)

Introduction. Peasants’ lack of land was becoming
ubiquitous on the territory of Belarus during the early 20"
century. The process of land dispossession was associated
with a rapid increase in the number of peasants and the number
of peasant households. The aggravation of the agrarian
question led to the preparation and implementation of the
Stolypin agrarian reform. The main purpose of this reform
was to replace communal land ownership with private peasant
farms.

Purpose: to determine the role of Stolypin agrarian
transformations in changing social and economic relations in
the Belarusian village in the conditions of its capitalist
transformation.

Methods. The research was based on methodological
principles of historicism, objectivity and systematization. They
have been implemented through the use of general logical
(analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction), general scientific
(historical and logical methods, modelling, system approach),
specific historical (historical-genetic, historical-comparative,
historical-typological, historical-systemic) and quantitative
(quantitative analysis, mathematical modelling) methods.

Results:

— determined the role of the Stolypin agrarian reform in
the socio-economic policy of the government of the Russian
Empire in the Belarusian provinces,

— showed the specificity of carrying out the Stolypin
agrarian reform on the territory of Belarus;

— set the degree of reform influence on the expansion of
the system of private peasant landownership, the formation of
farms and the dissemination of the methods of rational farming
in the Belarusian provinces;

— defined the mechanism of interaction between the local
branches of the Peasant Land Bank with the Land Use
Planning Committees and the land institutes;

— proved the proposition that the Stolypin agrarian
reform contributed to the acceleration of capitalist
transformation of agriculture on the territory of Belarus.

Originality. The research determines the role of the
Stolypin agrarian reform in solving of the agrarian question
on the territory of Belarus in the beginning of the 20" century.
It is thefirst time in historical science when the comprehensive
research of the Stolypin agrarian transformations was made
and their effect on the growth of peasant land ownership, the
formation of farms and the dissemination of the methods of
rational farming in Belarusian provinces was shown.

Conclusion. The Stolypin agrarian reform led to the
partial disintegration of peasant communities, the expansion
of the system of private peasant landownership, the formation
of farms, the dissemination of the methods of rational farming,
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the settlement of land relations and the growth of peasant
territorial mobility.

The Stolypin agrarian reform has played an important
role in solving of the agrarian question and acceleration of
capitalist development in the countryside and the differentiation
of the peasantry in the Belarusian provinces.

AGRICULTURAL PLOTS OF PEDAGOGICAL
HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS IN
UKRAINE DURING THE 1932-

1933 HOLODOMOR

Introduction. The article illustrates the situation of
educators of the higher pedagogical school of Soviet Ukraine
during the grain procurement campaign of the 1930s, which
resulted in genocide. The author analyzes the practice of
authorities in providing students and teachers with bread,
initiatives for the organization of special subsidiary farms.
The publication demonstrates the differences of the hungry
everyday of the collectives of city universities and pedagogical
colleges in some rural areas.

Purpose. The purpose of this intelligence is to illustrate
the specifics of the behavior of educators on the one hand, in
the struggle for existence through the system of state support,
on the other hand — through an independent organization of
the subsidiary farms.

Results. For a contemporary, the Holodomor of 1932-
1933 is unlikely to be a phenomenon that was spontaneously
generated only by the whims of nature, the criminal decisions
of the Soviet government of the early 1930s are a fact that, at
the legislative level, are recognized not only in Ukraine but
also in a number of countries of the world. Educational
intelligentsia of Ukraine suffered from genocide, and, as an
ideological avant-garde, was ordered by the government to
destroy the Ukrainian village, and with it the Ukrainian identity.

The history of the Great Famine in Ukraine was on the
verge of many monographic studies and collections. Some of
them reproduce the sequence of events, based on verbal
evidence, (O. Sinyavska), others clarify the legal side of the
phenomenon (K. Savchuk). Historians also concentrate their
research around the publication of the case of preservation
and informativeness of documents (I. Kopytko) and the
saturation and verification of historiography of intelligence
on the problem of genocide of Ukrainians in 1932-1933 (N.
Isakov). O. Komarnitsky disclosed a life of student youth at
the pedagogical institutes in the context of the “bread terror”
of the village. However, a comprehensive study of the
functioning of the colleges of the country s higher pedagogical
school during the Holodomor-Genocide is at the time.

Conclusion. The period of 1932-1934 can be called the
“dual game” of the totalitarian authority with Ukrainian
educators. The state began the game, staging genocide of
Ukrainian peasants by hunger, trying to control the process
of support of certain segments of the population, the food
norm of 300 grams of bread for educators, which could rise
to 400 grams, did not meet the needs of members of the
collective. Due to unfortunate cases of weighting, reducing
volumes of cereals, and supply disruption, students massively
left universities because of hunger and went to their native
villages in hopes of obtaining products there. In contrast,
teachers, film makers, librarians of pedagogical technical
schools had their own supply chain, which included oil, fish,
milk, pasta and bread that changed during the Great Famine.
The decree on production bases for high schools was
introduced in 1933 and determined the capacity of animal
husbandry and 5 fields of 50 hectares with crop rotation; that,
however, did not help to solve the problem with the
disadvantages of providing institutes with their own products.
They appeared because of the lack of sowing material,
fertilizers, and ruminant and drag forces. The initiatives of
individual institutions to open dining rooms without the help
of central authorities were opposed. To overcome the crisis,
the government has introduced a card system for food. As a
result, flood speculation and kidnapping of bread cards began
among educators).

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UKRAINIAN AGRICULTURAL COOPERATION IN
THE BACKGROUND OF THE REVOLUTIONARY

CONSUMPTION OF THE EARLY 20™ CENTURY"

The article reveals the regularities and peculiarities of
the development of Ukrainian agricultural cooperation during
the first two decades of the twentieth century. The contribution
of domestic theorists and practitioners of co operation, as
well as the role of All-Ukrainian Congresses of Cooperation
and the Provisional Central Ukrainian Cooperative
Committee was shown. The influence of the revolutionary times
of 1905 — 1907 and 1917 — 1921, as well as the First World
War on the dynamics and directions of the cooperative
movement was determined.
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The statement of the issue. It is hard to imagine the
operation of such a socio-economic organization as
Ukraine’s credit cooperation of the 1920’s, without
highlighting the main stages ofits previous development.

It is necessary to thoroughly trace its origins, given
that the creation of a formally new Soviet industrial-and-
credit cooperative system in the village in 1921 was
essentially a restoration of pre-revolutionary credit
agricultural co-operation. Its path, historical conditions,
rich organizational and production experience did not
disappear without a trace. In the beginning and in the
mid 1920’s of the twentieth century, carriers of this
experience were not only peasants — ordinary members
of the cooperative, but also specialists of pre-
revolutionary cooperative organizations. Their
knowledge, practical skills, methods of work, and finally
habits and preferences could not but affect the nature
and direction of the practical activities of the entire
system of credit cooperation, which actively and
fruitfully acted in the agrarian sector of the national
economy of Ukraine during 1921 — 1929.

Research analysis. The question of the history of
agricultural co-operation in Ukraine during the late
nineteenth and early twentieth century drew the attention
of economists fort he first time in 1920’s (I. Vysochansky
[3], T. Nymchinov, M. Podolsky [12], S. Fesenko and
L. Tsukerman [17]). O. Chayanov [20] occupies a special
place among the first researchers in the history of the
cooperative movement in the village. He has violated a
wide range of problems devoted to various aspects of
the production and economic functioning of the peasant
farms. Also, one of the first in the history of the
cooperative movement was paid by the scientists of the
Ukrainian diaspora S. Borodayevsky [2], I. Vitanovich
[4], and J. Pavlikovsky [11].
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In historiography, a qualitatively new stage in
research began with the emergence of monographs by
V. Kalinichenko [6] and V. Marochka [8]. A part of modern
historians-agrarians focused on the analysis of the
regional dimension of Ukrainian cooperation at the end
ofthe 19th and the beginning of the 20th century. Thus,
the research G. Tsybulenko [19] is devoted to credit
cooperation in Southern Ukraine; V. Polovets [13]
considered the history of the cooperative movement of
1861 - 1917 on the Left Bank; I. Farenius [16] and J. Magas-
Demidas [7] investigated similar processes on the
territory of the Naddniprianshchina, in particular, the
Right Bank. In the end, the history of the development
of agricultural co-operation in Ukraine was reflected in
the publications of one of the co-authors of this article
[10].

The authors purpose is an investigating the patterns
and peculiarities of the development of Ukrainian
agricultural cooperation under the conditions of the
revolutionary upheavals of the early 20" century.

The statement of the basic material. The first credit
cooperative organizations in Ukraine that had their
vocation to meet the needs of productive assets of large
groups of small commodity producers began to arise
shortly after the abolition of serfdom. Already in 1869 in
the city of Gadyach in the Poltava region, a savings and
loan society started its activity. In spite of the fact that
the Hadiach Society was one of the first in Russia (inferior
to the date of foundation only the savings and loan
society of the village Dorovatov, Christmas parish ofthe
Vetlug district of the Kostroma province, founded in 1866
by the landlords of the brothers Luginin), but it did not
emerge on the empty place .

First steps of credit work with the participation of
ordinary, private peasant farms were known in Ukraine
even earlier. These were not actually cooperative
organizations of the working people, but they already
bear in themselves some or other of their essential
features. In 1857, at the initiative of the landowner
K. Brzezovsky and his funds, the so-called “peasant
bank” was founded in the village of Tsybuleve,
Olgopolsky district of the Podolsk province. Here in
Podillia in 1860, on the initiative of the priest V.
Morachevich, a similar institution was created in the
village of Oleshina, Proskuriv district. Separate centers
of mutual assistance of the peasantry are viewed at the
same time in the territory of the present Odessa region.
The information about them is very stingy, but one can
state that the capital of these credit unions consisted, as
arule, of the liberal-mindedness of large landowners or
wealthy public figures, who provided long-term non-
interest loans or direct donations for this purpose. The
activity of these credit unions was managed by the
selected individuals. At the expense of funds, they
provided loans for almost symbolic 1 - 1.5% to reliable
members of the company.

The first credit cooperative organizations in the
village had, in general, a wealthy color, which is quite
clearly traced on the example of the charter of the
companies. Their founders considered the main task not
to finance production processes in the peasant economy,
but to care for the money (which was not at that time in
the vast majority of the peasantry), with the aim of not
only preserving them, but also ensuring maximum growth.
Then, the procedure for providing funds for trading
operations was determined, and only then was the
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development of agricultural production, the provision
of seed, feed in poor harvest years.

The peculiar feature of these societies was the high
level of share contributions, which, despite the
possibility of installment, was too burdensome for an
ordinary peasant farm. It is not surprising that lending
and production cooperatives in the countryside
developed sluggishly. Yes, and the general socio-
economic conditions of the 1860°s did not yet contribute
to the development of cooperative work, especially its
loan variety. The poorly expressed marketability of the
farms did not stimulate its intensification, and hence the
search for the necessary funds for this. The lack of funds,
the limited legal status of the peasants, the constant
bureaucratic obstacles of the government did not allow
the labor peasantry to develop cooperative work to a
really tangible size. Not to mention the economic
preconditions, the development of cooperation in the
countryside was significantly hampered by political
reasons. The tsarist government deliberately constrained
the development of cooperative peasant associations,
fearing the “socialist spirit” of cooperation.

Only in the early 1870’s an impetus for the
development of cooperative-credit work was the rapid
rise of sugar production in Ukraine. The owners of sugar
refineries were interested in the maximum saturation of
the surrounding lands with the sowing of sugar beet.
The cultivation of this labor-intensive culture was
beneficial for the peasantry in the areas of agrarian
overpopulation, especially the Right Bank, because it
gave the opportunity to significantly intensify the
economy, to compensate for the shortage of land that is
characteristic of these places using existing labor.
However, the production of sugar raw materials — deep
plowing, buying seeds, using seeders, transportation —
required a fairly significant advance cost and was
inaccessible not only to the poor, but also to middle
farms. To this end, with the financial help of sugar
refineries in the surrounding areas, there are not more
than a few, and dozens of credit cooperative peasant
associations annually.

Thelate 1880’s —were a period of further revitalization
of socio-economic processes in Ukraine. Economic
necessity - the need to intensify the merchantability of
the small peasant economy as demanded by the interests
of trade and industrial capital — and forced the tsarist
government in 1895 to adopt a law on the organization of
small loans for the peasantry. This document changed
the legal status of cooperation, expanded its economic
opportunities, gave credit cooperatives the right to
conduct intermediary operations in the organization of
cooperative sales of agricultural products and supply of
peasantry with industrial goods of production purpose,

Despite the general positive significance of this law,
until the revolution of 1905, credit cooperation, due to
many restrictions, reservations, bureaucratic and
bureaucratic obstacles, remained a rather unusual
phenomenon, which, due to its appearance, was due only
to the goodwill of some liberal government officials or to
the enthusiasm and the great perseverance of selfless
zemstvo leaders .

Revolutionary events of 1905 awakened the energy
of the broad peasant masses, raised public awareness,
attracted the attention of the peasantry to amateur and
organization of mutual assistance. Since then, the
cooperative movement in the countryside has started to
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grow rapidly. To the cooperative activity pulled the broad
masses of the peasantry. If by 1904, throughout the
Romanov empire, there were only 306 loans (consisting
mainly of peasants, and almost exclusively from the
wealthy), and 836 savings and loan societies (dominated
by townspeople) [1, 6], then in a decade their number
has increased significantly. As of July 1, 1915 in the
Ukrainian provinces of the Russian Empire there were
1878 credit societies, whose members were 1 million
366 thousand households [1, 7].

Credit cooperation, combining about 1.4 million
peasant farms with 3.8 million existing in Ukraine at that
time, affected the interests of already quite large sections
of the peasantry. Of course, most of the poor households
did not participate in her work. Of their total number
(approximately 2.1 million), credit unions accounted for
no more than 9% [5, 7]. Modern data on the social
stratification of the pre-revolutionary Ukrainian village
suggests that not only up to 490 thousand wealthy
peasants, but most of the then 1.2 million middle-class
households were involved in cooperative work.

This conclusion can be drawn on the basis of
materials of rather detailed sampling surveys of the social
status of peasant cooperatives in the autumn of 1916 —
the summer of 1917. Extrapolated to the total number of
members of credit cooperatives, they give 994 thousand
middle peasants and 370 thousand wealthy farms. In
other words, credit cooperation of Ukraine in the autumn
of 1917 united 71% of middle-size and 76% of wealthy
farms.

Compared to the previous decade, it was a significant
step forward. Peasant credit co-operation has become a
truly mass organization. By combining not only the upper
ranges of the village but also the broad strata of the
labor peasantry, it began to significantly affect the
development of the national economic life of Ukraine.

The tsarist government attached great importance
and made considerable efforts to organize a reliable
control of cooperative peasant associations. In 1904, a
government organization with large administrative and
economic powers was established - the Office for Small
Credit. His activities were aimed at politicization of the
cooperative movement. All budget balances of the State
Bank, which were provided when organizing peasant
cooperative associations on terms of early credit, were
allocated only with his permission. The permission was
granted not only on the basis of economic needs, but
also with the mandatory consideration of the nature of
the public-political activities of the members of the
organized credit company, that is, in terms of loyalty to
the tsarist autocracy. It should be noted that these funds
were quite significant and equaled 60% of the capital
stock of the companies, and with whom they started
their work [5, 9].

Trying to keep the peasant cooperative associations
of Ukraine under its full control, the tsarist government
for a long time forbade the creation of any organizational
network of credit agricultural societies. In purely Russian
provinces, this ban did not exist. In Ukraine, the creation
of associations of credit unions was seen as undesirable,
harmful to the autocracy phenomenon. According to the
tsarist government, they necessarily would have
acquired “not only socialist, but also Mazepa”
orientation. Of particular caution in the royal
administration was that economic opportunities of
unions of credit agricultural societies would make for

them easy access to direct economic ties with a wide
network of peasant cooperative organizations that
actively worked at that time in Western Ukraine.

For a long time, only solitary unions of credit societies
acted under the special permission of the tsarist
government in Ukraine. So, since 1902 Berdyansk began
to work, and since 1903 - the Melitopol associations of
credit agricultural societies. They were the only
associations of credit societies in Ukraine. However, this
was not a cooperative-credit association of the Ukrainian
peasantry itself, since the combined credit societies
consisted mainly of German colonists.

After numerous appeals to the people of the
Ukrainian cooperative movement, sometimes with the
help of rather specific means of “pushing the case», it
was possible to obtain in St. Petersburg the permission
to establish two regional centers of credit agricultural
cooperation. In 1907 the cooperative agricultural
Soyuzbank was established in Kyiv, and from 1911 to
1912 it was in Katerynoslav [9, 8-14].

A marked change in the cooperative movement was
experienced with the onset of the First World War. The
great difficulty in supplying the army with agricultural
products, the general ineffectiveness of the military
system of the time, coupled with the frank embezzlement
in the administrative bureaucracy, forced the government
finally to reconsider its position. The general deterioration
of the military-strategic, financial and economic situation
of the Russian Empire as a result of the military failures
of 1915 did not allow to further delay the solution of this
important issue of the cooperative life of the Ukrainian
peasantry. The Ministry of the Interior finally lifted the
ban on the creation of large associations of credit
agricultural societies.

In spite of all the economic difficulties of the military
period, the failure of the functioning of monetary
circulation, the growth of inflationary processes, in the
course of 1916 - 1917 there were about 40 strong unions
of credit agricultural societies [18, 16].

The logical consequence of the organizational and
economic development of Ukrainian cooperation was the
holding of the first All-Ukrainian Congress of
Cooperation in April 1917. At the congress, a special
body was created - the Provisional Central Ukrainian
Co-operative Committee, which was tasked with the
organization of the All-Ukrainian Cooperative Center.
This center, appropriately combining the economic work
of numerous cooperative unions, should have
contributed to the overall economic development of
Ukrainian agriculture. The Interim Committee, drawing
on the cooperation of the best scholars and practitioners
working in the field of cooperation, developed a
comprehensive concept of organizational and economic
development of multi-faceted Ukrainian cooperation in a
short time. The main place in it was allocated to the system
of credit and agricultural cooperation, which is designed
to contribute to the development of agriculture in Ukraine
as efficiently as possible [3, 202].

The directions of work on the rational delimitation
of the actual lending and sales and supply activities of
all major branches of agricultural production were clearly
defined. In particular, it provided for the creation of
special agricultural unions that would organize not only
sales and supply but also certain kinds of productive
interaction of the peasantry in various branches of
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agriculture: dairy or meat cattle breeding, beet growing,
horticulture, etc.

The course of organizational and economic
development of Ukrainian cooperation was discussed in
detail by the wider layers of the cooperative community
at the Second All-Ukrainian Congress of Cooperation in
mid-September 1917. The division of political forces grew
in the country. This could not but affect the development
of Ukrainian co-operation. Thanks to the leadership of
Ukrainian cooperation, the congress managed to climb
over the growing passions of political battles and
reaffirmed the decisive thesis of Ukrainian cooperation -
under all conditions, to be the main goal of improving
the well-being of the people. The congress was able to
advance even in such a complicated time for the cause
as the formation of governing bodies of co-operation. In
addition to the election of the permanent Central Co-
operative Committee headed by B. M. Martos (the
committee was given the functions of the legislative
body of Ukrainian cooperation), the congress also created
its permanent governing body - the Co-operative
Council. These authoritative organs of the Ukrainian
cooperative movement continued to function in spite of
all the terrifying military-political events of 1917-1918.

The clear priority given by all sectors of cooperation
to resolving purely economic problems did not mean
that such a mass public organization, which in one way
or another united millions of Ukrainians, was standing
aside from the turbulent events of the time. In the nation-
wide process of creating Ukrainian statehood, the
cooperative movement was flooded with almost the most
recent flow. The first and second All-Ukrainian
cooperative congresses (April 9 and September 15-18,
1917), representing the wide masses of the cooperative
society of Ukraine, representing a well-worked out
scheme, have become one of the most important factors
of state building. For example, the fact that among the
nine members of the first composition of the General
Secretariat, created by the Central Council on June 15,
1917, four general secretaries were well-known activists
of the Ukrainian cooperative movement is convincingly
evident. In the General Secretariat they represented the
Provisional Central Cooperative Committee, which was
formed by the First All-Ukrainian Cooperative Congress.
General Secretary of Land Affairs was B. M. Martos,
Finance - H. A. Baranovsky, Food Affairs - M. M. Stasyuk,
General Chancellor - P. A. Khristyuk.

It is clear that the urgent need for participation in
state-building distracted the force and energy of many
leading figures of the Ukrainian cooperative movement
both in the center and on the ground from direct
cooperative work. Acting in extremely difficult conditions,
the governing bodies of Ukrainian cooperation
purposefully continued to carry out the outlined program.
At the Third All-Ukrainian Congress of Cooperation,
which worked at the end of May 1918, the work of the
Co-operative Committee was approved for further
organizational development of all directions of the
cooperative movement.

Numerous difficulties, general uncertainty of political
and economic prospects of economic life prevented the
development of credit agricultural cooperation, the main
direction of which was to strengthen the unions of credit
agricultural societies as the main centers of concentration
of cash for production purposes. Nevertheless, as of
April 1, 1919, 43 associations of credit agricultural
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societies and 28 of their branches worked in Ukraine,
which in the majority performed functions of the same
content and to the same extent as the credit unions
themselves. The credit work of most credit agricultural
unions, as well as other types of cooperative associations:
All-Ukrainian cooperative centers, consumer unions,
various mixed associations - “integrals” - united the
Ukrainian People’s Cooperative Bank - Ukrainbank, which
was launched in mid-September 1917 [1, 11].

Another all-Ukrainian unifying center of credit
agricultural and special agricultural unions became the
Central All-Ukrainian Agricultural Union-Central, which
started its activity on January 2, 1918, on the basis of the
Kyiv Central Agricultural Society. This society was
founded in 1915 as a regular union of credit agricultural
societies, but due to the purposeful work of'its leadership
- devoted to the vision of a far-sighted P. Dibrovy, in a
short time the scope of his activity spread to most of
Ukraine and part of Belarus. In 1917 the Central
conducted lending operations with associations of Kyiv,
Poltava, Chernihiv, Podolia, Volyn, Kherson and Minsk
provinces [14, 418].

Combining the sales and supply of credit agricultural
unions, special agricultural, consumer and mixed, since
January 2, 1918, the Central Society already worked as
the Central Ukrainian Agricultural Cooperative Alliance
covering the whole territory of Ukraine. The peak of its
organizational activity was the second halfof 1918, when
the Central has already become a Union of Agricultural
Unions. On January 1, 1920, the Central Union united
51 agricultural unions [15, 191]. Most of them - former
credit agricultural unions, which, in the absence of a
stable monetary unit, were forced to reorient in the
content of their work. The financial turnover of the
Central in those difficult economic conditions amounted
to more than 109 million rubles. gold.

The conclusions. The history of agricultural
cooperatives in Ukraine dates back to the 1850s-1860s.
The first lending and cooperative organizations in
Ukrainian village had a wealthy past. Their characteristic
feature was the high level of unit payments, which,
despite the possibility of installment, were burdensome
for the ordinary peasant economy. Two powerful impetus
to the development of the cooperative movement in
Ukraine was the growth of sugar volumes in the 1870s-
1880s and the revolution of 1905-1907. The tsarist
government attached great importance and made
significant efforts to organize a reliable control of
cooperative peasant associations. Already in 1904 the
Office for Small Credit was established, the purpose of
which was to politicize the cooperative movement.
According to the Russian government, a network of
cooperatives on Ukrainian lands would necessarily have
gained “not only socialist, but also Mazepa” orientation.
In spite of these difficulties, during the years 1907 - 1912
in Kyiv and Ekaterinoslav, two regional centers of credit
agricultural co-operation began to work. In spite of the
economic turmoil of the military period, failures in the
functioning of monetary circulation, the growth of
inflationary processes, during the 1916 - 1917 period, 40
strong unions of credit agricultural societies launched.

The logical consequence of the organizational and
economic development of Ukrainian cooperation was the
organization of the first All-Ukrainian Congress of
Cooperation in April 1917, during which a special body
was created - the Provisional Central Ukrainian Co-
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operative Committee, which was tasked with organizing
the All-Ukrainian Cooperative Center. Theorists and
practices of co-operation played a prominent role not
only in the development of the national economy, but
also in state-building. For example, the fact that among
the nine members of the first composition of the General
Secretariat, created by the Central Rada on June 15, 1917,
convincingly evidences four general secretaries were
well-known activists of the Ukrainian cooperative
movement (B. Martos, H. Baranovsky, M Stasyuk, P.
Khristyuk). The transformation of Ukrainian credit
agricultural societies and their unions into agricultural
cooperative societies was conditioned by several factors:
the need to reflect their true content of work, the
understanding that, in the current Soviet reality (with
the establishment of a system of military communism in
Ukraine), the scope of financial and credit cooperative
work will be narrowed rapidly.

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THEAGRICULTURAL ISSUE ON THE FIRST ALL-
RUSSIAN CONGRESS OF PEASANT DEPUTIES’

The article reveals the peculiarities of the activity of the
First All-Russian Congress of Peasant Deputies. The authors
elucidate the circumstances of the development of an agrarian
resolution, which was signed on May 25, 1917. The issues
discussed by the delegates at the congress were researched.
The main provisions of the resolution and its importance for
the development of agricultural legislation by the Provisional
Government are outlined. The influence of the activity of the
First All-Russian Congress of Peasant Deputies on the
agrarian policy of the Provisional Government was
investigated.

Key words: agrarian issue, Provisional government,
peasant deputies, All-Russian congress.

The statement of the issue. Socio-economic, socio-
political changes in modern Ukraine apply to all spheres
of society’s life. One of the most urgent challenges is
agrarian issue. Ukraine never needs to reform the agrarian
legislation. The research of historical experience, in
particular the activities of the First All-Russian Congress
of Peasant Deputies for solving the agrarian issue, will,
if not avoided, at least attenuate the possible negative
consequences during the implementation of the morern
agricultural policy in Ukraine.

Research analysis. The newest historiography from
the theme we have raised is presented by the workings
of S. Safonov [17], L. Litoshenko [30], V. Romanovsky
[39], and others. At the same time, the substantive study
needs to be influenced by the activities of the First All-
Russian Congress of Peasant Deputies for the resolution
ofthe agrarian issue by the Provisional Government.

The authors of the article aim at investigating the
influence of the First All-Russian Congress of Peasant
Deputies on the resolution of the agrarian issue by the
Provisional Government.

The statement of the basic material. During the First
Coalition of the Provisional Government, the First All-
Russian Congress of Peasant Deputies took place. Its
convocation was initiated by the All-Russian Peasant
Union and the All-Russian Co-operative Congress. The
Provisional Government did not protest because it hoped
to find support from delegates to the congress [10]. And
the First All-Russian Congress of Peasant Deputies took
place in Petrograd from May 4 to 28, 1917. It was attended
by 1353 delegates, of whom 672 were representatives of
the peasants of 70 guberniyas and regions [11, 19]. The
chairman of the congress was elected M. Avsentiev [12,
68;13].

Several issues were raised on the agenda: attitude
to the war: the issue of defense and struggle for peace;
revolutionary democracy and ruling government;
preparation for the Constituent Assembly; national issue
in Russia; land issue and issues of peasant life; issues
of working life; the issue of soldier’s life; organization of
production, transport, etc.; food issues; financial policy;
local self-government; organizational issues and
elections. One of the first issues discussed by the
delegates to the congress was the issue of attitude to
the Provisional Government. It was noted that the
congress, on the one hand, sees in the creation of the
Provisional Government the strengthening of labor
democracy of cities and villages, and on the other - it is
a step forward to combat the growing threat of All-
Russian devastation [14, 324]. The SRs hoped that the
congress would give consent to the introduction of
“ministerial-socialists” to the Provisional Government
[15,69].

Of all the issues that the All-Russian Congress of
Peasant Deputies had to consider, the land issue was
given 10 days of discussion during May 16-25, 1917 [15,
69]. The main idea that was heard at the congress is the
need to keep the peasants from land self-capture, to
preserve the great land tenure untouched before the
convening of the Constituent Assembly and the creation
of a “strong power” on the ground [16, 20].
M. Oganovsky and O. Peshekhonov explained that the
councils, land committees and other peasant
organizations should not act as a means of combating
landowners, but as a means of protecting the land from
self-captures to the Constituent Assembly [16, 20].
M. Oganovsky advocated the idea that the peasantry
understands the need to solve the agrarian issue. This is
evidenced by the fact of the All-Russian Congress of
Peasant Deputies. In his opinion, a new political model
of power has been formed: in the center of which there is
a “dome of power” that has its own representation on
the ground [5, 18]. In the future, it would be necessary to
develop peasant organizations simultaneously, since the
land committees cannot keep the peasants from speeches
and hobbies and find out the agrarian situation on the
ground [5, 18]. Only such an association would be able
to find the right solution to the agrarian issue, to keep
the land fund intact until the Constituent Assembly and
at the Constituent Assembly to adopt a “single basic
land law” [5, 19].

The Minister of Agriculture V. Chernov made a
statement that neither the congress nor the Provisional
Government have the right to issue laws on the abolition
of large private ownership of land, only the Constituent
Assembly may do so, and the local governments and
land committees should prepare the laws. Peasant land
self-capture is unacceptable [17]. The specialist spoke
about the significance of the population census. It have
been a prerequisite for clarifying the agricultural situation
on the ground. In the past, the peasants were afraid of
the census. One of the tasks of the government is to
explain to the peasants the significance of the census
and the need for it to solve the agrarian issue [18, 15].
The Minister of Agriculture urged delegates to the
congress that the land should be used by the peasants
who work on it. Local self-government bodies would be
responsible for this. One of the conditions for the
regulation of agrarian relations, according to Chernov,
was the definition of labor standards specially for each

region. The report sharply condemned the fact that most
ofthe lands were owned by the landlords [19, 43-75].

The Minister of Agriculture of the Provisional
Government V. Chernov supported the position of close
cooperation between the Ministry of Agriculture of the
Provisional Government and the First All-Russian
Congress of Peasant Deputies, was a supporter of the
creation of new orders in the countryside and contributed
to the drafting of relevant bills. This caused
dissatisfaction of the landlords. The Union of
Landowners named all the views and bills of the Minister
of Agriculture V. Chernov “Chernovsky redistribution”
or “black redistribution” [39, 458]. Peasants, as
V. Buldakov wrote, on the contrary, sought to “black
redistribution” [40, 176]. The Provisional Government
received constant complaints from landlords on peasants’
riots. They demanded that the government take effective
action to settle the situation, sending it to the capital of
the delegation [39, 458]. This caused dissatisfaction with
the Cadets in the coalition. The most active opponent of
V. Chernov was G. Lvov [39, 458]. In the future, G. Lvov
did not support V. Chernov’s policy and none proposed
by him the bill, in addition to the abolition of the Stolypin
laws [39, 480].

On June 15, 1917 V. Chernov at the meeting of the
Executive Committee of the Council of Peasants’ Deputies
called on the Executive Committee to participate in the
work on the drafting of bills for agrarian reform, which
was engaged in the Main Land Committee. V. Chernov
believed that without preparatory work, the Constituent
Assembly would turn into a nationwide rally [41, 131; 42,
2]. To avoid this, a “General Plan of Activities of Local
Land Committees for Land Reform Preparation” was
developed and published [43]. Its positions were as
follows. Before the convening of the Constituent
Assembly, the land committees should work on
developing an agrarian bill [44; 45]. When discussing
this important issue, land committees need to take into
account the specifics of each region and not forget about
the need for compliance with the state plan. The local
land committees must conduct and calculate the features
of future agrarian reform at the local level [45]. In general
terms, a list of the problematic issues that the land
committees had to work on, and develop projects for
their solution. These issues were as follows: Is it
necessary to conduct alienation of land; what kind of
land should be abandoned; in which order to conduct
the alienation procedure; how to deal with land of cultural
value; establishment of labor and consumer norms; how
to deal with people who are not engaged in agriculture,
or whether they should be given land; Providing peasants
with land through individual or community use, etc. [46].
Upon completion of the drafting of the projects, the land
committees needed to start developing agrarian reform
calculations. Having developed the ways and methods
of carrying out the agrarian reform, the land committees
were obliged to display all this in figures: the
establishment of terms, costs, population of the
population in need of land, etc. [45].

S. Maslov, speaking at the First All-Russian Congress
of Peasant Deputies, expressed the opinion that it would
be impossible to leave the existing land orders without
changes to the convening of the Constituent Assembly,
a number of measures should be taken. First of all, it is
necessary to suspend the validity of the Stolypin laws,
in particular the removal of land from commodity
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circulation, its gift, and laying [20, 96]. The delegate was
not a supporter of peasant performances. He noted that
there were peasant demonstrations and pogroms
throughout the country. These are the territories where
the peasantry is unorganized. The organized peasantry
behaves the opposite, it expresses the desire to move
the land to the working peasantry and tries legitimately
torealize its desire in life [21, 3]. S. Maslov categorically
condemned the unauthorized seizure of land by the
peasants, called for a legal solution to the challenge [22,
1-2]. The land must pass into the hands of the peasantry
in a lawful way. “Forms of the transition of land to the
hands of the labor peasantry should be developed at
special peasant congresses and finally approved by the
Constituent Assembly” [21, 3]. In his opinion, to review
and lease prices was needed, because they were too
high for the peasantry. In the case of misunderstandings,
special commissions should be established on the
ground, as in the case of reconciliation cameras [21, 3].
The report of S. Maslov caused many questions.
Recently, the delegates ofthe congress met the speaker’s
answer to the question of how to act in case if the
landlord would not express a desire to lease the land or
give it at too high rents. He replied that in this case the
local land committee should “enter into negotiations with
the landowner” [20, 97]. S. Maslov explained that the
land committee would call the landowner and offer him
the conditions for reconciliation, but if the situation is
not settled, the case is transferred to the Main Land
Committee [20, 97]. On May 21, 1917, the Izvestia of the
All-Russian Council of Peasants’ Deputies reported that
at the congress the majority of delegates expressed no
confidence to S. Maslov [16, 21].

The work of the Congress was held in difficult
circumstances. Representatives from the peasants could
not understand why the congress would not develop
those provisions that would allow the transfer of land to
the peasantry immediately. Solutions were difficult to
come up with, as the delegates had differences in their
views [23, 115]. The work was complicated by V. Lenin’s
report from the May 22, 1917 [15, 69]. The views of
V. Lenin, who represents the Bolsheviks, on the decision
of the agrarian issue have not changed. All the land
should belong to the labor peasantry. The land of the
landlords must go to the peasants. According to V. Lenin,
the only question that has arisen is whether the peasants
should immediately take the whole land to their own
hands, without waiting for the convening of the
Constituent Assembly, yet still it is necessary to wait for
their convocation and the elaborated legal provisions
[24, 166; 25, 204]. V. Lenin, on behalf of the Bolshevik
Party, called on the peasants not to wait for the
Constituent Assembly to be convened and to “take the
whole land”, but without allowing pogroms and damage
to property” [26, 39]. According to his views, as long as
there is a private ownership of the means of production,
the exploitation of poor peasants and hired workers will
take place [27, 19]. The First All-Russian Congress of
Peasant Deputies, like the Provisional Government,
deliberately delay the convening of the Constituent
Assembly, thus protecting the interests of the landlords
[26,39]. The Constituent Assembly will finally issue laws
on the agrarian issue, but the peasants themselves must
be disposed of locally and start doing it immediately [26,
40]. V. Lenin expressed his misunderstanding why the
peasant majority should adapt to one landowner and
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seek peaceful arrangements with him, instead of acting
immediately[28, 38].

Speech by V. Lenin did not add unity of opinions to
delegates of the congress. According to the rules of the
congress, after the speech of V. Lenin, the delegates had
to approve the resolution on the agrarian issue. However,
SRs doubted its successful signing and delayed the
meeting for another two days. Also, at the congress, a
letter by G. Plehanov was read, in which he urged the
peasants not to touch landlords’ land. He supported the
idea of moving the land for a ransom. In defense of this,
G. Plekhanov put forward the following argument: ifhe
took away the land without a ransom from the landowner,
he would become a beggar, and thus the authorities would
promote the spread of begging [15, 70]. This appeal did
not significantly affect the change in the views of
delegates, and therefore they continued to call for the
immediate transfer of all lands to the peasantry. The
Socialist-Revolutionaries were forced to add to the draft
resolution the provision on the immediate transfer of
land to subordinate land committees. According to the
Socialist-Revolutionary, this transfer should be carried
out by the Provisional Government by issuing pre-
requisite bills [15, 70].

S. Maslov noted the divergence of views among
delegates of the congress. He emphasized that after the
speech of V. Lenin, the controversies that had been before
intensified, and the possibility of reaching an agreement
became scarce. Most delegates supported the idea that
all land should be transferred in public use, but the views
on how to achieve this goal varied. Some argued that it
was necessary to immediately abolish private ownership
of land, remove it from the landlords and give it to the
peasants, and the Provisional Government to legitimately
reinforce these actions. Other delegates insisted that the
Provisional Government does not have such powers and
that it is necessary to wait for the convening of the
Constituent Assembly [29, 1].

On May 25, 1917, the First All-Russian Congress of
Peasant Deputies adopted the “Regulation on the
Agrarian Issue” [31, 2]. The document stated that all
land was transferred to a nationwide use without
redemption [32, 1]. Peasants can dispose of land
themselves. To do this, they must unite in peasant
organizations. The Provisional Government should
contribute to such a will of the people [31, 2-3]. Further,
the resolution contained provisions on addressing the
agrarian issue in the country. Individual interests should
be object of

state regulation, and all land should be turned over
to land committees [31, 3]. This was the position that the
Social Revolutionaries added to the resolution after the
speech of V. Lenin on May 22, 1917 at the congress.
Important for the peasants was the point about the right
to manage the prisoners of war [31, 3], since after the
mobilization of the male population for the war, agriculture
was in dire need of the working population. All
agricultural property was transferred to the use of
peasants. “Collecting of grain, hay, catching fish, storing
bread, harvesting the forest” passed under the control
of land committees [31, 3].

Large powers were given to local land committees.
They had the right to set and regulate rental rates; resolve
disputes concerning lease relations; had the right to
resolve the agrarian issue on the ground prior to the
convening of the Constituent Assembly; to observe the
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prohibition of sale and purchase of land, its transfer,
inheritance, mortgaging, sale, etc., up to the convocation
of the Constituent Assembly [31, 4]. Peasant Congress
expressed the hope that with the observance of these
provisions will be the opportunity to solve the agrarian
issue in Russia. Peasants should keep calm and
understanding, not to carry out pogroms or to capture
landlords’ estates [33, 2].

The First All-Russian Congress of Peasant Deputies
adopted the “Regulations on the Councils of Peasants’
Deputies”. They were not given authority, but their task
was to protect and represent the interests of the
peasantry [26]. The executive body of the First All-
Russian Congress of Peasants’ Deputies was elected -
the Executive Committee. It was tasked with monitoring
the work and regulating meetings of local congresses of
peasant deputies [26, 51]. In the future, the Executive
Committee played a separate role in the work of the
Provisional Government to resolve the agrarian issue in
Russia. Some agrarian issues were re-examined at the
Second All-Russian Congress of Peasant Deputies [34].

We consider the Convocation of the First All-Russian
Congress of Peasant Deputies as the manifestation of
the democracy of the Provisional Government. The
Provisional Government did not interfere with the
convening of the congress because it was expecting
support from him. According to the results of the First
All-Russian Congress of Peasant Deputies, the social
and political activity of the peasantry was intensified.
Peasants perceived the Decree as the final transfer of
land to the use of peasants. The peasantry recognized
the authority of the First All-Russian Congress of Peasant
Deputies, since it believed that the delegates in the
resolution fully expressed their interests [35, 457]. One
of the Congress delegates N. Bykhovsky wrote in 1929
that the leaders of the congress hoped that it would be
costing only the transfer of land to the subordination of
land committees. However, this position played an evil
joke and turned into new peasant riots. Point about the
transition of all lands in the public use only increased
the confidence of the peasants in the rightness of their
actions [36, 117]. The Provisional Government tried to
weaken the revolutionary nature of the peasantry. The
Executive Committee of the Soviets of Peasant Deputies
came to the aid of him. Its members called for the
“legitimacy and order” of the peasants [15, 74]. Often
the Executive Committee sent its delegates to settle the
situation on the ground. Such attempts have not always
succeeded [15, 75]. Peasants were further organized for
conducting riots [27, 21]. V. Lavrov wrote that peasants
tend to “listen and learn first of all what they want” [37,
33]. The Provisional Government has repeatedly noted
that the resolution on land committees is understood by
the peasants incorrectly, but could not stop peasant riots.

Taking into account the resolution of the First All-
Russian Congress of Peasant Deputies, the draft law on
the regulation of land relations in the state was drafted
in the Main Land Committee. According to him, the
following land was passed to the volost land committees:
“a) which were let out by land owners; b) actually
confiscated by peasants from the structure of agricultural
estates; ¢) left, which were not handled by the owners”
[38, 300]. Volost land committees, providing the lands to
the peasants, independently established the conditions
for their payment [38, 300]. The Provisional Government
did not support this project and it was not implemented,

and after large landowners left the right to dispose of
land [38,301].

One of the components of the agrarian issue was
the purchase and sale of land. The First All-Russian
Congress of Peasant Deputies failed an attempt to ban
the purchase of land. The result of the actions of the
landlords (sale of land to foreigners, fragmentation of
estates for fictitious agreements, speculation in forest
areas) became a requirement of peasants to issue a law
prohibiting land sales. The Provisional Government has
promised to the First All-Russian Congress of Peasant
Deputies that the law on the termination of land deals
will be issued. On May 17, 1917, Justice Minister
P. Pereverziev telegraphed an order to suspend the
execution of acts of purchase and sale transactions and
land mortgages. [47, 184]. This ban triggered a wave of
dissatisfaction initially from landlords, and then banks.
The first threatened to stop payments to banks, as well
as non-payment of taxes. This could lead to banks failing
to pay maturity coupons, and threatened to lose capital
for mortgage holders. Banks also threatened that all debts
oflandowners will have to pay the state, and a reduction
in revenues to banks will negatively affect the finances
of the state. The pressure from the landlords and banks
led to the fact that on June 23, 1917, the Ministry of
Justice telegraphically revoked the law prohibiting the
sale of land [47, 185]. The old laws have been rescinded.

The conclusions. The activities of the First All-
Russian Congress of Peasant Deputies were a
manifestation of the democratic-liberal regime of the
Provisional Government. The collision of various political
forces, the presence at the congress of representatives
of peasant and landlord delegates, the possibility of free
expression of opinion - is an example of the democratic
nature of the activities of the First All-Russian Congress
of peasant deputies. The congress did not develop an
optimal model for solving the agrarian issue. The
elaborated resolution and regulations raised the social
and political activity of the peasantry, the distrust of the
peasantry to the Provisional Government, and the
intensification of disputes between representatives of
various political forces.

RUSSIAN SOVIET FOOD POLICY IN UKRAINE
AT THE BEGINNING OF THE 1920’S

Introduction. The article deals with the problems
connected with the food crisis of the early 1920% and the
Holodomor of 1921-1923 organized by the Soviet regime.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to find out a set of
factors that led to the deepening of the food crisis of the early
1920 and the implementation of the first wave of starvation
of the Ukrainian population as a means of mass genocide by
the Soviet authorities.

Methods. Through general scientific, special and
interdisciplinary research methods, documents are analyzed,
empirical material is accumulated and systematized, statistics
are analyzed from the topic chosen for the research.

Results. The factors, which caused deepening of the food
crisis, have been analyzed. Measures of the Soviet power
concerning food requisition, active policy of grain procurement
during the period of drought and crop failure in Ukraine
have been highlighted. The key principles of the Soviet food
system — the monopoly of harvesting and distribution of food,
the nationalization of trade and the organizational forms of
food apparatuses as requisition bodies — have been revealed.
The food policy of the Bolsheviks has become the nature of the
legitimate robbery of the Ukrainian village. Post-war economic
ruin, drought in 1921 and destructive for agriculture, the
economic policy of the Bolsheviks became the main
prerequisites for the famine of 1921-1923.

Originality. It has been proved that the “bread policy”
of the Soviet government in Ukraine in the early 1920s had
the nature of extraterritorial expansion and impetuous
intervention of the RSFSR government in the Ukrainian SSR
economy through the system of confiscation bodies and
requisition.

Conclusion. It is proved that the establishment of Soviet
power in Ukraine in the early 19205 enabled the Bolsheviks
to use its resources for the material ensuring the existence of
the regime, the fulfillment of obligations under international
treaties and the destruction of the political activity of the
Ukrainian peasantry. In order to fulfill the mentioned tasks,
the Kremlin has been conducting active policy of grain
procurements in Ukraine.

Prospects for the study are the comprehensive study of
Russian Soviet policy in Ukraine and the food crisis that was
permanent in 1920'%.

AGRICULTURE IN THE TERRITORIES OF NEW
SERBIA AND THE NOVOSLOBIDSKIY COSSACK
REGIMENT ON THE BASIS OF THE MATERIALS
OF THE TRAVEL DIARY OF |.A. GILDENSTEDT
ELIZAVETGRAD PROVINCE (MAY-JULY 1774)

Introduction. Aspects of the agricultural history of New
Serbia and the Novoslobidskiy Cossack Regiment are not
sufficiently lighted in historiography. Given the realities of
modern historical science, researchers increasingly pay
attention to the history of “everyday life.” Historical narrative
sources of personal provenance - travel diaries, notes and
traveler notes - are best suited for the reconstruction of the
history of everyday life. To recreate the daily agriculural history
of New Serbia and the Novoslobidskiy Regiment, we will use



the Diary of Travel 1.A. Gildenstedt Elizavetgrad province
(May-July 1774). *“ “Diary ...” allows to find out the fertility
of soils, peculiarities of farm management, social and ethnic
dimentions.

Purpose. Analyze the work of Academician
LA. Gildenstedt and use it for the reconstruction of the agrarian
aspects of the history of the Novoslobidskiy Cossack Regiment
and New Serbia.

Results. Backbone of the agriculture of these territories
was land husbandry. The population grew rye, oats, barley,
peas, millet, wheat, buckwheat. Flax and hemp can be severed
among the technical crops. Local soils in these territories
were divided into fertile and non-fertile, and often alternated
with each other. But, in general, we can state that the harvest
was enough for the population to satisfy their own needs. The
auxiliary branches of agriculture are homestead horticulture
and gardening. The most common garden trees were apples,
pears, cherries, plums, sweet cherries, peaches, apricots,
quince, mulberry, walnuts, almond trees, hawthorn, cypress
trees. Although the viticulture was common among the
inhabitants of the former New Serbia and Novoslobidskiy
regiment, it played a minor role and barely could provide
local needs. Cattle-breeding is also presented in the notes of
Academician 1.A. Gildenstedt. Locals kept cattle, sheep, pigs,
horses and even buffaloes. Special mention should go to the
households of Ukrainians, Moldovans and Russian
schismatics. These ethnic groups have had some differences
in the agricultural methods. Thus, Russian schismatics used
horses as a drag force; Bulgarian population raised buffaloes;
the Moldavian and Ukrainian populations prefered oxen.
Analyzing the materials of “Diary ...” we can understand that
beekeeping was also presented on these lands.

Originality. Based on Travel Diary 1.A. Gildenstedt of
the Elizavetgrad province (May-July 1774)” the agrarian life
of the natives of New Serbia and the Novoslobidskiy Cossack
Regiment was reconstructed,; The basic and auxiliary branches
of agricultural production are determined; characteristics of
soil quality are provided; it was determined which cultures
were cultivated by the local population;the degree of efficiency
of agriculture in the specified territories is determined.

Conclusion. So, the analysis of “Travel Diary
LA. Gildenstedt of the Elizavetgrad province ... “allows us to
reconstruct and outline the main features of the development
of agriculture in New Serbia and the Novoslobidskiy Cossack
Regiment. We can state that the level of development of
agriculture on the lands of New Serbia and Novoslobidskiy
regiment as a whole allowed to meet the own needs of the
population in agricultural products.

PROBLEMS OF THE STATE OF WESTERN
UKRAINIAN CULTURE IN THE AUBROP OF
AUSTRO-HUNGARIAN TREATMENT IN THE
CREATIVE HERITAGE OF STEFAN KOVALIV

Introduction. In the article, on the basis of the creative
heritage of Stefan Kovaliv, the socio-economic situation of the
western Ukrainian village in the time of the Austro-Hungarian
domination was characterized. From the content of stories S.
Kovaliv obvious that farmers being desperate taxes, debts,
litsytatsiyeyu or other kinds of exploitation and humiliation
were forced to resort to a variety of steps to improve their lot,
but mostly succeeded only one.

Purpose. In the article, we aim to study, on the basis of
the selected creative heritage of Stefan Kovaliv, the issues of
everyday life, which the population in the western Ukrainian
countryside had during the Austrian-Hungarian domination.

Results. From the analysis of the content of the articles
and works of S. Kovaliv’s short prose, which we selected
separately, it follows that he was a direct witness of what he
wrote of his memory. In his works S. Kovaliv’s not only tried
to outline the problems and peculiarities of socio-standing
economic Galician rural region so-called «Galician
California», but also shared personal thoughts and advice
addressing their peasant «darky» to be at least something to
help them get rid of such a difficult, bad luck, overcome the
material difficulty, etc.

Conclusion. In the course of the conducted research it
is determined that the multi-genial works of S. Kovaliv on the
edge are attracted primarily by the richness of living
observations and the brightness of the descriptions, which
makes it possible to truly see the problems of life and life of the
population with which it was in fact in the last quarter of the
nineteenth century.

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ROLE OF RURAL REBELLION MOVEMENTS IN
STATE ESTABLISHMENT PROCESSES IN
UKRAINE (1917-1918):

HISTORIOGRAPHIC OUTLINE*

In this article, based on researches conducted by native
scientists, one may observe the phenomenon of rural
movement — resistance in Ukraine and its influence on state
establishment processes in first third of XXth century. Attention
is paid to the phenomenon of rural revolution, role of rural
self~government and military self-organization in the process
of defending ideological ideals and political choices.

Key words: rural movement, land question, Ukrainian
governments, rural republics

Introduction. A significant number of studies are
devoted to history of rural resistance movement. Of
special interest are researches that were published in

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1990s, which stand out due to the absence of ideological
stratification. The level of spotlight of rural movement in
1917 — early 1920s is generally uneven for different
regions of Ukraine. Most studies traditionally outline
the territorial isolation of rural rebellion movement of the
age of revolutions according to the principle — Right
Bank Ukraine, Left bank Ukraine, South of Ukraine. Major
part of researches that describe resistance movement in
separate regions have general character. Such
differentiation allows in a way to understand the existing
diversity of rebellion typology, tactics and strategy of
struggle particularly in Right Bank Ukraine, Left Bank
Ukraine and South of Ukraine, which were often
determined by, for example, peculiarities of local
landscape, specifics of historical circumstances in given
territory, etc. Besides, the activities of rebels and their
ideological choices were different within separate of the
abovementioned regions. These peculiarities of
resistance movement were representative in separate
regions, which until recent times were almost unstudied.
However, with the emergence of studies by V.Revehuk
[1], S.Bohan [2], K.Zavalniuk [3], Yu.Fedorovskyi [4],
Ya.Motenko [5], which were devoted to resistance
movement, particularly in Poltava region, Odesa region,
Podillia region, Mykolaiv region, Donbas region and
Kharkiv region, such gaps were partly shut.

Attention to the insurgent movement becomes
highly specialized, more and more details are revealed,
new biographical data of the leaders of the peasant
rebellion are found. Both in Ukraine and abroad, the topic
of peasant movement research is relevant.

In the process of research of problem historiography,
we have to acknowledge that at the basis of rural
movement we may find peasantry’s discontent with
agricultural relationships that lead to struggle for land,
in the process of which, peasantry succeeded in
establishing its own norms of regulation of life.

Main part. With the start of revolutionary events in
1917, rural movement activated, while landless
peasantry’s disappointment in inability of Temporary
Government, and later of Ukrainian’s governments to
solve agricultural question became a stimulating factor
in the struggle. In the course of the events of the
Ukrainian Revolution, the peasants became increasingly
convinced that they could become owners of land in
case they control their own country. We may say that
the peasant movement in the circumstances of the
revolution was modernized: there was a combination of
social and national elements. Quite clearly this may be
traced in the mass peasant movement of 1918, which
part of historians objectively calls the peasant war [6].
And in the conditions of the anti-peasant repression
policy that was implemented by the Soviet government,
the peasant movement became a form of partisan-
insurgent struggle [7].

Worthy of note is the multifaceted work of V.
Shcherbatyuk, namely his work “The Peasant Rebel
Movement in the Kyiv Region in 1917-1923: Modern
Historiography of the Problem”, published in the
Ukrainian Historical Journal in 2010. We can state that
one of the factors contributing to the development of
the peasant movement of 1917 in the Kyiv region was
the emergence in Zvenigorod district, and then the spread
throughout Ukraine of Free Cossacks — a public
organization, which quickly grew into the military organs
of the people’s militia.



Famous researcher of the period V.Soldatenko
defined the attitude towards Free Cossacks as a “specific
formation”, which in concrete historical circumstances
was capable of “conventionally speaking pulsating
functioning - either rapidly increasing in number, or fading
for a while “[8, P.13]. The scientist states: “In the “Free
Cossacks” organization there were more disadvantages
than fruitful, purposeful work”. However, he does not
deny the participation of free cossacks detachments in
the winter of 1917 - 1918 in opposition to the Bolshevik
aggression, as convinced by the authors of two volume
essays “History of the Ukrainian Cossacks” [9].

Certainly, the Free Cossacks during the second half
of 1917 - April 1918 declared themselves as an
increasingly organized, growing from the peasant
protesting chaotic mass, structure capable of leading a
broad mass of people in the process of both guarding
order and protection of Ukrainian statehood.

Returning to this article by V. Shcherbatyuk, we will
support the reference to a collective observation
“Shevchenko’s land: historical and ethnographic
research”, one of the characteristic features of which is
the attraction of a significant amount of new archival
material to the scientific circulation [10]. On its basis and
special scientific literature, the distribution of the
restoration of the Ukrainian Cossacks from the
Zvenigorod county of the Kyiv province to other
counties was traced, and then over the Dnipro River,
into the Poltava province, Chernihiv, Katerinoslavschyna.
The authors emphasized that the number of Free
Cossacks in 1917 reached 60 000, proving that with this
power the Ukrainian Central Rada could have created a
solid basis for a young statehood, use it in order to ensure
order. However, as noted, the leaders of the Ukrainian
Revolution from the very beginning very suspiciously
resorted to the creation of Cossack detachments.

In the summer of 1918, the peasant movement
became massive. This was clearly expressed during the
raids of Nestor Makhno, who in July 1918 carried out his
first operation, and already in September carried out a
number of raids on the territory of several counties of
Ekaterinoslav province. In particular, N. Zemzyulin, as
the driving force behind the peasant movement in the
southern steppes of Ukraine, considers provocative
actions of Austro-Hungarian detachments, punitive
expeditions of landowners and powerlessness of the
Ukrainian authorities [12, P.34].

In the summer of 1918, the peasant movement
became massive. Most clearly this was manifested during
the abovementioned Zvenigorod armed uprising.
Researchers convincingly state that the Zvenigorod
armed uprising is one of the greatest moves of peasants
against the presence of Austro-Germanic troops in
Ukraine and their policy in the region. Modern scientists
are, by general, point at the fact that the main force of
armed unrests were units of Free Cossacks, formed in
1917, and the action had national-liberal character [13].

The abovementioned unrest supported the
development of civil society, enriched experience of rural
population in their fight with invaders, had a big impact
on general population and contributed to further rising
confrontation with hetman administration, the main
characteristics of which were stipulated by P. Pyrih. In
the paper “Activities of the Governments of Hetman
Pavlo Skoropadsky: A Personal Dimension,” a well-
known explorer of Hetmanate R. Piigig notes that instead

of the parliamentary form of government, the
revolutionary-democratic entity, the socialist ideological
orientation of the UPR, came the Ukrainian state in the
traditional for the 17-18 Art., but archaic for the 20th
century. the form of Hetmanate. It was based on
conservative and liberal values based on the right of
private property, as well as Ukrainian territorial patriotism,
tolerant to the Russian spiritual and cultural heritage.
Accordingly, such a format of the structure of relations
could not provoke social opposition and specifically the
peasant rebel movement. [14].

In particular, V. Soldatenko states that in this region
in August the territory controlled by the insurgents was
considerably increased compared to June, and the armed
units for a long time seized a large number of
settlements.Year 1918” stated that the number of rebels
reached 80 thousand and the number of strikers — more
than 150 thousand [11]. Anti-hetman protests escalated
greatly in Right Bank Ukraine. Particularly, as stated in
the work, in Right Bank Ukraine the territory that was
controlled by rebels expanded in August, in comparison
with June, and armed units took over a large number of
cities and villages. The scientist highlighted that the idea
to overcome the hetman regime appeared during unrests
in 1918. Later, the author stated that during preparation
of new unrests in spring, leaders understood the
necessity to avoid mistakes that took place in summer as
the movement had to become more organized, a new
plan had to be developed, forces had to be gathered and
distributed etc. The scientist noticed fairly that revolt
was in need of trusted, energetic and initiative center.
The main role in this was played by V. Vynnychenko, M.
Shapoval, S. Petliura.

P. Hai-Nyzhnyk called the overthrow of hetman state
an insurgency and its center — Bila Tserkva. The article
of the author “The set-up of governmental service during
Ukrainian revolution” adds important data for
historiography of rebellion movement in Kyiv region —
on the second day of general appearance (November 15)
30 thousand rural people were mobilized and armed [15].
Nevertheless, the large army of rebels that supported
the triumphal move to Kyiv, melted as fast as it was
created. This can be explained by the fact that the majority
of rural people went home fast, after overcoming hetman
regime, to divide pan’s land. As P. Hai-Nyzhnyk stated
that was done when Ukraine was surrounded by enemies
[15]. In rural rebellion movement that was characterized
by large-scale and increasing organization the land
question remained dominant. The delay in solving the
problem by Ukrainian governments led to spontaneity
of rural movement. It should be noticed that the above-
mentioned was mainly caused due to the lack of strict
command over rebels.

0. Ganja was involved in the problems of the peasant
rebel movement, the situation of the Ukrainian village
[16]. Among the reasons for the birth of the insurgent
movement, the historian calls the world war, which taught
people to weapons and devalued human life, the presence
in the countryside of a large number of weapons, the
lack of experience in peaceful political struggle and the
inability of government structures to resolve pressing
issues by parliamentary methods, the emergence in the
village of so-called “superfluous” people who had no
place in Bolshevik structure of society.

Conclusions. Rural movement is an example of self-
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organization of population, military armed resistance to
the invaders, defense of own rights and freedoms and
resistance to breaking the rooted experience of many
generations of way of managing on their own land. For
example 34 out of 93 anti-Bilshovyk uprisings took place
in Kyiv region that accounted for 37% of overall
uprisings, in Chernihiv region — 20%, Poltava region —
18,2%, Kherson region — 8,6%, Kharkiv region — 7,5%,
Podilskyi and Katerynoslavskyi regions — 4,3%. Thus,
in 1917-1919 Kyiv region became one of the main centers
of rebellion movement in Ukraine. [13] Its growth was
promoted by the preservation of the local traditions of
the Ukrainian Cossacks in the memory of the local
population. Rural population groups and organized in
1917, in Zvenyhorodskyi district, Free Cossacks not only
survived the struggle against the invasion of the
Bilshovyks in early 1918, but also caused them significant
losses. The rebellion movement of rural population
intensified even more with the arrival of the Austro-
Germanic troops in Ukraine, and as a result of not solving
the agrarian question. The researcher of agrarian
question in Ukraine during specified period, S.
Kornovenko, states that Ukrainian revolution 1917-1921
had a rural character. The researcher points out: “the
participants - the antagonists of the revolution had similar
views and approaches to solve the relevant socio-
economic and socio-political problems of the time. One
of the problems was liquidation of landlord land tenure.”
It is stated that bilshovyky N. Makhno, P. Vranhel
proclaimed liquidation of landlord land tenure as high
priority task in realization of theirs agrarian policies. In
contrary to soviet liquidation of landlord land tenure
that should have been transformed into nationalization
of land, the plan of Makhno and Vranhel supposed to
give land to rural population and legalize this process.
Accordingly, such ideological differences between key
players have generated the phenomenon of the rural
revolution. The essence of the phenomenon was in the
fact that it was a form of socio-political and social self-
organization of rural population that were united in order
to solve mutual cultural, socio-political and socio-
economical question.

Prospects are the research areas associated with
the personalization of peasant performances, the
attraction of ethnographic material, memoir sources that
preserves the diaspora and domestic archival materials,
yet contain many interesting plots that will help to make
scientific intelligence locally deeper.

ANTHROPOLOGICAL APPROACH IN
RESEARCHES OF THE GENOCIDE-
HOLODOMOR IN UKRAINE 1932-1933

Introduction. The essence of the anthropological
approach and its features in the researches of the Holodomor-
genocide of 1932-1933 in Ukraine as the greatest humanitarian
catastrophe of the twentieth century is explained in the article.
With an ethnic color, shows its relevance and importance in
the context of civilization comprehension of the historical
process, the transition from the history of events to the history
of people.

Results. On the basis of the system analysis of the
problem, three segments of the Holodomor anthropology are
outlined: a) victims (dead and injured); b) perpetrators
(customers, organizers and executors of a crime), ¢) memory
carriers (witnesses and witnesses of events, benefactors, as
well as researchers of the tragedy). Each of these segments is
associated with specific people who need to be named by name.
From this angle, the main historiographical periods of the
human-learned study of the Holodomor are identified, and it
is shown how each of them deepened understanding of its
causes, nature, territory of distribution and consequences for
several generations of Ukrainians.

Originality. Synthesis of the achievements of Ukrainian
and foreign researchers regarding the motives of the
communist regime § policy aimed at organizing an artificial
Holodomor, comparing contemporary interpretations of the
demographic, moral and psychological and mental losses of
the Ukrainian people, the inability of some authors to
undermine their scale allowed to trace the leading tendencies
of accumulation of anthropological knowledge, to identify
existing gaps, outline the discussion issues in the study of the
problem, formulate a series of proposals for further studios
and. It is about the need to continue work on the creation of
the National Book of Memory, more active involvement of
students and post-graduate students in the anthropological
issues of the Holodomor, the intensification of genealogical
studies, the abolition of any barriers and restrictions on access
to metric books postponed in archival institutions. The
emphasis on human-centeredness, the announcement of new
research results should be rooted in annual nationwide and
regional conferences on the Holodomor. The Ukrainian
Institute of National Memory and the National Museum of the
Holodomor Victims Memorial it would be advisable, together
with the Holodomor Research Association, to initiate the
creation of a research center for the Holodomor Genocide
and the establishment of a magazine quarterly in paper and
electronic format under the conditional name “Candle of
Memory”.

BOLSHEVIZATION OF THE CULTURAL-
EDUCATIONAL SPHERE IN THE PODILSKY
VILLAGE IN THE 1920S

Introduction. In this article, the author, on the basis of
available literature and sources, analyzed the processes of
bolshevization of Podilskyi village in the 1920s. In the
introduction it is noted that afier the seizure of power, the
Bolsheviks announced the beginning of the construction of a
new society.

The main results of the study can be used in studying the
history of Ukraine and the history of Podilia.

Results. The proletarian culture was designed to fulfill
the great and responsible task of involving the masses in
socialist construction. The network of educational
establishments was presented to Podilia primarily by peasant
houses and huts-reading rooms, acting in the Podilia village,
one of the few means of cultural and educational work in the
village. They were supposed to replace the Ukrainian
“Enlightenment”’, whose rural centers were well known since
the pre-revolutionary period. It should be noted the numerous
organizational and financial difficulties that were on the way
to the formation of this network. In the cultural and educational
work among the Podilia peasantry prevailed dominant
ideology. Hut-reading rooms and village houses were intended
to form a loyal citizen s system through the total propaganda.
Thanks to state support, rural houses and reading-houses
were fixed in the countryside and concentrated around all
cultural and educational activities. They concentrated around
reading rooms, libraries, museums and became the only
centers of culture in the countryside. The Soviet-style hut-
reader used as leading ideological centers, which were
supposed to bring the necessary information to every
inhabitant of the most remote corner of Podilskyi village. The
Soviet state and the social, cultural and educational
organizations that depended on it during the 1920s made
every effort to agitate and propagate the existing system and
sought to capture as much of their number of peasants as
Podilia.

Originality. The originality of the study is that the author,
on the basis of new sources, considers the under-studied
problem of the role of cultural and educational institutions in
the Bolshevisation of the Podilskyi region.

Conclusion. The author came to the conclusion that this
problem deserves further study of the role of various cultural
and educational institutions in the process of establishing a
totalitarian system in the state.

THE CIRCULATION OF THE “EFIMOKS WITH
SIGNS” IN UKRAINE: THE NEWEST
HISTORIOGRAPHY

Introduction. Particularly the question of the monetary
reforms of Moscow Tsar Alexei Mikhailovich, the planning,
introduction into circulation and the peculiarities of the
existence of “efimoks with signs”, have been repeatedly
investigated by numismatists, mainly using the prism of the
pan-Rusism, with the dominant role of reform being diverted
to the processes of joining the territory of Ukraine to Russia.
The article analyzes the latest research on the monetary reform

of Moscow Tsar Alexei Mikhailovich and its implications for
Ukraine. The presentation of the actual essence of the reforms
of Moscow authorities in Ukraine in the middle of the XVII
century, namely the introduction of the “euphony with signs”,
requires extensive coverage, especially during the latent
aggression of present-day Russia against Ukraine in the East.

The purpose of this study is to identify the main
shortcomings of the latest research by the latest researchers
about the circulation of coins during the monetary reform of
Moscow Tsar Alexei Mikhailovich and the proposed ways to
correct them. The article uses general historical methods.

Results. The region with the highest concentration of the
finds of “Efimok with signs” was established. Also the
assumption about the potential probability of revealing the
fake “Efimok with signs” as part of the treasures or the use of
counterfeit stamps in Western European thalers to increase
them to the “Efimok with signs” forced exchange rate nominal
price is given.

Originality. The argumentation about the absence of a
large denomination of Moscow s copper money in the monetary
circulation in Ukraine is given, as well as a true interpretation
of certain stages of monetary reform in Muscovy.

So, summing up the above, we consider it absolutely
necessary to change the ideological course in the study of the
circulation of “Efimok with signs”, focusing on the criminal
facts of financial aggression in Muscovy at the planning stage
of the reform. Studying the processes of circulation of coins,
taking into account the main area in the territory of modern
Ukraine, we see more Ukrainian-centric, as opposed to the
ideologically interconnected works of the imperial and Soviet
times, the leitmotif of which is contrary to historical reality.

The drawbacks in modern researches are revealed and
recommendations for further studying of a theme are given.

UKRAINIAN VILLAGE OF NADDNIPRIANSCHYNA
IN THE END OF NINETEENTH — BEGINNING OF
THE TWENTIETH CENTURY IN VISION OF
INTELLIGENCE: BETWEEN TRADITION AND
MODERN

Introduction. During the 19" century, in the Russian
Ukraine (Naddniprianschyna) there was a peculiar agrarian
system. It has been formed during many centuries and has
been affected by a t least several distinctive features. One of
them is the ethnocultural identity of the local Ukrainian
peasantry. At the same time, one of the main features of the
nineteenth century was the emergence, incipience and growth
of the role of the intelligentsia. Until the beginning of the
twentieth century the intellectual environment has strengthened
so much that is has been isolated in an individual stratum.
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This process comprised the countryside. However, formulating
the research problem, we first of all pay attention to another
type of intelligentsia that can be called urban, urbanized, to a
certain extent localized from rural everyday phenomenon. It
is the intellectual stratum, of course, with its inherent education,
scientific knowledge and «writer's skilly, was called to create
a new, modern vision of the Ukrainian village.

Purpose. The purpose of the study is to clarify the
correlation between traditional and modern frontiers in the
views of the Ukrainian intelligentsia in the Naddniprianschyna
village at the end of 19" — beginning (first decades) of the 20"
century.

Methods. The methodological basis of the research is
the toolkit of intellectual history, which is used to adopt the
benefits of the socio-cultural approach to understanding the
historical process.

Results. At the turn of the nineteenth and twentieth
centuries the Ukrainian peasantry evolved from its traditional
(agrarian) historical status to modern. Due to «lack of
readiness» for modernization, these changes occurred mostly
under external pressure. Nevertheless, in many locations and
in certain areas, they were quite essential. This gave occasion
to the historians to talk about the revolutionary character of
changes in education, cooperation, migration and even market
transformation (farmer). But, in our opinion, it is not worth
overstate these processes, especially concerning the peasants
consciousness.

Within the «acquaintance» with market relations, the
peasants fell into the sight of the of that time intelligentsia. Just
capitalism «made» the peasant extremely interesting for
modernization. The intelligentsia in different ways clarified
the modernization process in the countryside. At the same
time their interest was quite wide range — from ordinary
curiosity to deep emotional and scientific reflection. It is not
difficult to guess that the first was more characteristic of
writers, artists, public (political) figures, and the second —
scientists. Although all intellectuals mostly concerned with the
general (statistical) picture of the village, much less was its
development, changes (dynamics).

Originality. The scientific novelty of the research is to
represent the views of contemporary public figures, writers
and artists. Their analysis showed that socio-economic
modernization influenced not only the peasants’ productive
culture, but also the evolution of his thought. It significantly
lagged behind the way of thinking and behavior of more
enterprising economy, not to mention the lender. The main
obstacle there was the feeling of «secondarily», which prevented
the peasant from imaging relations with governor through
the prism of the maximum possible benefit.

Conclusion. In the representations of the intelligentsia
the first images of the peasantry were formed, which would
later be called to «serve» political projects of understanding
and creation of a modern society. Some of them haven t lost
their significance until now.

UKRAINIAN PEASANTRY IN THE CONTEXT
OF MODERN RESEARCH TASKS

Introduction. The last spark of peasant research in
Ukraine dates back to 2000s. Ixs difficult to say whether the
interest of this theme was less before, but in 2007 alobe three
thematic monographs got out of print. Their authors O.
Mykhailiuk, Y. Prysiazhniuk, A. Zayarniuk were interested in
the sociological and cultural aspects of the Ukrainian
peasantry in the middle of the nineteenth — first decades of the
twentieth centuries. Moreover two of them paid attention to
the peasantry of Naddniprianschyna, while the third figured
out his Galician phenomenon. In general, it was about the
change of both the inner world of people «from the land» and
the transformation of their social practices. Now, after a little
time has passed, during which new epistemological
approaches have been developed, the previously obtained
results become more obvious. At the same time, the
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professional inventory requires the old and new paradigms
that «received a residence permity in Ukrainian historical
studios in the end of the 2010s.

Purpose. Relying on the achievements of modern peasant
studies, the author tried to optimize the methodological
approaches of research, as well as to create vectors of further
studies in view of the prospects offered by post humanism.

Methods. Actually post humanist studios are intended to
criticize the «politically suspiciousy humanism, yet popular
as anthropocentrism, to help seriously improve the explanatory
models of Ukrainian historical writing. The author tried to do
this through acquaintanceship with a collection of western
(Euro-Atlantic) scholars who present publications by well-
known Polish historians Eve Domanskaia and Tomasz Vislich.

Results. The author suggests the main results of the
research on the background of the latest historiographical
works of primary Ukrainian scholars. Particularly in every
fundamental study contains a new factual material brought
into scientific circulation, as well as theoretical innovations.
In the context of the general modernization of the Ukrainian
community at the end of nineteenth and first third of the twentieth
century, it has been specifically proved that, at a time when
many forces were needed to solve the internal problems, the
Ukrainian intelligentsia had a weakly influence on social
processes and the peasantry world in particular. In a situation
where the industrial society, with its mechanization, agronomy,
veterinary medicine, radio broadcasting, transport
infrastructure, the unwillingness of the authorities to pursue a
balanced policy of protection and counterbalance, new person,
was needed the peasants had to live through a peculiar stress,
which was a part of the a sense of human dignity destruction.

Originality. The scientific innovation of the study is in
the fact of obviously greater possibilities of postcolonial, post
sectarian peasant and other researches, and also in existential
direction. The author showed how Bolsheviks succeeded in
destroying the traditional religiosity of the Ukrainian peasantry,
using the methods of rough plantation of the atheistiv outlook,
total violence against people — moral, psychological, and
synchronous and physical. The example of Gons apostasy
shows the author s verification.

Conclusion. Today Ukrainian historiography of the
peasantry, which represents the European subculture, is well
known for its civil disobedience. But the epistemic disobedience
that would strengthen the confidence of the modern reader
has not been developed yet.

THE ROLE OF SELF-GOVERNMENT IN THE
FUNCTIONING OF PARISH CHURCH SCHOOLS
IN THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE IN THE SECOND
HALF OF THE XIX-TH - BEGINNING OF XX
CENTURIES (AT THE EXAMPLE OF THE
UKRAINIAN LEFT BANK DIOCESES)

Introduction. In the context of reforming the sphere of
education, actualization of the historical experience of the
functioning of different types of schools is actualized in the
Ukrainian lands at the end of the XVIII — early XX centuries.
Primary folk schools were under the care of the Russian
Orthodox Church. Traditionally, the church performed two
functions: the satisfaction of the religious and spiritual needs
of society and education. In the wake of the reforms of the
1860s, public interest in the spread of education intensified.
Particular success has been the spread of elementary education
in the left-bank dioceses of the Russian Empire.

Now in Ukraine there is a reform of local self-
government (decentralization). One of the main components
of the reform plan is the provision of additional powers to
territorial communities and the transfer of powers from the
center to the seats.

The 60-s XIX century became the time of radical
transformations of the social and state system. Land, judicial,
city, financial, school and other reforms were conducted.
However, the most significant transformation that affected
practically all areas of public life was the liquidation of serfdom
on February 19, 1861. Subsequently, the order of authority
and organization of the activity of the bodies of rural self-
government - rural and parish staircases, parish
governorships, town hall officers, clerks, and parish courts
were established.

Purpose. The purpose of this article is to find out the
participation of peasant self-government bodies in the
functioning of church parish schools of the Ukrainian left-
bank dioceses of the Russian Empire in the second half of the
XIX and early XX centuries.

The achievement of the questions posed by solving the
following tasks: to analyze the attitude of the bodies of rural
self-government to the functioning of church parish schools;
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Understand the question of the ability of peasants to finance
and support them, to study the problem of understanding the
needs of peasants in the material support of church schools
and their awareness of the role of education in the life of the
peasant community.

Methods. The methodological basis of the research is
the principles of historicism and scientific objectivity. When
writing the article were used as general scientific methods:
logical analysis, systematization, generalization, and special:
specific search, historical and geographical, problem-
chronological.

Results. The material provision of church parish schools
in the Left Bank of Ukraine can be divided into two stages.
The first - from 1884 and up to 1896, that is, since the
publication of the “Rules on church parish schools” and the
first significant allocation of the state in favor of schools.
During these years the state took a minimum part in financing
church parish schools. The maintenance of church schools
was almost completely translated into the shoulders of peasant
self-government bodies, the Orthodox parish clergy, the
Church, monasteries and private individuals. However, such
a policy of the government of the Russian Empire and the
Synod suffered a collapse.

Originality. This article analyzes the role of peasant
self~government bodies, in particular village councils, where
agreements were passed (“public sentences”) regarding the
opening of church parish schools and their material provision.

Conclusion. Thus, the church parish schools of the Left-
Bank Ukraine during the second half of the nineteenth and
early twentieth centuries. constituted one ofthe important parts
of the system of elementary education. Their network grew
rapidly. The highest period of flowering of church parish
schools fell to the 1890s and early 1900s. This was due to an
increase in the material costs of their maintenance by the
state, since by this time the main sources of financing of these
elementary educational institutions were peasant bodies of
self-government, representatives of the clergy, philanthropists,
philanthropists, churches, monasteries and peasants
themselves, who sought to teach children basic literacy and
norms behaviours.

Introduction. Based on a detailed analysis of the source
base and the works of renowned historians of ancient history
of Ukraine, the proposed study demonstrates the importance
of geodetic factors, in particular, the influence of natural and
climatic conditions, the state of land and water resources,
flora and fauna of the territory of the Middle Dnieper on
resettlement and lifestyle the population of this unique in its
historical significance land.

As researchers have rightly observed, the natural and
climatic conditions have been the main factor in the formation
of the main features of the Ukrainian ethnic group - the
agricultural and stock-farming way of farming, the need to
protect against aggressive neighbors, given the cross-border
status of the location between the nomadic steppe and the
sedentary forest-steppe zone, the free way of farming, a special
mentality of the population.

Results. The statement of the study is that the territory of
the Middle Dnieper, with its special natural features, became
the main arena of the ancient history of Ukraine-Rus, the
foundations of the Ukrainian ethnos originated here, the first
state-building traditions were formed here, the Ukrainian
Cossacks emerged and established here.

The research emphasizes that it was the favorable
natural conditions that made an important objective factor in
the formation of a local autochthon population and its way of
life. At the same time, it is stressed that it is not necessary to
exaggerate the influence of natural factors on these processes,
since political and cultural influences, relations with neighbors,
migration processes, cultural achievements of predecessors
and many other factors were also essential.

Originality. Nevertheless, it is emphasized that the
attention of contemporary researchers on the geographic

factors of the formation of the autochthon population is a
promising direction in the study of ancient history, and one
that enables to carry out a comprehensive analysis of the
population’s development.

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HISTORY OF CREATION AND DEVELOPMENT
OF EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS WHICH
PREPARE ENGINEERING AND TECHNICAL

PERSONNEL FOR THE AGRICULTURAL
SECTOR OF CHERKASY REGION

Introduction. In the history of Soviet and then Ukrainian
society the issue of preparing engineers was currently
important. After the end of World War Il increased attention to
the issues of systematic and fundamental preparation of
engineers was connected both with the necessity of
compensation for the losses incurred, and with the growth
and strengthening of the industrial potential of traditionally
agricultural regions in the USSR.

The purpose of the research is to determine the main
tendencies, directions and special aspects of the preparation
of engineering and technical personnel for the agriculture in
Cherkasy region in 1954—1991 years.

Methods. The leading approach of this article is an
interdisciplinary one. The conceptual apparatus of this scientific
work is characterized by the usage of terms and categories
both traditionally historical and borrowed from other
contiguous sciences (historical psychology, culture study and
others).

Results. Taking into consideration the fact that Cherkasy
region was primarily an agricultural region, there was an
urgent need for preparing highly skilled specialists for the
needs of agriculture.

In 1954—1991 years in Cherkasy region there were some
technical schools which trained specialists for the needs of
agriculture of both the region and the whole country.

For instance, there were Zolotonosha Agricultural
Technical School (now — Zolotonosha State Technical School
of Veterinary Medicine), Horodyshche Agricultural Technical
School (now — Horodyshche College of Uman National
University of Horticulture), Uman Technical School of
Mechanization, Electrification and Agricultural Construction
(now — Uman Agrotechnical College of Uman National
University of Horticulture), Shevchenkove Technical School
of Hydrotechnical Melioration (now — Shevchenkove College
of Uman National University of Horticulture), Talyanky
Agricultural Technical School (now — Talyanky Agrotechnical
College of Uman National University of Horticulture).

Apart from technical schools Cherkasy region has a
higher educational institution that prepares highly qualified
engineering and technical personnel for agriculture — Uman
National University of Horticulture.

Originality. For the first time ever the history and
development of educational institutions which prepared
engineering and technical personnel for the needs of
agriculture within one region was considered.

Conclusion. It was established that in 1954—1991 years
in Cherkasy region a number of technical educational
institutions prepared highly skilled engineering and technical
personnel both for the needs of agriculture and for industry
and construction activities. Insufficient quantity of technical
schools and institutes for the young region, which industry
grew rapidly in the 1960s—1970s, required, first of all, the
reorganization of existing educational institutions specializing
in agriculture, as well as the opening of affiliated branches of
technical schools and institutes from other cities of Ukraine in
Cherkasy region.
