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REQUISITION POLICY OF AUSTRIA-GERMAN
OCCUPING ADMINISTRATION IN UKRAINIAN
VILLAGES (FEBRUARY -DECEMBER 1918)

In the article, the authors disclose the revisory measures
of the Austro-German War in Ukrainian villages in February
- March 1918. It shows the attitude of the Austro-Germanic

authorities to the Ukrainian peasantry, the mechanism of

imposing and recovering the continuities, as well as the attitude
of the population towards such activity.

Key words: Ukrainian government, peasantry,
requisition, Australian war, occupation administration.

The statement of the issue. In 1918, Ukrainian lands
became the scene of the curve of struggle and the volume
economic policy of foreign countries. Being an “ally”,
the Austro-German occupation administration in
February - December 1918 carried out its own policy,
which was in line with the policy of local government.

Research analysis. The theme outlined by us
attracts the interest of historians [1-4, 6, 10, 17]. However,
a special intelligence devoted to the revisionary activity
of the Austro-Germanic administration in Ukrainian
settlements in February - December 1918, remains absent,
which is due to the urgency for the article of the topic.

The purpose of the article is to cover the requisition
activities of Austria-Hungary and Germany in the
Ukrainian village from February to December 1918.

The statement of the basic material. On February9,
1918, the delegation of the UNR and representatives of
the Fourth Alliance signed the Brest Peace Treaty. In the
contract, the parties refused to claim damages, declared
the exchange of prisoners, restored economic relations
and committed to carry out commodity exchanges [1,
62].The seventh article of the treaty determined the further

actions of the Ukrainian authorities and the Austro-
German military command. It included the obligation of
the parties to July 31, 1918, to exchange surpluses of
agricultural products and industry. For a detailed
examination of the issues of commodity exchange, on
March 25, 1918, the Austro-German-Ukrainian
Commission headed by Porsche, Fogach and Fon-
Mumon began work in Kyiv. The result of the
commission’s work was the signing of a series of
economic agreements and the harmonization of supply
of products in the amount of 60 million pounds. cereals,
400 million eggs, 2 million 750 thousand poods of cattle,
1.5 million pood of potatoes [2, 203—204]. It was these
agreements that had a decisive influence on the
subsequent policies of Germany and Austria-Hungary
in relation to the Ukrainian village.

By military support of the countries of the Fourth
Alliance, Central Army troops entered Kyiv on March 1
[3,243]. By fulfilling its obligations and pushing for the
Bolshevik troops, the Austro-Hungarian and German
troops were counting on the rapid implementation of
food supply agreements. But the deals mentioned in the
deals were difficult to carry out. There were several
reasons for this: first, after the so-called socialization of
land in the Ukrainian countryside, a real chaos began. In
the village there were destructions of large “unprofit”
farms, land area of more than 50 dessiatines. [4, 49]. By
distributing the land of these farms, the state eliminated
the only stable source of bread and other agricultural
products. Secondly, the Ukrainian village, which was
weakened by the Bolshevik’s policy of overproduction,
could not physically provide supplies in the amount laid
down in the agreements. Thirdly, both parties, producing
the texts of supply-side agreements, did not have
statistical and economic data on the amount of bread in
Ukraine.

At the end of February 1918, as soon as foreign
military units entered the territory of Ukraine, they
immediately became aware of their intentions. Since the
arrival of the Austro-Hungarian and German military
commanders in the occupied territories began to establish
their own regime. The territory of Ukraine was divided
into two spheres of influence. Austria-Hungary controlled
in Volyn, Podillya, Kherson, Ekaterinoslav province,
Germany - all the others, as well as Tavria and Crimea [5,
150]. In the occupied territories in provinces, counties,
areas the military commandant’s offices began to work.
Officially acting in concert with the Ukrainian authorities,
in fact, they were conducting their own activities. The
main task of the Austro-Hungarian and German military
command was to set up at any cost the supply of food to
their own countries. Some representatives of the German
military command offered to forcibly remove peasants
from food. In a telegram, sent on March 9, 1918, by the
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German commander in Ukraine, the commander of the
Eastern Front, it was recommended to increase the
number of military contingents in Ukraine without which
it was impossible to seize the amount of bread [6, 111].
To do this, they used all the methods.

For the effective functioning of the troops and
support for its combat capabilities, it was necessary to
provide complete food, hay and straw. The whole burden
ofholding the Austro-German army lay on the shoulders
of the Ukrainian peasantry. The newly formed military
commandant’s offices, immediately after their foundation,
began active requisitions, neglecting the rules of food
purchases made by the peasants, made by the Ukrainian
authorities. The central government agencies received
reports from local authorities on the first unauthorized
requisitions made by the Austrian and German military
units on their way to the East.

Thus, the Makariv District, the People’s Council of
Kyiv District, by telegram dated February 27, 1918,
reported that the representatives of local rural
communities addressed the parish council and stated
that the German troops who went to Kiev during the
stop for the night arbitrarily took bread, hay, oats, Pigs
issue receipts for this [5, 75].

Requests were made everywhere. Peasants, realizing
that they sometimes take the last one, filed complaints
with district commissars. Those, in turn, could only
observe the situation and communicate information
about events at a higher instance, waiting for instructions
therefrom. On March 23, 1918, the Kyiv district commissar
appealed to the provincial commissar informing him that
a number of applications came from the villages of the
Kiev district. They talked about the fact that German
soldiers voluntarily enter the villages and take all the
things that they get into their hands. It was difficult for
the Ukrainian authorities to explain to the peasants such
actions by the Allied forces, therefore it was not
surprising to see the loss of power by the peasants’
trust, which they often identified with the German-
Austrian administration.

Heightened by Bolshevik’s agitation, and feeling the
impotence of local government peasants made attempts
to protect their own interests alone. So, in the village of
Marholevka during an attempt to confiscate property by
German soldiers, several villagers opposed such actions.
In the battle two German soldiers were killed. After that,
a German unit of 100 people surrounded the village,
selected five horses, carts, and raped women who had
not managed to escape from the village. In the Mikhailivka
village, the Germans held the requisition and did not
receive any receipts and money, thus setting up the local
population against them. The Romanov rural council
reported that the Germans were acting without presenting
the orders of the current Ukrainian authorities.

What is important is the fact that the Germans took
not only bread, but also precious things and personal
belongings, thus plundering the population. This was
stated in the message of the Belgorod district council.
There are also numerous reports that products were
picked up without weight determination, castles were
torn down in barns, money and valuable clothes were
taken away [7, 18]. The situation was similar in other
regions of Ukraine. The peasants took even the last. The
inhabitants of. Austropolitan units of the Krasnopolye
Tiraspol district demanded 1000 pounds of grains The
peasants were able to collect only 450 pounds, after

which the Austrians walked all the houses, requiring even
the bread needed for personal use [8].

Similar activity of foreign troops was fixed in the
Kharkiv region. Residents of villages suffered from
requisites, which increased significantly in April. These
facts are evidenced by numerous complaints from the
peasantry of the Kharkiv Region contained in
documentary sources. Thus, in a complaint dated April
26, 1918, residents of the village of Malichi Passages of
the Lipetsk parish of the Kharkiv district, in the name of
the Kharkov commissar of the Central Council, reported:
“German soldiers arrive in our village daily, rob, carry
out illegal requisitions of hay, livestock and other
products , break the castles, take everything that falls
into their eyes, sometimes give a little money, and in
most cases, they do not pay anything. When
requisitions, they do not make any warrant, no one
addresses; they themselves go in the yards and take
everything. This strongly harassed our citizens, who are
now starving, because they took bread and hay, did not
deprive citizens of anything. April 22 this year eight
German soldiers of the 110th German heavy artillery
division came to us and took 80 pounds. hay, given one
rub. for a pound and went away. “[9, 26].Under the
pressure of economic obligations to the countries of the
Fourth Alliance, the government forced the peasants to
issue food supplies that they illegally seized from public
stores. Such confiscations were made by the commissars
of the Central Council with the help of German troops.
The peasants returned food, livestock, and rationale,
although there was no official order to return [10, 98].
The occupying power, in its aspirations to ensure
uninterrupted flow of goods, was guided by such brutal
methods.

Requisitions and all kinds of confiscation of property
were carried out with the use of brute force. Often such
actions were the nature of this terror. Thus, in the report
of the provincial revolutionary council of
Novopokrovsky rural district council reported: “that in
the Novopokrovsky district there were units of the
Austro-German troops armed with machine guns and
rifles. They came to the villages, gathered the peasants,
stitching them in the ranks, beat the whistles dragged
along the ground, shot them down. “[11, 35-36]. Similar
incidents occurred in almost every county, causing a
violent reaction of the population, especially peasants.
The latter tried in every way to avoid giving food,
constantly sabotaging the requisition campaign launched
by the Austro-Germanic administrations and
representatives of the Ukrainian authorities. In many
counties, peasants’ armed demonstrations broke out
against the German-Austrian troops. The German and
Austrian authorities began to apply the practice of
military indemnities and fines to bring order and suppress
the speeches of the peasants. Such activity contradicted
the Ukrainian legislation, which did not have the
appropriate regulatory framework for the application of
indemnity. Contradictions were imposed on various types
of guilty and misconduct of the peasants.

For example, the inhabitants of one of the villages of
the Khorol district fired a German unit, which
subsequently confiscated many hidden weapons. For
this misdemeanor the village has an indemnity of 5000
rubles and a large amount of life supplies [7, 25]. Often,
the Ukrainian authorities took part in suppressing various
performances and collecting contributions. In those
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villages where peasants raised performances, a punitive
detachment of Ukrainians and Germans was sent to
restore order [12, 8]. For the most part, the indemnity
was charged with money, sometimes with food and other
valuable things, which at their total cost equaled the
amount of indemnity. Due to constant outrageous “Allied
troops”. At the end of April, the Central Rada and the
Council of Ministers began to lose confidence and
support of the population.

The inability of the Ukrainian authorities to fulfill
the conditions of the economic agreement with the
countries of the Fourth Alliance has affected the position
of Austria-Hungary and Germany regarding the UNR.
These countries were interested in a strong, authoritative
power, which the Central Rada and the government,
unfortunately, were not. The Central Council’s mistakes
in the internal economic policy, the contradictions within
the Ukrainian political system, led to the activation of
the opposition forces. On April 29, 1918, P. Skoropadskyi
was elected to Ukraine at the congress of grain workers
of the Hetman of all Ukraine [2, 28]. The new government
had to fulfill its food supply commitments to the Central
Powers.

In fact, the Hetmanate’s power was under the
influence of the Austro-German military occupation
administration. Last, as is known, was intended in any
way to adjust the flow of agricultural products, especially
food to Austria-Hungary and Germany. In this regard,
the Austro-German troops launched a large campaign
for harvesting bread, using requisitioning. Such actions
contradicted the “Mandatory Decree of the Minister of
Food” dated May 30, 1918, which stated that “no one
except the representatives of the State Bread Bureau and
their agents has the right to procure from the population
bread and grain ofthe harvest of 1917 p. “[7, 66]. For the
effective functioning of the occupation forces and the
maintenance of their combat capabilities, it was necessary
to provide complete food security, hay and straw. The
newly formed military commandant’s offices, immediately
after their foundation, began active requisitions, ignoring
the rules of food procurement from peasants, approved
by the Ukrainian authorities. Such actions are evidenced
by numerous reports from local authorities of the
Ukrainian State.

Thus, on January 20, 1918, Katerynoslav provincial
governor informed the authorized Ukrainian government
under the Austro-German command: “Many villages of
the Mariupol district receive many complaints of the
collection of bread by German troops without documents,
if such requisitions continue, then those villages will be
left without bread. In addition, there are a lot of complaints
about the troops set for their needs, the duty of delivery
of the boat. Some villages are required to deliver up to
100 or more troops on an orderly basis every day. If such
a conscription will not be removed from the population
at the time of collecting bread, it will greatly affect the
harvest “[7,230]. On July 13, 1918, the Kherson provincial
governor drew the attention of the Minister of Internal
Affairs of the Ukrainian State to the “‘extraordinary danger
to the general peace of unauthorized requisites of the
most intrusive articles of a massive nature” [13, 120].
The situation was similar in other regions of Ukraine.

In many villages, especially if their territories were
bordered with villages of other counties, attempts at
double requisition took place. Mykhailivskyi rural district
council of Ekaterinoslav province reported to Mariupol

district old age that “July 20 / August 6 in. Mikhailivka
Mariupol district of the Katerynoslav province arrived
from Yuzivka, an Austro-German detachment of45 horses,
150 soldiers with officers. They required 100 barrels of
straw, 60 hawks of hay, 10 potatoes, 60 wheat breads,
2000 eggs, 60 pounds of fat, 35 geese, 5 boars, 500 pounds
of wheat, 800 pounds. barley, and 100 pounds of Wheat,
6 pounds of tea, 1 pound of tobacco, 3 pounds of
cabbages and 100 cargoes from the village to send the
cargo. The requirements could not be fulfilled because
of. Mikhailovka already had requisitioning, besides,
there was an order of the Austrian authorities in the
village of Nikolsky, Pavlovsky region of Mariupol district,
that without their knowledge, no extradition to the Austro-
German troops was conducted, as was said to German
officers “[14, 23].According to the sources worked out
by us, sometimes the requisition was accompanied by a
real terror, in which not only the occupation forces but
also the Hetman detachments participated. “Haydamaky
fled the village, made some notes on some huts. The
Germans approached and set fire on all sides, not allowing
anything to be taken out of the houses. One house was
burnt, and dozens burned down. With one peasant (a
very polite person) did this: ordered a dinner for officers,
the mistress treated them very well, and they thanked -
they brought out all valuable things from the house and
then burned the hut. “ Such was described by the rural
teacher of one of the villages of Zolotonsky district [15,
259]. At the end of summer 1918 the requisition of the
Austro-German troops became massive. Feeling the
crisis, which was aggravated in the middle of the
Ukrainian state and lack of food, the Austro-German
occupation administration tried to maximize the flow of
food from the population of the occupied Ukrainian
territories. There was a sharp need not only in food, but
also in horses that were so necessary for the army. Thus,
the German commandant Heisberg issued an order to all
the villages of the Borovsky region of the Rilsky district
of the Chernihiv province, where, by October 15, 1918
(according to the old style), the peasants were obliged
to bring in 30 Rilsk adults with a strong average height
of horses [16, 205].This requirement of content caused
the dissatisfaction of the peasants not only with the
activities of the Austro-German administration, but also
with the Hetman regime, which was associated with the
occupiers. Even the interior minister was compelled to
admit that the Hetman saw the German agent [17, 72].
The authorities resorted to repressions against the
peasants. The military, as a rule, did not search
specifically the perpetrators, but punished the village
community as a whole. Soldiers robbed peasant homes.
The practice of contributing has become widespread.
Without an appropriate regulatory framework for the use
of indemnities, Hetman was compelled to agree to the
use of the laws on indemnities adopted by the countries
of the Fourth Alliance[18, 137].

Often, the amount of the indemnity was very high.
The Austro-Germanic administration ignored the real
financial and economic opportunities of the villagers.
So, residents of. the village Bagata Chernetka, where the
killer of the ataman of the provincial police, and the killers
were not found, paid 100,000 rubles of indemnities. In
addition, with the consent of the chairman of the
commission on the alienation of the remains of bread
and county old age, they had requisitioned 400 pounds
of wheat, 400 pounds of oats and 22 hairs of straw [6, 81]
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Money collected from the peasants, as the indemnity by
the Austro-German administration, was transferred to the
local treasuries. The smaller part of them went to the
needs of the occupation troops. In connection with this,
the Zolotonsky district chief noted: “The German
government has taken a monetary indemnity from the
villages of Velikaya Burimka - 30,000 rubles, Malaya
Burimka - 15,000 rubles., Great Kaniv 987 rubles. 75
kopecks From this amount the Germans took 10,000
rubles. for own needs, while others 60877 rubles. stored
atme. “[19, 5].Especially large amounts of indemnities
and fines were imposed on the population for various
unlawful actions: the murder of Austrian and German
soldiers, concealment of weapons, armed protest,
Bolshevik agitation. So, July 22, 1918 in the village. The
secretary of Trudeh region has arrived the Austrougorsk
subdivision and has paid a indemnity in the amount of
10,000 rubles. and 1000 pounds. flour for failure to comply
with the order to extradite criminals guilty of the murder
of four Austrian soldiers. The same unit was charged a
stipend 0f 20,000 rubles. and 1000 pounds. flour for the
lack of rifles and arrested eight peasants [14, 45].For
certain crimes (destruction of railways), the indemnities
were imposed not only on separate villages, but also on
the whole area. After the collapse of August 8, 1918, a
railway canvas between the Zhmerinka and Yaroshenko
stations of the Odesa-Kyiv line, Austrian soldiers, who
searched the perpetrators and did not find them, laid the
indemnity on the villages located near the accident. In
particular on the village. Stanislavchik - 250,000 rubles.,
Malu Zhmerinka - 18,000 pounds. flour, on. The Buddies
- 250,000 rubles. The peasants could not pay the latter
amount because the number of inhabitants was smaller
than in other villages (80 households or 1,000 people).
For this, the Austrian military took all the horses - 169
heads and 50 cows. In this way, the villagers were
deprived of the opportunity to prepare the soil before
winter crops [20, 117]. The sabotage of requisition,
appeals for revolts, and Bolshevik agitation also served
as grounds for imposing indemnities. The mass peasant
unrest by the Austro-German troops was severely
suppressed, and the indemnities were distributed among
the participants of the uprising. Thus, for the residents
of the villages of Lomozova, Kulovki, Nizhniy
Olchedayevka, Irkalyenko, Kanivka traces, and
Berezovka, for their participation in the uprising, a
contingency was imposed, which developed among all
the settlements in which the participants of the uprising
lived [21, 41].

The conclusions. Thus, during February - December
1918, the Austro-German administration launched a
large-scale re-requisition campaign, regardless of the real
socio-economic situation of the peasants of Ukraine. The
protests of the Ukrainian authorities were also ignored.
During the ten months of 1918, so-called Allies became
invaders. If during the activity of the Central Council the
intervention was less significant, then at the time of
Hetman the Austro-German troops behaved like hosts in
this territory.

REVOLT IN KYIV REGION IN SUMMER 1918:
APPROBATION OF POLITICAL PROGRAMME OF
PEASANT REVOLUTION IN DNIEPER UKRAINE

Introduction. In summer 1918 the Ukrainian
peasantry took an active part in open military coup
against the authorities of the Ukrainian state of
P. Skoropadsky. If earlier the peasant revolution in the
Dnieper Ukraine had a social character (peasants fought
with the landowners for the redistribution of land and
property), then in the middle of 1918 the peasantry became
a participant in the political struggle for the restoration
of the UPR and the power of the Central Rada. The
peasants of the Zvenigorod and Taraschanskiy districts
ofthe Kiev province in the beginning of June 1918 were
the first to oppose the hetman’s regime. Insufficiently
researched aspects of the history of the Zvenigorod-
Taraschanskiy revolt remain the following: the attitude
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and motives of the participation of the peasant
population in the partisan parties, the consequences of
the rebel movement for all levels of the peasantry.

Purpose. The purpose of the study is to identify the
factors that promoted the transforming the social struggle
ofthe peasantry into a political component of the peasant
revolution during the peasant revolts in the Kyiv region
in the summer 1918.

Results. The initiative and leadership role in the
organization of revolts in the Kyiv region belonged to
the hetmans of the Free Cossacks of Zvenigorod district,
which supported the district military transport officer
M. Pavlovskiy. In May 1918, with the participation of
1. Kapulovskiy, Yu. Tyutyunnik, 18 partisan parties were
formed with a total of 25 thousand people. The peasants
were handed over 10 thousand shoulder arms and many
other weapons.

The officers military unites of the Ukrainian
government and the German army began to disarm the
peasants, forcing them to comply with the legislation of
the Ukrainian State: to return landowners the property
they had been looted before, to use repressions. Local
actors of the socialist revolutionary party and
M. Pavlovskiy called up the peasants to revolt against
the hetman (M. Pavlovskiy himselfimmediately left Kyiv
region). The Hetmans of the Free Cossacks began a
peasant revolt without an integrated staff, supreme
leadership, they did not coordinate their actions with
the leaders of political parties in Kyiv and the leaders of
the UPR (there were only the rumors about their
participation). Each military staff had its own political
program. The rural population of the Kyiv province took
an active part in the armed struggle: the peasants could
raise a military group up to 15,000 people, and could go
to their quarters in a few days. The participation in the
revolt was taken by peasants of all ages and social
groups. In general, the revolt involved 30-40 thousand
people. Due to the repression of power, the great human
and material losses of the rebels, the liberation struggle
became a criminal offense and failed.

Originality. For the first time the revolt in Kyiv
province in the summer 1918 was considered in the
context of the peasant revolution. The reasons for
defeating the peasant revolt in the Kyiv region are
specified.

Conclusion. Zvenigorod-Taraschanskiy revolt of
1918 was a spontaneous implementation of the political
programme of the peasant revolution (the participation
ofthe peasantry in the assumption of power), which was
developed by the socialists revolutionaries and the
social democrats in the early twentieth century. The
failure of the revolt confirmed the Bolsheviks conclusions
about the weak revolutionary capabilities of the peasants:
disorganization and inactivity, spontaneity and local
character of outrages. The lack of responsibility of the
local military-political leaders towards the peasantry, the
unpreparedness of the revolt, allows us to characterize
the performances in the Kyiv region in the summer of
1918 as a political misadventure. The positive changes
that were determined by the political patterns of the
peasant revolution in Dnieper Ukraine in 1918 have
become the following: self-organization of peasant
population, formation of the political requirements, and
change of social conscience.

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UKRAINIAN AGRARIANISM AS AN OPTION OF
EASTERN EUROPEAN AGRARISM IN
POLITICAL PROGRAMS OF THE UKRAINIAN
NATIONAL PARTIES OF THE PERIOD OF THE
UKRAINIAN REVOLUTION

Revolutionary upheavals in Europe in the early twentieth
century had a decisive influence on the socio-political life of
European countries, led to the emergence of previously
unknown phenomena. The agrarianism became one of them
in the first third of the twentieth century. It was most widely
used in Bulgaria, Poland, Romania and Czechoslovakia. The
authors proved that in the early twentieth century the Ukrainian
version of Eastern European agrarianism also existed. It was
especially pronounced during the Ukrainian Revolution of
1917 - 1921, which, among other things, had the peasant
nature. Its representatives on the Ukrainian soil were, on the
one hand, non-governmental, party, political figures and
organizations, on the other - the peasantry of Ukraine as an
active subject of the peasant revolution in 1917 - 1921. In
particular, Ukrainian agrarianism was presented as an option
of Eastern European agrarianism. the provisions of the
Ukrainian Democratic-Agrarian Party (hereinafter referred
to as UDAP), the Ukrainian People’s Community (hereinafier
- UPC), the All-Ukrainian Union of Agrarians-Owners
(Peasants) (hereinafter - AUAQO), and the Ukrainian People s
Party (hereinafter - UPP).

The statement of the issue. The first third of the
twentieth century is a unique period of European history.
Although it is relatively short in time, it is extremely rich
in multifaceted socio-cultural transformations that
radically changed the political map of Europe, the world,
and largely determined the course of world history in the
first half of the twentieth century. These changes
concerned not only the revolutionary upheavals
experienced by the European continent, but also the
emergence of previously unknown phenomena, new
subjects in both international politics and the domestic
political life of many European countries.

The changes in issue were the result of long-term
systemic crises caused by the authorities’ inadequate
response to modernization. Among the factors behind
the revolutionary upheavals in Europe in the early
twentieth century one of the determinants was agrarian.
The peasantry of Europe was dissatisfied with its socio-
economic situation, its legal status. Agriculture, as a
leading sector of the economy of most Eastern European

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countries, needed an effective agrarian policy designed
to significantly improve not only the peasants’ material
wealth but also their legal status. Socio-political
upheavals in Europe in the early twentieth century also
led to the search for an alternative for bourgeois-capitalist
or Bolshevik-communist model of socio-political
development. This option became the “third path of
development” represented by Eastern European
agrarianism. Therefore, Eastern European agrarianism in
general and Eastern European in particular became one
of the phenomena of European history of the first third
of the twentieth century, and the peasantry became an
active subject in the domestic political life of Eastern
European countries. Accordingly, agrarian issue became
a priority direction of domestic government policy, and
the agrarianism became the political doctrine of Eastern
European countries.

Research analysis. Questions consistent with the
topic of our research are partially reflected in Ukrainian
and foreign historiography [1-10]. Researchers have
mainly focused on aspects relating to the nature and
content of Eastern European agrarianism, the realization
of the so-called “third” path in some Eastern European
countries, the unfolding of the peasant revolution in the
post-imperial Russian space, the formation of the
agrarian’s ideology in V. Lypynsky’s works and its Eastern
European agrarianist context. At the same time, taking
into account the phenomenality of Eastern European
agrarianism, the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917 - 1921, the
determining factor of which was peasant, it is relevant to
study Ukrainian agrarianism of that period as an option
of Eastern European agrarianism of the first third of the
twentieth century.

Purpose. The authors aims to investigate the
phenomenon of Ukrainian agrarianism during the
Ukrainian Revolution of 1917 - 1921 as an option of
Eastern European agrarianism presented in the political
programs of the Ukrainian national parties. The subjects
of the study were the political programs of those parties,
which referred to the peasantry as an active subject of
national state formation, the social basis of Ukrainian
statehood. In agreement with K. Galushko’s reasoning,
we were interested, first of all, in those political parties
whose programs emphasized “on the political
separatism” of the peasants and on the particularity of
the peasant “third way”. In our opinion, apart from the
UDAP, agrarianist programs of political parties such as
UPC, AUAO, UPP.

The statement of the basic material. Contemporary
historical and scientific literature has established the view
that agrarianism originated in Germany in the works of G.
Ruland, A. Schaeffle. Subsequently it spreads to the
territory of France, represented by the concept of J. Melin.
Atthe end of the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries
agrarianism spreads into Eastern Europe - Poland,
Bulgaria, Romania, Czechia and Slovakia (later
Czechoslovakia) [8, 178]. Among the reasons for the
emergence of agrarianism, researchers are unanimous in
that it was driven by the following factors: first, the
agrarian nature of the economies of Eastern European
countries; second, the severity of the agrarian issue in
these countries; third, the numerical dominance of the
peasantry over other segments of the population of
Eastern European countries; fourth, the increased public
interest in agrarian issues in general and the peasantry

in particular. This is emphasized by K. Galushko [8],
G. Matveev [9, 3] and other scientists.

In our opinion, in addition to the above, the causes
of agrarianism were the following. First, the conflict
between industrial and agrarian civilizations, which
clearly began to manifest itself in the second half of the
nineteenth - early twentieth centuries in the conditions
of modernization of agrarian-industrial countries and
economies and their transformation into industrial-
agrarian or approximated to them with corresponding
transformation of values. One example is the socio-
economic and socio-political models of the Russian and
Austro-Hungarian empires, which in the second half of
the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries have
undergone similar modernizations. The orbits of the
modernization processes were the Czechia, Slovakia,
Poland, Ukraine, etc. - future independent entities of
international law, countries representing Eastern
European agrarianism, which at that time were part of the
Romanov and Habsburg empires, respectively. We
believe that the advancement of the industrial civilization
of the Western sample to the Eastern European agrarian
space has provoked a defensive reaction on the part of
the largest social strata of Eastern European countries -
the peasantry. It became East European agrarianism of
the first third of the twentieth century presented with
Polish, Bulgarian, Czechoslovakian, Romanian,
Ukrainian, etc. options.

Secondly, the development of political culture of the
agrarian nations, which at that time were Polish,
Bulgarian, Czechoslovakian, Romanian, Ukrainian, etc.
The political cultures of Polish, Bulgarian,
Czechoslovakian, Romanian, Ukrainian, etc. peasants
have undergone a modernization of values. In our opinion,
there has been an essential socio-cultural shift in the
collective and individual political culture and
consciousness of the peasants — the transition from an
indifferent political culture and consciousness to an
effective one.

Third, the objective laws of the development of the
agrarian civilization itself, the formation in its bowels of
a qualitatively different peasantry. In the case of Ukraine
- the peasant-ideoman — an active subject of history[11].
Ukrainian peasantry in the early twentieth century was
qualitatively different from both the urban proletariat and
the peasantry of previous centuries, formed under
fundamentally new conditions of post-serfdom reality.
The qualitative difference was the absence of serfdom
not only as a legal status. First of all, there is an absence
of serfdom as a way of being, doing business, thinking
style, etc. It was a generation brought up under the
conditions of capitalization of agriculture,
industrialization, transformation of the rural community
- all that is considered to be the modernization of the
second half of the nineteenth - beginning of the twentieth
centuries in the Russian Empire. The peasants began to
gradually realize themselves as a separate community of
the then socio-cultural imperial space. The unifying value
was the “Idea of the Land”, its distribution on fair, in
their understanding, principles. These considerations are
in line with the position of other modern researchers
[12]. We are also impressed by A. Gordon’s reasoning
that the liquidation of serfdom made the peasant a
“rational agent” in the interpretation of classical political
economy and sober sense. The psychology of the
peasant became more resilient to those new phenomena
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that actively spreaded into peasant existence. It is difficult
to disagree with V. Piskun in the fact that the liquidation
of serfdom gave impetus to modernization, changed the
consciousness of the peasant, strengthening in him the
feelings of the owner [13].

Therefore, we state that the emergence of East
European agrarianism was caused by objective-
subjective-subjective factors. Their combination gave
impetus to the formation of Eastern European agrarianism
- the phenomenon of the first third of the twentieth
century. Considering the area of its spreading, the
territorial features and features of socio-economic and
socio-political development of Eastern European
countries, we can reasonably distinguish its options:
Polish, Bulgarian, Czechoslovakian, Romanian,
Ukrainian, etc.

In our opinion, in the broad sense of the East
European agrarianism of the first third of the twentieth
century - a holistic socio-cultural phenomenon, the
phenomenon of Eastern European history of the first
third of the twentieth century, caused by the objective-
subjective-subjective factors which is the object of
knowledge. In a narrow sense, Eastern European
agrarianism is a system of peasant-centric
representations of different subjects of the socio-cultural
space of Eastern Europe in the first third of the twentieth
century and their practical implementation. Specifying a
narrower understanding of Eastern European agrarianism
in the first third of the twentieth century in the context of
our object of study, we state that it is a system of political
ideas about the peasantry as an active subject of history,
a representative of the “third” way, the social basis of
statehood.

There are all reasons to say that Ukrainian
agrarianism became ideologically-theoretically and
structurally formed phenomenon in Ukraine in the
conditions of the revolutionary reality of 1917 - 1921. Its
representatives, in particular, were political parties. We
believe that Ukrainian agrarianism of that period reflected
the agrarian nature of Ukrainian society. Its agrarian
nature in no way is a basis for understanding Ukrainian
society as less valuable, “underdeveloped”, etc.,
compared to similar Eastern European, Western European
or other societies. Ukrainian agrarianism during the
Ukrainian Revolution of 1917 - 1921 witnessed the
transition from the indifferent political culture and
consciousness of the Ukrainian peasantry to the active,
the agrarian nature of the Ukrainian nation.

First of all, the Ukrainian agrarianism is presented in
the Materials for the Program [Ukrainian Democratic
Political Party] (hereinafter - Materials) and in the Outline
on the Program of the Ukrainian Democratic-Agrarian
Party (hereinafter - the Outline). Authorship of “Outlines”
belongs to V. Lypynsky [14; 15]. The Materials raised
the question that political forces in the Ukrainian political
life of the period of the Ukrainian Revolution clearly
outlined neither socialist nor non-socialist tendencies.
In fact, the organizing committee of the Ukrainian
Democratic Party proclaimed a third political force, by
which it positioned itself[16, 253].

V. Lypynsky’s “Outline” describes not only the
political priorities of the Ukrainian Democratic-Agrarian
Party, but also prominently reproduces the leading social
leadership of the Ukrainian Democratic Republic. First
of all, the name of this political force reflects its agrarian
nature, because ‘as an agrarian party, we will ensure that
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the agrarian part of Ukrainian democracy, in the process
of creating our free political life, has a position that
corresponds to its number (85 per cent of all people) and
strength’ [17,257]. The author of the “Outline”, and in
fact, in our opinion, “The Peasant Manifesto” writes
confidently that political power in Ukraine “must
primarily belong to the representatives of the Ukrainian
peasantry, and the city must not dictate its will to the
Ukrainian countryside. Ukraine is the land of agrarians,
and the Ukrainian state must become the state of
agrarians. Standing on this ground, our Party will use all
means to increase the political, economic and cultural
strength of the Ukrainian peasantry” [17,257 —258].

In this way, he clearly distinguishes two Ukrainian
worlds: the village and the city. The village should
become free from the dictates of the city and the social
foundation of the Ukrainian state, which is peasant in
nature. At the level of the program of the political party,
the understanding of the peasantry is crystallized not
only as the keeper of the cultural and spiritual values of
the people, but as a full-fledged, active subject of history,
national state-building. The understanding of the
agrarian nature of Ukrainian society by V. Lypynsky is
clear. We believe that this is a de facto reference to the
Ukrainian peasant state and, accordingly, the Ukrainian
peasant nation. Reasonable is the reasoning of R. Vetrov,
S. Zborets about the fact that “Lypynsky views the
peasant not as a farmer with his ethnocultural attributes,
but as a conscious citizen of the state, the owner who
produces the most important value for his wealth and
independence —the bread” [18, 136].

The provisions of “Outline” relating to educational,
cultural, economic spheres are also saturated by the
agrarianism. The sections of the program document
clearly state that “in the field of education and culture,
our party as an agrarian party, in addition to general
democratic demands, aims to spread education and
culture in the countryside as much as possible. .. In order
to do so, we will seek to establish in villages all sorts of
schools... the universities, specially designed for
peasants. The work of a rural teacher in a free agrarian
Ukraine must be particularly honored, and his financial
status must be so well-placed that the best of our
intelligent forces will be attracted to this magnificent and
difficult work” [17, 159 —260].

The economic model of agrarian Ukraine as a state,
from the point of view of the Ukrainian Democratic-
Agrarian Party (hereinafter referred to as the UDAP),
will have nothing to do with the chaos of the “private
capitalist economy”. It will be based on fundamentally
different principles: “the interest of the private
entrepreneur... should be limited... by the widest
possible state control over the national economy, and
from below - by the organization and association of the
people-producing masses. Therefore, our party will stand
for ... the greatest development of the democratic
cooperative movement in all its forms and options” [17,
261]. In this way, a third alternative economic model —
the cooperative, was proposed. According to the party,
it was the most suitable for the main producer of material
goods — the peasantry. It harmoniously combined private
and public interests; there was no excessive capitalist
urge and socialist dissolution of the individual in the
collective.

The agrarian issue wasn’t out of focus of the
UDAP’s political program. However, understanding of
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its essence and ways of solution was based on principles
other than those of other parties. First of all, the difference
was that for UDAP “Free agrarian Ukraine” was the “the
land of highly developed, intensive farm agriculture”[17,
262]. Thus, they viewed the agrarian issue as a
component of governmental pro-peasant agrarian policy,
and the peasant - a citizen whose landed private property
is the basis of the Ukrainian state. The party vision of
Ukrainian village prospects was the third way of
development. It was understood as the placement
throughout Ukraine of “farms of the working Ukrainian
peasantry, on which the Ukrainian agrarian, united in
powerful cooperative societies, extracts from his native
land his and his family’s work with the maximum that it
can give” [17,262].

The members of the UDAP in “the Outline” drew
attention to another detail that favorably differentiated
their vision of the nature and ways of solving the agrarian
issue. For them, Ukraine “belongs to the lands of Western
European agricultural culture”. In view of this fact, the
party members stressed that they would “fight against
all Russian projects of agrarian reform, based on the alien
for us primitive psychology of the “community” (all
redistribution and allotments “per capita”) and the
extensive system of agriculture (“cutting” of the land to
the triple peasant economy)» [17, 263]. In this way,
representatives of the UDAP first of all saw in the
Ukrainian peasantry the social basis of Ukrainian
statehood; secondly, they clearly understood that the
Ukrainian peasant was a unique self-sufficient subject,
qualitatively different from the Russian one; thirdly, the
decision of the Ukrainian agrarian issue should be based
on European-Ukrainian principles that contribute to the
development of high-tech industry with preservation of
the identity of the Ukrainian peasantry as the
embodiment of cultural and national values. Other
options based on other principles, according to UDAP
members, are “reactionary, because they lead back to
the lower stages of this development and threaten a large
decline in productivity and crop capacity of the land”
[17,263].

Agrarianism also marked the political program of the
Ukrainian People’s Community (hereinafter - UPC). The
sources of its formation connected with P. Skoropadsky,
who, according to his memoirs, wanted to lead a
democratic party that “should have led to compromises
between property and the poor, and between the Great
Russians and Ukrainians” [18, 133]. By creating the party
and developing its program, P. Skoropadsky and his
associates aimed to substantiate that ‘the Ukrainian
movement is not German propaganda, but living in the
people ... that the party ... does not define the form of
government, but clearly defends democracy and
preservation of property’ [18, 126]. Democracy, among
other things, in the understanding of the party’s founder,
is a “strong shift in the agrarian issue” [18, 126]. P.
Skoropadsky connected with the peasantry the future
of the Ukrainian State, being a supporter of the “third
way”, and considered democratic reforms an instrument
for achieving this goal. The future Hetman believed that
‘our Ukrainian is an individualist; he does not need any
socialization. He is strongly against it. According to the
hetman, among the slogans of the revolution, most
understandable to the peasantry, is the idea of the land’
[18, 50]. He was aware that ‘it is necessary to carry out
truly healthy democratic reforms, not socialist ones, but

democratic ones. We do not have socialism in the people,
and therefore, if there is one, then among the numerous,
torn apart people group of intellectuals ... | have no doubt
... that any socialist experiments ... would immediately
lead to the whole country during 6 weeks would be the
prey of all-devouring Moloch-bolshevism. Bolshevism,
by destroying the culture, would turn our beautiful
country into a dried up plain, where capitalism would
eventually settle ... the almighty God, in whose feet the
people would wallow and crawl’ [18, 145 — 146].

V. Kochubey, M. Voronovych, V. Lyubynsky and
others who actively cooperated with P. Skoropadsky on
the 1st Ukrainian Corps were active party activists of the
UPC. According to P. Doroshenko, at the basis of its
activities, UPC ‘put a compromise on social issues,
democratization of the state system within the limits
harmless to the state power, and Ukrainization of
Russified cultural strata of Ukrainian citizens, but by a
slow involvement of these strata in cultural and state
Ukrainian work’ [19, 22 —23]. In G. Papakin’s quite right
opinion, it contained two basic components: “uniting all
owners against socialist experiments and trying to avoid
the extremes of “fierce capitalism™ [20, 145].

The above considerations of P. Skoropadsky have
been adequately reflected in the political program of UPC.
In our opinion, it, like P. Skoropadsky’s views, was clearly
agrarianist. With the future head of the Ukrainian State,
0. Lupakov, B. Butenko, O. Paltov, A. Rzepetsky, I. Dusan
and other Ukrainian intellectuals, who are not indifferent
to the fate of their homeland, have been involved in the
development of “The Program of the Ukrainian People’s
Community” (hereinafter referred to as the Program). The
choice of the Third Way was declared by the 12th item of
the political program of the party. It stated that neither
the monarchy, which was unable to meet the diverse
needs of the people, nor detached from the life theories
of maximalists which had no reason in real life, was not
acceptable to the UPC. But a state building was
acceptable, based on the will of the people, taking into
account the historical experience of state building, its
historical-political traditions [21, 209]. Thus, the source
of power of the Ukrainian State was announced the
people. Considering that 85 per cent were peasants, they
were understood to be the social basis of this state.

The Program also described the priorities of domestic
policy. Its main purpose was to ensure the proper
conditions for the development of private initiative and
entrepreneurship, the expression and realization of the
“creative forces of the people”, above all the peasantry
as the most numerous strata of Ukrainian society. The
key to this was the guarantee by the state of “truly
reasonable freedom”. The latter refers to the protection
ofthe life, property, legal rights and interests of a person
against oppression by both the state and unlawful
interference by outsiders [21, 209].

UPC clearly defined the agricultural character of
Ukraine in its programmatic provisions. By modern
language — an agrarian type of society. Accordingly,
issues of land tenure / land use, land tenure, legal
subjectivization of the peasantry, improvement of its
material well-being were of paramount importance. Their
decision was subordinated to the end goal - “for the
benefit of the agricultural population of Ukraine”.
Subjectivization was interpreted as guaranteeing the
inviolable property right, which “corresponds to the
original and unchanged convictions of the Ukrainian-
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agrarian” [21, 209 —210]. Taking care of the material well-
being of the agrarian families, its improvement, the
program envisaged measures aimed at clear legislative
regulation of the sale and purchase of land, and
elimination of speculation in this case. The agrarians
and their families were to receive land in the size that
would guarantee their safe lives and sufficient use of
their own labor. The priority in land acquisition belonged
to the Cossacks and the disadvantaged, who “who did
not spare their lives, breast-shielded Ukraine from
external and internal enemies” [21, 210].

UPC members argued that all forms of socio-
economic self-organization of the peasantry should be
supported by the state. In particular, the finance agency
had to take special care of the development of
cooperatives, mutual loan companies, loan and savings
partnerships, etc. The cooperation of the UPC parties,
as well as the members of the UDAP, considered the
basis of the economic model of the future Ukrainian state
[21,211].

Therefore, the program of the agrarian changes and
the social basis of the Ukrainian State was determined
by the Ukrainian-agrarian. The above convinces the
agrarianist nature of the programmatic provisions of UPC,
the agrarianist content of the beliefs of P. Skoropadsky.

The agrarianist ideology was peculiar to both the
All-Ukrainian Union of Agrarians-Owners (Peasants)
(hereinafter - AUAO) and the Ukrainian People’s Party.

In October 1918, AUAO was formed. It includes some
members of the Kyiv Regional Union of Landowners,
headed by M. Kovalenko, who disagrees with the
programmatic foundations of the All-Russian Union of
Landowners (hereinafter referred to as the “AUL”) [22,
463]. On 20 October 1918, their platform was presented
in “The Memorandum of the Owners-Agrarians and
Cossacks of All Ukraine”. The relatively short volume of
the document clearly outlines the peasant-centric
orientations of this political organization. The peasant-
agrarian stratum was proclaimed the sole and solid
foundation of Ukrainian statehood. The peasantry was
guaranteed equal civil rights and freedoms. The principle
of private property is inviolable. The ultimate goal of
agrarian reform is to satisfy the socio-economic interests
of the broader peasant-agrarian strata. Land tenure,
despite inviolability of private property rights, is limited.
Regulatory policy regarding land tenure is implemented
by the state, represented by the Land Bank. The
instrument of implementation of agrarian reform was the
compulsory purchase of land from large landowners. The
parceled land was transferred to the peasants who
needed it for some payment through the Land Bank [23,
466]. Thus, in its program of state building, the AUL
made a clear reference to the peasantry, the social basis
of national statehood. The socio-political and socio-
economic model of the state was peasant-centric,
agrarian.

In May 1919, the Ukrainian People’s Party (hereafter
UPP) was formed. It was intended to include UDAP and
AUAOQO. However, such unification did not take place
and the newly formed party was formed only of the
members of the AUL [246 470]: M. Chudnov-Bohun, K.
Krasiuk, M. Bayer, M. Arnaut and others. Its
programmatic principles were based on the AUAO
provisions, in particular on agrarianism. At the same time,
they were supplemented and expanded in “The Program
of the Ukrainian People’s Party” (hereinafter - the
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Program). Party members emphasized that national state-
building should be based on the unity of all “economically
healthy and creative elements of the people”. However,
the “broad masses of small and medium peasantry” are
leading in this process. In this regard, satisfaction of
peasant interests and needs is a priority. This was
subordinated to the financial and economic policy of the
state. Among other things, its implementation ensured
the economic development of the country, its protection
against the “exploitation by foreigners” [25, 474 —475].

In that way, the UPP rejected the exploitation,
considering the non-exploitative model of the state. The
agrarianist nature of the party’s program provisions
contained those parts of the party program that
concerned the economy and tactics of party activity. In
our opinion, they clearly state the content of the non-
exploitative model of Ukrainian statehood, emphasize the
agrarian nature of Ukrainian society and its economy.
Cooperation is treated as an optimal socio-economic
institute, which, on the one hand, provides the population
with the necessary products, and on the other, minimizes
the exploitation factor. In the context of Eastern European
agrarianism, it was understood as a socio-economic
institute that ‘strengthens the economic position of our
people and makes it more organized in the fight against
the exploitation by foreigners’ [25, 487].

According to the Party members, the peasantry is
‘the main creative economic stratum in Ukraine; the main
basis of the national economy is farming, the productivity
of which is based on the average and small land
ownership, with the help of associations and agricultural
cooperatives...”[25, 475]. In the Resolution of the Main
Board of the Ukrainian People’s Party of 7 September
1919, the role of the peasantry in the national state-
building was outlined more clearly and fully. The
document stated that ‘the basis, the center of the creative
forces in Ukraine, is the peasantry - the agrarians and
national-industrial elements ... and only these elements
can be a solid basis for the future of the Ukrainian state
and national idea, because the proletariat and the great
bourgeoisie in Ukraine, from the national point of view,
are alien or indifferent to Ukrainian national-state
competitions. ... And if the economic interests of this
class are not linked to national-political interests, then
Ukrainian national affairs and statehood will be long
suppressed by hostile forces of neighbors, all of whom
have a clearly defined nationalist-imperialist color’ [25,
495].

Given the agrarian nature of Ukrainian society, the
relevance of the agrarian issue, the need to improve the
socio-economic situation and socio-legal status of the
peasantry, it was envisaged to implement agrarian reform.
These improvements were supposed to be achieved by
“raising the agro-culture, as well as securing the national-
state rights of the Ukrainian people, who are the owner
of their land and the manager of their economy” [25,
487].

According to UPP members, agrarian reform should
be peasant-centric and based on the following principles:
1. Protection of small and medium-sized land ownership;
2. Abolition of large land tenure; 3. Forcible redemption
by the state of the excess land from the large landowners
and its transfer on preferential terms to the landless
peasantry for cultural housekeeping. This approach was
justified by the UPP members’ financial interests of the
state, as well as the impossibility of social confrontation
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in the countryside; [25, 487] 4. Transfer of specific,
treasury and monastery lands to the state fund; 5.
Determination of the standard of land for sale in the
amount of 25 acres; 6. By providing amelioration credit
support to agricultural cooperatives; 7. State support
for farms and agricultural cooperatives [25, 476].

The conclusions. Therefore, there is sufficient reason
to state that in the conditions of the Ukrainian Revolution
of 1917 - 1921, Ukrainian agrarianism took place as an
option of Eastern European agrarianism. It was
represented in the programmatic provisions of UDAP,
UPC, UPP, AUAO. They referred to the peasantry as the
state builder, social basis of statehood, the “third” path
of development. This combines Ukrainian agrarianism
with Eastern Europe, which is evidence that the Ukrainian
Revolution of 1917 - 1921 had a distinct European context.

NESTOR MAKHNO AND UKRAINE:
TO THE PROBLEM OF SELF-IDENTIFICATION
OF THE “PEASANT FATHER”

Introduction. The relevance of the study of Nestor
Makhno’s figure, in particular his identity, is driven not
only by scientific interest, but also by the need to
deconstruct an ideological myths, which are based on
deliberate manipulation of historical facts.

Purpose. It is suggested, based on an
interdisciplinary approach, to consider the self-
identification of Nestor Makhno (Mikhnenko) and
Ukraine’s place in its as a certain reality or imaginary
intellectual construction.

Results. Author found out that Makhno considered
the historical memory to be the dominant factor in the
formation of his own patriotism. The analysis of the
process of self-determination takes into account ethnic
and social origin. The key markers of identity are
considered: linguistic characteristics, attitude to the
image and creativity of T. Shevchenko, ethnic tolerance,
political credo, attitude to Ukrainian state entities,
evaluations of the revolutionary process. The evolution
of Makhno’s self-identification towards the
strengthening of the national component is revealed.

Conclusions. Nestor Makhno’s self-awareness can
serve as an example of one type of national identification
of Ukrainian peasants in the first third of the twentieth
century. Peasant origin was decisive in shaping his basic
ideological values, namely the respectful attitude to the
labor peasant, and an extremely keen sense of social
oppression. At the same time, the peasant mentality
embraced the ideas of national self-determination and
national statehood very slowly. Still Ukraine was native
land for Nestor Makhno, to which he treated with great
sympathy. Apparently, the starting point in forming this
feeling was attachment to a small homeland — the Steppe
Left Bank, the terrain of the former Zaporizhzhya liberties.
The main obstacles to Makhno’s national consciousness
were his devotion to anarchist ideology and atheist
worldview. Belonging to the all-Russian revolutionary
movement promoted not only linguistic Russification,
but also formed in the mind of a rather rigid imperative of
a “common revolutionary front”. However, the bloody
struggle of 1917-1921 and the national post-revolutionary
revival strengthened the national components of N.
Makhno’s self-identification. His patriotism was more
territorial than ethno cultural. The purpose of his struggle
was an independent Ukraine with a specific stateless
system — a Federation of self-governing labor
communities.

PURCHASES AND REQUISITIONS FROM
PEASANTS IN EASTERN GALICIA AND
BUKOVINA DURING RUSSIAN OCCUPATION IN
THE FIRST WORLD WAR

Introduction. At the beginning of the Russian
invasion of the territory of Eastern Galicia and Bukovina
in August 1914, a significant number of peasant and
landowning farms were completely ruined or suffered
considerable damage. One part of the crop was destroyed
by military actions and the other part was requisitioned
or looted. One of the main reasons for the start of food
problems in the regions seized by the Russian forces in
the Eastern Galicia and Bukovina can be considered a
total withdrawal of agricultural products from the
agricultural producers for the needs of the Russian Army.

Purpose. The purpose is to study the pricing policy
of the Russian occupation authorities regarding
procurement and requisition prices for agricultural
products purchased for the needs of the Russian army
from the population of Eastern Galicia and Bukovina
during the First World War; to analyze the influence of
the factor of establishment of procurement and requisition
prices on the general state of the food market of the
occupied territories of Eastern Galicia and Bukovina.
Taking into consideration the peculiarities of the research
in economic history, the interdisciplinary approach was
applied as the methodological basis for scientific
research. The author used some methods of scientific
research, which are special in the economy, in particular,
methods of collecting and processing information,
methods of conducting analytical work, etc., taking into
account certain features of the relationship with special
historical and general research methods.

The scientific novelty of the study is to reveal the
theoretical foundations and practical aspects of the
analysis of the financial and economic policy of the
Russian occupation regime in Eastern Galicia and
Bukovina during the period of the First World War, due
to the absence of special historiography works on the
specified themes.

Results. The pricing policy of the Russian
occupation authorities in the captured territories of
Eastern Galicia and Bukovina on the purchase of
agricultural products from the local population was
forced, predatory, often accompanied by the unpaid
expropriation of products and grain. Evacuation
processes and the change of power in the region
negatively affected the economic conditions of the
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peasantry of Galicia and Bukovina. The procurement and
requisition prices set by the higher military and civilian
occupation authorities were significantly underestimated
with real market prices. Analyzing the dynamics of
changes in procurement and requisition prices for
agricultural products during the period of the Russian
occupation of 1914-1917, it was established that, despite
high inflation, those prices had a slight increase.

A comparative analysis of procurement prices for
agricultural products set by the occupation authorities
in Eastern Galicia and Bukovina during the first
occupation with the prices set for the provinces of the
rear regions of the Russian Empire, indicate a certain
priority for the occupied territories. Procurement prices
in Eastern Galicia and Bukovina were higher than in the
Ukrainian and Belarus provinces that were part of the
Russian Empire.

However, during the second occupation of Eastern
Galicia and Bukovina, the situation changed in the
opposite direction. Procurement prices have become
significantly lowered for the occupied territories. Such a
change in the vector of the pricing policy of the Russian
occupation authorities was the manifestation of
discriminatory pricing policies in the captured territories,
where it was possible to intensify the use of compulsory
requisitions.

Conclusion. It was proved that the basic principle
of the pricing policy of Russian occupation authorities
in the captured territories of Eastern Galicia and Bukovina
was the purchase of agricultural products for no avail.
The robbery policy of the Russian authorities in the
occupied territories, for the uninterrupted supply of food
for the Russian army, was negatively reflected in the
social and economic state of the peasantry, which greatly
aggravated the food situation in the captured regions.

PEASANT MOVEMENTS IN THE BEGINNING
OF XX-TH CENTURY IN THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE
AS FACTOR OF SOCIAL CHANGES

Introduction. The article analyzes the influence of
the peasant movements of the early XX-th century on
social changes in the Russian Empire. It is noted that the
danger of peasant movements has become a factor in
influencing government policy after the abolition of
serfdom. Until the 1850’s, the fundamental political and
ideological structures on which serfdom was based were
already ruined. As soon as the state left the institution
without its support, it was immediately collapsed.
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However, by the beginning of the XX century
peasant protests did not pose a significant danger to the
tsarist regime. Despite of this, the security agency and
the monarchs themselves constantly felt the tension that
came out of the village, which to some extent determined
the stiffness of the course to suppress any peasant
protests.

Purpose. The purpose of the proposed study is to
show the peasant movements of the early XX- th century
in the Russian Empire as an important factor in social
change. The research is based on such principles of
historical knowledge as science, historicism, objectivity,
system analysis, and so on. As a basis of the research,
we have chosen a socio-cultural approach, in which an
active personality becomes the subject of scientific
attention — a multidimensional social and cultural entity,
the subject of action, his morality, which forms the basis
of any culture, in our case — a peasant.

Results. The protests of the peasants in the early
XX-th century are characterized as enough organized.
During the protests the peasants demonstrated an
unprecedented level of organization and unity.

The author considers that the spontaneity and
awareness of the peasant movement of the early XX-th
century, and then the revolution of 1905 — 1907, stimulated
the government to change. This was facilitated by both
collective and individual actions of the peasants. The
passive and active actions of the peasants were
widespread. Peasants clearly imagined what they want
(land, education, self-government), as well as the best
ways to realize their goal.

Conclusion. It was concluded that the peculiarities
of peasant protests consisted not only in their mass and
radicalism in relation to the grandfathers, but also in
alienation to power, loss of hope for justice under the
existing system. The beginning of the XX-th century
characterized by the emergence of a qualitatively new
peasant — a peasant era of the revolution, and the peasant
movements themselves became a significant factor in
social change.

CZECHOSLOVAKIADURING THE NATIONAL
AND SOCIAL REVOLUTION (1918-1919): THE
SOCIAL-POLITICAL ASPECT OF SLOVAKIA

Introduction.Since 1916, the political, economic and
social crisis in the Austria-Hungary had become more
evident due to the continuation of the Great War and for
which the monarchy was not prepared. In this escalating
socio-economic situation, most Slovak political
representatives saw the starting point in the idea of
secession from the Kingdom of Hungary and the
integration of Slovakia into the new Czechoslovak state.
After the collapse of Austria-Hungary, even the new
liberal Hungarian government had failed to sustain
Slovakia, which was nationally awakened.

Purpose. The authors of the article aim to explore
the socio-political situation in Slovakia during the period
of 1918-1919 national and social revolution in
Czechoslovakia.

Results. The transition from Hungarian government
to the new Czechoslovak one and maintaining the order
was not easy neither with regard of internal security, nor
controlling and management of the given area. For
several months, there had been a transitional period of

uncertainty, chaos, confusion and “national” and social
revolution. Many large internal opposition groups were
formed against the new Slavic republic. A huge wave of
resistance was formed especially in the national sphere
— by Germans and Hungarians. However, it was much
more difficult to ensure the integrity and sovereignty of
their national territory, the respect of the new authorities
and the social system. In May — June 1919 the Hungarian
Red Army conquered a large part of eastern and southern
Slovakia. The danger of losing a significant part of
Slovakia or its Bolshevization was discouraged by the
threat of armed intervention by the countries of the Triple
Entente. Only after this period of violent upheavals and
the struggle for the Czechoslovak character of post-war
Slovakia (and also Subcarpathian Ruthenia), the national-
social revolution took place under the command of
Prague Czechoslovak authorities.

Conclusion.The new Republican Czechoslovak
legislation and the structure of state power were truly
revolutionary transformations for Slovakia. The overall
modernization of public life was accompanied by the
construction of a broad civil society with high democratic
standards.

HISTORICAL EXPERIENCE OF PROMOTING

SMALL AND MEDIUM ENTERPRISES IN THE

AGRICULTURAL INDUSTRY OF THE SOUTH
OF UKRAINE IN THE XX CENTURY

Introduction. The urgency ofthe study is due to the
complex modern state of small and medium agrarian
industry in the South of Ukraine, the slow disappearance
of the agricultural market of industrial agricultural
products of the domestic producer. The author, in his
research, tries to justify the idea that there is a
misconception about the historical experience of the
implementation of the NEP, as solely the practices of the
totalitarian communist political regime that it is impossible
and inappropriate to study and use in today’s economic
and political conditions. Existing market laws have the
same economic force, regardless of what political regimes
exist, creates conditions for the growth of social activity
of every citizen and its immersion in economic
transformations in society. The research raises the
problem of dating the commencement of the NEP in the
south of Ukraine, not from 1925, and from 1924.

Purpose. On the basis of original archival material,
the author sets himself the goal: to review the
chronological dating of the beginning of the closure of
the NEP policy in the South of Ukraine, in comparison
with other parts of the Ukrainian SSR and the Soviet
Union as a whole, returning to the study of regional
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historical documentary on the economic stimulation of
private initiative in the years of the new economic policy
with regard to citizens, agrarian industrial enterprises to
trace possible analogies with the present, namely -
creating conditions for opening new jobs filling the local
and national budgets with taxes, meeting the daily needs
of the rural population in consumer goods and household
services, creating a positive image of the ruling political
superstructure, patriotic rallying of the population around
the national idea to protect the territorial borders of the
country from the invaders.

Methods. The author of the study is based on
chronological, statistical, comparative, sociological,
dialectical methods of research.

Results. The research is proving the fact that the
significant quantitative lag of all industrial enterprises
from the pre-war level, which was observed before the
beginning of 1923, was overcome in the next three years.
In the second half of 1925/26 the economic year of the
Ukrainian SSR surpassed the pre-war level of industrial
production. Since 1924, in all sectors of the big industry,
with the exception of food, the slow process of cutting
production in the private sector began. It is interesting
that the fact remains that there is not a single private
enterprise in the coal, metallurgy, cement industry, only
three in machine building. The elimination of private
traders in these sectors in the future was a result of a
targeted state policy.

Originality. The author proved the factual material
that for the Southern region, when the curtailment of the
new economic policy should be shifted to 1924, the
artificial and violent administrative nature of measures
aimed at eliminating all manifestations of elements of the
market economy of the South of Ukraine.

Conclusion. Thus, according to the author, the
collapse of the NEP in the Southern region begins in
1924. The very creation of administrative obstacles and
regulatory prosecution destroyed not only the
achievements, but also the very historical memory of
commercial activity, private economic initiative. The
tensions of the consumer goods deficit were quickly
eliminated, large state enterprises set up appropriate
production and the “temporary retreat” of the communist
paradigm was terminated. The experience of the positive
activity of the general population should be useful in
drafting new reforms in the Ukrainian economy today,
especially when the majority of countries in the world
make a major contribution to small and medium-sized
businesses in the industry to ensure the profitability of
the state budget and ensure social stability in the
country, the region. The return of labor migrants, the
restoration of industrial production in the places of their
traditional existence, the creation of labor dynasties, the
establishment of international trade is not just raw
materials, but competitive high-tech products is
impossible without creating the conditions for the work
of small and medium-sized industrial enterprises, and
only based on historical traditions, experience of previous
generations. we will be able to revive the industrial glory
of Ukrainians and other peoples who live in our state.

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INFLUENCE OF THE TYPHOID PANDEMIC ON THE
VITALACTIVITY OF POPULATION OF UKRAINE
UNDER CONDITIONS OF MILITARY CONFLICTS

AND WAR DEVASTATION (1919-1923)

The article shows the spatio-temporal dynamics of the
typhoid pandemic on the territory of Ukraine in 1919 — 1923.
An attempt was made to determine the structure of typhus
morbidity and mortality. On the case of the Ukrainian Galician
Army, the Army of Ukrainian People s Republic and the rebels
of Middle Dnieper region the impact of the epidemic on the
combat capability of the troops in 1919 — 1921 was shown.
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The statement of the issue. The pan-European crisis
of 1914 — 1923, especially its constituent elements as the
hostilities of 1914 — 1918, the revolutionary upheavals,
deportations and migration processes multiplied by
urbanization processes and the rapid development of
transport, naturally caused unprecedented mobility of
the population of the continent. These circumstances
stimulated not only cross-cultural exchange, but together
with the exhaustion and impoverishment of people,
deterioration of sanitary and living conditions,
coincidence of natural and climatic and cosmic factors
led to the rapid spread of epidemic diseases, which in
four years increased their lives four times larger people
than the First World War. For natural disasters that do
not recognize national borders, the Ukrainian lands have
not been an exception, but the influence of the natural
factor on the events and phenomena of Ukrainian history
remains underestimated and is on the margins of scientific
studies.

Research analysis. The study is based on a broad
theoretical and empirical basis. Conceptually and
methodologically, it is in the realm of environmental
history, a modern interdisciplinary scientific field that
studies the relationship between man and the rest of
nature in retrospect. The theoretical groundwork is
presented by the scientific works of A. Chizhevsky [22],
J. McNeill [24], J. Diamond [3], P. Sorokin [15].

The study built on the hypothesis that the epidemic
diseases act as catalysts for social upheaval.

Purpose. To find out the causes, scale, geography,
patterns, features and consequences of epidemic
diseases (especially different forms of typhoid) that
struck the population of Ukraine in 1919 — 1923. More

broadly — try to show what was the «responses» of
people (mentally, physiologically and materially weakened
by the war) to the «challenges» not only of society but
also of nature.

The statement of the basic material. On the
Ukrainian lands during 1914 — 1923 the whole spectrum
of infectious diseases was recorded: typhus of various
kinds, cholera, dysentery, measles, smallpox, malaria,
scabies, syphilis and others.

The HINI serotype flu, better known as the «Spanish
fluy, that swept the world from 1918 to 1920 and became
the largest pandemic in history, has not passed Ukraine.
However, here this pandemic felt less well, and its effects
were not as catastrophic as, for example, in Western
Europe. Instead, the population of Ukrainian lands
suffered more from another ailment — the typhus
epidemic, which swept through three waves of people
who were physically, mentally and financially exhausted
by the pan-European crisis of 1914 — 1923.

As can be seen from Table 1, in the early 20" century.
the disease of typhoid of various forms was approx. j
from all cases of infectious diseases. However, there is a
direct link between the degree of urbanization, mobility
of the population, openness of social groups on the one
hand, and the frequency of infection with the other.

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1918 local cases of diseases were recorded in different
parts of Ukraine; in January-June 1919 came the first
wave of epidemic; the second wave of relapsing fever
took place in Ukraine during 1920 — 1922; the second
wave of typhoid struck the population in 1921; the second
and third waves of typhoid fever occurred, respectively,
in 1920 and 1922. In 1923, the effects of the epidemic
were still felt, but in the following year the sanitary and
epidemiological situation in Ukraine stabilized and, by
most indicators, returned to the level of 1901 — 1904 (see
Table 3).

Table 4 shows that in 1920 the average number of
patients with epidemic typhus in Ukraine reached 257.8
people, in 1921 —63.3 people, in 1922 —133.4 people, in
1923 — 12,3 people, in 1924 — 4,9 people per 10,000
population.

In the dynamics of the typhoid epidemic in the
Ukrainian lands was as follows: during May-November

186.3 people, in 1923 —21,4 people, in 1924 — 1,7 people
per 10,000 population. The most affected typhoid fever
were Donetsk, Kharkiv, Odessa, Poltava and
Katerynoslav gubernias; less damaging consequences
of disease were in the Volhynian, Kyiv, Chernihiv and
Podolia gubernias.

Given the data in Table 6, the epidemic of typhoid
fever was less widespread compared to the epidemic
typhus or relapsing fever. Kharkiv, Odesa, Katerynoslav
and Donetsk provinces were among the most affected,
as in the previous cases.

The data in Tables 4-6 look particularly catastrophic
if we look at similar statistics in other European countries,
whose population also bore the brunt of World War 1.
Thus, in France (without colonies) in 1922 the rate of
patients with typhus was 0.004 people per 10,000
population, in Italy in 1923 —0.005 people, in Germany in
1924 —0.001 people and in the United Kingdom (without
colonies) in 1924 — 0.002 people per 10,000 population
respectively [23,18].

After analyzing the information in Table 7, it can be
argued that the typhus is somewhat seasonal (winter-
spring) disease. The number of patients in this period,
was more than in Julyand November sometimes 4-5 times.
In 1920 — 1924 the largest number of people affected by
the epidemic typhus was recorded in February-April, and
the relapsing fever in January-June. Note, that the
outbreak of typhoid disease, which triggered the epidemic
0f 1919—1923, also occurred in January-February 1919.

Let’s try to identify the factors that contributed to
the emergence of the epidemic of typhus in 1919 in
Ukraine.

1. After the Brest Peace Treaty was signed on January
27 (February 9), 1918, Ukraine became a transit area for
large numbers of people. An additional factor — the
railway stations turned into the places of considerable
mass of people. A letter from the Ministry of Public Health
and Guardianship to the Ministry of Roads of the
Ukrainian State of November 20, 1918 stated «Railways
were the source of the spread of cholera, typhoid and
other infectious diseases» [1, 77].

2. Deterioration of the diet, which reduced the
immunity of the population, and therefore — the
organism’s resistance to disease. A characteristic feature
is the difficulty of providing troops with food. An
additional factor was famine of 1921 — 1922 pp.

3. Rapid deterioration of the health status of the
population, caused by limited access to the most
important elements of hygiene — hot water, baths, clean
clothes, soap, medicines and more. These circumstances
became especially acute in the territories that were in the
area of warfare in 1914 — 1917. For example, the
department of State gendarmerie ZUNR (West Ukrainian
People’s Republic) in Brody informed the government
that «75% of the powiat is destroyed to the ground and
people live in ditches with cattle», and in Stanislav
«sanitary situation is terrible, the streets are full of
swamps, impurities are lying in the yards, mud pits are
overflowing, wells are poorly cleaned... The city
administration is powerless because there are not enough
horses, carts, carriers and people to clear the swamp and
remove impurities, also the roads are tainted» [2, 183].



4. Insufficient funding for the medical industry in
the terms of political instability and military devastation.
Thus, according to the estimates of epidemic doctors,
since January 1919, when the epidemic of typhus
increased sharply, the monthly need for money to combat
it (medicines, maintenance of hospitals and barracks,
food for patients, firewood, transport, medical staff pay,
etc.) in Kharkiv alone the province was 3 million rubles.
Nevertheless, the Bolsheviks allocated no more than
145,000 rubles to fight typhus. per month, which is 20
times less than necessary [7, 196].

5. In the conditions of congestion of medical
establishments by patients with the epidemic of typhus,
priority assistance was given to the armed forces, not to
the civilians. Historian I. Logovsky cites numerous cases
of expulsion of civilian patients from medical
establishments of Kharkiv province and placement of
sick Red Army soldiers there [7, 197].

6. Lack of medical staffto fight typhus in the province.
One of the ways of partial solution of the problem was
the mobilization to the so called hospitals. «Typhoid
studentsy.

7. Zemsky Anti-Epidemic Medical and Sanitary
Organizations were effectively eliminated in the face of
revolutionary events and war fever, but their effective
substitute was not created. In the November 1921 report
of the Odessa State Health Department, the state ofhealth
of the region was described as follows: «Sanitary doctors
... exist more on paper than they really are, because, in
fact, because of lack of transport, they are deprived of
the ability to go around their precincts, even when
epidemic outbreaks occur. There is nowhere to look at
the living quarters ... There is complete sanitary ruin...»
[21,81].

8. Poor network of disinfection facilities. For example,
in 1921 in the Soviet Ukraine there were only 230
depressions (132 — fixed, 98 —mobile) [21, 78].

9. Not enough high level of personal hygiene and
sanitary awareness of the population. In many cases,
despite all the warnings and prohibitions, the peasants
attended mass gatherings (weddings, funerals, etc.), and
even visited the sick, affected by the illness, for their
own safety.

10. The coincidence of space and geochemical
processes. Prominent biophysicist Alexander Chizhevsky
found that there are certain patterns between the activity
ofthe Sun and the emergence of epidemics in the form of
pandemics on Earth [22, 221-222]. Flu and typhoid
epidemics occur during the period of the highest or
lowest activity of the sun. In studied case, the typhus
epidemic of 1919 — 1923 coincided with a phase of low
solar activity, which triggered relevant biochemical
processes.

Activity of the Sun for the period 1881 —1930
by A. Chizhevsky [22, 231].
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Summarizing the main factors that contributed to the
spread of the disease, we can justify the statement of
historian Vitaly Skalsky that military action, unstable
political situation, serious economic crisis did not allow
the society and the authorities to adequately respond to
the challenges of natural phenomena [13, 74].

The press at that time was overflowing with reports
of new outbreaks of typhoid, its magnitude, high
mortality, and the crisis situation of the sanitary and
epidemiological service. All this created a depressing
and helpless, if not panic, picture: «Everywhere along
the counties of Podillya rage rages, almost all existing:
all three typhus, scarlet fever, scabies, which is always a
sign of deterioration of sanitary and hygienic living
conditions of the population»; «Spotted typhoid fever
is very rampant in Kharkiv; mortality is terrible» [8 10].

Also telegraph concise, like frontline reports, were
messages about spread of the typhoid epidemic by
territory of Ukraine from the pages of official circulars
and reports about the situation on the ground. If in the
fall of 1919 it seemed that the epidemic of typhus had
declined, then in January—March 1920, its second wave
began, as can be seen from official reports, even more
threatening and larger.

So, in town Smila of Cherkassy powiat of Kyiv
gubernia «up to 9 000 people became ill. Hospitals were
overcrowded and no medication was available» [19, 17
rev.]. In Stavishchyn volost of Tarashchansky powiat of
Kyiv gubernia was happened «a terrible epidemic of
typhoidy», and the only hospital «was in a sorry state,
was overloaded and had no medications» [19, 20 rev.].
In the Lipovets powiat of Kyiv gubernia, the typhoid
epidemic «has reached a terrible scale. It has affected
more than 60% ofthe powiat population» [19, 21 rev.]

An eloquent picture of the live of ordinary people as
well as of the military in the conditions of war and
revolutionary upheavals and in addition to the fierce
epidemic of typhus is shown in the memoirs of
contemporaries.

Ukrainian People’s Republic Army lieutenant colonel
Oleksandr Dotsenko describes the Ukrainian army in
November 1919 as being «decimated by typhus» [4, 9].
The same memoirist shown the impact of the epidemics
on the Ukrainian insurgent movement: «Almost 90% of
the insurgents during the fight were infected with typhoid
and other diseases. There were no hospitals and there
was no place to be treated, patients went cold and hungry
in their ward. A lot of them healed without care or
medicine» [4, 133]. At the end of December 1919,
according to O. Dotsenko, «especially slowed down the
actions of the Galicians that in their army there were a lot
of soldiers infected by typhoid, almost 70%» [4, 152].
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Ukrainian People’s Republic army general Mikhail
Omelyanovich-Pavlenko considered that «the material
insecurity of the army and the spread in parts of the
typhus epidemic have finally undermined the fighting
capacity of the Ukrainian troops» [11, 28]. Elsewhere,
Omelyanovich-Pavlenko writes: «The poor provision of
troops with sanitary services and medicines provides a
good ground for all kinds of epidemics. Typhoid of
different names becomes our most important opponent.
He decimates our parts, the cossack ranks are melting,
depleted. On the other hand, the gauge increases
excessively, making it difficult to maneuver the group
when it should be the fastest and most flexible»[11, 219].
Analyzing the causes of the failures of the Ukrainian
People’s Republic army in the struggle on two fronts
(against the Bolsheviks and the Volunteer Army — ed.),
the general summarizes: «...the main factor of the failures
was TYPHUS» [11, 225].

Colonel Petro Dyachenko thus describes the extent
of the epidemic disease that struck the army of the
Ukrainian People’s Republic: «Cold piercing
autumn [in 1919]. Swamps, rain and snow, and our
infantry is naked, barefoot and hungry. Typhus daily
removed hundreds of his victims from the ranks of the
Army» [5, 51]; «Typhus gained some destructive power
and mercilessly struck our ranks. Sick and corpses are
everywhere. It was sad to look at this harvest of death.
The horror was gathering on the very guess what would
happen next» [5, 171].

Let’s try to identify the main ways of prevention and
control of epidemic diseases:

1. Establishment of special institutions for the control
of epidemic diseases (for example, Extraordinary
commission to control typhus («Chrezsyptif»), organized
06.02.1919 at Council of People’s Commissars of the
Ukrainian SSR; Sanitary Committee, organized 08.12.1919
at The Office of Commissioner of Ukrainian People’s
Republic Government). 16.02.1920 «with the aim of
actually creating a single anti-epidemic front and holding
a sanitary dictatorship», according to All Ukrainian
Revolutionary Committee resolution, a Provisional
Central Emergency Sanitation Commission was
established [11, 219]. In some cases, such authorities
were given extraordinary powers. For example, for failure
to comply with the requirements of the Extraordinary
Commission for the control of typhus, the perpetrators
were subject to strict liability for the laws of
wartime [1, 103]. The seriousness with which the
authorities approached the issue of struggle against
typhus epidemic reflects the figurative expression of
Vladimir Lenin, during a report at the 7" All-Russian
Congress of Soviets (05.12.1919): «Either lice will defeat
socialism, or socialism will defeat lice!» [21, 75].

2. Creation / updating of the relevant regulatory
framework.

3. Establishment of special taxes to supplement the
budget for the control of epidemic diseases (for example,
in October 1919, the Council of Ministers of Ukrainian
People’s Republic granted local and provincial self-
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government the right to set special fees to cover the
costs for struggle with illnesses among the population).

4. Creation of centers of scientific study of
symptoms, clinics, methods of treatment and prevention
of epidemic diseases. Thus, on January 5, 1920, a
commission for the study of typhus, headed by prof.
P. Shatilov was created in Kharkiv Gubernia Health
Department, and at the Odessa Gubernia Health
Department —headed by prof. D. Zabolotny [21, 77].

5. Educational activities. In the conditions of illiteracy
of the population, posters and popular scientific
brochures of sanitary and hygienic content became
widespread. One of these editions had the eloquent name
«Typhoid fever. A People’s Lecture in Poems» [18].

Some measures to combat epidemic diseases have
been controversial. Especially those related to the search
or allocation of funds.

The incident in the Uman powiat of Kyiv gubernia
was significant. Rural Theater of the society «Prosvita»
(«Enlightenmenty) in the village Kuzmin Dam made
performances for the Christmas holidays, the proceeds
of which were earmarked for the struggle with typhus
and typhoid fever that spread in the village [10, 2]. Thus,
the search for additional funds for the control of epidemic
diseases occurred through the organization of mass
events, which contributed to their even more widespread
in the conditions of large crowds.

The question arises about the demographic
consequences of epidemic diseases in the Ukrainian
lands during the study period, in particular the number
of victims of various forms of typhoid as the most lethal
infection at the time.

There are two fundamental details to note. First, the
analysis of the demographic consequences of epidemics
has some methodological difficulties associated with the
correlation of the number of deaths in all people with
typhoid in 1919 — 1923, as well as those who have
contracted infections with symptoms similar to typhoid.
In addition, neither in the original sources nor in the
historiography have we revealed the sex and age
structure of those who became ill and died of typhus.
The second detail is that the most lethal epidemic in the
then Ukrainian lands, which was typhoid, cannot be
compared with the catastrophic demographic effects of
HIN1 («Spanishy) influenza, which struck the world in
1918 — 1919, however, for reasons that are not fully
understood, it was relatively weak in Ukraine.

Let’s first try to find out the number of people with
the aforementioned illness. Historian K. D. Patterson,
based on data from the Bureau of Health of the League
of Nations, provides annual statistics of cases of typhoid
disease in the Russian Empire/ USSR for 18771936 [25,
367]. Thus, in 1918 took place approx. 110 000 recorded
cases typhoid diseases, 1919 — already more than 1.1
million, 1920 —approx. 1.2 million, 1921 —approx. 700 000,
1922 —more than 1 million, 1923 —approx. 120 000. Thus,
according to the data of K. Patterson, during the study
period in the Russian Empire / Sovier Union typhus
epidemic was struck approx. 4 million 230 thousand
people.

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Analyzing the scale of the epidemic of typhus in the
Ukrainian lands, historian Vitaly Skalsky gives the
following data: during the winter of 1919 — 1920, about
half of the civilian population and 90% of soldiers and
officers of the Ukrainian Galician Army got sick with
typhus [13, 74]. In our opinion, such point of view on the
scale of the incidence among military is close to the true,
but the numbers on the incidence among civilians looks
overstated.

Having carried out some calculations on the basis
of the most complete data on the epidemic of typhoid on
the Ukrainian lands, which are presented in the
monograph of S. Ekel [23], we can conclude that the total
number of patients among the civilian population for
1920 — 1923 was as follows: 1 188 593 people got sick
with epidemic typhus, 1 051 621 people — by relapsing
fever, 437 023 people — by typhoid fever.

Thus, during 1920 — 1923 atleast 2 677 237 civilians
who lived in the Ukrainian provinces of the former
Russian Empire became victims of typhus in various
forms. If we add to this the data for 1919, which today
remain fragmentary and can be predicted as little as
possible, as well as the number of patients among the
military different opposing parties, we will get a figure of
at least 3.5 million people in the Dnieper Ukraine.

Victims of the typhoid epidemic that prevailed in the
Ukrainian lands in 1919 — 1923 became people of different
classes and professional backgrounds. Although most
vulnerable to typhus was the common people, typhus
claimed the lives of such prominent figures as writers
Mykola Yevshan, Volodymyr Kobilyansky, artist Georgy
Narbut, public figure and organizer of the women’s
movement Natalia Kobrynskaya, aircraft designers
Olexander Karpek and Grigory Chechet, politician and
leader of the Ukrainian Communist Party Mikhail
Tkachenko and others. A significant proportion of those

The conclusions. In his fundamental work «Man and
society in calamity» [15] Pithirim Sorokin showed how,
under the influence of wars, revolutions, famines and
epidemics, people’s behavior, their social organization
and cultural life are changing. Sorokin analyzes the above
four factors separately at a time when in the Ukrainian
lands of 1914 - 1923 we see a simultaneous combination
of them all. The social and natural disasters of which
P. Sorokin writes are one of the most powerful and radical
factors in socio-cultural change, they, according to the
thinker, «create favorable conditions for the rapid
transformation of social institutions — to create
fundamentally other social forms» [15, 95].

As historian K. Patterson noted, «in the desperate
conditions of the Russian Empire from 1918 to 1922,
typhus had the ability to spread at an unprecedented
rate. The disease had a significant impact on hostilities,
the fate of the Bolshevik revolution and the white
counter-revolution. Starting in cities and central areas,
epidemic spread beyond the Ural to Siberia and Central
Asia by the end of 1919 and swept the country in 1920.
After a brief lull for much of 1921, when the civil war
ended, typhus returned again, that in the background of
famine caused chaos in Ukraine and the Volga region in
1922»[25,373].

Historian Vitaly Skalskyi rightly said that the typhus
epidemic that began in 1919 has caused the UGA military
defeats and was one of the reasons of more global
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defeat — state-building competitions of Ukrainians [13,
74].

If we forget about emotionalism, we will notice, even,
in some ways the positive role played by the epidemics
0f 1919 — 1923 on Ukrainian society. Pitirim Sorokin notes
the positive selective role of epidemics [15, 81]. Thus,
physically weak individuals were more likely to be victims
of epidemics than strong ones; the uneducated and poor
population suffered from the plagues more than the
educated and wealthy.

THE ROLE OF PEASANT FARMS IN UKRAINE
IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF GRAIN EXPORTS
IN THE NEP PERIOD

Introduction. The urgency of comprehensive study
of all aspects related to the implementation of the
principles of the new economic policy (1921 — 1929) in
agrarian sector of national economy, in our opinion, is
determined, first of all, by the fact that in those years
large-scale dynamic processes, which not only formed
the basis of many subsequent historical events, but
potentially could give them a completely different
direction, were developed in Ukrainian countryside.

Significant progress on the path of revival of
productive forces of agrarian sector of Ukrainian
economy already in the middle of the 1920’s created a
quite solid foundation for establishing large-scale export
of agricultural products. It was Ukrainian peasant farmers
who demonstrated rapid rates of recovery of commodity
and export orientation of their farms, rapidly reduced the
cultivation of low-yielding crops and vigorously
expanded crops of high-yielding sorts of purely market-
oriented technical crops, which was an important factor
in improving the overall efficiency and profitability of
agriculture in Ukraine as a whole.

Purpose. Coverage of the participation of Ukrainian
peasant farms in the production and sale of grain
products of their farms for export during the NEP period
(1921-1929).

Methods. The following methods are put in
fundamentals of topic research architectonics and
structural sections configuration of the dissertation:
problem-chronological, comparative-historical, historical-
statistical, logical-analytic, grouping and typology. The
application of economic methods has allowed to
understand the nature, mechanisms and consequences
of economic processes that took place in Ukrainian village
at different stages of the new economic policy
implementation.

Results. In the conditions of the new economic
policy already in 1924/25, the agriculture of Ukraine,
having demonstrated the impressive pace of the
restoration of destroyed production, reached the level
of 1913 by most indicators. Working hard on the
development of their farms, Ukrainian farmers of the
Soviet era, overcoming both objective difficulties caused
by post-war devastation, hungry and lean years and
subjective obstacles that were constantly consciously
created for them by the Soviet leadership, by the middle
of the 1920’s had not only restored the total area, but
also formed the most economically feasible structure of
grain production. At the same time, fruitful work was
carried out in meat and dairy cattle breeding, poultry and
vegetable growing.



An important role in spreading export orientation of
farms belonged to agricultural co-operation and its
specialized systems, which created proper organizational,
production, financial and economic conditions for this.
In future, rapid progress in both agriculture and cattle
breeding, which was guaranteed by highly productive
activities of farms — the main producers of commodity
products, allowed in the second half of the 1920’s to
establish a high-yielding, profitable both for the
peasantry and the state as a whole, large-scale
agricultural export. Already in the mid-1920s, the
Ukrainian SSR provided, according to various estimates,
from 30 to 50 % of all-Union supplies of grain products
for export, and the sowing area under the main commodity
grain crops of Ukraine corresponded to such major grain
exporters as Canada or Argentina.

Bread for export was harvested mainly in the steppe
part of Ukraine, where a large number of farms that could
continue to increase the production of export crops were
concentrated. Thus, as early as 1923/24, from the total
amount of grain harvested by the main state and
cooperative organizations — 11.3 million poods, in the
Steppe, 7.8 million poods, or 70.7 % of the total Ukrainian
grain volume were harvested.

The successes in expanding the export base of
agricultural production were so convincing that, albeit
alogically, they became one more factor that pushed the
country’s leadership to speed up the collectivization,
hoping in this way (to take everything possible) to
“expand” exports.

Originality. Scientific novelty of the obtained results
is determined by: the very formulation of the problem,
which until now has not yet been the subject of special
scientific research; a critical analysis of the
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historiography of the problem and the introduction of
new archival sources into scientific circulation; proving
the positive value of the participation of Ukrainian
peasant farms in the production and sale of grain
products of their farms for export during the NEP period.

Conclusion. The generalized data make it possible
to conclude that the revival of productive forces of
agrarian sector of Ukrainian economy in the middle of
the 1920’s created a solid foundation for establishing a
large-scale export of agricultural products. These peasant
farms played a leading role in restoring not only
commodity but also export orientation of agriculture in
Ukraine, sharply reducing the growth of low-yielding
crops, vigorously expanding high-yielding and purely
market-high-yielding technical crops, which was an
important factor in increasing their profitability. An
important role in spreading export orientation of farms
belonged to agricultural co-operation and its specialized
systems. Bread for export was harvested mainly in the
steppe part of Ukraine, where a large number of farms
were concentrated.

Regarding the current prospects for the development
of Ukrainian peasantry, it should be emphasized that,
despite the recent tendency towards industrialization of
agricultural production, in general, in Ukrainian
agriculture, owing to the variety of reasons (peculiarities
of agro-landscapes, local traditions, quality requirements
for many types of crop production), even in a purely
production sense, there is a wide field of activities for
the functioning and development of farms and the
participation of their grain products in exports.

PARTICIPATION OF THE PEASANTRY OF
VOLHYNIAIN THE REVOLUTIONARY EVENTS
OF THE BEGINNING OF THE XX CENTURY:
HISTORIOGRAPHIC REVIEW

Introduction. The territory of Volhynia was the
historic Ukrainian land where political, economic,
national, military and religious issues came together and
had a decisive influence not only on the life of the local
population, but also played a significant role in engaging
various social strata of the Volhynia people into the state-
building processes and the formation of a political
outlook. Another defining feature of the Volhynia lands
was that they were the battlefield of the First World War,
because it was here that the front line was located,
remaining unchanged from 1915.

Results. At the end of the XX - the beginning of the
XXI century, scientific research examining various
aspects of life and development of the Volhynia province
in the chronologically defined period has intensified.
However, as it turned out, in comparison with the state



of the art of the historical research of Volhynia during
the previous - XVII-XIX centuries, the life and activities
of the peasantry as the main social stratum of the
province, was less explored from the historiographical
view and requires a new contemporary take and
generalization in the light of the present tasks of historical
science.

Conclusion. In the study of peasant-related issues,
two main periods should be distinguished: the Soviet
period and the period of Ukrainian independent
historiography.

The first period is characterized by the existence of
established Soviet dogmas, clichiis, and clearly defined
ideological approaches and increased censorship.
Although scientific research of this period does not give
areal assessment of all socio-political, economic, military
and cultural events that took place in Volhynia region,
they are partly based on archival sources and are a self-
sufficient source for characterizing the identified problem.
It should be noted that a number of monographic works
of Ukrainians historians of the Soviet era were in the
fairway of Russian Soviet historical science: I. Zabolotny,
I. Kichiya, R. Oksenyuk, L. Deshchinsky, M. Leschenko,
etc. Works that are rather supplementary, as they relate
more to military events, however, analyze the situation
of different categories of people, including the peasantry:
P. Holub, A. Tkachuk, V. Holovan, etc.

The diverse material on the proposed issue is
contained in works of generic character: “The history of
cities and villages of the Ukrainian SSR”, “The history
of Volhynia. From ancient times to the present day”, etc.

The second period highlights the course of
revolutionary events and the participation of peasants
in them from a more objective and impartial standpoint.
It is characterized by a significant expansion of the source
base; the update of conceptual apparatus; biographical
studies, which make it possible to find out the ideological
foundations, political orientations and preferences of
individuals; consideration of the social base of the
revolution; the problems of national governments and
the political history of the revolutionary period; attempts
to modernize methodological tools; the desire of some
researchers to abandon the descriptive genre and
ideological dependence on the “national idea”. Currently,
ideological obstacles have been abolished, special funds
ofarchives and libraries have been opened, which made
the achievements of the historiography of the liberation
struggles fairly substantial. They are systemic in nature
and are thematically versatile. Among the researchers of
the outlined issues are V. Soldatenko, O. Vlasyuk and V.
Tsyatka, O. Demyanyuk, O. Komarnitsky, M. Kovalchuk,
V. Tymoshenko. O. Bundak, N. Rudnytska, R.
Mlinovetsky, Y. Polishchuk, etc.

The material systematized in the article may become
the basis for introducing new approaches to the
development of research on this issue in modern
historiography.

THE CONCEPT OF REVOLUTION T. SKOCPOL

Introduction. The problematics of the phenomenon
of revolutions in world history is still interesting not
only for Western, but also for Ukrainian researchers. After
all, each new generation of scientists is trying to rethink
the role of this phenomenon and criticize the past
theoretical concepts.

Purpose. The concept of revolution of the famous
American researcher Theda Skocpol has been analyzed
in the article. The author briefly described the key
provisions of Theda Skocpol’s theoretical concept.

Results. A great deal of attention is devoted to T.
Skocpol’s key ideas about the division of all revolutions
into two types. The first ones are social revolutions.
Social revolutions are rapid, fundamental transformations
of state and class structures of society. They are
accompanied and partially carried out by the uprisings
from below on a class basis. The uniqueness of such
events is that large-scale social and political
transformations take place simultaneously, mutually
reinforcing each other. These changes are due to
intensive socio-political conflicts, the main role in which
is played by the confrontation of different social strata.
Political revolutions change only state structures, and
the social structure of society remains constant.
Moreover, they are not necessarily implemented through
class struggle.

Originality and Conclusion. A considerable
attention was devoted to the role of various social groups
in the revolutionary process. Critical judgments on T.
Skocpol’s scientific approach have also been given.

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POLITICS OF COLLECTIVE MEMORY: INSIGHT
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The article analyses the intellectual origins of integrating
the study of memory within the humanities. The author highlights
the intertextuality™ (de Saussure [12], J. Kristeva [29]) and
socially embedded character (J. Olick, R. Joyce, D. Levy [36])
of memory studies. Inspired by a theory of securitization
(B. Buzan, O. Weevel, J. de Wilde [7] and other scholars from
Copenhagen school), a somewhat new term of “‘genocidation”
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is introduced by the author in order to describe a re-invention
of the Ukrainian post-Soviet identity narrative. Apart from
theoretical approaches to interdisciplinary studies of memory
politics in the post-globalized world, the article presents an
attempt to investigate the presence of the Ukrainian famine in
Nordic historiography, pointing at the existing gap in academic
research on this topic in the Nordic countries. A suggestion for
further research is being made, conditioned upon the access to
Danish, Swedish, Norwegian and Finnish archives. The article
is a part of the joint project on the Soviet famine, carried out
with the support from the ReNEW Excellency Hub of research
at Copenhagen Business School and Baiiska Bystrica
University, Slovakia.

The statement of the issue. On April 28, 2010 the
Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe
adopted a resolution, encouraging historians of countries
of the former Soviet Union which suffered during the
Great Famine, as well as historians from other countries,
to conduct joint independent research programmes in
order to establish the full, unbiased and unpoliticised
truth about this human tragedy, and to make it public [9].
The Ukrainian famine is one of the most well-studied
subjects in the world historiography, with more than
20,000 publications devoted to the study of Holodomor
[30]. While an increasing number of archives has become
open to public in post-Soviet countries as well as abroad,
there is still a significant potential for research with
regards to Nordic historiography of the Soviet famine to
be included in the international scholarship.

Theoretical context of research. The study of
memory politics lies at the intersection of several
disciplines: sociology, history, political science as well
as organization studies.

The sociological mechanisms of collective memory
were formulated by Maurice Halbwachs (1877-1945), a
French philosopher and sociologist [22].

Historians of the third generation of the Annales
School, associated with cultural history, history of
representations and histoire des mentalités, coined the
term nouvelle histoire, or new history [31]. Pierre Nora
in his article “Between Memory and History” (1989) drew
a line between lieux de mémoire and lieux d’histoire,
arguing that sociology of memory maybe construed as
an attempt to come to terms with the need to study
situations marked by “a will to remember”, without which
the distinction between the space of memory (lieux de
mémoire) and the space of history (lieux d’histoire)
becomes indiscernible [35].

Historical approaches have also been flourishing in
management and organisation research in recent years,
focusing particularly on the ‘uses of the past’ approach,
or approach of historical consciousness. Organisational
historians apply a historical consciousness approach,
which takes history as constitutive in shaping how actors
define their own sense of self and action in time, how
they produce and use history in broader processes of
epistemological and ontological “knowing” in
organisations and organising 48, 1664].

A Danish business historian P. Hansen in his article
provides examples of how historical narratives shape
both remembering and forgetting through framing the
way we view the past [21, 700]. In other words, what
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does not get told, might as well not exist. At the same
time, strong narratives are not easily forgotten. In this
regard, P. Hansen refers to sociolinguist Charlotte Linde,
who asserts that a flipside of memory loss is an equal
and opposite fear that memory reproduces practices that
were better forgotten and that too much memory is as
much of a problem as too much forgetting [ibid].

The very metaphor of history as a teacher of life has
become an example of selective memory and forgetting:
in the original citation from Cicero’s De Oratore, enlisting
the various tasks of history, magistra vitae was
preceeded by vitae memoriae - a “life of memory”:

“Historia vero testis temporum, lux veritas, vita
memoriae, magistra vitae, nuntia vetustatis qua voce
alia nisi oratoris immortalitati commendatur?”

In E.W. Sulton’s translation, however, vitae
memoriae and magistra vitae are ruled with the same
verb:

“And as History, which bears witness to passing of
the ages, sheds light upon reality, gives life to
recollection and guidance to human existence, and
brings tidings of ancient days, whose voice, but the
orator s can entrust her to immortality? [8, 224-225].

Rankean philosophy regards the purpose of history
in not judging the past for the benefit of future
generations, but merely showing the past as it once was”
[48, p. 1665]. However, the creation of historical memory
is rarely a simple attempt to formulate a “truthful”
reconstruction of the past; it is usually about creating a
specific vision of it for instrumental reasons, or, in other
words, the purposive use of selective remembering and
forgetting [6, 8].

History is also one of the most powerful forces in
organisations, because, as evidenced by organizational
theorist Karl Weick, over time organizations develop a
trained incapacity to see the world differently, which is
explained by Douglass North’s notion that formal and
informal institutions are path dependent and constrain
our choice set (in more detail please see P. Hansen
“Business History: A cultural and narrative approach”
[21,7007]).

Political science, in its turn, focuses rather on
strategies that political actors employ to make others
remember in certain, specific ways (and the effects of
such mnemonic manipulations). For political scientists,
historical memory is approached as a product of power
struggles between advocates of instrumental persistence
and instrumental change in the public presentation of
the past [6, 10].

The goal of this article is to outline a theoretical as
well as an empirical framework for future analysis of the
Nordic historiography of the Soviet famine of the 1930s.

The statement of the basic material.

“Genocidation” of the Ukrainian famine. In his 1986
Jefferson Lecture, a Polish philosopher and historian of
ideas Leszek Ko*akowski asserted that we learn history
not in order to know how to behave or how to succeed,
but to know who we are. “What is a nation? It is a
collective memory, which in one way or another extends
to all of us, via school, but also through a variety of
common traditions - monuments, songs, anthems, music,
and literature. All of this makes us a single nation.
Thanks to everything that is memory we live as a distinct
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whole. That is the reason why ideological conflicts often
play out through manipulation of memory. Each nation,
every European nation, has in its history rather
inglorious pages. We try to minimise these events
somehow, even forget about them, by various acts of
manipulation” (Leszek Kotakowski 1986 Jefferson
Lecture).

Although the Cold War continues to shape and
define national identities and international relations, yet
it has received relatively little scholarly attention in the
field of memory studies, with the exception of Central
and Eastern European countries, where ‘the Soviet
occupation’ has been treated more extensively, for
example in the Baltic countries, as a collective memory
emphasising a discourse of victimhood. [17,471-472]. In
the words of the Bulgarian scholar Tzvetan Todorov, a
nation that conceptualizes itself as a victim of genocide
“obtains a bottomless line of moral credit. The greater
the crime in the past, the more compelling the rights in
the present — which are gained merely through
membership in the wronged group,” thereby again
enabling the “wronged group” to externalize its
responsibility [47]. A. Applebaum explains that the
Ukrainian famine and its legacy play an enormous role in
contemporary Russian and Ukrainian arguments about
their identity, their relationship and their shared Soviet
experience [2]. The historical genocide discourse in
Ukraine is one of the most recent and prominent examples
of communism victimhood framing, directed at morally
and internationally cementing Ukraine’s claim to
independent statehood [14, 564].

The term “genocide” (from Greek genos (race, tribe)
and the Latin -cidere (to kill) was coined by R. Lemkin
and adopted by the international community to give a
name to a crime perpetrated by Nazi Germany [ 14, 555].
Lemkin studied law at the University of Lviv and worked
as a lecturer in comparative law at the Free University of
Poland. In 1933, he was invited to give a special report at
the 5™ Conference for the Unification of Penal Law in
Madrid, where he for the first time proposed the creation
ofa multilateral convention, recognizing the extermination
of human groups an international crime [50]. After World
War I1, the UN General Assembly adopted a Resolution
declaring genocide a crime under international law in
December 1946, reflecting Lemkin’s broad definition of
genocide as “the destruction of a nation or an ethnic
group” [14, 554]; however, the Soviet Union preferred a
more narrow definition, which was adopted in the final
Convention passed in 1948 46]. It came into force in 1951
and legally defined genocide as an act intent on
destroying, in whole or in part, a national, ethnical, racial
or religious group, as such [ibid.]. The advocates of
recognizing Holodomor as genocide often refer to
Lemkin’s article from 1953, where he expressed his
opinion of Soviet famines as acts of genocide aimed at
destruction not only of individuals, but also of cultures
and nations [34, 29; 50]. A. Applebaum, who presented a
translation of her book “Red Famine” in Copenhagen
last year [1], also believes that based on Lemkin’s broader
understanding of the term as an intentional process
aimed at annihilating a national group, the famine would
have been constituted genocide.

Holodomor (a Ukrainian equivalent of Gorta Mor —
killing by privation & starvation) has not only been at
the centre of political and cultural debate but has become
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an integral part of state- and national reconstruction in
post-Soviet Ukraine.

Some scholars believe that genocide gained
rhetorical currency after the break-up of the Soviet Union
[144, 555]. Reflecting the time lag between Ukrainian and
Western intellectual currents, Ukrainians began debating
the Holodomor-as-genocide thesis just as Western
scholars were moving to accept it [34, 29]. Since the end
of communism, all the countries of the former Soviet bloc
have been in need of positive national narratives in order
to reconstruct themselves as nation-states; they needed
something to “look back to” and “to go on,” a history
which is meant to give meaning, identity and cohesion
to their respective social collectives. [ 14, 549]. Identity is
known to come laden with history and memory, where a
sense of the past and its injustices are inseparable from
a set of moral sensibilities.

Therefore, the “re-discovery” of the 1932-33 famine
has played a crucial role in the Ukrainian political life,
reflected in the confrontation between those advocating
the break with the USSR (and later Russia) and others
who preferred to maintain close ties with the powerful
Eastern neighbour. Eventually, in 2006 the Ukrainian
parliament officially recognized the 1932-33 famine as a
genocide perpetrated by Stalin’s regime against the
Ukrainian people.

In terms of international law, however, there is no
unanimous approach towards using the term “genocide”
in relation to Holodomor [14, 557]. Today, both the UN
and the EU consider Holodomor not as genocide, but as
a crime against humanity [16; 46]. However, even if
Holodomor had been officially recognised by the UN as
a genocide, the UN Convention on the Prevention and
Punishment of the Crime of Genocide adopted by the
UN General Assembly in 1948 does not have a reverse
power in time and cannot officially impose any sanctions
because of crimes committed before its ratification.
Therefore the recognition of Holodomor as genocide
cannot lead to reparations or any other form of economic
or political compensations to Ukrainians from the judicial
point of view.

Yet, as it is mentioned in the preamble of the
Convention, “at all periods of history genocide has
inflicted great losses on humanity” [46]. That officially
means that the recognition of those genocides committed
prior to 1948, though not leading to direct effects on
contemporary international politics, bear significance in
terms of memory and historical justice.

During the Cold War, a proliferation of the term
“genocide” eventually took place, as both the USSR and
the US were accusing each other of “genocide” within
their respective spheres of hegemony. The “genocide
wars” have not ceased after the collapse of the Soviet
Union, on the contrary, they only intensified the struggle
for national identity. In 1983, historian E. Hobsbawm
employed the term “proliferation of history”, describing
the state-led efforts of German nation-building in the
nineteenth century consistent of “inventing” useful
traditions and ‘irrational’ elements in the maintenance of
the social fabric and the social order” [37, 117]. In a similar
way, genocide has already become overused in various
contexts and has lost some of its original meaning, which
permits a discussion of the present proliferation of the
term.

The post-Soviet states, setting out to re-invent their
national historical, linguistic and cultural narratives, also



began their “genocide wars.” [14, 555]. With this in mind,
by extending the securitisation approach, proposed by
the Copenhagen School, to the study of Holodomor, I
put forward a framework of genocidation to be
introduced, understood as discursive instrument of
power in the terminology of Michel Foucault [19, 133-
134]. This discursive approach suggests that the reality
acquires a certain meaning through representation.
Political actors are struggling for the possession of the
right to determine the scope of interpretation and to
extrapolate their impact on the socio-political relations.
The quest for recognition of specific national calamities
as “genocides” has been described by Evgeny Finkel as
the “search for lost genocides” and as a phenomenon of
newly-born states with little or no history of
independence to use the status of “genocide victim” as
an “efficient mechanism to brush aside demands to
confront injustices and crimes committed by members of
the ‘suffering nation’”’ [18]. The proposed framework of
“genocidation” implies understanding of the political
effects of conscious or unconscious operationalization
of the term in post-Soviet state-building and identity
processes and thus can be broadly applied to analysing
the genocide narratives of any of the former Soviet states
(i.e. see the Russian president D. Medvedev accusing
Georgia of genocide in South Ossetia in August—
September 2008 [27, 6], and other cases).

Nordic historiography of the Soviet famine. The
historicity of the Ukrainian famine of 1932-33 is no longer
challenged; what is disputed is the number of victims,
the reasons for the calamity and its nature [S0]. Although
Western democracies were aware of the mass starvations
of the Soviet people in 1932-34, it was not until 1986,
when Robert Conquest’s “The Harvest of Sorrow” was
published, for a real breakthrough in the studies of
Holodomor to take place [10.

Initially, most of the Danish and Swedish historians
argued that the famine was a tragedy for the whole Soviet
peasantry, and that it was the result of the implementation
of the Stalinist model of forced industrialisation, which
entailed forced collectivisation with its forced collection
of agricultural products, especially of grain. Collections
were aimed at increasing grain exports and satisfying
the needs of the growing industry. In 1934, a book “Onkel,
giv os bred” (“Uncle, give us bread”) [43] was published
by a Danish journalist Arne Strem, who witnessed the
famine when he travelled across the USSR, and made
one of the few attempts at that time to present a more
genuine picture of the situation back in Denmark. The
book was also translated into English, and was read by
W. Churchill.

However, many of the Westerners visiting the USSR,
did not envisage any famine in Ukraine due to the
successful efforts of Stalin’s diplomats. There is evidence
from one of the workers from Odessa would give his
account of the visit by the French Prime Minister,
Eidouard Herriot on 26 August 1933: “Today, Herriot
arrived in Odessa. Our authorities are scared and want
to pull the wool over the foreigners’ eyes, that — he says
— we have socialism. I saw a militia officer run into the
greengrocer’s and give a stupid command to immediately
getrid of a line of people standing in front of the shop. It
is clear that Herriot does not know what is happening
here” (document no. 138) [23, 46]. (For more documented
examples, please refer to “Holodomor. The Great Famine
in Ukraine 1932-1933. Poland and Ukraine in the 1930’s—
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1940’s. Unknown Documents from the Archives of the
Secret Services, 2009 [23]).

Some valuable insights regarding the interpretation
of history on the official level in the Nordic countries
can be derived from history textbooks of that time [32;
41]. In Swedish textbook “General history for the
secondary school” [5] the Soviet peasants are portrayed
as intractable opponents of the rationalisation of the
agricultural sector, and therefore, in many cases, deported
to Siberia [5; cit. from 41, 511].

Danish history books also presented a rather
controversial picture of Soviet state from time to time.
For instance, Lenin was often described as a basically
legitimate leader, with no personal lust for power. The
depiction of the civil was shows much greater sympathy
for the Red side, which with “irrepressible energy”
“managed to repel every attack” and “to consolidate
and rebuild Russia” [cit. from 41, 515]. A positive image
of Lenin is also portrayed in Erik Lund’s “The last 60
years”, where Lenin is called “a charming and efficient”
leader; and red troops depicted as liberators. E. Lund
also presents Stalin as “very influential” rather than
explicitly as a dictator, and the repressions of his era are
explained by the necessity to fight illiteracy. In the
description of collectivization, it is stated that it was
“stubbornness of affluent Kulaks that forced the
government to introduce brutal governing rules” (for
this and a more comprehensive account of the Danish
and Swedish history textbooks in the Cold War period
please see J. Stenfeldt (2012) “Positioning in the Cold
War — Swedish and Danish History Textbooks and the
Totalitarianism Doctrine” [ 41]).

The situation reversed in the mid-1980s, which was
partly due to the general discussion of the famine in the
West, incited by the publication of R. Conquest’s book
“The Harvest of Sorrow”. Most prominent Danish scholar
of Soviet repressions is historian Bent Jensen, who in is
his book “Gulag og Glemsel” (“Forget Gulag”) [26]
devoted a chapter specifically to the Soviet famine. His
research is based on the study of Soviet documents,
archives and newspapers and is the first comprehensive
account of the problem in the Danish historiography.
B. Jensen also makes use of Western scholarship
represented by such renowned scholars as R. Conquest,
S. Wheatcroft and others; however, only a few Danish
sources are used in this book, pointing at the existing
gap in literature on this subject.

In Denmark, during a period of the so-called “value
activism” in the 2000s, a historical and cultural battle
took place after the Liberal-Conservative government
initiated a discussion of Denmark’s role during the Cold
War. As then the Danish Prime Minister Anders Fogh
Rasmussen put it, “from 1945 until the late 1980s,
Denmark was in the shadow of the Soviet Union and
the Warsaw Pact” [40]. A central question has been, and
continues to be, whether or not the Cold War was actually
a “war”, because, if it was, then the political
disagreements of that time become a much more delicate
question of national loyalty and moral treachery [17,474].
This traditional ideological division is also reflected in
teacher’s education, which is an explanation why the
interpretation of history in the textbooks may vary
depending on whether it is primary, secondary or high
school in Denmark.

Swedish scholarship is represented by several
fundamental papers on the topic. Swedish professor of
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law J.W.F.Sundberg, who was appointed one of the six
members of the International Committee investigating
Holodomor in 1988-1990, published a number of articles
on the Ukrainian famine in 1930s [42]. It is worth
mentioning, that Sundbjerg disagreed with other
members of the committee, who argued that the Ukrainian
famine was not a genocide. His argument is based on
Stalin’s decree from January 1933, forbidding Ukrainians
to leave Ukraine. It is known that thousands of Ukrainians
fled the country to Russia, Belarus or Poland, but most
of them were persecuted either as socio-revolutionists
or Polish agents.

The newly discovered materials from the Polish
Ministry of Foreign Affairs as well as from Division II of
the Main Staff of the Polish Armed Forces (military
intelligence) were published by The Institute of National
Remembrance in Poland in 2009, containing
comprehensive information about the situation in Ukraine
[23]. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Warsaw was
receiving alarming reports about the intensification of
visa applications submitted predominantly by workers
and peasants with large families, who “pressed toward
Poland only because people here are literally dying of
hunger” [49, 50]. The Polish authorities were among the
best-informed in Europe regarding events in Soviet
Ukraine: of the 46 Polish military intelligence agencies
operating in the USSR in 1927-39, at least 21 were located
in the Ukrainian SSR [ibid, 49]. Given its position at that
time, Warsaw, prioritized the nonaggression pact with
the USSR signed on July 25, 1932. Roman Wysocki
believes that the Polish government’s silence, despite
its awareness of the Ukrainian famine and the deaths of
millions of Ukraine’s inhabitants, stemmed from a
powerful desire to establish and maintain good relations
with the Soviet Union [49, 61].

Johan Dietsch, a Swedish scholar from Lund
University, defended a PhD thesis “Making Sense of
Suffering: Holocaust and Holodomor in Ukrainian
Historical Culture” in 2006 [13]. He is an author of
numerous publications on the politics of memory,
comparing the commemoration of Holocaust and
Holodomor. Similar approach has been applied by N.
Dreyer in his study of Russian and Ukrainian official
genocide narratives, drawing parallels between the two
big tragedies of the XXth century [14]. The empirical
basis of Johan Dietsch’s research is represented by
history textbooks, which reflect the official interpretation
of Holodomor, since they are approved by the Ministry
of Education. This way the Ukrainian officials become
producers of historical narratives, or in a figurative sense
authors [13, 39-40]. A red thread of Dietsch’s research is
the observation of a deliberate neglect of Holocaust
tragedy in the Ukrainian history textbooks, which, he
believes, could otherwise undermine the significance of
Holodomor [13, 147].

Holodomor, apart from sometimes being called a
“Ukrainian Holocaust” in spite of a rather problematic
representation of the latter in the Ukranian history
textbooks, has also been referred to as Ukrainian Gorta
Mor —in parallel to the Great Irish famine in 1845-1849
[24]. In a chapter “History and national identity
construction: the Great Famine in Irish and Ukrainian
history textbooks” J. G. Janmaat argues that both in
Ireland and Ukraine textbook narratives on the Famine
are characterised by a constant nationalist bias since
the establishment of state independence [24, p. 80].
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Conclusion. The aim with this article has been to
demonstrate that political memory not only has wide and
complex theoretical implications, walking into several
disciplines, but also imperative practices which can act
as either heroes or villains in the struggle for national
identities. In doing so, the role of international recognition
of Holodomor as genocide for Ukraine and Ukrainians
has been discussed, which led to the conclusion that it
has been crucial primarily for the historical narrative and
historical memory which strongly influence the current
self-perception of post-Soviet states. In this article, I
looked at the genocide narratives in line with
securitization theory inspired by M. Foucault’s
understanding of power as a discourse. The emerged
genocidation framework can become a new approach to
analysing post-bipolar and post-globalisation identity
politics.

In Denmark and Sweden, the knowledge about
“Ukrainian Holocaust” is limited to a few publications
by Nordic scholars and translated works by prominent
international scholars. This reflects a generally cautious
approach in the Nordic countries towards a potentially
sensitive issues related to the Soviet Union. Therefore,
a considerable potential is also found in the future
research of Nordic diplomatic archives and media
covering the situation in the Soviet Union in 1930s.

To summarize, this article is an attempt to open a line
of comparative research in Nordic historiography of the
Soviet famines, taking a point of departure in identity
discourse as part of a nation-building process (lieux de
mémoire). However, Europe’s future is undoubtedly
reliant on the ability to transcend the narrow national
lieux de memoire discourses as technical political tools
and to attain the wisdom of mutual understanding and
forgiving.

PECULIARITIES OF COVERAGE OF
AGRICULTURAL COOPERATIVES ACTIVITIES
OF THE NEP ERAIN THE HISTORIOGRAPHY
OF THE LATE 50’S — EARLY 90’S OF THE
XX CENTURY

Introduction. Further development of Ukraine as a
modern, socially oriented European state requires the
modernization of agrarian sector of the economy. Its
successful reformation is impossible without taking into
account previous historical experience. The majority of
both domestic and foreign researchers agree that
industrial, economic and therefore social development
of Ukrainian village of the 1920’s was progressive, and
the period of the new economic policy had many common
features with modern economic model. In this regard, a
special analysis of the national historical experience of
functioning of agriculture in Ukraine in the NEP era is
quite reasonable, especially since the attention of
Ukrainian society to further ways of establishing the
effective functioning of agrarian sector of the national
economy remains extremely high.

Purpose. Coverage of the development of productive
forces in the agriculture of Ukraine in the context of
agricultural cooperatives’ activities of the period of the



new economic policy in the historiography of the late
50’s— early 90’s of the XX century.

Methods. The paper is based on comparative and
problem-thematic analysis of the historiography source
base, which has made it possible to determine internal
laws and the dialectics of their development in the light
of quantitative and qualitative changes. The author has
used comparative-historical, problem-chronological,
retrospective, historical-situational, logical-analytical
methods and methods of analysis and synthesis,
grouping and typology.

Results. It is established that Soviet researchers, in
contrast to foreign scientists, generally have paid little
attention to cooperatives in Ukrainian village as a holistic
economic and social organism, placing only the so-called
industrial forms of cooperatives on the foreground. The
historiography of the 1920s —early 1950’s generally kept
silent about the problems of agricultural cooperatives.
Only from the second half of the 1950’s, especially after
a number of publications by a scientist-agrarian V.
Danylov, the interest of scientists in agricultural
cooperatives revived. However, the situation has
changed radically only at the time of “perestroika”.

It is established that in the works of foreign
historians, cooperatives have become the subject of
intensive research. Agricultural cooperatives of the 1920s
have been regarded in them as the main means of raising
the productive forces of the village, improving the
position of the peasants, developing the country’s trade
turnover and the growth of domestic market on this basis.
No less active foreign historiography have developed
the issue of Lenin’s cooperative plan.

Originality. The scientific novelty of the obtained
results is determined by: the very formulation of the
theme, which has not yet been the subject of a special
scientific historiographical study; elucidation of general
theoretical aspects and specific directions of the study
of the development of agricultural cooperatives of the
NEP era in scientific and historical works of the 50°s —
90’s of the last century.

Conclusion Thus, as aresult of our historiographical
analysis, it has been established that scientific
achievements of the second half of the 1950s — early
1990s remain an important part of historiographical
process of covering the development of Ukrainian
agricultural cooperatives in 1921-1929. The Soviet
historical school has accumulated significant factual
material, numerous archival documents, statistical data,
which on the new methodological basis can be used by
modern scholars, were entered into scientific circulation.
A noticeable disadvantage of Soviet historiography of
the late 1950s — early 1990s was that the researchers
ignored the real significance of agricultural cooperatives
in production processes, their influence on the
development of productive forces of individual peasant
farms of the NEP era, social and public importance in the
life of Ukrainian villages.

LVIV JOURNAL «KWARTALNIK
HISTORYCZNY» AS ACOMMUNICATION
PLATFORM FOR DISCUSSING OF
ORGANIZATIONAL TRANSFORMATIONS OF
POLISH HISTORICAL SCIENCE (1918 - 1939)

Introduction. Gaining independence of Poland and
the formation of a separate state after the end of the First
World War initiated a new period in the development of
national historical science, which was associated with
changes in its functions and the modification of
organizational foundations. Universal communication
platform to discuss organizational transformation of the
Polish historical science interwar period became the
journal «Kwartalnik Historyczny».
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Purpose. Study the discussion process of the
organizational model of Polish national historiography,
which was developed on the pages of «Kwartalnik
Historyczny». And also to find out how the scientific
community of Poland united around the Lviv «Historical
Society» and its edition. To find out how the edition
became the most authoritative tribune for the exchange
of views on a wide range of acute issues of the formation
of Polish historical science.

The methodology of the research is based on the
principles of historicism, systemicity, science,
verification, author’s objectivity, moderate narrative
constructivism, as well as the use of general scientific
(analysis, synthesis, generalization) and special-historical
(historical-genetic, historical-typological, historical-
systemic ) methods.

Results. The presence of a reputable journal,
recognized by the scientific community, that serving as
a forum for the communication of Polish historians,
largely determined the success of overcoming these
problems. The analysis of the materials presented on the
pages of the journal «kKwartalnik Historyczny» allowed
to look at a kind of laboratory of the creation of national
historical science in an independent state. On the pages
of the journal Kwartalnik Historyczny, all the components
ofthe progress of Polish historical science were carefully
tracked, innovative historical research was published,
the actual problems of science were discussed and
traditional informational-critical activity was carried out.

It was established that the reorganization processes
in the historical science of Poland had their own logic of
development related both to internal problems (personnel
support) and to the external social and political processes
that took place in the state (prolonged war, financial
problems). Studied discussions on the establishment of
a national organization of historians and choice of
location of the main manor. It was clarified that with the
creation of the national organizational network of
historical science, Polish scientists faced the problem of
its integration into European scientific structures, the
discussion of which is also reflected in the pages of the
periodical.

Originality. The study of this problem has made it
possible to establish how, despite the active
centralization tendencies in the newly created Polish
state, Lviv remained the main focus of historians, not
Warsawa.

Conclusion. The openness, universality and
popularity of the periodical have made it a podium and
an active participant in the discussion of a wide range of
problems of institutionalization and professionalization
of Polish Klio. The study of these processes has practical
significance as an example of the creation of a model of
effective organization of national historiography, which
began to be structured in aggressive conditions of the
war and demonstrated a positive dynamics of
development.

THE SOCIO-POLITICAL ACTIVITY OF THE
PEASANTRY DURING THE UKRAINIAN
REVOLUTION OF 1917-1921: SPEECHES,
INSURGENCY OR BANDITRY?

Introduction. Given the role of the peasantry in the
revolutionary processes of Ukraine in 1917-1921, there
is a scientific need to find out the conceptual and
categorical support that is used to refer to peasant activity
during the period. The accuracy and precision of the
application of concepts and categories is not only a sign
ofthe researcher’s professionalism but also a guarantee
of an adequate reflection of the historical past, its
qualitative interpretation, the validity of theoretical
generalizations and judgments.

Purpose. Basing on current studies of the socio-
political activity of the peasantry during the Ukrainian
Revolution and on the latest assessments of the peasant’s
historical actions, the authors aim to study the
established terminology, to examine the relevance of its
application to the designation of events that occurred in
history.

Results. During the Ukrainian Revolution, the
peasantry was an active participant in the social and
political life of the state in the struggle for agrarian
change. If in early 1917 the government did not set itself
the task of solving the agrarian problems of the village,
then after the declaration of the peasantry as a full member
of public life, the authorities resorted to various forms
and methods not only to solve agrarian problems but
also to curb peasant resistance. Political requirements
were added to the agrarian demands of the peasantry as
early as 1918. Confirmation of the change in the socio-
political activity of the peasantry s its slogan: from “Earth
and freedom” in 1917 to “Independence of the state” in
early 1920. In historiography, the terminology clearly
defined to denote such actions of the peasantry: from
“speeches” and “riots” in 1917 and the “uprising” in
1918 - 1919 to “banditry” in 1920 - 1921.

Conclusion. According to the results of the study,
we offer the following criteria for determining the socio-
political activity of the peasantry during the Ukrainian
Revolution of 1917-1921: the organization; the intensity
of the course; the number of participants; rationality/
irrationality of participants’ actions; the activity of
actions; the focus on solving the problem.

AGRARIAN ISSUE IN THE SCIENTIFIC
HERITAGE OF P.P. MIGULIN

Introduction. The incompleteness of the peasant
reform of the 1861 actualized the agrarian question on
the verge of the nineteenth and twentieth centuries. A
Professor of the Kharkiv University P.P. Migulin (1870-
1948) was a respected expert on the agrarian question,
the author of many papers and projects on the subject
and had an experience of practical, political and legal
activities in this field. He considered agriculture as a
priority branch of the Russian Empire and therefore paid
considerable attention to its agrarian question in his
research and political activities. The author’s analysis of
the agrarian question was multicomponent and covered
the financial, economic, political, legal and social aspects
of the agrarian policy of the Russian Empire. The
approaches and recommendations for reforming the
agrarian sphere suggested by P.P. Migulin are still
relevant and can be used at the present stage of reforming
property relations in the agrarian sector.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to analyze the
scientific and journalistic developments of P.P. Migulin
during the pre-October period, dedicated to the agrarian
question of the Russian empire in the late nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries and to determinate the
author’s approaches of solving the agrarian problem.

Methods. In order to achieve a certain goal, in
addition to the methods specific to the study of socio-
economic history, special methods have been used,
which are common in historical and economic research —
the organizational approach and process analysis of the
economy of the Russian Empire.

Results. While approving the peasant reform of 1861,
P.P. Migulin defines the following main disadvantages
ofits implementation: undeveloped hereditary law in the
new conditions of management; the size of land plots is
not sufficient for sowing agriculture; excessive interest
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rate on redemption transactions; high land rents and so
on. Also, the scientist paid a certain attention to the
following problems in agriculture of the post-reform
period: a) the domination of an extensive type of
agriculture and the insignificant spread of rural crafts; b)
high growth of the rural population in the Russian Empire,
that led to the grinding of the land due to the undeveloped
hereditary law in the new economic conditions; c)
analysis of the agricultural community from the economic
and legal point of view; d) significant tax pressure on the
peasants.

Conclusion. The agrarian issues are analyzed in more
than 40 publications by the researcher. Processing and
synthesising of scientific and journalistic works of P.P.
Migulin allowed us to systematize the main activities of
the agrarian program and conclude that it was complex
and multifactorial. This program covered a variety of
socio-economic and legal measures, namely: land law
and inheritance law regulation; the preservation of
private ownership of land; the revision of all available
land in the empire suitable for agriculture and increasing
the area of cultivated land; the stimulation of individual-
family land tenure in agriculture in order to increase the
efficiency of its functioning; introduction of compulsory
crop insurance from crop failure; intensification of
agricultural activity through improvement of farming
conditions (reclamation, irrigation and drainage of
territories); the reform of peasant and noble banks and
the establishment of a central agricultural farm bank to
provide long-term and short-term loans to landowners;
the creation of the favorable conditions for the export of
agricultural products; the organization of the resettlement
of peasants to the less populated areas.

The implementation of the above measures is based
on a scientifically sound financial policy of the state.

UKRAINIAN PEASANTRY IN THE END OF
NINETEENTH-BEGINNING OF THE TWENTIETH
CENTURIES IN THE RECEPTION
INTELLIGENTSIA OF NADDNIPRIANSHCHYNA

Introduction. The essence of the problem proposed
for research is the intention of epistemologically closer
linking between two stratum of the Ukrainian society of
the Naddniprianshchyna in the end of the nineteenth —
beginning of the twentieth centuries, namely, the
intelligentsia, which made up a very small percentage of
the population (roughly estimated to be around 0,5 %),
and the bulk of the then people —peasantry. The second
dominated numerically. By the sane approximate
estimates, the share of peasants (wider — people
associated with agricultural production) exceeded 4/5 of
the population of under-Russian Ukraine. Guided by the
norm that just the intellectuals fell the fate of creating a
new historical imaginary community — the Ukrainian
nation, the author seeks to trace how its representatives
developed a modern sight at the peasant community.
There is an understanding that this problem is very
difficult for intellectual capture and interpretation,
especially there is no one center for the creation of such
a vision. In this article intelligentsia of
Naddniprianschyna are represented mainly by
representatives of that stratum of people of the
intellectual work, who identified themselves as
«Ukrainiansy.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to research
some aspects of the outlook orientations of the
intelligentsia of Naddniprianshchyna, which it offered
in relation to the Ukrainian peasantry in the end of
nineteenth — beginning of the twentieth centuries.

Methods. The methodological feature of
reconnaissance is multi-interpretation. The author
focuses on various aspects: source analysis, work with
terminology (categorical apparatus), distance
discussions with intellectuals, who represented
Ukrainian intelligentsia at the turn of the nineteenth and
twentieth centuries, as well as professional historians
and other humanists involved in the creation of different
discourse-based characters.

Results. After research, the author substantially
expanded the range of his understanding of the problem.
The main attention is drown to the views of the various
intellectuals-humanitarians who are interested in the
peasantry, studied their way of life, manner oftreatment
and the socio-psychological reflections on current
historical events. Among such «rural life researchersy»
were B. Hrinchenko, Kh. Alchevska, M. Grushevskyi, H.
Kovalenko-Kolomatskyi, numerous writers of the
magazine «Council» and other periodicals. These
intellectuals knew well the life, the difficulties and needs
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of the «people». However, not all of them have been
guided by the main trends in the development of society;
have adequately seen their role in this difficult processes.
The situation was complicated in such a way that most
of the intelligentsia apparently was on the sidelines of
these tasks, and some, in the words of Borys Grinchenko,
even «renounced their nationality». If we take into
account the key areas of growing interest to the peasant
masses, then they are primary related to the intentions
of solving the problems of language, education, and
awareness. In this way, peasantry should have joined
the national movement, which actually did its first efforts
among the villagers.

Originality. The scientific novelty of the research
consists in the efforts related to the expansion of the
field of interpretation of the problem of peasantry in the
outlook of the intelligentsia. The subjects of this original
dialogue are as contradictory and dynamic as their
communication rarely attracted the attention of historians
before. This also happened because the monopoly on
this kind of activity belonged to politicians.

Conclusion. The author is aware of the complexity
of the tasks stand before him. The main emphasis in
further research will be on the creation of qualitatively
new syntheses on the logical chain: peasantry (Ukrainian
peasantry) — intelligentsia (Ukrainian intelligentsia) —
peasantry image (traditional and modern form of
peasantry) — perspectives for the development of society
of the community and nation.

PERSPECTIVE VIEWS P. LYASHCHENKO
AGRICULTURAL TRANSFORMATIONS IN THE
USSRIN THE 1920S

Introduction. The new economic policy, which
replaced the policy of war communism, somewhat
facilitated the situation of the peasants. In the village on
a voluntary basis began to actively introduce various
types of cooperative forms of land use and land
cultivation. However, this situation did not last long. In
parallel with these changes, the authorities managed to
conquer the Volga region, the North Caucasus and the
South of Ukraine for the Holodomor of 1921-1923. By
1927 the communist government began accelerating the
socialization of everything and everything in the village,
driving the peasants into collective farms and state farms.
Agricultural scientists did not stand aside processes that
took place in the agrarian sector of the country’s economy.

Purpose. In modern studies of Ukrainian and foreign
scientists, various aspects of sociopolitical, socio-
economic life and manifestations of agrarian
transformations in the USSR in the interwar period are
revealed. Significant source of problems and theoretical
study belongs to S. Kulchytsky. Somewhat out of the
attention of the researchers remained the creative legacy
of agrarians of the 1920s, including P.I. Lyashchenko
The author of the article aims to highlight the peculiarities
of approaches to solving the agrarian question in the
USSR in the scientific heritage of Academician
P.I. Lyashchenko

Results. Numerous discussions during conferences
and publication in specialized scientific journals in the
1920s were called upon to work out the most appropriate
ways of reforming the village on a socialist basis. Among
the participants in the discussion was Peter Ivanovich
Lyashchenko, who was formed as a gifted scientist-

agrarian before the October Revolution of 1917, while
working at the St. Petersburg, Yur’ev and Tomsk
universities.

Conclusion. The scholar spoke on the weighed steps
that would be based on a serious theoretical foundation
and practical experience gained during experimental
research work. However, party leadership increasingly
leaned to accelerate the rate of collectivization, replacing
it with existing forms of cooperative peasant farms.

PEASANTS IN HISTORIOGRAPHICAL
PERCEPTION AT THE BEGINNING
OF XX CENTURY"

The article is devoted to the research of perception of
scientific-popular works of M. Hrushevsky. It highlights the
need for such works among peasants. The article demonstrates
that reviewers recognized Hrushevsky as a forerunner of
educating peasants on the Ukrainian past in context of
Ukrainian historical process.

The statement of the issue. Perceptive Hrushevsky
studies has turned into a dynamic course of research on
the Great Ukrainian. The academic component
dominates, and it is focused on the peculiarities of
perception of fundamental volumes of «History of
Ukraine-Rusy. in the intellectual cultural at the end of
XIX — the first third of XX century. As a result of such
unbalanced emphasis, the perception of scientific-popular
works of Hrushevky addressed to his biggest audience
— the peasants, is left unattended. However, those were
scientific-popular texts of Hrushevsky that were
important to him, regarding the significance of the
problem of mass education and involvement of people
to the urgent tasks of Ukrainians as a nation. The
reviewers of that time noticed the peculiarities of
Hrushevsly’s style in his popular-scientific works and
they admired the importance of his work on spreading
knowledge about Ukrainian past among peasants.
Unfortunately, this aspect of perceptive Hrushevsky
studies lacks its independent historiographical reflection
even today.

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Research analysis. Nevertheless, the problem of
reception of Hrushevky’s scientific-popular works for
peasants was highlighted by Hrushevsky studies
researchers several times. There exist a few attempts of
the detailed study of the problem. First of all, those are
works of Olga Andrievska [1], Vitaliy Telvak [2] and
Valentyna Kukhar [3]. At the same time, this complex
issue requires further reflexion regarding the great amount
of source and historiographical literature.

The purpose of the article. The article aims at re-
creation of the main tendencies of reviewing the works
for peasants by Mykhailo Hrushevsky. We will focus on
the period before the World War I since later critical
publications inevitably had the imprint of the fast-paced
changes in political situation, historiographical and
ideological contexts.

The statement of the basic material. Scientific
popularization as one of the socially important tasks of
historian had been in the centre of his scientific activity
since his first years in Lviv. This is evidenced by
numerous public speeches on historical themes, his
collaboration with newspapers and magazines, that
readily printed his historical sketches dedicated to the
outstanding figures and significant events of the
Ukrainian past. At the beginning of the 20th century the
first scientific-popular books of M. Hrushevsky appeared,
which aroused the lively interest of the wide circles of
the reading public. However, while in Galicia the works
of the scientist were freely distributed in the reader’s
environment, it was much more complicated with the
publication and distribution of his works on the Dnieper
Ukraine. The well-known prohibition of the Ukrainian
language and discriminatory legislation regarding the
Ukrainian publishing complicated the activity of
popularizing the national model of the past among the
people.

The opportunity emerged after the revolutionary
events of 1905, when the restrictions on the functioning
of the Ukrainian language were eventually lifted. Since
then, M. Hrushevsky spent much of the time writing
popular-historical works for a large audience, mostly for
peasantry. These works quickly won the recognition of
both the specialists and the readers, in spite of certain
competition, as Alexandra Efimenko and Mykola Arkas
had already written similar books. For example, the
audience appreciated a small book «About the father of
Cossacks Bohdan Khmelnytsky» issued in Kiev in 1909,
devoted to the heroic age of the Ukrainian past. In a
readable and accessible style, it depicted the course of
the Cossack war through the prism of the personality of
a great hetman. «The book», as critics believed, «is
written warmly, vividly and in such a form that everyone,
even less literate, can understand it» [4, 633].

M. Hrushevsky’s «lllustrated History of Ukraine»
sets more serious scientific and promotional tasks. In an
extensive preface to the book, the author wrote that he
presented it as a gratitude to Ukrainian citizenship, which
«instilled me with twenty-five years of my writingy». Next,
the scientist presented his interesting vision of the
purpose of the publication and the tasks of scientific
popularization: «I wanted to give my citizens a book that
is written easily and accessibly, that animates the images
ofthe past, fragments of our old creativity, our literature,
includes pictures of interesting items of old life, portraits
of ancient Ukrainian figures, maps and plans for the
incoming events. It is not an easy thing to put into such
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a little book all the richness of Ukrainian life, that does
not to confine itself to the superfluous history of only
rulers and wars, but to show how the people lived, how
its social and cultural life was developing «[ 5, 3].

Given the popular-scientific nature of the
publication, M. Hrushevsky maximally simplifies the
presentation, avoiding a large number of names and dates,
and organizing special information in the registers and
tables at the end of the book. Explaining his approach to
the selection of illustrative material, the author notes
that «a true picture of an old subject introduces a modern
man into an old life far better and more vividly than its
long descriptions and all sorts of newer fantasies; old
engraving, drawing, regardless of what they represent,
give us another example of the technique, artistic
creativity and artistic understanding of that time»[5, 4].
It is interesting that M. Hrushevsky used only authentic
images in his work, avoiding «any fantasy».

The Ukrainian observers of «Illustrated History of
Ukraine» noted its high scientific value, which consisted
in the consistent support of the thesis about the
continuity of the Ukrainian historical process from the
early Middle Ages to the beginning of the twentieth
century through the entire text of the narrative [6; 7].
This thesis, as they emphasized, gradually penetrates
into the Russian textbooks. But despite such a purely
scientific character, reviewers have noticed the quality
of literary style, masterful writing skills [8]. For example,
Mykola Zaliznyak wrote: «This is not a science-dry
collection of facts, not a theoretical reasoning, abstraction
and generalization of a sociologist. Here in the work, our
past life is resurrecting in front of our eyes in all its
versatility, the scientific element is perfectly combined
with the artistic — the author does not only knows the
facts, but also feels, with the help of his inner intuition,
our past lives, gives it vivid colours with the force of his
inner sense. Therefore, this book makes a great
impression on the reader, therefore, it will be a pure source
of national self-knowledge and national consciousness
«[9,536].

The commentators on «Illustrated History of
Ukraine» highlighted an illustrative work design, noting
that the pictures contained therein have quite
independent scientific and educational value, since they
are distinguished with great taste and profound
knowledge of the subject [ 10, 130]. Criticism unanimously
approved the fact that M. Hrushevsky during the
selection of illustrations focused exclusively on
authentic art monuments. This favourably distinguished
«Illustrated History of Ukraine» among other similar
genres, first of all, the popular book by M. Arkas. Such
an approach, as the columnist of the magazine «Art»
noted, should become an example for other authors. In
particular, he wrote: «In this book, we have a serious
experience of a new kind. Its fate will show what the
public needs — a romantic fantasy or strictly actual
illustration, satisfying the requirements of the given
moment of aesthetic demands — or satisfying the
educated aesthetic taste that can find the interesting
and wonderful in historical monuments of the distant
past» [11,249].

The emergence of «Illustrated History of Ukraine»
was noticed far beyond the Ukrainian reading
environment. Thus, the Prague «Casopis Musea
Krilovstvi Ceského» responded to the new work of
M. Hrushevsky by the review of Karel Kadleets. The
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Czech scholar noted the importance of the scientific and
popularization work of the Lviv professor, which
promotes better information not only of Ukrainian
society, but also for representatives of other peoples
interested in Ukrainian affairs. Briefly summarizing the
contents of the whole book and highlighting the author’s
narrative substantiality, the reviewer paid special
attention to Hrushevsky’s study of history of the
Cossacks. According to K. Kadleets, these are the best
pages in the work, because the author provided not only
unknown facts, but a qualitatively new interpretation
from the point of Ukrainian historical interest [12].
According to the columnist, worth the artistic excellence
of the author’s story is also worth of an approval as well
as the readability of the book for the average reader.
K. Kadleets appreciated the illustrative design of work,
which allows to substantially improve readers’
impressions. «The value of Hrushevsky’s book», the
critic summarizes, «consists not only in the fact that it is
written popularly in a clear and comprehensible manner,
but above all in the fact that has been written by the best
expert of the Ukrainian past» [12, 178].

The commercial success of «Illustrated History of
Ukraine» on the readership market (the first circulation
0f 6,000 copies was sold during the year!). It contributed
to the repeated reprint of the book and its significant
distribution among the people, as well as it pushed the
professor to implement his translation project — the
publication of the Russian-language version of this work.
In the preface to the Russian edition, the professor
himselfexplained: «Regarding the interest awakened by
this book [it is a Ukrainian edition - auth.] in a large circle
of intellectuals and just literate Ukrainian readers, I
decided to implement the idea of making this publication
accessible to readers, those who are interested in the
past of Ukraine, but do not have sufficient knowledge of
Ukrainian language or are simply not accustomed to
reading in the Ukrainian language «[13, 3].

Reviewers agreed that the best features of the
Ukrainian version — scientific nature, objectivity, literary
and artistic design — were reflected in the Russian edition
[14; 15; 16]. The differences were especially visible while
comparing the work of the Lviv professor with the books
of A. Efimenko and M. Arkas. Critics praised
M. Hrushevsky’s disclosure of peculiarities of cultural
and political life on Ukrainian lands. The pages of the
Russian pedagogical magazine «Russian School» said:
«All the cultural and political life of Ukraine comes to life
in the book of a talented professor, from prehistoric
archaeological data to the sketch of the modern Ukrainian
movement. [...] Culture and political life are presented so
fully, and it is so substantially supported by accurate
data that this work can safely occupy an honourable
place in the history of the Slavic peoples and lands» [17,
30-31].

The observers also emphasized on the significant
educational value of «llustrated History of Ukraine».
The Petersburg magazine «Rech» wrote: «Russian reader
receives, therefore, the opportunity not only to get
acquainted with the scientific presentation of the history
of the Ukrainian people in its integrity, but to more
consciously address the Ukrainian issue, making sure
that modern Ukrainians is not an arbitrary invention of a
certain handful of fantasy-makers, but an organic result
of the historical process «[18, 3]. It was particularly
emphasized that the general status quo of Ukrainian

historiography in terms of scientific study of particular
problems and entire periods could not but affect the
corresponding places of Hrushevsky’s book and on his
narrative style. Much more thoroughly, according to the
observers, the book described the ancient and Lithuanian
periods, as well as issues related to the cultural and
religious life in Ukraine, which have a long tradition of
scientific study. Those issues in the research of which
the scientist himself made a significant contribution were
also marked by a high professional level of attention.
Among the them the reviewers unanimously noted the
history of the Cossacks. At the same time, the
characterisation of the economic, legal and social life of
the Ukrainian people, especially the era of the Hetmanate,
is somewhat schematic. Yet the general perception of
the work was quite favourable. Thus, Nikolay Vasilenko
noted: «It is possible, of course, to disagree with the
individual conclusions of the prof. Hrushevsky, one can
argue with them, but no one can deny the fact that they
are supported by a scientific basis, substantial
knowledge and study of historical material. This is the
special value of the book prof. Hrushevsky» [19, 252—
257].

Among the numerous and diverse reviews of
Hrushevsky’s historical works in general and his
«Illustrated History of Ukrainey in particular, a critical
review of the Marxist historian, Mykola Rozhkov
deserves particular attention. This is the first known
analysis of M. Hrushevsky’s work from the point of view
of Marxism. At the very beginning of the review, the
reviewer sees Hrushevsky’s work as an interesting
monument to the Ukrainian «left-wing nationalism», and
the author as someone «blinded by nationalist
enthusiasm» [20, 119]. These circumstances, according
to the reviewer, constitute numerous weak points of the
book. Among the latter, he enumerates a separate
consideration of internal and external history; the false
image of the genesis of the Ukrainian people and the
Ukrainian state tradition; underestimation of the
economic component of historical evolution; incorrect
understanding of the economic and social laws of human
progress; national rather than class explanation of a
number of cultural, social and economic phenomena, etc.
«Everywhere in the work», concludes the reviewer, «Mr.
Hrushevsky is blinded by his cult of nationality, replacing
the class foundation with the national one». Emphasizing
at the «little-bourgeois-ness» of M. Hrushevsky’s
historical views, the reviewer still finds the strong point
ofhis work. Among them there are the description of the
development of agriculture in the Ukrainian lands of the
17th century, the genesis of the Cossacks, the struggle
of the Cossacks with Polish oppression. The reviewer
appreciated linguistic, literary and artistic features of the
book. «In general», as M. Rozhkov concludes, «it is worth
recommending the book by Mr. Hrushevsky to the
reader’s community: it is interesting and important by its
content and drawings, and as a certain literary
phenomenon, which reflects an important social
movement in Russia and Ukraine abroad» [20, 121].

The popularity of «Illustrated History of Ukraine»
among Ukrainian and Russian readers encouraged some
of the ideological supporters of M. Hrushevsky (A. Zhuk,
V. Stepankovsky, L. Yurkevich, V. Lypynskyi, V. Kushnir)
to the idea of translating this work into European
languages in order to popularize Ukrainian problems in
the world. For example, Stepankivskyi initiated the
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English translation ofthe book [21, 652—655]. However,
unfavourable financial conditions on which English
publishers agreed to print the book by M. Hrushevsky
became an impassable obstacle for the realization of the
plan.
The success of the popular-scientific works of

M. Hrushevsky (both in Russian and in Ukrainian) among
the large audience revealed a lack of literature, that could
provide scientifically proved and at the same time
adapted to the level of an average reader knowledge
about the Ukrainian past. In order to satisfy the growing
demand, the scientist published more popular-scientific
essays in separate books, which, according to
V. Doroshenko, «constitute a powerful weapon of national
awareness and self-knowledge among the broad strata
of our citizenship» [22, 297]. These works were
appreciated by both Ukrainian and Russian professional
circles. The scientific novelty and originality of the
author’s suggestion on historical events and phenomena,
their skilful literary image, emotionality and accessibility
received special approval. Majority of reviewers
emphasized on impeccable illustrative material [4; 23; 24].
Discussing the scientific and popular works of Lviv
professor, critics emphasized that Hrushevsky managed
not only to avoid typical for works of this kind
schematism and superficiality in the image of historical
events, and more importantly, «he paid attention to those
internal engines that determined the direction in which
the wheel of history was turning [...]. The reader observes
Ukrainian citizens from century to century, from one
historical time to the next, and the reader clearly sees
which mistakes hurt the cultural and civil development
of our people to the greatest extent; the reasons for rise
and decline of Ukrainian nation in different times; which
of these errors are inherent to our citizens even today,
which ideals they were pursuing in those distant times,
and if these ideals were real and consistent with the civic
structure and the people’s psyche, etc.» [25, 100-101]

Noting the significance of the educational and
cognitive influence of M. Hrushevsky’s scientific-
popular books, Ukrainian observers emphasized on the
educational and national-consolidating value of the
researcher’s popularization work. The pedagogical
publications of the Galician language wrote: «In Ukraine
under Russian reign Hrushevsky’s works will define an
era [...] while in the Austrian part these works will increase
national consciousness, nurture thousands of fighters
and, most importantly, they will link national-cultural unity
of our region with the roots of our nation» [26, 48].

Another evidence of active perception of the
scientific-popular works of M. Hrushevsky by the
criticism of that time is the discussion of his «Cultural-
National Movement in Ukraine in the XVI-XVII
centuries». The Ukrainian observers of this «interesting
by content and by an accessible form of presentation to
the large audience» work spoke about the significant
scientific erudition of the author and his populariser talent
to narrate about complex historical events accessibly
and emotionally [27; 28]. Critics noted the importance of
the chosen historical era, since the problems faced by
the Ukrainian movement at the turn of the 16th-17th
centuries remained contradictory for the national life of
the early twentieth century. The pages of the Kiev
«Rada» stated: «The profound historical knowledge of
the author, a living style of writing, artistic language, a
broad outlook; numerous illustrations — reproductions
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of old engravings and printings, stylistic appearance of
the edition — all this made a new work prof. Hrushevsky
one of the most valuable achievements of literary
publishing this year» [29, 3]. The reviewers also
emphasized on the public response to the new book, its
special relevance for the Russian reader that was under
the influence of official ideology. «The Russian reader is
acquainted with the historical facts about the hereditary
connection with modern Ukrainians — as St. Petersburg’s
«Rech» wrote — and gets the possibility to clarify the
modern tasks and aspirations of the latter through the
understanding of ideological substantiation of its
historical development» [30, 3]. Along with such
approving reviews, there were still some critical remark
concerning: lack of more extensive explanation of the
theoretical aspects of the research (for example, revealing
specific features of the Ukrainian national movement)
and author’s terminology, clear outlining of the Ukrainian
factor in the cultural polyphony. Critics recommended
the author to improve language of writing, which was
sometimes marked by the influences of the Galician
dialect.

Critics appreciated the illustrative design of the
book, which used numerous authentic artistic
monuments of the studied period [31]. It is noted that
the researcher has to be of Hrushevsky level, have the
same significant historical erudition to adequately collect
illustrative material that would create the necessary
background for the narrative. The reviewer of the
magazine «Arty, for example, wrote: «... After summarizing
our observations, we can confidently state: a new book
of prof. Hrushevsky in its illustration aspect has the same,
if not more pronounced, freshness, as his «Illustrated
history of Ukraine». The most valuable and most
important point is that it really represents what was in
the past, without lies and exaggerations, avoiding all
unreliable artefacts, even those, that from the modern
point of view may be considered as beautiful. As for the
artistic value and independence of the «Cultural
Movementy, there are some aspects to argue about, but
the author of this one-of-a-kind book will always have
the credit for sweeping the dust from the past and
bringing to larger circles of our contemporary audience
everything that the Old Ukraine created, adapted and
transformed from the neighbours and in their own during
the first years of the first awakening of cultural life» [32,
303].

Russian observers also appreciated «Cultural-
National Movement in Ukraine in the XVI-XVII
centuries». Some of them even regretted that the book
was published only in the Ukrainian language version.
Russian researchers have traditionally argued with
M. Hrushevsky’s Ukrainian perspective on the key
problems of Ukrainian-Russian relations, emphasizing,
however, on the solidity of the professional level of his
works and their timely appearance on the reader market.
Characteristic of Russian critical perception was the
reaction of Venedikt Miakotin to this work: «Sometimes
the author in applying this view [about the role of the
Cossacks in Ukrainian history - aut.] goes probably too
far and some of his individual statements need remarks.
However, those are just nuances, in general it is an
interesting the book that fully corresponds to the tasks
of historical popularization, and one can sincerely wish
that he also publishes this book in Russian» [33, 392—
393].
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Instead, representatives of the right monarchy camp
met the work with a rather cautious reaction in the Dnieper
Ukraine. Another cause for their concern was the
appearance on the Russian reading market of the popular
work of the Lviv professor - «About the old times in
Ukrainey. The publication on the pages of «Kievan» by
a prominent pro-monarchist movement, the founder of
the Kievan Nationalists Club Anatoly Savenko gave the
review from the point of view of supporters of the Chorna
Sotnya ideology. The author, instead of the expected
scientific polemics, laughed at the hypothesis of his
opponent as deprived of any scientific value.
Traditionally for the nationalists, known for rejecting the
views of Ukrainophiles, headed by M. Hrushevskyi,
A. Savenko emotionally emphasized that the analyzed
work: «this is the most tendentious brochure that I had
toread» [34,2-3].

Viacheslav Lypynskyi, one of the future theorists of
the state direction in Ukrainian historiography, admired
the popular scientific works of M. Hrushevsky. During
pre-war times he was under the influence of the scientific
authority of the author of «History of Ukraine-Rusy,
even calling himself his disciple. V. Lypynskyi became
interested in the problem of popularizing historical
knowledge among the broad masses. Realizing the vital
necessity of publishing the scientific-popular Ukrainian-
language history of Ukraine he wrote in one of his letters
to M. Hrushevsky: «Now seems to me the right time for
popularization of history, it is one of the most important
cultural and political tasks, as new and new strata of
Ukrainians come, that are not familiar with the previous
Ukrainian literature» [35, 304]. That is why V. Lypynskyi
was interested in following the stream popularization of
the Lviv professor, helping him to get the necessary
illustrations for books. Receiving as a gift from
M. Hrushevsky and reading «Illustrated History of
Ukrainey, V. Lypynskyi wrote letter to the author: «Thank
you very much for sending me your «History»! A
wonderful book - not to mention the content - its style,
form and appearance! I cannot keep myself from sharing
my impressions that I had while reading your «History».
Please accept this gratitude, Professor, from someone
who cherishes the past and intends to resurrect it
spiritually, to show it in the light of science» [35, 293-
294]. V. Lypynskyi gave an excited feedback to other
scientific and popular works of his senior colleague, the
evidence of which we find in their correspondence [35,
309, 311].

The conclusions. Thus, the scientific-popular works
of M. Hrushevsky, that were published at the beginning
of the 20th century, became an important factor of
scientific life of that time. This is evidenced by the
significant publication scope of these works, and the
lively discussion around them. Among the strong sides
of the scientific-popular studies of Lviv professor,
practically all observers named the thoroughness of
synthesis of historical material, artistic skill in depicting
complex events and phenomena, and the accessibility of
the presentation to a large audience of readers. The
observers unanimously emphasized that it was
Hrushevsky who was a pioneer in the important task of
spreading the knowledge about the past among the
peasantry through the prism of Ukrainian historical
interest. Due to his works, Ukrainian intelligentsia fulfilled
an important educational mission among its people on
the eve of the Liberation Movement.

ACADEMICIAN M. I. YAVORSKY'S CONCEPT
OF THE NATIONAL BOURGEOIS REVOLUTION
OF THE BEGINNING OF THE TWENTIETH
CENTURY

Introduction. In historiography, the figure of
academician Matviy Yavorskyi presented as one of the
founders in Ukrainian national historiography, as well as
the author of the concept of the Ukrainian revolutionary
history in the early XX century. The proposed article
proposes to consider the scientist’s view of the
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revolutionary struggle in the context of current trends in
the investigation of revolution history in the Russian
Empire territory at the beginning of the XX century.
Among the latest approaches to explaining the
revolutionary events — the concept of the Peasant
Revolution of 1902-1922, proposed by V.P. Danilov and
his followers. The essence of the latter is the recognition
of the peasantry as an independent and self-sufficient
force in revolutionary events. Matviy Yavorskyi, unlike
Danilov and his followers, was a direct participant in the
revolution. Therefore, his assessment of the period he
experienced may have a fundamental importance for
recognizing or denying the concept of a peasant
revolution.

Purpose. The author of the article aims to consider
the concept of Yavorskyi’s revolution in order to find
arguments in favor of the concept of peasant revolution
or vice versa.

Results. Revolutionary events in Ukraine at the
beginning of the XX century academician Yavorskyi
called the Ukrainian national-democratic revolution. At
the same time, the period of 1902-1907 —called the peasant
revolution, the events of 1917 he identified as a national
agrarian bourgeois revolution or a farmer-bourgeois
revolution. Such wording he substantiated by the fact
that the main problem of the national-democratic
revolution in Ukraine was the solution of the agrarian
question in favor of the peasantry. At the same time, all
layers of the peasantry wanted to transfer bourgeois
land.

Ukraine’s political independence was seen as a
guarantee of the irreversibility of agrarian reforms.
Transformations in the sphere of urban life were not
among the top priorities of the national revolution. At
the same time, the revolutionary struggle also aimed at
radical transformations in the field of trade and credit
relations that were associated with urban entrepreneurs.
The general development of the revolution, according
to the scholar, was objectively directed towards

satisfying the interests of the peasant farmers, but went
on to defend the interests of the middle and large owners
and overwhelmed the counter-revolution. The
intelligentsia, which played the role of ideological leader,
lost control of the masses. Peasants in such a situation
tried to solve the problem of eliminating bourgeois land
tenure by revolutionary way.

According to the researches of academician
M.I. Yavorskyi, the peasant revolution on the origins
and content is the phenomenon of purely Ukrainian
social life. The Yavorskyi‘s concept is combined with
the general course of the national liberation process since
the end of the XVIII century. According to his
interpretation, the peasant revolution matured along with
the activities of national organizations, the social forces
that supported the Ukrainian liberation movement. At
the beginning of the XX century this revolution was a
consequence of a long-term struggle for national
liberation. In social terms, Yavorskyi identified the
peasant revolution as bourgeois and aimed at
establishing a farmer type of agrarian capitalism.

Originality. The investigation of academician
M.I. Yavorskyi, developed by him concept of
revolutionary events at the beginning of the XX century
convincingly testify that the new approaches
demonstrated by Danilov’s scientific school, the concept
of the peasant revolution are not quite accurate.

Conclusion.The concept of peasant revolution in
another interpretation and categorical provision appeared
long before the scientific research of modern historians.
At the same time, the concept of peasant revolution grew
up on the ground of the Ukrainian national political,
sociological and historical thought, a bright
representative of which in the 1920s was academician
Matviy Yavorskyi.

PEASANTRY OF KOVEL VOLOST IN THE
SECOND HALF OF THE 16TH CENTURY

Introduction: the process of implementing the
agrarian reform of the 16™ century and its impact on the
development of the peasantry of a particular region (in
this case, Kovel region). The results of the study are
also interesting due to the fact that Kovel region had
experience in both state-owned and private-ownership
possessions. It belonged to Prince Kurbsky and his
descendants from 1564 to 1590.

Purpose: to trace the development of the peasantry
of the second half of the 16th century on the example of
Kovel region; to consider the structure of the Kovel
Volost, the process of stratification of the peasantry, the
development of the peasant economy, and to analyze
the obligations of the peasants.

Methods: systematic, historical-typological,
historical-genetic and comparative-historical methods
were used in the study.

Results: the development of the peasants of the
Kovel land in the second half of the 16™ century was
analyzed in the article. The categories of peasants and
their duties, as well as the characteristics of the peasant
economy and craft are inwestigated in this work. The
peasants were classified according to the size of the land
they were using. Determine the percentage of individual
categories was on attempt. Agriculture, cattle breeding,
fishing, hunting, grain processing, ore mining, potash
production are described as the main occupations of
peasants. The main handicraft specialties of the peasants
were clarified and their representation in villages of the
region was shown. The size of the monetary tax, the
natural factor, the working rent is considered. The
evolution of the money tax has been followed.

Originality: the development of the peasantry of
the Kovel region of the second half of the 16th century
was analyzed for the first time. Descriptive and statistical
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sources have been used in the study of this problem.
There are unpublished inventories of 1556 and 1590. The
first was created at the transfer of possessions from
Queen Bona to Zhigimont Augustus. The second —when
the region returns from the descendants of Kurbsky to
the state possessions. Published tax registers of 1576,
1583 were used in the research. This sources make it
possible to trace the evolution of the situation of the
peasants during the second half of the 16™ century, since
they were created in different periods of the studied time.

Conclusion: the results of the research can be used
to study the peasantry of the northwestern part of Volyn,
as this region is poorly equipped with descriptive
statistical sources. Also, the results of the study can be
used to compare the development of peasants in other
regions. The study is important in connection with the
priority study of the situation of peasants throughout
the state, and not separate economic and administrative
units in the past.

UKRAINIAN PEASANTRY OF
NADDNIPRIANSHCHYNA OF THE LATE-
IMPERIAL PERIOD: IDENTITY PROBLEM

Introduction. Use in Ukrainian historiography of the
concept «Ukrainian peasantry» for the representation
of the rural population of the Naddniprianshchyna in
the end of the nineteenth — the first decades of the
twentieth centuries is a established norm. However, not
all researchers follow this view. Somewhat artificially
localizing Ukrainian intelligentsia («nationalists») into a
separate category of contemporary society, they interpret
peasant masses of this transitional period as entirely
devoid of ethno-cultural representations of the
population. Often they are denied to belong to national
projects, which then actively formed the intellectual
circles of the empire. Therefore, the problem proposed
only at first can seem artificial, as if it is excogitate to
justify some personal ambitions of the author. However,
it is in demand for intensive analysis. Most needs to be
answered by the question of the «gap» existing in
historiography between two historical and cultural
societies —traditional and modern. It is worth mentioning
that the first experience of author ’s studies of this problem
dates back to 2008.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to find out the
little investigated problem of the identity of the peasantry
of the Naddniprianshchyna in the late-imperial period, in
particular to clarify how its ethno-cultural content was
reflected in the «nationalized» (or other) views of the
contemporary elites.

Methods. The methodological feature of
reconnaissance is the multi-interpretation phenomenon.
Among other things, this means that the author’s
emphasis should not be on analyzing sources, how to
manage to the diversity of the already worked
historiographical experience. However, given the obvious
priority to the intellectual epistemological paradigm, these
two segments of scientific research may coincide

Results. After conducting research, we are aware of
the relativity (locality) of the results presented here. This
is due to the complexity of tasks that have to be solved
step by step, involving synchronously and the latest
methodological approaches, and, accordingly the
original factual material. However, the results quite
reasonable and reliable. We managed to underline the
ethnic (national) impersonality of the peasantry of the
Naddniprianshchyna. Under conditions where his
identification with the intellectuals was increasingly
associated with Ukraine, the total ignoring of this aspect
by modern researches seems inappropriate to us. In other
words, the perception of the peasantry as something
«non-national», when the national paradigm of the ideas
and thinking was formed quite intensively, is unlikely to
rely on serious cognitive productivity. This despite the
fact that such an approach continues to dominate in the
part of foreign historiography, in particular in Russian,
Austrian, Japanese, and others.

Originality. The scientific novelty of the research is
to change the angle of interpretation of those ideas, views
and interpretative models of the peasantry of the
Naddniprianshchyna, which were inherent in the
intellectual circles of the late-imperial period. The problem
was further explained by the rejection of the apparent
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simplicity and political engagement of the dominant
nationalist discourse in the scientific literature. In
particular, Russian, where within the conservative-
orthodox and liberal-constitutional models of
interpretation of recognition and critique received only
anti-Semitic character of autocratic politic, but not
Ukrainianophobia.

Conclusion. Today, the historiography of the
creation of the national constructs of the peasantry of
the Naddniprianshchyna of the late-imperial era remains
insufficiently developed. In addition, it is still over-
politicized, which significantly impedes the unbiased
interpretation of the intricate historical processes of
modernity advancement of the Ukrainian community.
Together with his postgraduate students, the author plans
to focus on this problem in their next studios.

RESTORATION AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE
LIBRARY NETWORKIN UKRAINIAN
COUNTRYSIDE OF THE SECOND HALF 1940’S -
FIRST HALF OF 1950°S

Introduction. One ofthe topical issues of the post-
war reconstruction of the socio-cultural sphere of Ukraine
is the restoration and development of a library network
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in the Ukrainian countryside of the second half of the
40’s - the first half of the 50’s of the twentieth century.

In recent decades, the historical interest in the socio-
cultural issues of countryside of different periods of our
history, in particular, the first post-war years, has been
intensifying.

The purpose of our work is an objective analysis of
the characteristics of the activity of the library network
in the Ukrainian countryside in the studied years.

Results. Among the cultural and educational
institutions of the post-war countryside a special place
in the spiritual life was occupied by libraries. In the early
1950’s, the network of mass libraries, including rural ones,
exceeded the pre-war level quantitatively. Library
building, which was carried out in the second half of the
1940’s and the beginning ofthe 1950’s, required not only
a quantitative increase in the network of rural libraries.
There was an urgent need to improve the organizational
structure, its rational distribution.

During the study period, all libraries in Ukraine were
divided into three networks by state libraries,
departmental libraries, libraries of collective-farm
cooperatives and public organizations. This division
was somewhat arbitrary, since it is not always possible
to determine exactly which network the library belongs
to. Moreover, the word “network” was used in the broad
and narrow sense. The combination of these three named
networks created a library system that operated in the
Ukrainian countryside in the 1940s and first half of the
1950’s. In the postwar period, most rural libraries were in
poor condition due to the ruin of four military years. The
number of libraries in general has decreased by more
than half. The material base of libraries was very weak,
they were not provided with sufficiently necessary
equipment; in the majority of rural libraries there were
not enough shelves, bookshelves and showcases,
catalog boxes and other furniture. Among the rural
libraries there were many small, with an outdated book
fund. The book stock of collective-farm libraries remained
small. The post-war devastation of the kolkhoz did not
have the ability to maintain libraries at an appropriate
level. Actually, in one-third of Ukrainian villages there
were no libraries. The book fund of village bookshops
in the post-war years was almost 12 times inferior to the
funds of mass libraries of the city. Kolkhoz libraries were
particularly in difficult condition. The post-war
devastation of the kolkhozes was not able to hold them
to the proper level. In work, libraries also had common
problems, as in the whole cultural and educational sphere
ofthe countryside: high staff turnover, poor educational
level. A large number of rural libraries were served by
non-trained staff, who were librarianship liaison officers,
or as a public order.

The post-war devastation of the kolkhozes were not
able to maintain their libraries at an appropriate level.
Most of the collective farmers did not read regularly and
unsystematically. Librarians, in order to at least somehow
certify their activities, were working to increase
subscribers, because their number determined the level
of work. Along with the stationary, public cultural
institutions in the countryside and the first half of the
50’s, there were also book transfers. Moreover, individual
settlements were generally deprived of any form of
service. The examination of the state of library service
of the population in Odessa, Kherson, Zaporizhzhia,
Dnipropetrovsk regions showed that some of the rural
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settlements were not served at all during the survey
period.

Conclusions. Consequently, libraries had many
problems and disadvantages. Due to the general poverty
and lack of material resources, library work in the
countryside left much to be desired.

For the peasant, the library was the only institution
where he could provide artistic or specialist literature.
Of great importance was the general availability of books,
the same conditions for the use of libraries, created for
representatives of all age categories, regardless of the
level of education. If the club at a lecture and in the
cinema, especially on dancing and in groups mainly went
young, then the books were accessible to all interested
persons, including those of the older generation.

Thus, in the activity of libraries of the second half of
the 40°s - the first half of the 60’s, there were many
problems and disadvantages. The library practice was
permeated with continuous regulation, monotony,
formalism, display. In pursuit of figures and paper indices,
the reader and his interests fell to the forefront.

THE LINGUISTIC ISSUE IN MIKHAYLO
DRAGOMANOV’S ARTISTIC INHERITANCE
AND ACTIVITY DURING THE SECOND PART
OF XIXCENTURY

Introduction. The Ukrainian population did not
actually have the opportunity to receive education due
to the lack of sufficient number of educational
institutions, both primary and secondary, lack of time for
visiting and lack of funds.

Purpose is based on the generalization and published
materials, historical studies to highlight the scientific and
pedagogical activity of M. Drahomanov.

M. Dragomanov’s merit in the development of the
Ukrainian language is, first of all, that he enriched it with
expressive resources, intellectualized terms, and thus
brought it to the level of the state European languages.
Through his conceptual work the thinker assisted in
asserting the literary Ukrainian language in its diverse
functional status, accelerated its development, and
improved the socio-cultural and pedagogical life of the
Ukrainian nation. M. Drahomanov’s views on the
educational policy of the Russian Empire were more than
clear. He understood that the Valuev Circular and the
Ems Decree were issued in order to restrict the oral and
printed Ukrainian word, preventing people from learning
in their native and intelligible language. Thus, the
government tried to conquer the population of cities and
villages, not to allow them to develop and in the future
to act politically.

Originality. From the new methodological positions,
M. Drahomanov’s participation in the movement of
progressive intellectuals for the spread of education
among Ukrainians and popularization of the thesis about
the necessity of democratization of the pedagogical
sphere were considered; an analysis of M. Drahomanov’s

ublic position regarding the use of the Ukrainian
anguage in the public space.

Conclusions. M. Drahomanov believed that
Ukrainians should study in Ukrainian, starting with
elementary education. Nor do you need to dwell on those
achievements that were and continue to explore the
language, write dictionaries, develop grammar, translate
works of famous foreign writers and poets, and so on.
