INTERNATIONAL FACTOR INABETMENT
OF THE GREAT REFORM OF 1861

Introduction. The Great reform of 1861 has been
extensively studied, both in terms of its preconditions
and in its course and consequences. However, it is
usually considered in the context of the internal
political and economic realities existing in the Russian
Empire as of the mid-19th century. In the meantime, one
can see its details much more capaciously and
scrupulously, considering this reform against the
backdrop of pan-European processes taking place in
the socio-political realm of life. Moreover, such a
perspective is obviously important when one considers
the status of the Russian Empire in the international
relations of the European continent. The ruling court
of the empire, as well as the educated part of its subjects,
were extremely sensitive to their own perceptions by
the elites of other countries, as well as to the reputation
that had spread in the newly born (at that times) sphere
of so-called European public opinion.

The events of Revolution in 1848 intensified civic
activity in the countries of Europe and, moreover,
European politicians were compelled to take into
account the public opinion in both domestic politics
and in the sphere of international relations. However,
for the Russian Empire, such civic activity was not
peculiar until the event of Paris Peace in 1856, when
Russia suffered from international shame for results of
the Crimean War. The explosion of critical sentiment
among the educated part of Russian society then
became one of the most significant catalysts for reforming
the Russian Empire, and in particular, for carrying out
the Great Reform in 1861.

Purpose is to find out the general content of
international situation that formed around the Russian
Empire as of the mid-19th century and provided a
stimulating role for carrying out the 1861 reform.

Results. Still long before the Crimean War, and even
more so during its course, perception of Russian politics
in the circles of the Western European community was
extremely negative. The same sentiment regarding the
politics of autocracy spread also among the Russians
themselves from the second half of the 50s in 19th century.
Therefore, despite of the Alexander 1l statements at the
accession to the throne about the continuation of his
predecessors’ policy and even open denying of plans to
abolish serfdom by him, political circumstances forced
him to change his mind and organize the Great Reform
of 1861.

Conclusions. The natural processes of
transformation of societies into nations, which took
place in Europe during the stru%gle of individual
peoples for their civil rights — in the Russian Empire
was used as a technological method, as a tool for self-
preservation and empowerment. National sentiments
were stirred by the tsarist ruling circles among all
groups of the Russians, so that people got the illusion
of oneness with their autocrat as the main representative
of state power. But in no way did it have anything to do
with the changes in the formation of nations in the West,
where the main feature of society-nation became the
political subjectivity of each of its members. Thus, the
Great Reform of 1861 was substantially driven by an
active part of the Russian public, influenced by Russia’s
loss of authority in international relations at that time.
However, tsarism used this reform politically to extend
its own reliance on the peasantry and deprive itself
from the need to please the nobility.

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AGRICULTURAL ISSUES IN UKRAINE: THE
EXPERIENCE OF THE UKRAINIAN STATE IN
1918 AND IN THE MODERN PERIOD"

The article is devoted to the study of the solution of the
agrarian question in the Ukrainian State in 1918 and in modern
Ukraine. The authors analyzed the content of the agrarian
legislation in the Hetmanate period and on the basis of the
study of sources and scientific literature, it was found out the
common and different from the current agrarian legislation
in Ukraine.
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Problem statement. The agrarian question is a
fundamental factor and a cornerstone of social relations.
Trying to resolve it for a long period of time gives the
rise to controversy, debate, reform, and sometimes even
war. In connection with finding ways to effectively solve
the legal problems of the current agrarian issue in
Ukraine, the historical experience of drafting of domestic
legislation in the agrarian sphere it attracts the attention
of researchers. After all, in the earlier stages of historical
development, one can always find similar contemporary
problems that have already been solved. Against this
background, an analysis of the historical experience of
regulating of agrarian relations makes it possible to
accumulate an initial empirical database, on the basis of
which modern legal scholars can create an optimal model
of legislative regulation of such relations, taking into
account the mistakes and achievements that have been
made in the past. Thus, the topic of research that is the
agrarian reform of Hetman P. Skoropadsky is updated in
view of the complex processes of land relations reform in
modern Ukraine.

Some experience in solving the agrarian question
can be found in modern Ukrainian legislation. Yes of
course, according to the Art. 14 of the Constitution of
Ukraine, land is the main national treasure, which is under
the special protection of the state [1]. According to Art.
1 of the Land Code of Ukraine, it guaranteed ownership
of land. The use of land ownership cannot harm the rights
and freedoms of citizens, the interests of society, impair
the environmental situation and the natural qualities of
the land [2].

* The article is written in accordance with the state budget
theme “Ukrainian Revolution (1917-1921 gg.): The peasant
factor” (state registration number 0118U003864).
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Despite the guarantee of property rights, the state
has not yet established a proper mechanism for the
realization of property rights to the land allotment.
Constantly introducing a moratorium on the sale of
agricultural land. Therefore, it is urgent to solve the land
issue for the current government.

Research analysis. A positive phenomenon in
contemporary Ukrainian historiography is the emergence
of works in which researchers have abstracted from the
stereotypical assessments of the Ukrainian State and
the personality of Hetman P. Skoropadsky. It is important
that the agrarian reform received special coverage at the
dissertation level. So, in particular, P. Skoropadsky’s
agrarian policy is covered as a component of economic
policy, or even more broadly, of the internal policies of
the Ukrainian governments from 1917 t0 1921. [5]. The
first comprehensive study of this important and complex
topic is the dissertation of G. Terela «Agrarian Policy of
the Ukrainian State of P. Skoropadsky» [6].

In the extremely heterogeneous and genre-rich
historiography of the Ukrainian State in 1918, its agrarian
policy is ambiguous and sometimes diametrically
opposed. Some researchers positively evaluate the
hetman’s intentions to reform in favor of the landless
peasants and thus to create a strong social base for the
Hetmanate [7]. The other part argues that agrarian reform
has led to the restoration of landlord ownership,
repression against the peasantry, growing mass
dissatisfaction with the hetman’s power and occupation
forces [8].

Significant contribution to the study of the topic
was made by R. Pierog, who in identified the socio-
economic and political reasons for reform, the process
of drafting legislation, the attitude of different social strata
and the main causes of failure his research [9]. Equally
important are the works of S. Kornovenko, who made a
comparative analysis of the basic provisions of the
agrarian reform of P. Skoropadsky with the domestic
(Soviet, UNR Directory) and European analogues
(Poland, Romania, Czechoslovakia, Baltic and Balkan
Peninsula) in one of his works [10]. In another publication,
the researcher revealed little-known biographical data of
V. Kolokoltsev, his activity as Minister of Agriculture in
the Hetman’s Government and his participation in the
development of agrarian reform by P. Skoropadsky [11].

The purpose. The existence of different views on
the agrarian reform of P. Skoropadsky testifies to the
urgency and necessity of further in-depth study of the
outlined topic of the study. Therefore, the authors of the
publication aim to find out the peculiarities of the
formation and development of agrarian legislation of
P. Skoropadsky and to analyze its content in the context
of the development of domestic agrarian legislation and
agrarian reform.

The statement of the basic material. The first
legislative act of Hetman P. Skoropadsky — «Charter for
all Ukrainian people» (hereinafter «Charter») — laid the
fundamental foundations for agrarian reform. The Charter
stated that «the rights of private property — as the
foundation of culture and civilization — are being restored
to a full extent and all orders of the former Ukrainian
Government, and exactly the Russian temporary
Government are abolished and abolished. Full freedom
is being restored for the sale of land for sale. Along with
this, measures will be taken to alienate lands at their true

value from large owners, to give land to small-scale
farmers» [12, 82-83].

The directions of the future large-scale agrarian
reform were specified in the statement of the hetman
government of May 10™. The main purpose of this reform
was to create in Ukraine a «peasantry with a healthy,
well-to-do land and capable of raising its productivity to
the highest extent» [13, 99-100]. To achieve this, a Hetman
High Land Commission was created. In the provinces
and counties — special land commissions, which had to
resolve the conflicts that arose between landlords and
peasants.

At the beginning of his reign, P. Skoropadsky was
compelled to fulfill the preconditions signed at the
meeting on April 24, 1918, by the Chief of Staff of German
troops, General Greener. Paragraph six, in particular,
provided that «the agrarian question should be resolved
through the restoration of private property and the
payment of land divided between peasants. In the
interests of agriculture’s ability to export, large
agricultural holdings must be kept within certain legal
limits» [14, 269].

The implementation of this policy was facilitated by
the creation in mid of May 1918, instead of abolished
land committees of temporary land commissions.
Promoting the return of former owners to their farms has
been recognized as one of the main responsibilities of
these commissions. The creation of provincial and
county land-liquidation commissions, which were
supposed to perform the functions of arbitration between
landlords and peasants, did not contribute to
strengthening the authority of the Hetman government.
This was due to the fact that their composition did not
allow small owners to protect their rights [15, 164].

The most important in the Hetman’s agrarian
legislation was the Law «On the Right to Sell and Buy
Land in Rural Areas» from June 14, 1918. It defined the
peculiarities of the acquisition of land for ownership by
different social categories. In particular, the right to sell
without limitation was granted to each owner of
agricultural and forest property in the counties, but the
amount of land purchased or purchased as a gift should
not exceed the specified 25 tenths. Only a specially
created State Land Bank (August 23, 1918) had the
exclusive right to buy agricultural and forest lands, but
subject to further sale of land on the basis of this Law
[16, 463-464].

The amount of land purchased or acquired as a gift
should not exceed 25 tenths. Agricultural companies were
entitled to purchase land plots at the rate of no more
than 25 tenths for each member of the company. In view
of this, land associations were obliged to differentiate
the land acquired between all members of the society for
two years. If no such demarcation was made, then this
obligation was to be fulfilled by the existing county land
commissions, the decisions of which were considered
final and not subject to appeal. In order to avoid abuse
by the land commissions, complaints about the violation
of the rules of this law should come to the General Court,
which had the right to annul the relevant decision of the
commission [17, 16-17].

These provisions concerned both arable land and
forestland. However, the areas with forest plantations
were offered for sale only with the permission of the
Minister of Land Affairs. His sanction could be used to
buy extra-terrestrial sites when it was justified in writing
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by public needs. In this case, the buyer was required to
certify, within a year, the fulfillment of the stipulated
intentions and to repay all debt obligations on the claims
of the mortgage banks and individuals according to the
size of the land. The size of the lots purchased from
public auction, which was carried out in the order of
forced collection of mortgage or private debt, was not
limited. Banks and courts were required to notify the
county land commission about such bidding. In case of
their possible protest (land commission) the case was
referred to the district court. In violation of the established
norms of land purchase, its surpluses (more than 25
tenths), by decision of the court, it became state property.
Supervision of the implementation of the law was
entrusted to county and provincial land commissions.
In order to avoid abuse by land commissions, complaints
about violation of the rules of this law were filed with the
General Court, which had the right to annul the relevant
resolution of the commission. The previously established
right of inheritance of land, both by law and by will, has
not changed [18, 122-124].

However, in agreement with N. Kovaleva’s opinion,
we believe that this law could not be the main document
for the implementation of agrarian reform, since the
following issues remained unresolved: the price of land;
system of control over the allotted property;
implementation of its basic provisions in practice [19,
93]

Representatives of the hetmanate gave an important
place in the planned agrarian reform to the State Land
Bank. In our view, this key instrument of land
redistribution has been delayed. On August 23, 1918,
the hetman signed the Law «On Approval of the Statute
of the State Land Bank» (hereinafter referred to as the
Bank), and it was published in the State Newspaper on
September 14 [20]. According to D. Doroshenko, the main
task of the bank was to create long-term small farms and
to provide them with all support in improving their
productivity [21, 275]. In order to be able to accomplish
this task, the Bank was granted the right to perform the
following operations: issuing long-term loans for the
purchase of land, issuing loans secured by land, buying
land at the expense of the Bank, parceling and selling
them, issuing loans secured by land for radical
reclamation [22, 27]. On the latter point, thiswas news in
the practice of state-owned banks in Ukraine.

Loans from the Bank for the purchase of land for
ownership could be obtained by: a) individuals; b) co-
owners; c) village associations, communities. The size
of the loan, however, could not exceed 60% of the special
land valuation. It could not exceed the selling price agreed
between the buyer and seller. In addition, restrictive
standards were established for the assistance that the
Bank could provide to peasants in the purchase of land,
which were specified in the law of June 14, 1918 and in
836 of the Bank’s Charter. The Bank issued loans in the
form of 41/3 mortgage letters for a term of 14 t0 66.5 years
[22, 27]. The pricing was done by a special commission,
the sale and purchase operations were regulated by the
Council of the Bank and approved by the Minister of
Finance with the consent of the Ministry of Land Affairs.
[10,75].

For the deployment of the bank’s activities from the
state treasury allocated a modest amount, as for such
needs—50 million rubles. For comparison, the government
allocated 278 million rubles to service the sugar
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monopoly in July. Movable and immovable property of
the Kiev branches of the All-Russian noble and peasant
land banks went to the Bank. Unfortunately, the Bank
inherited their considerable debt obligations [23, 78].

However, the Bank did not manage to fulfill its
historic role in the landless peasants endowed with land
and in creating a large and solid layer of middle-class
farmers in Ukraine. With the overthrow of the hetmanate,
the Bank was also liquidated.

At the same time, the real advancement of agrarian
reform did not take place, as it was expressed by most
politicians. At the same time, V. Kolokoltsev, the main
initiator of agrarian reform, spoke very carefully about
its prospects. He understood that no one would dare to
forcibly take land from landowners, and therefore its rapid
completion was not possible. However, in the fall it
became apparent that the Minister of Land Affairs himself
was a brake on reform. His views on the prospects of
agrarian reform did not meet either the views of
P. Skoropadsky or the hopes of the Allies [23, 79].
Therefore, on October 24, P. Skoropadsky approved a
new government. The Ministry of Land Affairs was
headed by V. Leontovich, who was tasked with speeding
up the preparation of the agrarian reform project. The
ministry created a Higher Agrarian Council headed by
the hetman himself.

The Higher Agrarian Meeting began its work on 25
October. Developments in the country did not allow
P. Skoropadsky to pay sufficient attention to the work of
the commission. Its meetings turned into a constant
debate. In this regard, the hetman ordered V. Leontovich
to prepare a package of bills for consideration by the
government. The «Land Reforms Draft» was drafted on
November 8 and submitted to a government meeting on
the 10™. According to the mentioned document, the state
bought land from large landowners, distributing them
among peasants at a rate of no more than 25 acres per
person; farms of high agro-cultural importance remained
in the size of 150-200 tens each. Higher standards
remained for the farms providing the sugar industry and
for those of scientific importance (750-1250 tens) [24,
31].

Considering the issues of agrarian relations reform
in modern Ukraine, in our opinion, we can distinguish
the following key points. Thus, in particular, according
tothe draft Law of Ukraine «On Amendments to Certain
Legislative Acts of Ukraine on the Circulation of
Agricultural Lands», the ban on alienation of agricultural
lands of all forms of ownership shall be lifted from October
1,2020. Unlike the Hetman’s Law «On the Right to Sell
and Buy Land in Rural Areas», the Draft Law on the
Land Market establishes a minimum starting price for
the sale of land and state and municipal property at land
auctions at a level not lower than a regulatory monetary
valuation [25].

In addition, the draft of the above mentioned buyer
provides for the right of citizens to buy land for peasant
(farmer) farming, which they belong to the right of
permanent use and the right of life inherited possession.
It is proposed to be able to buy such land by installments
up to 5 years at a price equal to the normative monetary
valuation of such land [25]. At the same time, the Cabinet
of Ministers of Ukraine has to develop a mechanism for
buying land for farming, and the banking system will
create conditions under which farmers will be able to
obtain available credit resources to form their own land
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bank. In our opinion, the positive here is the experience
of the Hetmanate in establishing and operating the State
Land Bank.

To enable farmers to buy land, the Cabinet has
provided 4 billion UAH in the budget for 2020. on
preferential loans for farmers. Farmers will be able to take
out a loan at 3-5% per annum. In order to help the money
go to small businesses, the Cabinet has set a credit limit
of 5 million UAH. [26].

The buyer also provides for restrictions on the
aggregate area of agricultural land that may be owned
by a citizen and a legal entity and related persons — no
more than 35% of agricultural lands of farming land, 15%
of agricultural lands of the region and 0.5% agricultural
lands of Ukraine [25]. That is, the buyer will not be able
to purchase more than 210 thousand hectares in one
hand. In fact, the buyer recognizes the permissible and
legal option when 200 people purchase the entire array
of agricultural land in Ukraine or 13 people will own all
agricultural land within the same area. The government
says that by the second reading restrictions on land
purchases will be tightened. In our view, such restrictions
are essential.

The conclusions. So, to sum up, there are grounds
to state that the basic provisions of the agrarian
legislation of the Hetmanate in 1918 were adequate to
all-historical circumstances of the time and were aimed
at empowering landless peasants. At the same time,
Hetman was forced to postpone some elements of reform,
significantly delaying the process of agrarian
transformation. This caused dissatisfaction with the
broad peasant masses and led to the consolidation of
the opposition forces of P. Skoropadsky.

The current buyer «On Amendments to Certain
Legislative Acts of Ukraine on the Circulation of
Agricultural Lands» is also positively assessed, since it
creates legal grounds for opening up the agricultural
land market in Ukraine, which is certainly a significant
step forward in the issue of civilized land regulation and
land management. the revival of Ukrainian agriculture.
However, the conditions for opening the land market
offered by the legislator are far from perfect, and if
adopted in the proposed version — the ultimate goal of
agrarian reform may not be achieved. We propose that
the current legislator pay attention to the State Land
Bank not only as a historical experience in the
implementation of agrarian reform, but also as an effective
tool for creating of a civilized land market in modern
Ukraine.

CHERNIHIV REBELLION OF 1918:
BOLSHEVIKS' ATTEMPT TO IMPLEMENT THE
IDEA OF THE PEASANT REVOLUTION

Introduction. In 1918, Chernihiv province became
the second center of the peasant rebel struggle aimed

at overthrowing Pavlo Skoropadskyi’s Hetmanate.
While the rebels of the Kyiv region supported the
restoration of the UNR and the power of the Central
Council of Ukraine, the organizers of the rebellion in
Chernihiv sought the establishment of proletarian
Soviet power with the participation of the peasantry.
Their idea was consistent with the idea of the peasant
revolution, developed in the ranks of the Bolsheviks’
part of the RSDLP in the early twentieth century. The
acceptability of the Leninist vision of the peasant
revolution in Ukrainian realities makes it possible to
test the development of the Chernihiv rebellion of 1918.

Purpose. The purpose of the study is to clarify the
role of the Ukrainian Bolsheviks in the organization
and the course of the rebellion in Chernihiv in the
summer of 1918.

Results. The article analyzes the nature, the driving
forces and the course of the rebellion in Chernihiv in the
summer of 1918. The initiators of this rebellion were a
part of the leadership of the CP(b)U — the «left»
communists (G. Pyatakov, A. Bubnov). They tried to take
advantage of the proximity of Chernihiv province to
Soviet Russia and political instability in the Ukrainian
State of Pavlo Skoropadskyi. The leader of the rebellion
— «Colonel» Mykola Kropyvianskyi, who led the Nizhyn
Headquarters, received extremely broad powers and a
special trust from the party leadership. The Nizhyn
Headquarters developed a carefully considered plan
of military and organizational work to involve the
peasantry in the rebel units. However, this plan was not
implemented. Despite the peasant nature of the
campaign, the backbone of the rebel forces in Chernihiv
was military personnel (former officers of the royal army,
Red Army men). The number of participants in the
Chernihiv rebellion was at least five times lower than
in the Kyiv region. German troops quickly defeated the
rebels establishing martial law and making mass arson
of rural houses. Reflecting on the reasons for the failure
of the Chernihiv rebellion in September — October
1918, the «left» communists acknowledged their
mistakes, in particular, the spontaneity of the rebellion
and the «advisory» rather than leadership role of the
Bolshevik Party.

Originality. The scientific novelty of the study is the
coverage of the Chernihiv rebellion of 1918 in the
context of the peasant revolution concept.

Conclusion. The Chernihiv rebellion in the summer
of 1918, organized by the CC of the CP(b)U, became
one of the stages of the peasant revolution. The reasons
for the defeat of the rebellion were objective. The
Bolshevik organizers ignored the national motives of
the peasant struggle, exaggerated the importance of
social stratification of peasants in 1918 r. and generally
economical motives of the fight. The subjective factors
such as support of Kropyvianskyi’s ideas by a part of
the CC of the CP(b)U led to the discrediting of the
peasant rebellion as a component of the Leninist idea
of agrarian revolution, dispersion of military forces and
considerable loss of life.

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COLLECTIVE BIOGRAPHY OF THE LEADERS
OF THE RURAL REBELLION MOVEMENT OF
MIDDLE DNIPRO REGION (1918 —1920'S)"

There is the first attempts to write a collective portrait of
the otamans of the Middle Dnipro region, who were the leaders
of the rural rebel movement at this land during the Ukrainian
National Revolution of 1917 — 1921. The authors of the article
summarize the results of the predecessors in the study of the
activities of individual otamans in order to identify certain
trends and patterns of the insurgent movement, which at first
glance seems spontaneous and chaotic. The collective portrait
isbased on the biographies of 22 otamans, namely such aspects
as: their place of birth, age, education, profession, military
experience (including participation in World War 1), the time
of the beginning and the end of the rebel struggle, political
orientation and further destiny.

Key words: collective biography, collective portrait,
prosopographic analysis, rural rebel movement, «otamans»,
«otamanshchyna», Middle Dnipro region, Ukrainian National
Revolution 1917 — 1921.

Problem statement. For the national historiography
of the independence period, the topic of the insurgent
movement became so popular that we have sufficient
reason to distinguish it as a separate line of studies on the
history of the Ukrainian National Revolution of 1917 —
1921. With hundreds of bibliographical items, the rural
rebel movement as scientific problem looks fairly well
studied. However, moving away from popular descriptive
and generalizing methods in favor of highly specialized
can be promising, even regarding seemingly well-studied
issues.

Research analysis. At present, historiography does
not attempt to create a collective portrait of the leaders
of the peasant rebel movement during the Ukrainian
National Revolution of 1917 — 1921. Instead, there are a
considerable number of publications devoted to the
activities of individual otamans, which, however, often
spread contradictory and precisely unconfirmed
information, historical myths about their life.

The studies of such contemporary historians as
D. Arxiyerejs’ky’j [1], O. Ganzha [2], A. Demartino [6],
P. Isakov [1], D. Krasnosiletsky [1], Yu. Mitrofanenko
[11]. V. Reveguk [14], V. Reznikov [1], V. Shcherbatiuk [17]
are directly or tangentially related to the personal
measurement of the rural rebel movement.

The local historian R. Koval [8; 9] prepared many
biographical essays about the otamans of the Middle

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Dnipro region. On the one hand, he returned from oblivion
the names of many leaders of the rural rebel movement,
but on the other, R. Koval’s researches remains
unrecognized by historians due to lack of expertise and
artistic thinking.

A lot of new information, including archival
documents on the lives and activities of the rebel
otamans, is contained in the book series «Rehabilitated
by History» [13].

The activities of the Middle Dnipro region otamans
did not find sufficient reflection on the pages of the ten-
volume «Encyclopedia of History of Ukraine», — the most
fundamental since the independence of the reference
edition on the history of Ukraine. Thus, it is found only
articles about rebel leaders such as Ivan Lyuty’j-
Lyutenko [9, 397], Yakiv Vodyany’j [15, 592], Semen
Gry’zlo[16, 202].

The purpose of publication is to identify, using the
method of «collective biographies», the previously
unknown patterns and trends that have occurred among
the leaders of the insurgency in the Middle Dnipro in
1918 —early 1920.

The statement of the basic material. In historical
science, prosopography, as a rule, refers to the method
of creating collective biographies, which allows to obtain
a description of the most typical historical actors, to
identify and define a certain circle of persons as types
that personify certain processes and events [12, 417-
419].

It should be noted, that the term «rebel otamans»
sometimes has a blurred meaning and suffers from the
mechanical attribution of «otamanical» status to some
actors.

It should also be made several remarks concerning
the criteria and principles of sampling: it does not include
some insurgent leaders who acted in the Middle Dnipro
region only casually, about which is very little information
or reliability is doubtful. Thus, without attention were
the otamans Nezbiyenko, Tereshhenko, Chorny’j voron
(Yakiv Chernousov ?), Chornota (Yurij Drobotkovs’ky’j
?) and others.

The biographies of 22 rebel leaders were the objects
of prosopographic analysis:

An age.

Taking into account the age from which the above-
mentioned leaders joined to the rebellion movement, an
average age of 26.7 years was obtained. Among the
youngest otamans are Troxy’m Babenko and Larion
Zavgorodnij (21 years old); the oldest are Petro
Dereshhuk and Petro Chuchupak (they started a
rebellious struggle at the age of 34).
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Origin and the area of active rebel struggle.

In view of the area where the rebel movement was
launched, 95.5% of the otamans can be considered as
local. Thus, only Try’fon Gladchenko was born in present
Dnipro oblast (district). 14 persons (64%) were natives of
the present Cherkasy oblast (district), and 7 persons — of
the present Kirovohrad oblast (district). Accordingly, the
activities of the first were concentrated mainly in the north
and central, and of the second — in the southern part of
the Xolodny’j Yar (The Cold Ravine forest massive). It
should be noted, that 16 of the 22 otamans (72.7%) wholly
or partially operated at the territory of the same uyezd
(county) as they came from.

Profession, professional affiliation.

Among the 22 otamans managed to find information
about the profession of half of them. Thus, among the 11
people we meet only one professional military (Ivan
Lyuty’j-Lyutenko). Mefodij Goly’k-Zaliznyak worked
before rebel struggle at railway station, and 9 out of 11
future otamans were teachers by profession (Yakiv
Vodyany’j, Petro Dereshhuk, Vasy’l’, Oleksa i Petro
Chuchupaky’, Semen Gry’zlo, Troxy’m Babenko, Try’fon
Gladchenko, Gerasy’m Nesterenko). The latter indicates
that the intelligentsia finally managed to find a common
language with the peasantry, becoming not only «their»
but also gaining authority in the eyes of the peasants.

World War | experience.

The status of 19 of the 22 leaders of the insurgent
movement is known. Among them, 16 (84.2%) were
veterans of the World War 1. Among the rebel leaders
who had combat experience, seven graduated from the
ranks of chief officers: two staff captains (Petro
Dereshhuk and Dmy’tro Czvitkovs’ky’j), one lieutenant
(Trifon Gladchenko), four ensigns (Larion Zavgorodnij,
Gerasy’m Nesterenko, Vasy’l’ i Petro Chuchupak). Four
leaders of the insurgent movement held the rank of non-
commissioned officers (Py’ly’p Xmara, Troxy’m Babenko,
Ivan Lyuty’j-Lyutenko, Semen Filonenko), and four
others left the front in the rank of private or sailors
(My’kola Kibecz’-Bondarenko, Ivan Savchenko-
Nagirny’j, Oleksa Chuchupak, Panas Keleberda). Otaman
Vasy’l’ Kvasha returned from the World War | with an
officer rank, but it is not known exactly what his rank
was. The future otamans Yakiv Vodyany’j and Deny’s
Gupalo were not mobilized during the war.

From this we can conclude that the presence of not
only a large number of weapons carried by the peasantry
from the front, but also significant combat experience,
supported by the knowledge and organizational qualities
of the otamans — often former officers and non-
commissioned officers — provided stability, efficiency
and tactical literacy of peasant rebellion movement.

The dynamics of the rise and fall of the insurgent
movement. Duration of insurgency.

The average duration of otaman’s insurgency was
29.4 months, that is, almost, 2.5 years. Detachments of
some leaders of the insurgent movement were eliminated
quickly: My’kola Kibecz’-Bondarenko’s — for 4 months,
Petroi Vasy’I’ Chuchupak’s —for 11 months, and Py’ly’p
Xmara’s— for a year. The probable reason for this is the
particularly intense rebel movement led by the
aforementioned figures. At the same time, the more nimble
chieftains, or those who commanded smaller
detachments, were more cautious and less active — lasting
much longer. Thus, the detachment of Larion
Zavgorodnij’s fought during 47 months, lvan Lyuty’j-

Lyutenko’sand Petro Dereshhuk’s—48 months each, Gerasy’m
Nesterenko’s —49 months, and Yakiv Vodyany’ j— during 60
months.

Table 1 shows that the vast majority of otamans of
the Middle Dnipro region embarked on the path of
insurgent struggle during 1919 — 1920. Three major bursts
of insurgent activity are clearlytraced here: 1) February —
June 1919 (5 otamans joined the insurgent movement);
2) August — November 1919 (5 new otamans started
fighting); 3) the first half of 1920 (the appearance of
4 more otamans). For details, see Figure 1.

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At the same time, it follows from Table 1 that the
majority of the otamans ceased their participation in the
insurgent movement during 1921 —1922. One explanation
for this trend is the decision of the X™ Congress of the
Russian Communist Party (Bolsheviks) in March 1921
about the transition to a new economic policy and, at the
same time, a series of ghostly amnesties for participants
in the insurgent struggle. Thus, during March 1921 —
December 1922, the struggle was stopped by 15 of the
22 otamans. For details, see Figure 2.

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Circumstances of the otaman’s departure from the
rebel struggle.

Based on information about the fate of 21 of the 22
leaders of the insurgent movement (the exception is Trifon
Gladchenko), it was possible to establish that onIIy one
otaman, lvan Lyuty-Lyutenko, survived to the elderly
and died of natural causes (in emigration — 1989, USA).
In total, 3 of 22 otamans went to emigration escapero But
one of them, Yakiv Vodyany’j, was arrested by the NKVVD
in Western Ukraine in 1940 and was executed. Another
emigrant, Gerasy’m Nesterenko, was arrested in 1944 by
SMERSh officers in Romaniaand died in the Gulag prison
camps.

Figure 3 shows that the circumstances of the
cessation of the struggle by rebellion movement leaders
were the next: 41% died in battles with the Red Army; or
the Cheka (All-Russian Extraordinary Commission), 23%
were arrested and shot; 18% believed in Bolshevik
amnesty and laid down their weapons, after which they
were executed; 9% emigrated, but were later arrested by
Soviet security agencies; 4% emigrated and remained
safe; the fate of 5% of the mitamans remains unknown.

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In our view, the political orientation of the otamans
is often ambivalent in nature and is difficult to prosecute.
Thus, the political platform of three of the 22 rebel
peasants leaders cannot be properly established due to
lack of relevant information; at least four otamans have
moved from bolshevism to idea of independence of
Ukraine; the political orientation of the rest (with some
reservations) was a synthesis of nominally anarchic and
national-independent ideas.

Conclusions. As we can see, prosopography allows
us to establish some patterns that are «elusive» at first
glance, but this approach ignores the unique experience
of historical actors. Thus, our analysis was limited only
by the fact of participation of leaders of the rebel
movement in World War 1, but, for example, Py‘ly‘p Xmara
was a complete Cross of St. George’s gentleman, and
Ivan Savchenko-Nagirny‘j, who was serving at the
headquarters, probably lacked real combat experience.

So the image of the average rebel otaman in the
Middle Dnipro region was was like that: this is a 26.7
year old man; in 95.5% of cases — a local who in 72.7% of
cases came from the same county where he fought
insurgency; his profession is in 40% of cases a rural
teacher and only 4-5% —a professional military; in 84.2%
of cases, they are veterans of the First World War, half of
whom were officers or non-commissioned officers; most
of them began insurgency in the spring or fall of 1919,
and ceased during March 1921 — December 1922. The
rebellious struggle of the average otaman in the Middle
Dnipro region lasted 29.4 months, which is almost 2.5
years. After the cessation of the fight, 14% of the otamans
found themselves in exile. The deaths of almost all the
otamans were violent — death in battle, death,
imprisonment, or Gulag prison camps.

It can be assumed that the use of prosopographic
methods for ordinary insurgents will also reveal new
patterns and trends, but because of their high fluidity,
frequent rotations, and high data fragmentation, it is
objectively impossible to do so.

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EASTERN EUROPEAN AGRARIANISM.
UKRAINIAN INTELLECTUAL SPACE IN THE
LATE 19™ AND EARLY 20™ CENTURIES®

Based on the analysis of a wide range of sources, the
article focuses on the reasons for the emergence of Eastern
European agrarianism, and understanding of the “Eastern
European agrarianism”concept in a broad and narrow sense.
Considering the spread area of Eastern European agrarianism
on the basis of territorial character and peculiarities of socio-
economic and socio-political development of Eastern
European countries, there are grounds to distinguish its
variants: Polish, Bulgarian, Czechoslovakian, Romanian,
Ukrainian, etc. Based on the analysis of the Ukrainian
intellectual space in the late 19" and early 20" centuries, it
is reasonable to assume that there were the ideas of Eastern
European agrarianism presented by its Ukrainian variant in
it. In particular, it affirmed a peasant-centric view of
Ukrainianness, the peasant character of the Ukrainian nation,
the separateness of city and countryside, urban and rural
worldviews and ways of being. The identification of such
concepts as “Ukrainian peasantry”, “Ukrainian nation”,
and “Ukrainian people” was considered axiomatic in the
views of the representatives of the Ukrainian intellectual space
in the late 19" and early 20" centuries. The political future of
the Ukrainian statehood was closely linked to the peasantry.

Problem statement. The period of the late 19t and
early 20" centuries is unique both in the life of Europein
general and of Eastern Europe in particular. In large part,
itis the time of “awakening” of Eastern European nations,
which would appear on the wreckage of continental
empires in the early 20" century. A characteristic feature
of the “awakening” was the formation of ideologies of
Eastern European nations. Eastern European agrarianism

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became one of them in the late 19" and early 20™ centuries.
Its ideology spread to Poland, Bulgaria, Romania, Czechia
and Slovakia (later Czechoslovakia), Ukraine.

In our opinion, the reasons for the emergence of
agrarianism in general (Germany - G. Roland, A. Scheffle;
in France - the concept of J. Melin) and Eastern European
one in particular were as follows. First, the conflict
between industrial and agrarian civilizations, which
clearly began to manifest itself in the late 19" and early
20™ centuries in the conditions of modernization of
agrarian-industrial countries and economies and their
transformation into industrial-agrarian or approximated
to them with corresponding transformation of values.
One of the examples is the socio-economic and socio-
political models of the Russian and Austro-Hungarian
empires, which had similar modernizations in the late 19"
and early 20" centuries. The modernization processes
had an influence in Czechia, Slovakia, Poland, Ukraine,
etc. being the future independent entities of international
law, the countries representing Eastern European
agrarianism, which were a part of the Romanov and
Habsburg empires, respectively, at that time. We believe
that the advancement of the industrial civilization of the
Western sample to the Eastern European agrarian space
provoked a defensive reaction of the peasantry, the part
of the largest social strata of Eastern European countries.
It became Eastern European agrarianism represented by
Polish, Bulgarian, Czechoslovakian, Romanian, Ukrainian
and other variants.

Second, the development of political culture of
agrarian nations, which in that time, were Polish,
Bulgarian, Czechoslovakian, Romanian, Ukrainian, and
so on. The political cultures of Polish, Bulgarian,
Czechoslovakian, Romanian, Ukrainian, etc. peasants
experienced the modernization of values. In our opinion,
there was a significant socio-cultural shift in the
collective and individual political culture and
consciousness of the peasants in the form of the
transition from an indifferent political culture and
consciousness to an activist one.

Third, the objective laws of the development of the
agrarian civilization itself, the formation of a qualitatively
different peasantry in it. In Ukraine, it was the peasant-
ideoman, the active subject of history [1]. In the early
20" century, the Ukrainian peasantry was qualitatively
different from both the urban proletariat and the
peasantry of previous centuries, formed under
fundamentally new conditions of post-serfdom reality.
The qualitative difference was the absence of serfdom
not only as a legal status. First of all, it is the absence of
serfdom as a way of being, keeping an economy, thinking
style, etc. It was a generation brought up under the
conditions of agricultural capitalization, industrialization,
and transformation of the rural community considered
to be the modernization of the late 19" and early 20"
centuries in the Russian Empire. The peasants gradually
became aware of themselves as a separate community of
the socio-cultural imperial space of that time. The
unifying value was the “Idea of Land”, its distribution
on just principles in their understanding. Our
considerations are in line with the position of other
modern researchers [2]. We support A. Gordon’s
reasoning that the abolition of serfdom turned the
peasant into a “rational agent” in the interpretation of
classical political economy and common sense. The
psychology of the peasant became more resilient to those
new phenomena that actively penetrated peasant
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existence. It is difficult to disagree with V. Piskun in the
fact that the abolition of serfdom gave impetus to
modernization, changed the consciousness of the
peasant, strengthening his feelings of the owner [3].

Therefore, we state that the emergence of both
European and Eastern European agrarianism was caused
by objective-subjective-subjective factors. Their
combination gave impetus to the formation of Eastern
European agrarianism, the phenomenon of the first third
of the 20" century. Considering its spread area based on
territorial character and features of socio-economic and
socio-political development of Eastern European
countries, we distinguish its variants: Polish, Bulgarian,
Czechoslovakian, Romanian, Ukrainian, etc.

Resaerch analysis. The problems related tothe topic
of our study were partially reflected in Ukrainian [4-11]
and foreign historiography [12-19]. Researchers mainly
focus on aspects relating to the nature and content of
the Eastern European agrarianism, the realization of the
so-called the “Third Way” in some Eastern European
countries, the unfolding peasant revolution in the post-
imperial Russian space, and the formation of the farmer’s
ideology in V. Lypynsky’s works and its Eastern European
agrarianist context. At the same time, considering the
phenomenality of Eastern European agrarianism, it is
relevant to study the formation of Ukrainian agrarianism
as a variant of Eastern European one.

The goal of the research is to investigate the
formation of ideas of Ukrainian agrarianism as a variant
of Eastern European in the Ukrainian intellectual space
of the early 19" and late 20" centuries. The object of the
research is Ukrainian agrarianism as a variant of Eastern
European one in the early 19" and late 20" centuries. The
subject matter of the research is the ideas of Ukrainian
agrarianism in the views of Ukrainian intellectuals of the
early 19" and late 20t centuries.

The statement of the basic material. Eastern
European Agrarianism as a formed ideology of Eastern
European nations in the early 19" and late 20™ centuries
was represented by a multi-genre discourse. Its ideas
were reflected in the works of G. Ruland, A. Scheffle,
A. Schwegl, M. Godza, O. Frankenberger, A. Stamboliyski,
the concept of J. Melin, etc., the programmatic provisions
of the Bulgarian, Polish, Romanian, Czechoslovak political
parties, etc. The analysis of the primary sources of
Eastern European agrarianism and scientific papers
allows us to determine the essence of this phenomenon
and to distinguish its main ideologems.

In our view, Eastern European agrarianism is, in a
broad sense, a holistic socio-cultural phenomenon, a
phenomenon of Eastern European history caused by
objective-subjective-subjective factors that are the object
of cognition. Eastern European agrarianism in a narrow
sense is a system of peasant-centric representations of
different subjects of the socio-cultural space of Eastern
Europe in the early 19" and late 20" centuries and their
practical implementation. Specifying a narrower
understanding of Eastern European agrarianism in the
early 19" and late 20" centuries, we note that it is a
system of ideas about peasants, peasants about
themselves, about the peasantry as an active subject of
history, capable of independent state-building;
component of domestic economic policy aimed at solving
the agrarian/peasant issue; as self-awareness of the
peasants, as a peasant political culture and political
consciousness, as a realization of peasant hopes in

practice and ideas about their just future; component of
social and party political thought.

The key ideologems of agrarianism are the following:

1) the uniqueness and indisputable value of the
spiritual, moral, cultural and social properties inherent in
the peasantry and its work, for humanity [16, 3 —4];

2) recognition of the peasantry as a social stratum
capable of playing an independent role in political life
[20,69];

3) not a capitalist, “separate” peasant way of social
development, preservation of private property — small
peasant property as the optimal regional option and the
basis of social progress, as well as the idea of a peasant
cooperative state [21];

4) the predominance of agriculture and rural lifestyles
over industry and the city, as well as the peasantry over
other social groups [22];

5) the peasantry being an agricultural stratum and a
major focus of the basic positive values and qualities of
the society, is the foundation of the stability of the state
and the bearer of national identity, and the above virtues
should determine its political power [8, 164].

Ukrainian intellectual space of the early 19" and late
20" centuries largely focused on the formation of
modernist ideas about the peasantry; the Ukrainian
intelligentsia was engaged in various forms of dialogue
with this phenomenon. The result of such an intellectual
assault was the acquisition of new practices in the
understanding of the peasantry by the Ukrainian
intelligentsia, the creation of a diversified image of the
peasantry, the approaching of two parallel worlds in
representations of each other. In our opinion, the
Ukrainian intellectual space in the defined time
boundaries by the common features of the images formed
in it, the ideas of the peasantry, can be conditionally
structured into the following discourses: literary-artistic,
public-publicist, party-political®. Each of these discourses
presents different facets of the Ukrainian peasantry as
an imaginary community, the result of an intellectual-
creative process of its cognition by another subject-
participant, Ukrainian intelligentsia. Peasant-centricity
of reflections is common to the three components we
have identified.

For example, the Ukrainian fiction of that time was
thoroughly imbued and saturated by peasant theme.
Examples include well-known masterpieces of classical
Ukrainian literature, such as “One Hundred Thousand”,
“Streetwalker”,

“Do not Oxes Roar when Manger is Full?”, “Land”,
Intermezzo”, “Fata morgana”, etc. In our opinion, M.
Kotsiubynsky’s works are eloquent in this context. The
peasantry appeared in the center of creativity of this
Ukrainian Impressionist, according to the proper
comments of Y. Prysyazhnyuk and Y. Platmir. He “did not
care about the details of everyday life”, but was
concerned with the inner world of a man, focused on
“psychological experiences of a hopeless social
disaster”, creating images of agricultural rural people who
slowly “moved” from traditional foundations to modern
life forms. The writer was able to immerse himself in the
picture of the world of the countryside, recreated it both
in the context of real historical events and “beyond any
plot” [23, 125, 131].

The image of the countryside of Bukovyna is filigree
reflected in the works of O. Kobylianska. Like M.
Kotsiubynsky and other masters of the literary Ukrainian
word at that time, O. Kobylianska in “Land” addressed
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to the reflection of the controversial peasant microcosm,
to the social-psychological issues, to the understanding
of the role and meaning of “the land” concept in the
peasants’ life. In the work, land is a moral and spiritual
imperative containing a life-affirming power, a category
determining social status, a manipulation tool leading to
personality degradation. Is the holiness of land the basis
for the sin of fratricide? The writer responses to this
question on the example of actual events in the village of
Bukovyna using civilizational understanding of the
peasant, his mental-psychological traits, transformations
of his psychology, the traditional picture of the world
under the influence of civilization. The civilizational
conflict between the agrarian/traditional society and the
industrial/modern one is represented in the images of
brothers Michael and Sava.

In the early 19 and late 20" centuries, there were
similar processes in Polish fiction. According to
I. Franko’s observations, T. Lenartowisz “gave the Poles
an image of the Polish nation for the firsttime ... he first
showed the true, simple and colourful language of this
nation ...” [24]. According to the Ukrainian Stonemason,
“the Mazovian Field and Forest Singer” was the first
one who enabled the Polish public through the lens of
his crystal lyricism to look deeper into the soul of the
Polish peasant, to look at the world through his eyes, to
live his life and made the Polish people love this peasant
and see a true, sincere and pure human soul in him ...”
[24]. The peasant-centric themes were peculiar to the
works of other Polish masters of the artistic word:
M. Konopnicka, H. Sienkiewicz, B. Prus, and others. Their
works are also characterized by social psychology, the
creation of a romantic-idealistic image of the peasantry;,
a rethinking of the role and significance of the Polish
peasant in national history.

Public-journalistic discourse was also marked by a
peasant-centric orientation. Articles, explorations
focused on the essence of the peasantry, its character,
moral and ethical virtues, and inherent features were
printed on the pages of various genre periodicals. The
authors made various comparisons and identifications.
According to the analysis of that public-journalistic
discourse, the issues of peasant education and literacy,
the spread of atheism, transformation in the attitude of
peasant children to their parents, confrontation of rural
and urban ways of being, peasants in the city, etc., were
at the epicenter of its attention [25]. We support T.
Portnova’s well-grounded arguments in her works [26;
27] and believe that the romantic perceptions of wealthy
rural countryside by Ukrainian intellectuals were
transformed into a more realistic image, more adequate
to the objectively existing one in the public-journalistic
discourse since 1870s.

The agrarian/peasant issue has been sounded in a
new way in the public-journalistic discourse since early
20" century. The peasant revolution, started in 1902 by
the peasants of Poltava and Kharkiv regions, determines
changes in the understanding of the peasantry, the
importance of solving the agrarian issue, orientation to
the peasantry as a leading social stratum. The public-
journalistic discourse of that time was a platform for the
formation of a new look at the peasantry; its revolutionity,
state agrarian policy, etc. The works of M. Tugan-
Baranovsky [28], I. Strakhowvsky [29], etc. are applied in
this context.

The authors of public-journalistic discourse, e.g.

M. Drahomanov, S. Podolynsky, B. Grinchenko,
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I. Franko, O. Rusov, S. Yefremov, etc. were unanimous in
terms of the outstanding role and importance of the
peasantry in the history of Ukraine offering
multicolourism and diversity of the peasant image, the
controversion of some socio-cultural transformations
within the peasant organism. They considered the
peasantry to be the source of Ukrainianness, the
preservation of the gene pool, the traditions of
Ukrainianness, the basis of its future. In particular,
S. Podolynsky has no doubt that Ukrainians are a peasant
nation. For this reason, he believes that any Ukrainian
movement, if it was without the participation of the
peasantry, had no prospects. I. Franko had similar ideas.
He wrote on this subject, “We, Rusyns, especially in
Galicia, have long been a peasant nation” [30].

In the early 19" and late 20" centuries, the peasantry
was considered to be not only an active subject of history,
but also the social foundation of the state. Ukrainian
public-journalistic discourse of the early 19" and late
20" centuries was marked by its agrarianist nature.
M. Hrushevsky exactly characterized the Ukrainian
intellectuals’ understanding of the peasantry role in
Ukrainian state-building. In this regard, he noted that
“the Ukrainian intelligentsia understood that only
creating a proper social base would help them to achieve
notable success in their national policies. In the near
future, only peasants could become this base, because
the labour proletariat was largely denationalized and
influenced by the Russian Social Democrats, who were
always hostile to national Ukrainian movements” [31,
210]. Supporting these ideas, M. Hrushevsky wrote that
“all agriculture, with a small exception, was in the hands
of foreigners, especially Russians and Poles; they were
Russians and Poles rather by their education and anti-
Ukrainian sentiment than by their origin. Large industry
was monopolized by foreign or local capitalists,
Russians, Poles, Jews, etc., but not Ukrainians. The
authorities were also Russian or denationalized ... Only
... peasants ... kept national forms in their original state.
Therefore, the peasants now make up 85% of the
Ukrainian population of the country. ... Thus, today, the
Ukrainian population is 75% of the total population of
the country. They are peasants...” [31, 209].

Ukrainian intellectuals identified the Ukrainian
peasantry as the state future of Ukraine. In the early 19"
and late 20" centuries, Ukrainian intellectuals were at a
crossroads regarding the peasantry: to educate or to
love; with the approach of the Ukrainian Revolution of
1917 - 1921, their position became much clearer: to involve
in the national state-building. M. Hrushevsky,
P. Skoropadsky, S. Yefremov, V. Lypynsky, and other
figures of the early 20" century held peasant centrist
positions of state-building.

M. Hrushevsky frankly believes that “the main
foundation for this Great Ukraine for a long time, if not
forever, will be the peasantry, and on which it will have
to be built. In the long days of our existence, we kept
saying that in the peasantry and only in the peasantry
lies the future of the Ukrainian revival, and in general the
future of Ukraine. Over the course of a century, Ukrainian
and peasantry have become synonymous. When all other
strata betrayed their nationality, all the material for
national building was drawn from it [the peasantry], and
they [Ukrainians] hoped for it [the peasantry]; Ukraine
will be able to rise only when this titanus deprived of its
depth and unconsciousness, this Samson deprived of
vision and power, his political and national
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consciousness, rises again. ... It [the peasantry] became
the spring of our revolutionary movement” [32, 252].

Concerning the future of Ukraine, the Ukrainian
peasantryand agriculture, P. Skoropadsky stated: “I am
a supporter of small farms, in particular in Ukraine, and
have repeatedly said that my ideal is to see Ukraine
covered only by small, highly productive, private
farms...” [33, 137]. He wrote that “almost all of the
industry and landowner land in Ukraine belonged tothe
Great Russians, the Little Russians and the Poles, who
denied everything Ukrainian” [33, 53]. P. Skoropadsky
connected the future of the Ukrainian State with the
peasantry, being a supporter of the “Third Way”, and
considered democratic reforms to be an instrument for
achieving thisgoal. The future Hetman believes that “our
Ukrainian is an individualist, he does not need any
socialization. He is strongly against it”. According to
the Hetman, “the idea of the land” is the most
understandable to the peasantry among the slogans of
the revolution [33, 50]. He is aware that “it is necessary
to carry out truly democratic reforms, not socialist ones,
but democratic ones. There is no socialism in the nation,
and therefore, if there isone, it isamong a small, isolated
group of intellectuals ... 1 have no doubts ... that any
socialist experiments ... would immediately lead the whole
country to obssessive Bolshevism during 6 weeks.
Bolshevism, by destroying culture, would turn our
beautiful country into a dry plain, where capitalism would
eventually settle ... an almighty God, in whose feet this
nation would wallow and crawl” [33, 145 - 146].

S. Yefremov, analyzing the ethno-social processes
in Ukraine in 1917, considered the peasantry to be a
priority stratum of state-national construction. He
supported the idea that “the basis for ideological
construction among Ukrainians was still the working
mass” [34].

According to V. Lypynsky, a farmer was a central
figure in social and political life in Ukraine in the early
20" century, primarily in Ukrainian state-building. His
views on the unique role of the peasantry as an active
subject of history in the Ukrainian life, and his concept
of Ukrainian agrarianism as a variant of Eastern European
one, are presented in “The Letters to the Brothers-
Farmers” (hereinafter - Letters) written in 1919 - 1920.
However, the author of “The Letters” did not use the
term “agrarianism”, although there is every reason to
consider his views as agrarianist. In this context, we share
the opinions of K. Galushko[8], R. Vetrov and S. Zborets
[35], S. Zhydkov [36], and other researchers. The thinker,
in accordance with the general principles of Eastern
European agrarianism, clearly distinguishes between two
worlds: the world of countryside and land, the world of
city and capital. V. Lypynsky considers psychology to
be the basis for distinguishing these worlds. He is
convinced that the psychology of a farmer and the
psychology of “stock exchange gesheftsmakers” are two
opposites that do not intersect at all, even at an imaginary
point. Their psychologies are fundamentally differentin
responsibility and values [37, 33].

According to V. Lypynsky, there is a “struggle not
to life but to death” between them. He calls these worlds
“laws”: “the laws of the land and the laws of capital. The
old civil law is relied on land, and the new commercial
law is relied on capital” [37, 32]. The philosopher points
out that this is a struggle of two irreconcilable
worldviews. In our opinion, the fundamental difference

between them is the socio-cultural gap, caused by ways
of being, values, and meaning of life. This struggle is
essentially “a deadly fight between the countryside and
the modern capitalist world, state-economy and state-
stock exchange” [37, 33].

V. Lypynsky’s hyperbolization of the farmers reaches
its peak in the sentiments in which he substantiates the
direct interconnection and interdependence between the
farmer stratum and the nation-state. According to him,
“the only class interested in the life, not the words, of
the existence of its own, independent Ukrainian state, is
the agricultural class, attached to the land and living
from arable products not from politics” [37, 41]. The
historian stresses that the unifying and organizing
principle in the cause of national- and state-building in
Ukraine is only the “Ukrainian class of farmers”. It is
“the classwhich is the strongest in the Ukrainian Nation”,
on which “the unification and organization of the whole
Ukrainian Nation” depends [37, 72].

At the same time, the thinker did not idealize the
farmers. He proposes concrete steps to “improve the
farming class”. In his opinion, first of all, it is necessary
to solve agrarian antagonisms that do not add unity to
the social basis of the Ukrainian statehood and nation.
The elimination of agrarian antagonisms will relieve
farmers of parasites and speculators, “forcing richer
farmers to be necessary and useful citizens ... depriving
poorer farmers of landholding and hatred for “lords™...”
[37,74].

Thus, based on the analysis of the Ukrainian
intellectual space of the late 19" and early 20t centuries,
we reasonably claim that it had the ideas of Eastern
European agrarianism, represented by its Ukrainian
variant. In particular, it affirmed a peasant-centric view
of Ukrainianness, the peasant character of the Ukrainian
nation, the separateness of city and countryside, urban
and rural worldviews and ways of being. The
identification of such concepts as “Ukrainian peasantry”,
“Ukrainian nation”, and “Ukrainian people” was
considered axiomatic in the views of the representatives
of the Ukrainian intellectual space of the late 19" and
early 20" centuries. The political future of Ukrainian
statehood was closely linked to the peasantry.

The conclusions. Ukrainian intellectuals of the late
19% and early 20" centuries accepted the main ideologems
of Eastern European agrarianism, adapting them to
Ukrainian realities. Like their European colleagues, they
argued for the uniqueness and undeniable value to
humanity of the spiritual, moral, cultural and social
attributes inherent in the peasantry and its work;
recognized the peasantryas a social stratum capable of
playing an independent role in political life; substantiated
the expediency of a non-capitalist, “separate” peasant
way of the society development, the preservation of
private property, i.e. small peasant property as its optimal
regional variant and the basis of social progress, as well
as the idea of a peasant cooperative state; proved the
superiority of agriculture and rural lifestyles over industry
and the city, as well as the peasantry over other social
groups; were convinced that the peasantry, the
agricultural stratum, concentrated in the core positive
values and qualities of society, was the foundation of
the stability of the state and the bearer of national identity,
and the above virtues should determine its political
power.

THE PRACTICE OF COMBATING ALCOHOL
ABUSE IN THE RURAL POPULATION OF
SOUTHERN UKRAINE (SECOND HALF
OF XIX - EARLY XX CENTURIES)

Introduction. Alcoholism is a large-scale social
problem that disrupts the socio-economic life of society.
The rise of alcohol abuse is observed in rural areas and
primary caused by unemployment and limited cultural
leisure opportunities. It is significant to consider the
experience gained in combating this phenomenon in
the second half of the XIX — the beginning of the
XX centuries for developing the concept of overcoming
alcoholism.

Purpose. The aim of the article is to analyze the
activities of the state government, the public, the clergy
and the Guardianships of Public Sobriety in the field of
combating alcoholism among the rural population of
Southern Ukraine for a certain period.

Methods. The interdisciplinary nature of the study
led to the application of a modernization approach,
which considered the anti-alcohol issue in Ukrainian
society.

Results. The abolition of serfdom caused a sharp
surge in rural drunkenness. In the South of Ukraine,
the wine industry was developed and operated under
the conditions of the redemption system. That system
brought great profit to the state and a narrow group of
redemption merchants. When the excise system was
introduced in 1863, a tax was levied on every sold
bucket of vodka; spirits were produced in private
factories, vodka was sold in pubs. Improvements in
bread sales in other governorates (i.e. provinces) and
abroad due to the development of communication routes
have become the core causes of the regional wine
industry decaying. As a result, the number of distilleries
decreased; there was no mass drinking among the
peasants. The peasantry’s attachment to the land and
strong community traditions that governed the level of
alcohol consumption by the population also influenced
the fight against drinking. The fiscal policy of the state
has led to negative consequences in the fight against
alcoholism. Replacing pubs by taverns, introducing the
bottled vodka retail trade and increasing in drinking
e%tablishments led to the appearance of street alcohol
abuse.

The introduction in 1894 of a state wine monopoly
streamlined the production and sale of alcoholic
beverages. The government committed restrictions on
the sale of vodka and gave rural communities a right to
sell alcohol on their territory independently. However,
the fiscal interests of the state led to quantitative growth
of drinking establishments and their structural change.
The Katerynoslav Governorate [Province] was the first
among other governorates of the Russian Empire in the
consumption of alcohol. By 1913, the general level of
alcohol consumption in the state decreased from 14.76
liters to 3.6 liters annually per capita.

In the 1860s and 1880s, the fight against
alcoholism among the rural population was provided
locally, mainly by priests and rural communities. From
the 1890, there were created the Guardianships of
Public Sobriety (the Guardianships), which chief
Eurpose was to distract the people from drunkenness

y organizing free time for the population. The rural
population in the South of Ukraine was assisted by the
county Guardianships. Their primary measures in the
fight against alcoholism were the following: conducting
folk lectures, talks and readings; opening of tea rooms,

canteens and reading libraries; organizing festivities.
In the late X1X century, due to the reduction of estimates
for tIEe Guardianships, they were unable to finish their
work.

Originality. For the first time, the impact of the excise
tax system reform and the state wine monopoly on the
level of alcoholization of the Southern Ukraine rural
population has been determined. Also, the activities of
priests and the Guardianships of Public Sobriety in the
fight against alcoholism in region’s villages have been
revealed.

Conclusion. The fight against alcoholism among
the rural population in southern regions of Ukraine in
the second half of the XIX — the beginning of the
XX centuries was carried out within the framework of
excise system reforms and the state wine monopoly. The
Russian government realized the need to develop a
system of measures aimed at preventing the
alcoholization of population and, — at the same time, —
stablishing replenishment of the treasury. However, the
above mentioned measures did not produce the expected
results, since the problem of alcoholism was not fully
understood by the state because of the traditional
priority of state interests over public ones.

The rural population of Southern Ukraine was
characterized by a strong attachment of peasants to
the land and deep community traditions that governed
the level of alcohol consumption by the population.
The rural population consumed three times less alcohol
than the urban one. The regional level of the rural
population alcoholization was measured by the number
of distilleries, their production and the cast of drinking
establishments.

The activities of priests and the Guardianships of
Public Sobriety showed good results in cultural,
educational and moral-religious work among peasants,
distracting them from drinking and providing non-
alcoholic leisure. However, the state was not ready to
support the local constructive initiatives because of
financial interests. Generally, the level of drunkenness
among the country’s rural population has been reduced.

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THE STRUGGLE AGAINST OPPORTUNISM IN
THE GRASSROOTS PARTY-SOVIET
INSTITUTIONS OF THE UKRAINIAN

COUNTRYSIDE DURING THE SECOND
“COMMUNIST ASSAULT” (1928-1933)

In the context of the issue of internal-party confrontation
between the Communists in the late 1920s — early 1930s,
regarding the need to change the model of economic
development of the Soviet Union, and on the basis of a
comprehensive approach in the work, the features of
combating the “right tendency” in the local authorities and
self-government in the Ukrainian countryside during the first
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five-year plan, as well as the attitude of the Ukrainian
peasantry to the subjects of political conflict.

Keywords: totalitarianism, early Stalinism period,
opportunism, right-leaning movements in the CPSU (b) and
CP(b)U, grassroots party-Soviet apparatus, grassroots Soviet
institutions in the countryside.

Problem statement. The Communist Party sought
to build not only a new “ideal” state, but also a new
human who would become a devoted builder of the
socialist future and an obedient executor of any plans
and ideas of the party leadership. To provide the
authorities with reliable support meant to deeply embed
the dominant ideology in the public consciousness of
the broadest sections of the public. This was quite a
difficult task, because in many respects the artificial,
sometimes overtly contrived, scholastic system of Soviet
worldview values and landmarks was incompatible with
the moral and ethical principles familiar to the vast
majority of the Ukrainian population, that is, the
peasantry. Under these conditions, the Ukrainian
peasantry actually became a hostage to the powerful
ideological machine of the totalitarian regime of the
Soviet-Stalinist model.

The process of establishing the Soviet system in
the Ukrainian countryside was largely accompanied by
the planting of grassroots, purely administrative
authorities, party and Komsomol units, Committees of
Poor Peasants and other Soviet institutions, whose task
was to establish permanent unwavering control over all
aspects of countryside life and peasant sentiments.

During the strengthening of Soviet power and the
establishment of the Stalinist dictatorship, the second
“communist assault” took place, whose executors were
noted for their cruelty to the so-called “anti-Soviet
elements in the countryside”. Introducing it for the
ultimate suppression of peasant resistance to Soviet
power through collectivization and dekulakization,
J. Stalin and his supporters consolidated their result with
mass terror under which millstones the party members
from local authorities and self-governing bodies with
moderate views on governmental regulation of agrarian
industry came.

Therefore, the smallest differences with the official
party line, especially in tactical issues, in the then
oppressive atmosphere of fighting different “biases”,
could turn into quite serious consequences for the
“internal” opponent.

Research analysis. The corresponding issue has
been reflected in a number of research and exploration
activities. However, it was covered partially, for example,
in the context of the research: the Stalinist dictatorship
of the period of the second “communist assault” [8], the
struggle against the right opposition in the USSR and
directly in the Ukrainian SSR [2], the Ukrainian experience
of the rotation of executives in the Soviet totalitarian
state in the 1920s — 1930s [4], the social peculiarities of
the personnel policy of the Communist Party in Ukraine
in the 1920s — early 1930s [12], the Soviet leadership’s
political course on the peasantry during the “great
turnout” [5], typology of behavior of rural activists of
the Chernihiv okrug of the Ukrainian SSR in the late
1920s — the early 1930’s [9], the resistance of youth
against the policy of ruling regime in the Ukrainian SSR
during the establishment of totalitarian system (1928-
1936) [10] and so on. Since the problem of combating the
“right tendency” in the grassroots party-Soviet
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institutions of the Ukrainian countryside during the first
five-year plan has not been thoroughly and
comprehensively reflected in scientific studies, the need
for its further in-depth study remains relevant.

The purpose. To reveal the nuances of the
government’s struggle with the “right tendency” among
staff of the grassroots party-Soviet apparatus and rural
activists in the early stages of the early Stalinist period.

The statement of the basic material. The general
line of the party-Soviet leadership for solid collectivization
was accompanied by an unrealistic for realization plan
for agrarian production sector of the first five-year plan,
soamong the Soviet political elite at various levels there
were many people who did not support the intensive
development of commodity agricultural production in
the Soviet Union, proposed by the Stalin’s team in the
second half of the 1920s.

Thefourth, final stage of the ideological and political
struggle between the currents of the Communist Party,
one of which included the Stalinist ruling majority and
the other a “right opposition” led by M. Bukharin, was
marked by a clear reluctance of some officials, especially
employees of grassroots party-Soviet institutions in the
countryside, to mindlessly abide by the directives of the
highest authorities and administrations of the Ukrainian
SSR[2, 124].

The result of this internal party confrontation of
1928-1929 was the official accusation of M. Bukharin
and his supporters, at the combined April plenum of the
Central Committee and the Central Committee of the CPSU
(b) (1929) in opportunism, which announced the next
personnel purge throughout all vertical of authorities in
Soviet republics [8, 127].

And despite the fact that the opposition leaders,
not being radical opponents of the government,
immediately gave up all struggle against it,
acknowledging the falsity of their political judgments [2,
124], criticizing their position and directly harassing the
supporters of that political line — continued throughout
throughout the first five-year plan. For example, in the
directive of the Secretary General of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Ukraine (b),
S. Kosior dated October 20, 1931, emphasized the urgent
need to identify and decisively suppress the right
tendency sentiment in the Communist Party until the
immediate removal of “apostates” from its circle [9, 273].
Therefore, during 1929-1931 about 250,000 members were
expelled from its ranks, the vast majority of whom were
accused of the so-called “right tendency” [4, 451].
However, it should be emphasized that the punishment
for the “disobedient” party members until the end of the
first five-year plan was the disciplinary withdrawal or
expulsion from the Communist Party, which isimpossible
to say about the following years [9, 274].

Mass communication was one of the main tools of
the Soviet power’s struggle with “right tendency” on
the ground. Among the latter, the leading role was played
by the print media. For example, on the pages of
newspaper “The New Village” in Nizhyn and “The
Peasant Truth” in Uman, it is possible to get acquainted
with the current situation regarding the “right tendency”
in the ranks of the Communist Party on the ground [2,
127].

During the second “communist assault”, the Soviet
press promoted that topics. By publishing materials on
the existence of opportunistic practices in village
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councils and kolkhozes, as well as the ways of cutting it
down, the editorial offices of the print media attributed
all the shortcomings and mistakes in the policy of the
Soviet authorities in the countryside to deceptive right-
oppositionists. This was reported in “The Communist”
newspaper, for example, in “The Consequences of
Peaceful Inclusion” and “The Right-Tendency Practice
in the Conduct of Mercenaries”. In the first one, the
author, on the example of the village council chief-kulak
from one of the villages of the Proskuriv okrug, proves
the flaw of M. Bukharin’s theory of “the inclusion of a
wealthy peasant into socialism”. The second was
devoted to the problem of mercenarism, namely the
shortcomings in working with the poor strata of the
countryside of Zinovievsk District, in which the
opportunists were accused again [2, 128].

The main logical explanation for the existence of the
“right tendency” in the environment of the Soviet asset
of the countryside was the preservation the traditional
peasant social landmarks by some parts of it, and hence
the latter’s unwillingness to participate in the destruction
of the way of life of the peasant society of that time.
Such “solidarization” with the peasantry arose also as a
result of the awareness of some local party-Soviet
officials of the increasing of negative sentiment among
the peasantry due to the radicalism of political and
economic campaigns introduced in the Ukrainian
countryside during the “great turnout” years [9, 275].

A striking demonstration of the absence of one
hundred percent “Komsomol firmness” as a
manifestation of political loyalty to the Stalinist
totalitarian regime is the reaction to the solid
collectivization and dekulakization of representatives of
the Komsomol grassroots asset, the vast majority of
whom were openly dissatisfied with the grain
procurements measures. In particular, the reports of the
leading Komsomol authorities indicated “anti-Soviet
actions” of LCSYU members in Dnipropetrovsk, Poltava,
Kharkiv and other okrugs of the Ukrainian SSR[10, 154].

Examples of passive opposition to Stalin’s economic
policies in the countryside are the very low statistics of
quality in the work of some grassroots party-Soviet
leaders. Thus, according to the data for 1929, two
incidents took place in the Dzhulinsky district of the
Tulchyn okrug: sabotage of grain harvests in Luhove
village, with the direct participation of the head of the
village council-Komsomol member in it and the refusal
of the Komsomol member of Shumylove village to
organize a demonstrative act of condemning “bread
speculators” [10, 155].

Another evidence of non-fulfillment of their direct
duties was the “anti-Soviet activity” of members of some
grassroots Komsomol units in the Olishiv district of the
Chernihiv okrug, who in June 1929, during the grain
procurement, not only loyally treated the lack of bread,
but also help to peasants who didn’t execute a plan to
surrender grain, to buy goods to which the latter would
be entitled only after the proper fulfillment of their
obligations to the state [9, 272].

Even further the head of the agricultural artel
G. Petrovsky hamlet Lenden of Komariv district of the
above-mentioned district Zakhariy Chub went, who at
once refused to carry out the dekulakization, openly
stating that he “will not rob people”. Although mostly
activists who did not want to be seen in the infamous

grain procurements company left the village under
different pretexts [9, 273].

The corresponding manifestations of apostasy and
disobedience in the ranks of the grassroots Komsomol
and economic assets of the countryside, their bold
statements about unrealistic for realization plans for total
collectivization, as well as their unwillingness to
participate in dekulakization, were interpreted by the
grassroots Party-Soviet leadership of the Ukrainian SSR
as “the right tendency” [1, 198].

So, notwithstanding some differences in the content
of the political programs of the Stalinists and Bukharists
regarding the transition period, the heads of state
institutions in the countryside, who mostly supported
the Stalinist course for *“solid collectivization” and
“dekulakization”, without delaying start the active
struggle against among representatives of grassroots
administrative authorities, party and Komsomol
branches, committees of poor peasants and other Soviet
institutions [7, 205].

However, there were no real threats to the
implementation of the Stalinist political and economic
project in the village by the “right tendency”, because a
well-organized and large-scale intra-party resistance
movement on the ground in the Ukrainian SSR did not
existin principle [5].

Taking advantage of the lack of active resistance of
the dekulakizated peasants, the Communist-Soviet
apparatus focused on its own links, whose employees,
without due enthusiasm, and sometimes even
irresponsibly, were involved in the implementation of
the state agrarian project [11, 134].

However, only to the above, the struggle against
domestic political opponents in rural areas was not
limited. Confirmation of the struggle against “anti-Soviet
elements” among the local cadres in the countryside was
a joint resolution of the HMRC and the RSFSR RNA of
June 28, 1929 “On extending the rights of local councils
to facilitate the implementation of national tasks and
plans”, which was elaborated by the HMRC and the RNC
of Ukrainian SSR after the week — at July 3. The contents
of this document created a very favorable ground for
social tension in the countryside. First of all, the
inevitable confrontation at the rural gatherings of
representatives of different sections of the peasantry,
due to the implementation by the party-Soviet leadership
the mandatory planning tasks for the grain procurements
[11,115].

Despite the fact that the majority of the village
councils were characterized by a rather active
participation in total collectivization and dekulakization,
for which they were considered to be a reliable support
of the Soviet authorities in the countryside, there were
also those who, according to the opinion of highest
authorities, did not properly belong to fulfillment of their
political and economic tasks. For example, the deputy
chairman of the ODPU G. Yagoda in one of the reports
emphasized the “rocking” that was revealed among
certain groups of staff of the Soviet apparatus in the
countryside in seven okrugs of Ukraine related to loyalty
to kulaks[11, 127]. In order to remedy this shortcoming
and, accordingly, to improve the country-wide indicator
of their activity in the future, re-elections to village
councils were organized without any delay [11, 134].

In spite of the gradual increase in the number of
party cells, they were still weak, both numerically and
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morally, during the period, and thus unable to properly
influence the positive attitude of the rural population to
the Soviet power. Thus, in the party documents at the
time it was constantly stated that their influence on the
villagers was negligible — the peasants regarded them as
“aliens” [15, 101]. At the beginning of 1928, there were
37,800 communists in 2,609 rural party cells. Over the
next two years, their number has not increased much:
rural party cells by 12 %, which amounted to 2,910, and
Communists by 6 % — 40,000 [3, 213-214].

Their main task was to promote the idea of collective
management and organizational work to involve peasants
in kolkhozes. However, some of the rural party members,
who sincerely accepted the slogan that the main purpose
of the Soviet government was to serve the interests of
the working people, did not want to become a blind
instrument of a policy of forced collectivization that
carried no good to the peasant. In response to such
sentiment, in July 1929, the Central Committee of the
CPSU (b) launched a broad campaign of checking and
purges of rural party cells in Ukraine [14, 1].

It should be noted that the peasants showed great
interest in the party purges, as indicated by some
materials of the official documents of that time: “The
meetings dedicated to cleaning are held in the presence
of the peasants. Starting at 6 pm until late at night, no
one go away... 270,096 people at the 107 districts
attended the purges meetings” [13, 119]. Such a high level
of socio-political activity of the rural community was
caused, first of all, by problems in the economic sphere.
At open-entering meetings, the peasants tried to support
those party members who held firm views on resolving
acute economic challenges and sought to counteract
the most aggressive leaders of anti-peasant ideas.

The purge was tough. In a number of cases, the
entire composition of the party cells was completely
updated. For example, of the 33 communists tested in
the Chervono-Povstansk district of Odessa okrug,
26 were eliminated, ie 79 % of party members. In the
Dnepropetrovsk okrug, the control commission of the
District Party Committee completely dissolved 10 cells.
Regarding the formal reasons for deprivation of the party
card, they stated the following: separation from the party
(26 % of charges), “alien element” (17 %), drunkenness
(17 %), squandering (13 %), former military service of
the White Guards, Hetmanists, participation in “the
gang”, desertion from the Red Army (10 %), connection
with the kulak element (6 %), economic overgrowth (6 %),
observance of religious rites (4 %) [13, 122].

Despite several years of struggle against the party
opponent in the countryside, this challenge had not been
finally resolved by the end of the first five-year plan. For
example, in the reporting information of the Chernihiv
Regional Committee of the CP(b)U, it was pointed out
that 255 facts of counteraction of local grain-harvesting
personnel (rejection of plans and evasion of work, refusal
to hand over grain, “right tendency conversations”) were
revealed in 27 districts of the region. For such anti-Soviet
actions, 16 responsible district workers, 18 authorized
persons of district committees of the CP(b)U, 22 chairmen
and members of village councils, 12 cell secretaries,
34 chairmen and board members of kolkhozes and
27 representatives of a rural asset lost their posts [9, 274—
275].

Moreover, since 1933, the methods of combating
opportunism in the Communist Party were no longer
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limited to dismissal or expulsion, since the “purge” began
to fall within the legal qualification of a criminal offense.
Taking the same Chernihiv Oblast as an example,
according to the statistics of its oblast party organization,
5 responsible district workers, 7 authorized persons of
district committees of the CP(b)U, 15 heads and members
of village councils, 11 cell secretaries, 31 chairmen and
board members of kolkhozes, as well as 17 representatives
of rural assets were arrested and sentenced [9, 278].

This “action” was purely terrorist in nature, so it
was intended to intimidate the rural party members and
leave in the party cells only those who were able to blindly
pursue the course of total collectivization of agriculture.
The visual demonstration of terror and the continued
fear of being repressed shaped the irresponsible
executors of the plans to forcefully “force” the peasants
into the kolkhozes, to seize food and to passively
inactivity during the Holodomor of 1932-1933.

In the same year, in exchange for “purified
communists”, 15,928 people were sent to rural areas from
the industrial regions of Ukraine, who held the lion’s
share of leading positions in power institutions of the
grassroots [6, 191].

However, since November 1933 (the combined
plenum of the Central Committee and the Central
Committee of the CP(b)U), the high party-Soviet
leadership has shifted from “right opportunism” to
“nationalist tendency” in the ranks of the Communist
Party. According to this, a new round of “purges” has
started, since, according to the republican state-party
leadership, this challenge was “the main danger” for the
Communist-Soviet system of state power in Ukraine [8,
130].

The conclusions. Thus, the process of asserting
Soviet power in the Ukrainian countrysidee was
accompanied not only by the administrative
strengthening of the authorities, party cells, and other
Soviet structures, which could help to strengthen control
over the peasants and daily bring to their minds the
postulates of the communist doctrine, but also the open
terror — perverted purges in their ranks to ensure the
complete subjugation of grassroots executive structures
and the smooth execution of any orders from above.

Today, the study of peasant issues, as a whole, and
especially its constituents, such as the activities of local
government and self-government, is insufficient, and
therefore needs further research.

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THE PEOPLE—S COMMUNITY IN GOVERNMENT
PROJECTS OF THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE OF THE
BEGINNING OF THE XX CENTURY

The purpose of the article is to find out the positions
as to the role and importance of the peasant community
in government projects of the Russian Empire in the
early XX-ieth century.

The methodology of the research is based on the
principles of historical knowledge, such as science,
historicism, objectivity, systematic analysis, etc., aswell
athe use of general scientific, special historical and
special source methods. The scientific novelty is that
for the first time in the Ukrainian historiography, on
the basis of the analysis of archival documents and
legislative acts, the essence of the position regarding
the role and importance of the peasant community in
the governmental projects of the Russian Empire of the
early XX-ieth is revealed.

The author considers that the peasant community,
which covered the vast majority of both peasant farms
and peasant land, had a great influence on the
development of the peasant economy of the Russian
Empire in the post-reform period. In the Russian society
there were both consistent supporters of the land peasant
community and those who argued the benefits of
privately owned land ownership over the community.
The issue of the role of the community has become
increasingly interested in representatives of the Russian
public, has been the focus of much discussion, and has
also been the focus of government circles.

Conclusions. The issue raised by government circles
was very urgent as it concerned the principles of
peasant life. From the government projects analyzed in
the article, it was the position of the members of the
“Special Meeting on Agricultural Industry” that met
the requirements of the time. Members of the Special
Meeting gave priority to the development of the
peasants’ personal initiative, the gradual
transformation of communal tenure into an individual,
the establishment of an institute of peasant private land
ownership.

The main conclusion of the peasant community,
made by the members of the Commission on 16 November
1901, also corresponded to the real state of affairs in
agriculture. At the same time, the content of views on
the peasant community of the Editorial Commission of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs did not contradict the
concept of state protectionism against peasants, formed
during the reign of Alexander Ill. The drawback of
these views was that they seriously disagreed with those
socio-economic and socio-political processes that were
gaining momentum in the Russian Empire in the early
twentieth century. Secondary concessions did not
significantly affect the improvement of the material well-
being of the peasants, nor facilitated their integration
into the pan-imperial socio-legal space. Thus, the need
for reorganization of agricultural policy in its own right,
but was recognized by the governmental circles of the
Russian Empire.

THE EFFECT OF SOCIAL TRANSFORMATIONS
IN EARLY XX CENTURY ON THE CHANGE OF
SOCIAL ACTIVITY FORMS OF THE PEASANT

WOMEN IN UKRAINE"

The article describes social activity of Ukrainian female
peasant during the revolution and civil war in the first quarter
of the XX century. Motives and general forms of activity are
discovered, moreover ideological and economic factors that
formed the image of the ““new woman” are outlined. The
social moods that influenced the behavior and emotional state
of female peasants are revealed while mechanisms for resisting
stereotypes and ideological clichas are identified.

Keywords: peasant woman, revolution, social
stereotypes, patriarchal life, “new woman”.

Problem statement. Implementation of gender
approaches in all spheres of society’s life is a requirement
of time, a key to its stability and development. Over the
last two decades, there has been a trend of accelerated
growth in the number of women in paid employment.
Gender inequalities in the labor market have shrinken
and the number of women entrepreneurs is noticeably
increasing. The level of education women receive is
growing worldwide. However, the position of women and
men remains the subject of analysis by sociologists and
economists, since access to paid work and the ability to
receive wages determine a person’s economic status,
and thus his or her personal independence and ability to
self-fulfill. The results of a global survey of countries
around the world in terms of equality of genders

according to the World Economic Forum indicate that in
2019 Ukraine was ranked 59th among 153 countries
surveyed [1]. What factors affect the culture, behavior,
and self-esteem of Ukrainians? What prevents Ukrainian
women from being fully realized in today’s society.

Research analysis. The necessity for scientific study
of the topic is determined by the need for a
comprehensive analysis of the causes that led to the
social activation of the female population of Ukraine.
This period in national and foreign historiography is too
politicized, which creates an incomplete picture of
historical reality. Modern researchers are trying to find
the internal motives of people, social stereotypes for the
purpose of explaining their actions, worldviews. Speaking
about a human in historical processes, one should refer
to works whose authors have studied the history of
everyday life, researchers of women’s history:
Bohachevska M., Shevchenko O., Kasatkina Y., Kis O.,
Orlova T.; social transformations of stated period:
Markova S., Volkova | .; the ideology of the pro-
government party regarding women: Kryvulia O.,
Shevchenko O.; the history of social groups: ZemzyulinaN.,
Sapytska O., Novikova O.; peasant mental history:
Mykhailiuk O. etal. [2-13].

All of them attempted from different angles to show
the everyday life of the woman and peasant woman in
particular, her transformation from being “downtrodden
up to enlightened”. They pointed to the real price of
enlightenment and, most importantly, proved that a
woman once again became a tool for solving more
important ideological problems rather than her own needs.

The purpose of this study is to investigate the forms
and motivation of activization of female population in
the conditions of social transformation (on the example
of female inhabitants of Ukrainian villages during the
revolution period of 1917-1921).

The statement of the basic material. In order to
understand the changes that took place in the Ukrainian
village of the first quarter of the XX century, it is necessary
to identify the main social trends of the time. The
inhabitants of the territory of Ukraine, which was divided
between the two empires, had not only different
ideological influences, lived in different economic
models, but also aspired to different ideological ideals.
In our study, we will try to analyze the changes in the
outlook of the Ukrainian peasant woman of the Dnieper
Ukraine.

The ideologists of bourgeois revolutions,
proclaiming the onset of a new era - the era of human
rights, rejected the inviolability of the monarch’s complete
dominion over subjects, man over woman. Instead, they
declared the freedom and equality of all people before
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the law. This approach, in its depth, involves reviewing
the very totality of power relations. From the relations of
domination - conquest, they must become equal.

In the Russian Empire, the Imperial Manifesto of
October 5, 1906 “On the Abolition of Some Restrictions
on the Rights of Rural Inhabitants and Persons of Other
Former Tax Classes” proclaimed the equalization of
peasants in legal terms with other classes. This
Manifesto, in particular, stated: “The great
transformations of February 19, 1861, by attracting
millions of rural inhabitants to civilian life, initiated the
gradual equalization of peasants in rights with the rest
of the empire.” The manifesto provided peasants (except
for “foreigners”) “equal rights in regard to public service
in accordance with such rights of persons of the nobility,
with the abolition of all special advantages for
substitution, according to the government’s definition
of some posts depending on class origin” [14,347]. The
agrarian reform proposed by Stolypin was crucial for
Russia. The decree of November 9, 1906, initiated the
process of reforming land relations, eliminating the
forcible attachment of peasants to the community and
permanently destroying the enslavement of persons,
which was incompatible with the “concept of freedom of
man and human labor” [15, 104]. In Ukraine, the
agricultural reform of P.A. Stolypin has become
widespread. Thus, if in 40 provinces of the European
part of Russia on January 1, 1916, almost 24% of the
owners left the communities, then in Southern Ukraine -
34.2%, and in Right-Bank Ukraine - 50.7%. [16,212].

There was an intense destruction of the traditional
patriarchal system. A woman who had been attached to
her husband for centuries, his family has received a new
social role. She got a real opportunity to get an education,
to be the rightful owner of the household, to go to work
in the city if necessary, to testify in court. Important
meaning the authorities gave to the Law of June 3, 1912
“On the extension of the rights of inheritance by law
persons of the female sex and the will of the ancestral
estates.” By this state act the property rights of women
from among the disadvantaged classes were substantially
expanded, and in the case of inheritance of property by
law equated to the rights of men. Inheritamce law has
also been changed. Thus, by the law mentioned on June
3, 1912, the rights of women heirs were expanded. The
law, in particular, equated daughters with sons in the
inheritance of movable and immovable property [17, 574].

Unfortunately, women could not take full advantage
of the acquired rights because they not only did not
own property, but were simply illiterate. At the end of the
XIX century 70% of Ukrainian women remained illiterate,
while Polish women - 30%, Czech women - 6.9%. In 1897,
only 4% of women were literate in the eight provinces of
the Dnieper Ukraine, in 1890 86.18% of women were
illiterate in 47 counties of Eastern Galicia, and 92.5% in
Bukovina. [18, 10]

The status of women in society increased
significantly during war. Woman had to do men’s work.
In cases when a man was at work, in military service or
mobilized for war. “In the period from July 1914 to the
end of 1916, 13 million people were mobilized in the
Russian Empire, including more than 10 million from the
village. In the Ukrainian provinces, the army took away
half of the working male population. Thus, in Volyn
province - 49.9% of working-age men, in Chernihiv —
50.6%, in Kyiv-51.8%.” [19, 287].
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In the context of growing small land, expanding
commodity-money relations, adult male peasants were
often forced to leave to work, while women, old people,
and teenagers kept the household and cultivated land.
Such emancipation in the production process was a
forced phenomenon and accompanied by an increase in
the social activism of women peasants. At the time of the
revolution, woman, as an electoral unit, was already a
subject of ideological competitions. If the residents of
the city somehow oriented themselves in these battles -
the peasant woman was interested only in the ways of
elementary survival, which were based on commodity-
money relations. The very private property that so
hindered the Bolsheviks from creating a “new man.” This
was the main confrontation between the Bolsheviks and
the peasant women.

There are changes in the outlook models of peasants,
especially the younger generation. “These changes were
expressed in less rigorous piety, in a lesser inclination to
tradition and power, in greater concern and in less
commitment not only to the earth, but to life itself. With
the advent of schools, the development of the railroad
life of peasants becomes less closed. All this contributed
to the emergence of a new generation of peasants who
did not know serfdom, more educated, more open, more
independent and “fronting”. What was an exception
yesterday was becoming a daily occurrence of the village
life. Under the influence of these phenomena, the attitude
towards women changes, and the stereotypes of
traditional women’s behavior change. The patriarchal life
of the village, which was sanctified by religious,
community and family traditions, was being destroyed.
The traditional patriarchal system, while requiring
subjection and restriction of liberty, gave the woman (as
well as others) a certain status and social protection. In
the context of modernization, women’s social activity
increased. Women to some extent contributed to the
spread of modernization processes in the countryside.
On the other hand, modernization transformations, the
destruction of the traditional system, the fall of the
tradition supported morality led to the deterioration of
the life of the entire peasantry, to changes in the attitude
towards women and in the position of women
themselves” [13, 137].

Circular of the Central Committee of the Communist
Bolshevik Party of Ukraine on December 20, 1920, obliged
all parties to immediately create special departments of
work among women - “women’s departments”, the closest
task of which was to “transfer the center of gravity from
cityto village, concentrating all forces and means of the
party for the organization of district, delegate meetings
of peasants "[20, 73].

The women’s departments, through a mass network
of delegate meetings, had to direct their activities to
eliminate illiteracy among women-peasants, to involve
them in social and community activities, to combat
women’s disempowerment in family, to organize
preschools, hospitals, shops, and household
workshops. The delegates were to set up commissions
on the protection of women’s work and to resolve
maternity and childhood issues. Along with humanitarian
tasks, the Communist Party did not forget to involve
women activists in the fulfillment of party and ideological
tasks. Thus, an important function of the women’s
departments was to combat any cases of religiosity,



moral imperatives of the old order and activity in the
creation of a new socialist life.

The Bolshevik ruling party failed to break public
consciousness in a short time, and the overwhelming
majority of the male population continued to consider
women as asocial, incapable of independent thinking
and activity human being. This is evidenced by archival
materials. So, in the repot note of NC WPI of the USSR
on the results of checking the work on women’s
involvement in social construction, stated: “The
resistance and neglect of female village council chairmen
from the male council members began from the very first
day, which greatly affects the authority of the village
councils. Obukhiv RIC Commission is forced to state
that voters reduce their turnout for a plenary session of
women-led councils by an average of 5.6 people. Females
increase turnout by 2 persons in comparison with men-
lead sessions [21, 37].

The toughest working conditions for women
activists were found in villages, where men did not allow
their wives to attend meetings. For this reason, in the
first years after the revolution, the private congresses of
male peasants and female peasants were held separately.
A clear testimony to the abovementioned may be found
in H. Liacht’s article in “Bezvirnyk”” magazine in which
he describes numerous cases of female abuse due to
their active social position: “She was elected (Ivha
Zemfirova) asa village council chairman mainly by female
votes. After she was elected, men gave her a
boycott...“To what we have lived, - they shouted, - the
woman rules us!” All week long, no man, not even the
members of the village council, except the watchman,
entered the village council ... and still retarded religious
peasants meet Zemfir’s daughter with disdain, saying:
“If you had a decent mother, then she would not work
among the men”. The child often came to her mother and
asked her to quit her job because people were laughing”
[22,48]

The centuries-old tradition of male dependence has
accustomed Ukrainian women, especially peasants, to
social passivity. There was a heavy burden on women,
and on society as a whole, that managing was the
responsibility and privilege of a man. When nominating
awoman to the village council, she was given a kind of
exams for “social maturity”, and the slightest mistake
ended with the conclusion that a woman is not capable
of doing male work. Here is what may be found in archival
documents: “231 people were elected to village councils
overall in 17 counties (Odessa, AAMRD, Kremenchuk,
Sumy, Volhynia, Nizhyn, Proskur, Melitopol, Lubny,
Kamenets, Kyiv, Uman, Chernihiv, Konotop, Mykolayiv,
Poltava and Kamenets-Podilsky). 47 women (20%) were
dismissed during the whole time. It is interesting to note
that 12 female village council heads (25%) were removed
for distorting the class line and with purpose of purge
the communist party” [23, 50].

The motives for dismissing women from the positions
of heads of the village councils: “Odessa notes the
following: 4 heads were removed for distorting the class
line, and 1 according to the resolution of the commission
with purpose of purge the communist party (non-payment
of taxes by wealthy sections of the village who found
protection in the heads of the village councils, insufficient
literacy, which prevented the adoption of directives by
higher authorities). In Volyn - one of the women
nominated to the head of the District Council. The second
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was eliminated due to unpreparedness and illiteracy so
as not to compromise her. In Nikolaev district - dismissed
for inactivity, connection with kurkuls, 1 as daughter of
the big landowner, and 1 for discredit of Soviet
government» [14,19]

Female peasant delegates of the councils dealt with
the economic development of the village or district, the
organization of the household and the upbringing of
children, were members of the nursery committees, which
raised funds for the organization of day nurseries and
kindergartens and their food supply.

Female peasants became more and more involved in
social life, and having a woman in the village council or
any other authority or representation became
fashionable. However, fashion, more precisely the
fulfillment of ideological precepts was one of the reasons
for the election of women. The percentage of women in
the authorities did not correspond to the role played by
the female peasant in the economic life of society.

Bolshevik ideologues offered citizens a new
symbolic reality, the centerpiece of which was given to
the “new person.” The women’s community, like society
as a whole, was on different sides of the political
“barricades”, especially women who lived in villages;
among women and men there were not only those
activists who promoted new values, but also those who
sought to actively defend their religious beliefs, personal
property, family and community. In the 1920s, the
government carried out a series of successful events
aimed at attracting women to public life. Women were
required to combine traditional family responsibilities
with farm work and community services. We can talk
about a triple load on a village woman.

The conclusions. Therefore, a significant role in the
modernization of Soviet society was given to the “new
woman.” The Bolsheviks offered a vision of the women’s
place and role through her perception as a powerful,
untapped reserve of labor. Rural women, who mostly
identified themselves through fulfilling marital, maternal,
and family functions, found it difficult to fit into the
concept of a new gender ideology and were forced to
combine traditional family responsibilities with the hard
work in kolhosps. The official institutions for the
emancipation of women were nurseries, playgrounds,
homes for proletarian mothers, hospitals, maternity
shelters, dairy kitchens and more. The Bolsheviks made
a contradictory attempt to conclude a certain “social
contract with women” by admitting them to republican
and local authorities, equating women and men rights.
Nationalization of peasant society was carried out by
imposing a new communist ideology, which was formed
according to each class, had a strictly normative nature,
contradicted the realities of the daily life of peasants,
and allowed the use of repressive measures.

IMPLEMENTATION OF STOLYPIN AGRARIAN
REFORM IN UMAN REGION REPRESENTED IN
THE NEWSPAPER “KIEVLIANIN”

Introduction. P. Stolypin’s agrarian reform
envisaged the creation of new peasant farms by the
destruction of communal form of land tenure. The
peasants were given the right to leave the community,
to have their own land and build hamlet farms. In Uman
district of Kyiv province the allocation of land for farms
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began in 1907 and it was a quickly process. Baron
Coff’s estates were the first to be divided into farms as
they were purchased by the Peasant Bank. Then the
communal lands of forty state villages were also
distributed for hamlet farms to be built. The process of
land division and farms’ construction were highlighted
in the newspaper “Kievlianin (Kyiv Resident)”

The purpose of the study was to systematize the
publications on land management in Uman district as
it was represented by the provincial newspaper
“Kievlianin®, in order to clarify those days’ evaluation
of this process and to introduce new historical sources
into the scientific circulation.

The results of the newspaper “Kievlianin being
investigated demonstrated that there were more than
10 publications about Stolypin agrarian
transformations on the territory of Uman district. Their
analysis showed that the newspaper objectively
presented the transformation in the system of peasant
land tenure.

The originality of the research results can be seen
in the fact that for the first time the publications of the
newspaper “Kievlianin” became a source for
investigating land management works in Uman region
during Stolypin agrarian reform.

The article presents the conclusions that the
newspaper “Kievlianin® displayed the peculiarities of
Stolypin reform in Uman district, i.e. a swift rate of land
management works. Uman district was shown to be
representative one, but it was not the achievement of
the district authorities and the land commission. The
reason was that the territory of the district had forty
state villages with communal form of land tenure and
the peasants wanted to have them as private property.
Farms began on the land bought by the Peasant Bank.
The liberal newspaper “Kievlianin depicted agrarian
transformations in Uman region with a great deal of
objectivity.

A comprehensive study of the newspaper
“Kievlianin of 1906-1919 is stated to be important as
it is a valuable source for researching the
implementation of Stolypin agrarian reform in Ukraine.

UKRAINIAN PEASANTRY IN SOUTHERN
UKRAINE AS AN OBJECT OF ETHNOLOGICAL
STUDIES (BASED ON YEVHEN
CHYKALENKO’'S MEMORIES)

Introduction. Historians are well aware of the
original work of Yevhenii Chykalenko, the famous
Ukrainian figure of the late nineteenth — the first
quarter of the twentieth century, who saw the world
under the name «Memories». Focusing on the content
and author’s preface, traditionally more attention is
paid to the main storyline —the characteristics of social
and cultural life, but rarely its other «strengths». In
particular the description of life and activity of the South
Ukrainian agricultural population is almost
completely ignored. And this is understandable,
because it is much easier to investigate interesting facts
about the activities of prominent representatives of
Ukrainian intelligentsia than to find out hard, often
incomprehensible pages of peasants® everyday lives.
Taking into account the fact that the ethnology deals
with the problems of studying the people, individual
strata and strata of the population, we propose to trace,
within the subject of this science, the cultural aspects of
South Ukrainian peasantry life in the second half of the
nineteenth and early twentieth century.

Purpose. The purpose of the article is to try to find
out underexplored problems of everyday life and



activity of the South Ukrainian peasantry, as they were
reflected in the memories of Yevhen Chykalenko.

Methods. The methodological peculiarity of
exploration is a set of original categories of
ethnological science, which make it possible to discover
the everyday life of Ukrainian peasantry, to distinguish
and analyze its various aspects — interaction with the
natural and social environment, problems of identity,
self-esteem, interethnic conflicts, modern
transformation, etc.

Results. The author is aware of the relativity of his
results. However, those obtained are quite reasonable
and reliable. Yevhen Chykalenko presented a broad
(albeit local) panorama of the daily life of Ukrainian
peasants in the South of Ukraine — from traditional
method of miznage to selective education and
complicated relations with German colonists. Without
delving into essence of modern times, he described in
detail the original testimony of how rural people
adapted to that world ever new to them.

Originality. The novelty of the study lies in the
noticeable extension of the perspective of scientific
interpretation of ethnographic features of South
Ukrainian peasantry in the late nineteenth — early
decades of the twentieth century, as they were
recollected in Yevhen Chykalenko’s «Memories».

Conclusion. We have a reason to neglect so-called
«laws» of unifying ethnic cultures, to recognize the
peasantry (which we identify as «Ukrainian») as a
unique historical phenomenon that «appeared only
once in one terrain». Its expedient to study this
peasantry in the context of its cultural circle, and
accordingly to interpret its diffusion, that is, the
boundaries and the intensity of its spreading within
the cultural circles of other ethnic groups, including
Germans, Jews and Russians. Memoirs of well-known
public figures and representatives of the peasantry
themselves constitute a still little used set of sources.

P. . LYASHCHENKO - RESEARCHER OF THE
PROCESSES OF EVOLUTION OF AGRARIAN
RELATIONS IN THE RUSSIAN EMPIRE

Introduction. The member of Academy of Sciences
Peter Ivanovich Lyashchenko is quite deservedly
considered one of the founders of the direction on the
border of historical and economic science — the history
of national economy.

Purpose: to research in detail the works of P.
Lyashchenko, published in the early twentieth century,
which were devoted to the issues of evolution of agrarian
relations in the Russian Empire.

Results. P. Lyashchenko’s biography and scientific
heritage have been fairly well-studied, though there
are some inconsistencies here. For example, reference
books still contain false information about the scientist’s
year of birth. His work done in the early twentieth
century on the agrarian issue is described in
historiography poorly. Therefore, in this publication,
it is aimed to analyze his most significant works
regarding the evaluation of the 1861 reform, the issue
of peasant farmland, the activities of the banking system,
the milling industry, and grain foreign trade. Using a
wide range of historical, legal and historical-economic
literature P. 1. Lyashchenko tried to reduce the economic
life of the country to his scheme. The scientist’s
observation of the process of gradual formation of the
internal market is interesting enough. He saw the main
obstacle in the further development of agriculture in
preserving the remnants of serfdom. The scientist noted
that in the post-reform period there was a mass
proletarianization of the peasantry, the spread of low
land. In the reform of 1861, he also saw the positive
changes that contributed to the emergence of small
producers. P. 1. Lyashchenko drew attention to the little-
known measures that preceded the 1861 reform. This
topic was further developed in a subsequent
publication. In it he concluded that the reform was an
outright robbery of the peasantry.

Conclusion. It can be seen from the above analysis
that the Soviet researchers used exclusively political
stamps in characterizing the methodological
foundations of P. Lyashchenko scientific heritage, while
the overall assessment of the methodological
background of his works in the pre-Soviet period is
rather contradictory.
