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PARTICIPATION OF PEASANTS OF EASTERN GALICIA AND VOLHYNIA IN YOUTH SPORTS
AND EDUCATIONAL ASSOCIATIONS IN THE 20-30s OF THE 20th CENTURY ACCORDING TO
THE MATERIALS OF THE NEWSPAPER «DILO»

Abstract. The purpose of our research is to clarify the peculiarities of the participation of the Ukrainian
peasantry in youth sports and educational associations in Eastern Galicia and Volhynia in the 20-30s of the 20th
century according to the materials of the newspaper «Dilo».

The scientific novelty of the publication is in the holistic analysis of the publications of the newspaper of that
time «Dilo» about the participation of the Ukrainian peasantry in youth sports and educational associations.

Conclusions. Preservation of national identity was the main task for the Ukrainians in the difficult conditions
of life in the Second Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth in the interwar period of the 20th century. The formation
and activity of Ukrainian sports and educational associations in Eastern Galicia and VVolhynia became an objective
indicator of the formation of nationally conscious Ukrainian youth. Sports, fire, and scout associations united
hundreds of thousands of young Ukrainians around sports, physical education, and national education. The
importance of the publication is determined by the fact that in the national historiography for a long time insufficient
attention was paid to the issue of the participation of Ukrainian youth in sports and educational associations in
Eastern Galicia and Volhynia in the 20-30s of the 20th century.

The important role of sports, fire, and scout associations in the physical and national education of Ukrainian
youth has been determined. A certain number of that time publications of the newspaper «Dilox» on the topic of the
study were used. The knowledge about the participation of Ukrainian football teams in the Polish championship
has been improved. The study of certain aspects of the activities of sports, fire and scout associations such as
«Lug», «Sokil» and «Plast» received further development. It is noted that sports, youth sports and educational
associations have become an important element of physical hardening and preservation of the national identity of
the Ukrainians of Eastern Galicia and Volhynia as a part of the Second Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth.

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EVERYDAYNESS OF THE UKRAINIAN VILLAGE IN THE CONDITIONS OF THE NAZI OCCUPATION
REGIME OF 1941-1943 (ON THE MATERIALS OF THE LEFT BANK OF CHERKASH)

Abstract. Purpose. The purpose of this investigation is to find out the main features of everyday life in the
Ukrainian countryside under the Nazi occupation regime and to substantiate the provisions of its terrorist and
misanthropic nature on the basis of archival and published sources, oral history, in the context of local wartime
events.

Scientific novelty. We can see it in the introduction into scientific circulation of hitherto unknown archival
and narrative sources, the publication of new facts of regional history on this basis, and the presence of original
interpretive constructions.

Conclusion. According to the empirical material, the everyday life of the villages of the Left Bank of Cherkasy
region under the Nazi occupation regime, despite certain peculiarities, generally fit into the all-Ukrainian context
of that extraordinary era. Many villagers fell victim to Nazi terror, were subjected to forced deportations and all
sorts of restrictions. The occupiers considered the village as the primary source of replenishment of the Reich’s
food resources, so they pursued a policy of shameless looting, inhuman exploitation, and deportation. The reform of
agriculture declared by them was not realized due to the prevalence of Ukrainophobic intentions in the occupation
policy. In the field of educational and cultural life, the occupiers consistently pursued a line of deintellectualization
and spiritual zombies of Ukrainians. The facts of local origin presented in the article convincingly consistently
reveal the anti-Ukrainian and inhumane nature of the Nazi occupation regime. The everyday life of the village at
that time was characterized by the emergence of the problems of survival of the peasants under the occupation
pressure.

Given the epistemological prospects of the topic discussed in this article, it needs further study and
diversification based on the involvement of new facts of regional history.

Problem statement. Among the leading
problems of domestic historiography, the history
of the German-Soviet war occupies a prominent
place. After all, the matrix of historical research is
also projected onto modern society, and historical
phenomena have the ability to stimulate social
processes from a distance of many decades. The
study of military issues seems especially motivated
in view of Ukraine’s current state of war, which
was unleashed against it by the Russian Federation.
Turning to the analysis of the events of 80 years
ago allows us to establish certain analogies of
the events, to single out their specifics, and, most
importantly, to take into account the lessons of
the past as much as possible. From the mentioned
issues, the topic of the situation of Ukrainian society
under the conditions of the Nazi occupation regime
stands out in relief due to its human dimension. In
this connection, a micro-level slice of the history
of the under-occupation Ukrainian village on the
example of events in regional history is considered
appropriate.

Resaerch analysis. The problem outlined by us
has become the subject of consideration by modern

Ukrainian researchers. At the comprehensive level,
O. Perehrest thoroughly researched the general
trends of the situation of the Ukrainian village
during the war, whose works were carried out
on a vast source massif and contain convincing
conceptual generalizations!, 2, 3. The regional
section of this problem is carried out in the works
of local historians M. Ponomarenko®, M. Prylipko?®,
the authors of this publication®, 7, as well as in the
fundamental local history book «Cherkashchyna.
The history of the region and its population»8,
However, the study of the problem in local history
works is fragmentary and incomplete, which makes
it necessary to deepen and expand heuristic efforts.

In view of the above, the purpose of this
investigation is to find out the main features of the
everyday Ukrainian village under the conditions
of the Nazi occupation regime and to substantiate
the position about its terrorist and misanthropic
nature, based on archival and publicized sources,
«oral history» assets, in the context of local wartime
events. The territorial continuum of the proposed
study is determined by the borders of the modern
Left-bank Cherkasy region (Zolotonisky district),

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chronologically by the period of the Nazi occupation
of the region (September 1941 — September 1943).

The statement of the basic material. After
the retreat of units of the 26th Army of the South-
Western Front from the Cherkasy Left-bank, on
September 19-21, 1941, Hitler’s troops entered the
then regional centers of Zolotonosha, Helmyaziv,
Drabiv, Chornobay, Irkliiv, and Kovalivka. The
region was occupied by units of the 257-th division
of the Wehrmacht, while in some villages the Nazis
were met with bread and salt by groups of local
residents, mostly from among those dissatisfied
with the Soviet government. Since then, the period
of Nazi occupation began in the Zolotonosha lands,
which lasted two years and a few days in total.
Already in the coming days, the occupiers drove
the inhabitants of the villages to the central squares
and German officers appeared before them (through
an interpreter). It was ordered, under the threat of
execution, to immediately surrender all selected
weapons and military ammunition, not to provide
any shelter to the surrounding Red Army men,
Jews, or communists. Columns of Soviet prisoners
of war who were encircled near Cherkasy and
captured were driven through the villages. Dozens
of them after filtering (commanders, commissars,
Jews, seriously wounded) were shot in front of the
villagers®.

Immediately after their arrival, the occupiers
began to establish management of the occupied
territories. A German military-civilian and
Ukrainian auxiliary administration was created
in Zolotonyshchyna. The structure of the local
occupation administrative vertical was as follows:
the district headed by the Gebit Commissioner
(Zolotonisky Gebit, which was part of the Kyiv
General District) — the district under the authority
of the head of the district administration (as before
the war — Zolotonisky, Helmyazovsky, Irkliivsky,
Chornobayivsky) village starostats. The
Kovalivskyi and Drabivsky districts were included
in the Pyryatinsky debitage'®. The functions of the
village administrations (starostas) included the
implementation of resolutions, orders, and orders of
the occupation authorities regarding the collection
of monetary and in-kind taxes on products and
clothing, organizing the work of public yards,
mobilizing villagers to perform labor duties, as well
as facilitating the sending of young people to the
Nazi Reich™.

Elders were usually appointed willing peasants
from the categories repressed by the Soviet
authorities, who showed firm determination to

faithfully serve the Reich. However, the occupying
power assumed certain miscalculations in the
staffing of this management structure. Yes, in the
village Ya. Velichka was initially appointed as the
village headman of Den’hy, but as soon as the
occupiers found out about his past (at one time
he was a collective farm activist, a member of
the Communist Party), he was immediately shot.
Instead, P. Globa, who, from the point of view of the
German authorities, had an «impeccable application
form» (as deposed) became the new head of the
three-person'?. As for the auxiliary police, the
sources of its formation were quite diverse. Of
course, its ranks were primarily those who suffered
from Soviet power, and in this case the motives of
revenge prevailed. Among the volunteers, there
were also those who considered this formation as a
law enforcement body (the insight came later). Some
young people considered joining the police as a way
to avoid being sent to Germany. Cases of violent
mobilization of local residents to police ranks were
not unique. It is known from the memories of old
residents that a resident of the village was brutally
beaten for refusing to serve in the police. s. Den’hy
D. Sushchenko (teacher), as a result of which he
became disabled and later died.

The police unit of terrible fame, if not the
most brutal in the region, came to be in the village.
s. Den'hy, the personnel of which fluctuated in
different years between 10 and 15 people. Its
leader was V. Nosenko, who came from a family of
repressed people, was filled with a thirst for revenge
and deserted from the ranks of the Red Army at the
beginning of the war. In total, 27 villagers passed
through the police service in this village (they were
in its ranks from two months to two years)*3.

Despite certain illusions and hope that the
«new order» would bring a better life, the peasants
quickly had the opportunity to see the terrorist
nature of the occupation regime. The very first
commandment of the invaders was the general
destruction of bearers of communist, later nationalist
ideology, Soviet activists, Jews, as well as those
suspected of supporting the Resistance movement.
The cases when such people were handed over to
the occupation authorities by their fellow villagers
became quite widespread. In order to encourage
such «humane» acts, a considerable reward was
provided from the occupiers: 10,000 krb.4.

People from the villages were driven to
Zolotonosha and shot on the territory of the beet
post or military town. O. Frolova, an eyewitness of
those events, recalled: «...They (prisoners - author)

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were taken out in batches of 120 people, placed near
the funnels ... and shot. When the funnels became
overflowing with corpses, then the Germans began
to throw the shot into the well, which was in the yard
of the beet depot»®>. In November 1941, an action
was held to identify the Jewish population on the
territory of the region. All these unfortunate people
were driven to the tracts of Yarka and Strunkivka,
where they were shot). In total, more than 3,500
Jews, including the elderly, women and children,
became the victims of «Zolotonsky Babinyn Yar»
(6, 32-33).

Already at the end of 1941, the occupiers
destroyed 81 inhabitants of Helmyazov, 32 of
Bubnivska Slobidka, 28 of Bohdans, 20 each of
Pleshkans and Podstavaks, and 18 of Kalenyk?¢, The
occupiers carried out new terrorist actions in the
following year. For example, residents of s. Den’hy
1942 brought three big waves of bloody massacres.
Just in time for Christmas, the occupiers, together
with the local police, staged a roundup during
which 36 local residents were arrested, suspected of
being disloyal to the regime or having links with the
partisans. They were sent to Zolotonosha, where V.
Nosenko «sorted» these condemned: who would go
to the barbed wire — therefore, to death, and who
would go to the cell: there was a glimmer of hope
for life. Only five were lucky, the remaining 31
were shot in the prison yard after being tortured, and
mostly this was done by the s. Den’hy executioner
V. Nosenko together with his policemen.

After the «bloody Christmas» in Den'hy, a
new doomsday came, this time on Vasyl (the old
New Year of 1942). On the initiative of the same
V. Nosenko, another punitive action was carried out
under the formal pretext of identifying and killing
partisans. Hungarian punitive squad arrived in the
village, and on that terrible day, 9 people from
Dengiv were shot dead right on the streets of the
village. The days of July 25 and 26, 1942, when the
punishers and the local police caught 43 villagers
in Den’hy and sent them to Zolotonosha, were
engraved in the memory of the local residents. After
another «sorting», in which the village headman
P. Globa took part together with V. Nosenko, 36
people were shot. Among these innocent victims
was the local teacher R. Yoffe and her young son?’.

From July 25 to 31, 1942, the occupiers
conducted a kind of «cleansing», during which the

remnants of the party-Soviet active in all districts
of Cherkasy’s Left Bank were arrested and shot.
7 national patriots who promoted the idea of an
independent Ukraine were also shot®. In March
1943, the so-called «The Bakaiv Tragedy». From
the village 63 nursing home wards were taken from
Bakaivka to Zolotonoshi, and all these infirm people
were destroyed®®.

Sometimes the executioners resorted to
barbaric methods of killing local residents. Thus,
the punishers drowned several dozen activists of
Drabiv in reservoirs near the villages of Svichkivka
and Mykhailivka®. In Zolotonosha, the occupiers
harassed the prisoners with shepherd dogs, which
dismembered people’s bodies. The arrested were
also driven through rows of stakes pointed at the
top, as a result of which many died in terrible
agony?%. A 90-year-old resident of the village of K.
Demchenko’s Den’hy was burned alive in his house
together with his disabled son Mykhailo. And her
fellow villager, 80-year-old M. Prokopenko, was
doused with gasoline by the police and burned in
a pit?2. The above facts convincingly testify to the
terrorist and misanthropic essence of the Nazi «new
order». There is no statute of limitations on these
heinous crimes against humanity.

The occupiers, relying on collaborationists,
took a number of measures to improve economic
life. In this regard, the village was of interest to
them primarily as a source of replenishment of the
food resources of the Reich. Issues of agriculture
were dealt with in the districts of Hebitsladswirt,
and in the districts of Kraislandwirt, in addition
to the occupation, the Ukrainian civil apparatus of
land management and agricultural production also
operated®,

Although the Nazis announced the «final end of
the collective farm system» already in the first days
of the occupation, they were in no hurry to eliminate
it. In the end, they introduced the so-called agrarian
reform in accordance with the announced agrarian
reform. «public yards» were essentially a copy of
the collective farm, and therefore just as convenient
a form of robbery of the peasants. As under the
collective farm system, the agricultural enterprise
was divided into production teams. The former
state farms were transformed into state estates (for
example, in the villages of Vesely Khutor, Velyka
Burimka, Krasenivka, Stary Kovrai, Tarasivka)?,

and MTS (in particular, Helmyazivska, Zolotoniska)
were reorganized into agricultural bases. All these
enterprises were under the control of German
district commandants.

The crop wedge had about the same appearance
as before the war, although it was expanded with
poppy and tobacco crops. The occupation authorities
brought to the agricultural enterprises annual
plans for mandatory supplies of grain, potatoes,
vegetables, meat, milk, and eggs to the Reich and
unconditionally demanded their implementation.

Aftertheactual failure of theautumnagricultural
campaign, the occupation authorities resorted to ex-
traordinary measures to organize sowing inthe spring
of 1942, which was reflected in the special circular of
E. Koch «Regarding the spring sowing campaign of
1942» (February 18, 1942).

Payment for labor in the estates was made in the
form of the same working days, which were slightly
more filling than in the collective farms (1.5-2 kg
of bread per working day). The chairman’s monthly
remuneration was 80 working days, the foreman —
40, and the rank-and-file — depending on labor par-
ticipation and output.

Although all restrictions were removed from
the development of personal subsidiary farms and
they received a private status, in fact they also
became primarily a source of replenishment of the
food resources of the Reich. Peasants suffered from
an overwhelming burden of all kinds of taxes: in
the Reichskommissariat «Ukraine» they paid more
than 12 of their types: per capita, household, as well
as for each horse, cow, and even dog and cat. O.
Perehrestom calculated that in 1943. For example,
horse owners were taxed with annual fines in the
amount of 240 krb. for each head. The total amount
of taxes paid by the peasants of Poltava region
reached 3112 kr. from each yard?®.

Taxes in kind were also raised: compulsory
deliveries of agricultural and animal husbandry
products by peasant farms were established. Peasants
were obliged to hand over grain, vegetables, peas,
beans, berries, meat, milk, eggs, fish, fodder, and
all this was strictly controlled by the occupation
authorities. District Administration for Agriculture
forbade the peasants to grind grain until the plan for
filling the grain to the seed and insurance funds was
implemented?®. The order of the commandant of the
city of Zolotonosh from January 15, 1942 became
characteristic in this regard: «Whoever does not
hand over milk to the butter factory will be fined
up to 10,000 rubles, and whoever sells milk will be
shot»?’,

However, despite the harsh punitive measures
of the occupiers, there was a significant failure to
fulfill the plan for the supply of agricultural products.
Thus, at the end of 1942, the commandant of the
Drabiv district, K. Becker, stated in his report that
the plan for the donation of eggs by local authorities
and the population was only one-third fulfilled?.

Slaughter of livestock in private farms was
carried out only with the permission of the headman
and in specially designated places for this purpose.
Atthe same time, it was allowed to keep only 25% of
the products from the completed mandatory supply
plan for personal needs. It was strictly forbidden to
slaughter breeding animals, beef and dairy cows,
farrowing sows, and working oxen. In the case of
«illegal» slaughter, the meat was confiscated, and
the guilty were subject to punishment®,

Manipulating the public consciousness of the
peasants, the occupation authorities announced
the solemn transfer of land to them for homestead
farming, and as a result demonstrative gatherings
were held in large villages. Such an event with
the participation of Denhi people took place on
the day of the Resurrection of Christ in the village
of Bogushkova Slobidka (the old name was
returned during the occupation of the village of
Chapaevka) at the stadium crowned with a large
portrait of A. Hitler. The course of this odious
action was pompously covered on the pages of the
collaborationist newspaper «Zolotonisky Visti».
Heideman, Gebitslandwirt Commissioner and
Gebitslandwirt Bichner, who were present here,
made propaganda speeches, and then a solemn
handing over of documents for ownership of 678
hectares of land to 929 peasant households took
place.

The occupation authorities organized the
distribution of warm winter clothes for the German
soldiers by the population. At the same time, both
monetary payment for each surrendered unit and
bonuses were provided. Thus, the reward for a
voluntarily surrendered jacket was 50-400 krb, and
the premium was 2 liters of vodka and a kilogram of
terry cloth, for felted felt 50-120 krb, 1 liter of vodka
and 2 kg of terry cloth, for cotton pants 50-120 krb,
per kg vodka and shags. Whoever surrendered a
cargo sled in a harness received up to 1,500 krb in
payment and 3 liters of vodka and a kg of shag as a
premium,

During the occupation, there were shops in the
villages, but their range of goods was extremely poor:
only rye bread, soap (with significant interruptions),
and also shovels, pitchforks, and knives were sold.

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The peasants suffered from a shortage, or even a
lack of salt, sugar, matches, kerosene, clothes, and
shoes. At that time, direct trade or barter prevailed3!.

As for monetary settlements, they were
initially carried out in Reichsmarks. In the spring
of 1942, the Central Issuing Bank of Ukraine began
operating in Rivne, which issued its own banknotes
— «Ukrainian» roubles, which also appeared on
the Left Bank of Cherkasy — from June 1. These
occupation banknotes in the denominations of 1, 5,
10, 20, 50, 100, 500 krb were in circulation only on
the territory of the Reich Commissariat «Ukraine»,
and their purchasing power was not high®2,

In the fall of 1941, the construction of the
Grishino-Rivnenskaya railway was resumed in
the territory of the region, while, along with the
involvement of local residents, the labor of Soviet
prisoners of war from the «Kiev cauldron» who
were brought to Zolotonishchyna in large batches
was widely used. To install the track, tarred beech
and pine sleepers and 9-meter rails brought from
the dismantled railways of Belgium occupied by the
Nazis were used. The rails were laid according to
Soviet standards: 1,524 mm wide, which somewhat
did not coincide with European standards (the track
width was narrower there).

The works were supervised by civilian German
railway engineers. In the village The s. Den’hy was
used to equip a turnout and a half-station with a
paneled wooden warehouse. A small station was
built between the villages of Khvyliv and Sorochyn.
Already in the fall of 1942, the monorail began to
operate; from time to time, a German train called
«cuckoo» ran from Welikiy Kanivtsi to Kanev.
They mainly transported building materials, grain,
soil (chernozem) for further shipment to the Reich.
However, this more than episodic use of the railway
in our region, as well as its further construction,
stopped after some time®,

During the period of sub-occupation, such
a concept as «ostarbeiter» — «eastern worker»
appeared. This was the name given to those former
Soviet citizens who worked in Germany at industrial
or agricultural facilities, in private German farms.
Initially, leaving for the Reich was a voluntary
matter and a limited group of rural youth used this
right. However, as the problem of labor resources in
the Reich worsened, the occupiers resorted to violent
mobilization methods. It should be noted that the

occupiers usually did not take married people to the
German «paradise» and this became the reason for
a real wedding «boom» in the villages®.

According to incomplete data, more than 5,550
young men and women were taken abroad from
Zolotonsky district®, 1,527 from Irkliivsky, and
5,448 from Chornobayivsky®. In particular, from
Helmyazov — 270, Bubnivska Slobidka — 250,
Den’hiv — 240, Kovray — 200, Kalenyky — 133,
Hladkivshchyna — 115, Bohdaniv — 77%.

In the Reich, slaves were subjected to grueling
work, inhuman conditions, hunger and disease. This
is what the «star worker» from the village wrote to
her aunt. s. Den’hy M. Pugach: «I work in a mine...
My work is very difficult and very dirty, and the
food is as follows: bread in the morning, liquid
soup for lunch, soup in the evening. I’m already so
depressed that 1 don’t even want to breathe... They
didn’t try anything, except for that disgusting soup
with husks». And her fellow villager, P. Pugach,
complained in a letter to her father Anton: «I go to
bed with tears... But only our will, which is at work,
is like birds in a cage»®.

Many natives met their death in captivity.
For example, according to p. 15 people lost such
irretrievable s. Den’hy. For example, N. Mynenko’s
life ended due to poisoning at a chemical plant, O.
Fesenko’s death was due to a serious illness, and O.
Petrov, V. Ignatenko, P. Pugach and M. Khymenko
were killed for opposing the Germans or for their
connection with the Resistance movement. Another
9 ostarbaiters from Dengi died during bombings by
Soviet and allied aircraft or went missing®.

The educational and cultural policy of the
occupiers was characterized by a cynical attitude
towards the spiritual destruction of Ukrainianness.
A. Hitler repeatedly emphasized: «... General
education is a putrid poison... The vast masses
of slaves will be given the benefit of remaining
illiterate»*, Such approaches were most consistently
implemented in the Reich Commissariat «UKkraine».
On January 12, E. Koch’s directive came into force,
which allowed classes to begin in February 1942
only in elementary («folk») schools, which were
supposed to cover children under the age of 11.
And in all subsequent directive documents, it was
emphasized the need to limit education only to the
primary level and to give students an extremely
primitive minimum of knowledge*.
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«Folkschools» opened inthe regioninthe spring
of 1942 worked irregularly and often stopped their
work for various reasons. Collaborative newspapers
were full of «justifications» for such actions, for
example: «the Reichskommissar closed schools ...
for reasons of public health or because of the lack
of «educational material suitable for the education
of young people». There were also «clarifications»
that demonstrated the hypocrisy of the occupiers,
such as: «school work is a less important task than
establishing a new order»“2,

Schools were usually located in adapted
premises or private residences. and their programs
were limited to reading, writing, numeracy, physical
education, and manual labor. Minor residents of
the region from under one ideological totalitarian
press — the Bolshevik one — fell under another, in
many respects related to the first one — the Nazi one.
The education system in schools was completely
consistent with the Nazi doctrine of forming
in Ukrainians a sense of slavish obedience and
readiness to cooperate with the German authorities.
«The teacher must instill in students love for the
friendly German people, who, having sprinkled
the Ukrainian land with the blood of their soldiers,
wrested Ukraine from the bloody Jewish-Bolshevik
clutches», — such recommendations flooded the
collaborative periodicals®.

The realization of such educational goals was
facilitated by the appropriate design of school
interiors, which included portraits of A. Hitler and
slogans such as: «Hitler is the liberator of Europe»,
«Whoever helps the Fiahrer helps himself»,
«Work for the benefit of the Reich is an obligation
connection of a Ukrainians» etc.*.

During their hasty retreat in September 1943,
the occupiers used scorched earth tactics and tried
to leave a desert behind. At the same time, they
were guided by the criminal order of the supreme
command of the Wehrmacht «On the methods of
carrying out destruction during the retreat of military
units», which specifically stated the following: «...
All structures and supplies should be completely
destroyed in the abandoned territory... Burn all the
houses without exception; to blow up furnaces in
houses with the help of hand grenades, to make
wells unusable by destroying the lifting device, and
also by throwing dirt into them...; to burn haystacks
with straw and hay, as well as various kinds of
supplies; to blow up agricultural machines and poles
of stationary wire lines; sink ferries and boats...»*.

Terrible were the consequences of carrying out
this criminal order in Zolotonyshchyna as well. So,
the German torchbearers mercilessly burned the
village. 492 houses out of 658 are in Den’hy, 449
out of 994 in Chapaevtsi, 72 out of 87 in Lypivsky,
72 out of 90 in Zalizki, and in the village of All 130
houses of local residents were burned with crosses*.

The peasants were forced to evacuate to the
Right-bank and were driven like cattle across a
pontoon bridge and then through Cherkasy. In the
end, the exiles ended up in the right-bank villages;
here they were settled by 10-12 people in local
houses without any means of livelihood. Only a part
of the residents of the Left-bank managed to avoid
forced expulsion: they hid in the nearby forests and
swamps*’.

The conclusions. As it follows from the
empirical material involved in this study, the
everyday life of the villages of the Left-bank
Cherkasy region under the conditions of the Nazi
occupation regime, despite certain peculiarities,
generally fit into the all-Ukrainian context of that
unique era. Many villagers became victims of
Nazi terror, subjected to forced deportations and
all kinds of restrictions. The occupiers saw the
village as a primary source of replenishing the
food resources of the Reich, therefore they pursued
a policy of shameless robbery and inhumane
exploitation. The agricultural reform declared by
them was not implemented due to the prevalence
of Ukrainian-phobic intentions in the occupation
policy. In the field of educational and cultural life,
the occupiers consistently followed the line of
deintellectualization and spiritual zombification
of Ukrainians. The facts of local origin presented
in the article convincingly reveal the consistently
anti-Ukrainian and anti-human nature of the Nazi
occupation regime. The everyday life of the village
at that time was characterized by coming to the fore,
first of all, the problems of survival of the villagers
under the occupation press.

The research segments touched upon in
this exploration are far from exhausting the
entire diversity of rural everyday life during the
occupation period, and therefore, in view of the
epistemological perspective, they require further
study and diversification precisely on the basis of
the involvement of facts of regional history.

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Abstract. Purpose. The author of the article aims to outline the directions and forms of agricultural cooperation
functioning in the NEP years to increase the level of peasant agriculture, assess the various cooperative agricultural measures
for gaining the marketability and profitability of farms.

Scientific novelty. On the basis of the involved sources and the application of current methodological approaches, the
directions and forms of work of agricultural cooperation in the years of the NEP to increase the level of peasant agriculture
have been highlighted, an attempt has been made to evaluate various cooperative agricultural measures to increase the
marketability and profitability of peasant households. It is proved that cooperative agricultural work was an important factor
influencing the growth of peasants’ interest in obtaining agricultural knowledge.

Conclusion. It is noted that during the NEP years agricultural cooperation as a form of mutually beneficial collaboration
of peasant farms became the centre of economic life of the Ukrainian countryside, contributed to its revival and met economic
interests of multimillion agricultural producers. In this area the cooperative network took a number of decisive and progressive
steps related to the organizational, financial and economic-productional components of the agricultural revival process and
its further development.

It is emphasized that the agricultural cooperation developed an effective mechanism for an active introduction of
agronomic culture in peasant life, which was gradually taking large-scale, rationally organized forms and directions. The
cooperation launched mass work not only among the cooperative peasantry, but also actively involved non-cooperative
farmers in the improvement of the agronomic culture, thus involving them in cooperative ranks and caring for the expansion of
agricultural knowledge among the population.

It has been proved that cooperative agricultural work was an important factor influencing the growth of peasants’ interests
in obtaining agricultural knowledge.

Agricultural cooperative measures concerning the improvement of agronomic culture of peasant farms during the NEP
years were characterized by a wide range of organizational and substantive diversity. In general, the constructive agricultural
efforts of cooperation, along with powerful productional and economic processes, were aimed at achieving maximum economic
effect, stimulated the marketability and profitability of peasant farms.

Problem statement. The study of the period
of functioning of the agricultural cooperative in the
years of the NEP, albeit short in time, but effective
in its essence, which brought constructive results
to agriculture, attracts the attention of researchers
again and again. In particular, an important direc-
tion of cooperative work has become the improve-
ment of the agronomic culture of the Ukrainian
peasantry as a necessary component of increasing
the profitability of peasant households and the eco-
nomic well-being of their owners.

Resaerch analysis. Investigations of the di-
rect participants of cooperative life during the NEP
years, in particular agricultural scientists, leading
figures of agricultural cooperatives, in the columns
of the leading national journals of that time are in
the focus of research interest. The scientific-prac-
tical studies of A. Didusenko! and O. Shchadylov?
focused on issues of agronomic assistance to the
peasantry are also worthy of attention. The modern
scientific historical space is enriched by a number
of thorough fundamental studies, among which the
monographs of A. Morozov® and V. Marochko* are
devoted to the disclosure of a significant range of
issues of domestic cooperative life in the outlined
period. O. Dulgerova® and Yu. Trenkin® touched
upon important aspects of agricultural work in
their studies. Despite the depth of the analysis
of the processes that took place in the Ukrainian
countryside in the 20s of the 20th century, the work
of the agricultural cooperative was so multifaceted

that certain subjects of its activity remain under-
studied and require additional study.

The purpose of the article: to highlight the
directions and forms of work of agricultural coop-
eration in the years of the NEP to increase the level
of peasant agro-culture, to give an assessment of
various cooperative agricultural measures to in-
crease the marketability and profitability of peas-
ant households.

The statement of the basic material. In the
NEP years, agricultural cooperation as a form of
mutually beneficial cooperation of peasant house-
holds became the centre of the economic life of
the Ukrainian countryside, contributed to its revi-
talization and primarily to the satisfaction of the
economic interests of multimillion producers of
agricultural products. In this area, the cooperative
network took a number of decisive and progres-
sive steps related to the organizational, financial,
and economic and production components of the
process of restoring agriculture and its further de-
velopment.

In addition, the specialists of the coopera-
tion perfectly understood that both the intensifi-
cation of agricultural production in general and
the growth of the economic well-being of peasant
housholds in particular will not be effective with-
out solving such a pressing issue as improving the
agronomic culture of peasant households. There-
fore, the process of establishing cooperation with
peasant households in the agro-cultural field has
been widely developed.

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Cooperative specialists had to determine the
appropriate ways of implementing agro-cultural
innovations not only from an organizational, eco-
nomic and financial perspective, but also to clearly
understand some mental obstacles. It is primarily
about the fact that the majority of the Ukrainian
peasantry at the beginning of the 20th century re-
mained conservative, wary, and even fearful of any
innovations. However, as the experts of the agri-
cultural cooperation reasonably argued, «agronom-
ic darkness» did not allow the Ukrainian peasant to
fully utilize all available treasures of nature. In the
work «<How Agronomy Helps Peasants», O. Shcha-
dylov argued this quite convincingly and notes that
conservative peasants «because of their darkness
do not believe the word of reason». The researcher
stated that as a result of such «darkness» the vast
majority of peasant households did not have even
a third of the profit that they could have with the
constant use of agro-innovations’. The same opin-
ions are expressed by modern researchers, point-
ing out that the introduction of progressive meth-
ods of farming, improvement of agronomic culture
encountered certain obstacles, which were based
not only on financial difficulties, but also on the
behaviour of the peasantry, which, unfortunately,
perceived new trends not always with enthusiasms®.

The researchers noted that mistrust was the
dominant factor in the peasant mentality: «But our
peasants have such luck — until they see it with their
own eyes and feel it with their own hands - they
will not believe it»°. Specialists of the cooperative
system understood that not only the professional-
ism and education of agricultural specialists, their
ability to apply agronomic knowledge in practice
is a necessary prerequisite for the perception of
innovations by the average peasantry, but also the
ability to convey his knowledge «in a living word,
understandable to every peasant, and to show in
practice that his word is true in order to reassure
the peasant»?°

In order to solve such a rather difficult task,
the agricultural cooperative developed an effec-
tive mechanism for the active introduction of ag-
ronomic culture into peasant life, which gradually
gained large-scale, rationally organized forms and
directions. The cooperative launched mass work
not only among the cooperative peasantry, but also
actively involved non-cooperative owners in im-

proving agronomic culture, thus involving them
both in the cooperative ranks and taking care of
the expansion of agricultural knowledge among the
population.

Since March 1922, the All-Ukrainian Union of
Agricultural Cooperatives «Silsky Hospodar» be-
came the centre that united Ukrainian agricultural
cooperative life, which already in the 1922/1923
economic year clearly understood and defined
the key aspects of cooperative work, actively par-
ticipating in the sowing campaign and in general
in work on the reconstruction of the agricultural
economy of Ukraine. In terms of both economic
and production and agro-cultural work, the supply
of agriculture with urgently needed agricultural
tools of various types was actively carried out, ef-
fective work was carried out on the sale of agri-
cultural products, the organization of agricultural
institutions (connecting points, nurseries, etc.) at
agricultural societies was effective, the organiza-
tion of seed production was carried out in coopera-
tive farms?.

Agricultural propaganda was carried out most
intensively in 1922/1923. In some provinces, in
terms of the number of lectures and the coverage
of the population, it reached pre-revolutionary in-
dicators. So, for example, up to 100,000 attendees
attended courses and lectures in the Poltava prov-
incet.

The work on agricultural propaganda was
coordinated by the NKVD of the Ukrainian SSR,
which sent out circulars on recommendations for
agricultural work. Already during 1923/1924, more
than 1,000,000 peasants attended courses, lectures,
agricultural exhibitions, agronomic conferences,
etcte.

Gradually, the agro-cultural work of the ag-
ricultural cooperative was increasingly character-
ized by the expediency of forms and directions,
organization and scale. At the central board of the
All-Ukrainian Union of Agricultural Cooperation,
a cultural and educational sub-department began its
work, which coordinated the agro-cultural work of
agricultural cooperation both at the All-Ukrainian
level and locally, summarizing and recommending
its effective forms. In district agricultural unions, a
special position of instructor-cultivator was added
to the staff list**. An indispensable condition for the
entire work of the agricultural cooperative was the

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introduction of a whole system of agro-production
and agro-cultural measures into agriculture, which
were mainly aimed at increasing the productivity
of certain branches of agriculture and the quality
of agricultural products®®.

Agricultural exhibitions and competitions, the
organization of demonstration farms, demonstra-
tion fields, plots, etc., became bright and quite ef-
fective forms of agricultural work of agricultural
cooperation specialists. Agricultural excursions,
professional and thematic lectures, multi-discipli-
nary professional development courses, organiza-
tion of agricultural offices, winter peasant agricul-
tural schools and agricultural circles, cooperative
literacy schools, cooperative corners, reading
houses, book collections, distribution of coopera-
tive literature, etc., were very effective?®.

Coordinators of agro-cultural work pointed
out that it is better to carry out agro-cultural meas-
ures of a demonstration nature under favourable
conditions directly in peasant households, as well
as at agricultural societies, since the demonstration
plots should demonstrate the visibility of the im-
pact of this or that agro-cultural measure. It was
recommended that, for the most complete coverage
and further popularization, the conclusions regard-
ing the work of demonstration territories should be
announced not only through local, but also through
all-Ukrainian journals, at agronomic congresses,
cooperative and village meetings.

It was also pointed out that it is quite effective
to combine demonstration work with agricultural
exhibitions and excursions, as the latter provide
additional opportunities to acquaint the peasantry
with the reorganization of the economy at demon-
stration sites, experimental stations, and advanced
peasant households. The statement regarding the
fact that in order to encourage peasant planters
to increase the efficiency of their own farming, it
is necessary to hold agricultural competitions on
a large scale, the results of which are extremely
important to systematize and spread in the peasant
society?’.

Studying the materials of the press of that
time, in particular «Ukrainian Agronomist», «So-
viet Peasant», «Ukrainian Cattle Breeding» jour-
nals, the official newspaper of the All-Ukrainian
Union of Agricultural Cooperation «Cooperative
Village», we come across a number of examples

of the effectiveness and expediency of introducing
agro-culture component into the practice of peas-
ant farming. Lectures, conversations, agricultural
courses, etc., have become quite effective means
of agronomic propaganda, because «a peasant
who has listened to a lecture or spent a month at a
course tries to implement the advice he heard from
an agronomist in his household, and sees for him-
self the benefits of new methods of farming»?.

The expediency of using agricultural exhibi-
tions and competitions also had its confirmation.
For example, contributors from the Kharkiv region
told in a letter to the journal «Soviet Peasant» that
in the summer of 1927, their cooperative group
took part in the district agricultural exhibition,
which the Valky district arranged in Mynkivtsi vil-
lage. Members of the Melnyky circle received the
first monetary award for management and exhib-
ited exhibits. For this award, the group bought a
steam cleaner and a one-horse beet planter®®.

Informative from the point of view of con-
firming the spread of various agricultural activities
and their popularity among the population is also
the post of the villagers of Mohyliv region regard-
ing the organization of the district agricultural ex-
hibition in November 1927, for which the organ-
izers allocated 630 rubles and which was visited
by more than 3,000 villagers. The awards received
by the winners were not only moral (certificates),
but also material in nature: 1 four-ploughshare,
corn thresher, manual chopper, 3 cultivators, 4
two-link harrows, 1 three-link harrow, pure grain,
superphosphate, etc?. In their letter, the contribu-
tors also mentioned the beet sowing competition,
which took place simultaneously with the exhibi-
tion and whose task was to sharpen the attention of
peasants-planters of sugar beet on issues of organi-
zation and strengthening of the raw material base
of the sugar industry. The competition was also
accompanied by a material reward, as the manage-
ment of the Sugar Trust allocated 450 rubles for
rewarding planters?:. Such incentives, of course,
stimulated the interest of peasant households in the
results of their laborious work.

In the columns of cooperative journals, we also
find enough information about the effectiveness of
winter agricultural schools, which not only solved
a number of economic and production issues, but
were also agro-cultural centres. The importance of

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the functioning of such centres is confirmed by a
number of posts from villagers who are members
of winter agricultural schools. «The Husaky school
in the Uman region established a dairy artel, and
a beekeeping society was organized on the initia-
tive of the school. The school contributes to the
improvement of cattle breeding (purchased pure-
bred pigs), poultry farming (discharged purebred
chickens). At the district agricultural exhibition,
75% of the prizes were awarded to students of the
school. In addition, the school has a library of 400
books» 22,

«25% of the students of Makharynets school
in Berdychiv region are members of agricultural
cooperatives. They conduct collective experiments
at the research station, set up exemplary raspberry
farms, improve livestock care (they built warm
barns with windows with their own efforts, staffed
them with Danish nurseries). The listeners founded
a livestock and dairy society, which covered the
peasant households of 9 surrounding villages with
its activities, bought 5 separators, breeding piglets,
and organizes various agricultural exhibitions»?3,
«The peasant school in the Cherkasy region found-
ed a poultry society, a dairy society, a horticultural
society and the AJCL»%,

The effectiveness of the work was also charac-
terized by the organization of hut-reading houses at
the agricultural societies: for example, in the post
of a poor man from Luchka village, Lyi-Dolyna
district, Romen district, it was noted that «in the
beginning of 1925, a reading house was opened,
the work of which produced significant results.
After all, when in 1924 up to 5 dessiatins of veg-
etables were planted in the field, in 1925 up to 20
dessiatins of melon were planted, up to 5 dessiatins
of corn, not less than 30 dessiatins of sugar beet»2°.

We can also illustrate the interest of the Ukrain-
ian peasantry in cooperative forms of agro-cultural
work based on the results of statistical summaries.
Digital data show the following: if in 1924/1925 a
total of 1,299 agricultural courses of various for-
mats were held, then already in 1926/1927, 2,743
such forms of work were organized and conducted,
and the following year, 1927/1928, their number
increased even more significantly — 4555 events?,
The number of excursions of agricultural sig-

nificance also increased steadily: from 454 in the
1924/1925 economic year to 1150 in 1927/1928%.
As for the organization of the activity of agricul-
tural circles, there were significant successes in
this area as well: if in 1924/1925 they covered 65
thousand peasants, then in 1927/1928 economic
year the number increased to 78,937 people?.

The lecture activity also spread at a good pace.
Thus, during 1925-1927, not only the number of
agricultural societies that held lectures increased,
but also the number of lectures on average per 1
society (from 5 to 8.2). The number of lectures
organized by agricultural unions also increased
during the above-mentioned period: from 168 to
294. Only during the 1926/1927 economic Yyear,
agricultural cooperative societies and unions or-
ganized 9,677 lectures®. Also, by 1927, 149 winter
agricultural schools were actively and viable func-
tioning®. Regarding the organization and hold-
ing of agricultural competitions, there were posi-
tive results in this area as well. Thus, during the
1927/1928 economic year, 220 agricultural compe-
titions of various scales and specialties were held,
among which 36.8% were related to agriculture,
23.2% were related to cattle breeding, and 36.8%
were related to other agricultural fields®.

As a result of the financial and economic
strengthening of agricultural cooperation, the var-
iegated palette of directions and forms of coop-
erative agricultural work was gradually enriched.
From the second half of the 1920s, radio and film
propaganda became technologically new compo-
nents of agricultural work. By the end of 1928, 13
radio stations were created, 3,389 tube receivers,
1,072 loudspeakers were purchased at the expense
of cooperative funds, and 950 stationary and mo-
bile cinema installations were functioning®.

The conclusions. Thus, the measures of ag-
ricultural cooperation in the years of the NEP to
improve the agronomic culture of peasant house-
holds were characterized by a wide organizational
and substantive diversity. In general, constructive
agro-cultural efforts of the cooperative, along with
powerful production and economic processes, were
aimed at achieving the maximum economic effect,
contributed to increasing the marketability and
profitability of peasant households.

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A BEET INDUSTRY ON UMAN DISTRICT LANDS IN THE LATE 19™ — EARLY 20™ CENTURIES
ACCORDING TO NEWLY DISCOVERED SOURCES

Abstract. Purpose. The aim is to show the problems of a beet industry on the basis of discovered publications about this
agricultural branch in Uman district of Kyiv province in the newspapers ““Kievskoe slovo ” and “Kievljanin ”.

The scientific novelty of the article lies in the fact that the identified and systematized newspaper publications of the
specified topic form a new idea about the factors influencing the state of this branch of agricultural production. The determining
factor was not market demand, as it is traditionally believed, but reasons of an objective nature.

Conclusions. The systematization of fourteen publications from the newspapers “Kievskoe slovo” and “Kievljanin” for
1894 — 1915 about a beet industry in Uman district made it possible to show a wave-like character of interest of landowners
and landholders in sugar beet growing. This technical culture was the raw material for a sugar industry, which was constantly
developing in the second half of the 19" — early 20" centuries by means of manufacturing products for export. A growing need
for sugar beets predetermined high prices and profits for their cultivation. However, a beet growing process was extremely
challenging. There were the following problems: high price for imported seeds, a lack of labor force for the cultivation of
beet plantations, pests of beet crops, the dependence on weather conditions for growing and harvesting processes. In the
early 20™ century some attempts were made at solving the issues connected with the provision of own sowing material and the
improvement of technical equipment of the raw material processing.

The originality is predetermined by two groups of factors. Firstly, the risks of sugar beet growing have been analyzed.
On the material of Uman district the examples of crop and non-crop years have been given. They were determined by weather
conditions, the presence of pests of beet crops, the insufficiency of labor force. The use of a microhistorical approach made it
possible to illustrate those problems, which were related to this agricultural branch. Secondly, the materials from periodical
press, which were discovered and introduced into scientific circulation, complement a source base of regional and agrarian
history of Ukraine.

Periodical press as a historical source needs a detailed study. It has a significant potential for singling out the
characteristics of well-known features and processes. The newspaper publications beside an informative importance are
valuable for the reflection of modern features with evaluations of that time. The interest is arisen by the sources of information
and evaluative judgments because they reflected public opinion in a certain time period.

Periodical press of Kyiv province of the second half of the 19" — early 20™ centuries requires a complex study which will
contribute to the enlargement of a source base of Ukrainian history.

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COLLECTIVE FARM HOUSE IS A LABORATORY -
STAGE ON THE WAY OF RESEARCH DEVELOPMENT

Abstract. Purpose. The prerequisites for the creation, process of creation, staffing and management of the activities of
the collective farm house-laboratory as a stage on the way of the development of research work in a separate farm of agrarian
direction are analyzed; her works in the horticultural direction, as well as the impact of the collision of a personal nature.

Scientific novelty. The article, based on methodological approaches using the principles and methods of historical
research, reproduces the progressive process of creation, organization and content of the work of a collective farm house-
laboratory in a separate agricultural artel.

Conclusion. The article, based on methodological approaches using the principles and methods of historical research,
reproduces the gradual process of creation, organization and content of the work of a collective farm house-laboratory in a
separate agricultural parcel. The assertion that the direct activity of its head (P.V. Makarenko) and the team of the garden
brigade was ensured through a system of consistent management decisions and executive activities on the lands of the collective
farm named after Stalin created a production unit (an orchard, a greenhouse and an apiary) in the integral structure of the
economy.

The effectiveness of the brigade in horticulture and the production of garden crop seeds was emphasized. The realization of
the results of the work of the gardening brigade made a significant contribution to the financial situation of the collective farm.
The personal qualities of the leader P. V. Makarenko ensured the effectiveness of the work of the brigade. But the manager’s
active activity, principledness and ability to achieve set goals were not always understood. Insinuations about his past and
complaints about demandingness and principledness in evaluating the work of the collective farm and machine-tractor station
began. Eventually, a series of denunciations led to his arrest and conviction. The house-laboratory fulfilled its task as a stage,
created the prerequisites for the organization of the next varietal research station on the basis of the collective farm.

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ACTIVITIES OF UMAN ZEMSTANS REGARDING THE DISSEMINATION
OF AGRONOMIC KNOWLEDGE

Abstract. Purpose. The author of the article aims to find out the regional features of the zemstvos of the Right Bank of
Ukraine on the dissemination of agronomic knowledge on the materials of the Uman zemstvo.

Scientific novelty. On the basis of the involved sources and the application of current methodological approaches, an
attempt was made to find out the regional peculiarities in the activity of zemstvos of the Right Bank of Ukraine regarding the
dissemination of agronomic knowledge based on the materials of the Uman zemstvo. It has been proven that the implementation
of agronomic measures in peasant households contributed to their profitability and a closer connection with the needs of the
market, their further commodification.

Conclusion. It is noted that the Uman zemstvo carried out agricultural education in various forms. The most common of
these were the organization of courses for peasants and teachers, the distribution of popular literature. The students studied
the issues of agriculture, horticulture, gardening, beekeeping, silkworm breeding, etc. The basis of the courses for teachers
was the Uman school of horticulture and agriculture. The Zemstvo administration tried to arm the peasants with at least basic
knowledge of the basics of agronomy and veterinary medicine. The Zemstvo also set up a mobile museum and introduced
the position of agronomist-lecturer, arranged demonstration fields. There was an award for high-quality spring plowing, the
opening of rental stations for agricultural equipment, providing interest-free loans for the purchase of agricultural machinery.

This was very important, because in this way the zemstvos gradually taught the peasants to turn to new progressive
methods of management, its rationalization. This case was new, it took a lot of effort and time to get the desired results.
Information about these and other events was widely covered in the press of the time. An example is publications in the
newspaper «Kievlyanins.

It is noted that zemstvos often provided agronomic assistance through various types of cooperatives. Another area of work
of zemstvos was the study of the development of the cooperative movement in order to determine what kind of help the society
needed. There have been cases of zemstvos joining cooperatives.

The Uman county zemstvo played a significant role in disseminating agronomic knowledge among the peasants of the
region, which was an extremely important matter, because the peasants were gradually taught to turn to new progressive
methods of management, its rationalization. This case was new, it took a lot of effort and time to get the desired results. The
experience of the best, showy peasant farms contributed to the gradual involvement of others in the processes of improving
agricultural culture, made the production of agricultural products profitable. The introduction of agronomic measures in
peasant farms contributed to their profitability and closer connection with the needs of the market, their further socialization.

Problem statement. In the modern period of
the development of the economy of Ukraine, as
before, agriculture plays an important role, as evi-
denced by the priorities in the socio-economic pol-
icy of our state. The current state of affairs in the
agricultural sector requires the active assistance of
local self-government bodies in solving the prob-
lems of rural producers. It is they who should pay
more attention to the dissemination of advanced
methods of agricultural production, support its
modernization. Promotion of agricultural knowl-
edge should occupy an important place.

In the conditions of the transition to a mar-
ket economy, land privatization and the creation of
farms, the use of the historical experience of such
transformations as, in particular, the introduction
of agronomic measures and the small credit sys-
tem, the spread of the cooperative movement in the
countryside, etc. will contribute, from our point
of view, to certain adjustments in the implemen-
tation current agrarian policy. At the beginning of
the 20th century agronomic assistance to peasant
households from the zemstvo administrations was
of great importance. The competence of the zem-
stvos included economic issues at the local level,
established since the reform of 1864. In Right-
Bank Ukraine until 1911, the role of the zemstvos
was performed by the provincial administrations.
Only in April 1911 did the regulations on zemstvos
of 1864 come into full effect, and even then, with
some changes.

Research analysis. Considering the time of
existence of right-bank zemstvos, they could not
become the subject of comprehensive scientific
analysis in pre-Soviet historiography. Soviet ideo-

logical stereotypes regarding the history of local
self-government are also well-known, which led to
the small number and involvement of works of this
period on zemstvo issues, in particular, the number
regarding the specified region. Modern domestic
historical science takes into account that the prob-
lems of the formation and functioning of zemstvos
are significant for today, but the main attention is
drawn to the longer-term experience of the zemstvo
self-government bodies of Left Bank and Southern
Ukraine. At the same time, the history of the zem-
stvos of Right Bank Ukraine has also found cover-
age in domestic historical science. In the field of
research interest of O. Ohienko, the organizational
and legal status and social functions of zemstvos
of Right Bank Ukraine in 1904-19172. I. Verkhowvt-
seva examined the political, organizational and
legal foundations of the Zemstvo self-government
of Right Bank Ukraine, its economic and cultural-
educational activity?. Some aspects of the history
of zemstvo institutions of Right Bank Ukraine are
traced in the scientific work of D. Beauvois®.

It is quite important to study the activity of the
zemstvos of Right Bank Ukraine within the nar-
row boundaries of the powiats, since the activity
of local self-government bodies is most clearly ex-
pressed at the level of microhistory. Regarding the
coverage of the activity of the county zemstvo, one
of the largest powiats of the Kyiv province — Uman
powiat, we recall the publication by T. Kuznets and
O. Skus, in which the materials of the newspaper
«Kievlyanin» about the cultural and educational
activities of the zemstvo are systematized and re-
searched* [4].

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The purpose of the article. The author of the
article aims to find out the regional peculiarities in
the activity of the zemstvos of Right-Bank Ukraine
regarding the dissemination of agronomic knowl-
edge based on the materials of the Uman zemstvo.

The statement of the basic material. Dur-
ing the years of the Stolypin agrarian reform, ag-
ronomic assistance to peasant households from
the zemstvo administrations and land manage-
ment commissions was of great importance. The
general management of affairs in the provinces
was concentrated in the hands of the Agronomical
Committee under the provincial land management
committee, which was headed by the provincial
agronomist. Special attention of zemstvos and land
management commissions was paid to individual
owners who moved to hamlets and cuttings — this
provided them with some support in their desire for
a rational system of managing their households®.

One of the areas of activity of the zemstvos
was agro-cultural enlightenment of the population,
which was carried out in various forms. This was
quite important, because in this way the zemstvo
gradually taught the peasants to turn to new pro-
gressive methods of farming and its rationaliza-
tion. This case was new, required a lot of effort
and a certain amount of time to obtain the desired
results.

The Uman powiat zemstvo played a significant
role in spreading agronomic knowledge among the
peasantry of the Kyiv province.

The organizational design of the Uman powiat
zemstvo was completed at an extraordinary meet-
ing of powiat councilors, which was held in Uman
on July 30, 1911, under the chairmanship of the
powiat leader of the nobility, Baron Yury Fedor-
ovych Meyendorff. The powiat zemstvo adminis-
tration was formed in the following composition:
Yu. Meyendorff, O. Eliseev as his deputy, L. Kos-
tenko and T. Domanytskyi were elected members.
O. Feshchenko, V. Chernov, prince S. Dolgoruky,
M. Yashchyk, I. Shteinberg were elected as provin-
cial representatives, from the peasants — D. Gulko,
from the Polish curia — O. lvanskyi. G. Yanevskyi,
M. Yashchik and K. Mulenko were elected mem-
bers of the land management commission; the
members of the school council are M. Kovesnikov
and M. Kryzhanovskyi. 1. Popandopulo and V. Ko-
zakovskyi were delegated to the provincial agro-
nomic society, and its powiat branch consisted of
I. Popandopulo, D. Dunin, M. Bazilskyi, E. Nau-
menko and K. Prytyka®.

To popularize agronomic knowledge, zem-
stvo workers arranged courses for peasants and
teachers, distributed popular literature. Zemstvo
administrations tried to arm peasants with at least
elementary knowledge of the basics of agronomy
and veterinary medicine.

The powiat zemstvo administration of the
Uman powiat also organized such courses, as re-
ported by the newspaper «Kievlyanin». On July 8,
1912, the newspaper reported that the one-month
agricultural courses organized by the powiat zem-
stvo administration for 30 peasants of the Uman
powiat ended on July 1 in Uman’.

The attendees at the courses were peasants
not only from Uman, but also from neighbouring
powiats. All attendees were issued certificates of
completion of the courses, as well as several books
related to agricultural issues were given to the at-
tendees as a gift.

In the newspaper of July 15, 1912, informa-
tion was published about 10-month agricultural
courses in Uman, in which theoretical and practical
classes were held daily for no less than nine hours,
from 6:30 a.m. to 12 a.m. day, as well as from 2
p.m. until seven o’clock in the evening®. The corre-
spondent reported that course participants not only
diligently take notes of lectures, but also perform
various practical tasks, such as collecting herbar-
ium and creating various collections. The partici-
pants of the courses appealed to the director of the
school with a request to provide them with assis-
tance for the purchase of everything necessary for
the performance of such tasks. It was reported that
the aid was issued in the amount of 3-4 rubles.

The courses were popular and needed by the
local population. Evaluating them, the correspond-
ent of «Kievlyanin» noted that they «once again
clearly demonstrated how much the countryside
needed to transition to more advanced and skilful
ways of managing the peasant economy»°. It was
emphasized that the zemstvo could not accept all
those willing to attend the courses: they were de-
signed for only 40 people, and 43 people from 28
villages of the Uman powiat were accepted. It was
also noted that there is an insufficient number of
visual aids in the courses, in order to compensate to
some extent for this lack, excursions were conduct-
ed to the Uman School of Horticulture and Agricul-
ture. The attendees were given a course of lectures
and a number of practical classes were held.

The zemstvo held similar monthly courses in
subsequent years, but it was not the only form of
promotion and dissemination of agronomic knowl-

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edge. «Kievlyanin» dated June 12, 1913 contained
information that the Uman Zemstvo Council,
chaired by Baron Y. Meyendorff, held an «agro-
nomic meeting dedicated to solving issues related
to the transfer of agricultural knowledge to the
peoplex»it,

In the decision of the meeting, it was noted
that in the case of providing agronomic assistance
to the population, the main attention should be paid
to the spread of agro-cultural knowledge among
the entire population. Not limited to annual month-
ly courses, readings and discussions of agronomic
staff, periodic two-week courses (from 10 to 14
days) should also be held. For this purpose, it was
decided to arrange a mobile museum and introduce
the positions of agronomist-lecturer with a salary
of 3,000 rubles per year, his assistant with a sal-
ary of 2,000 rubles per year and a museum worker
with a salary of 500 rubles, and 2,500 rubles will
be allocated for the establishment of the museum.
The estimate of agronomic measures for 1914 was
approved in the amount of 173,859 rubles. This
amount included expenses for the maintenance of
agronomists and the museum, for courses for the
organization and management of manual labour,
a loan for the fight against field pests (mice and
gophers), for inviting instructors from handicrafts,
for the introduction of a new — the sixth position of
a powiat agronomist located in the town of Dubo-
va, Uman powiat, for the arrangement of agronom-
ic plots with apartments for agronomists. Rewards
for high-quality spring plowing, opening of rental
stations for agricultural equipment, provision of
interest-free loans for the purchase of agricultural
machinery were planned. It was also planned to or-
ganize an agricultural exhibition in Mankivka vil-
lage from August 25 to 27, 19132,

The Zemstvo also planned to organize cours-
es for teachers. The purpose of such courses «is
to communicate basic agricultural knowledge to
those workers in the field of public education who
would like to use this knowledge in the field»*:.
There were always many teachers who expressed a
desire to learn, and in June 1914, 170 people were
enrolled in the courses. Financial aid was paid to
course participants. Attendees studied agriculture,
horticulture, vegetable gardening, beekeeping,
sericulture, etc. The Uman School of Horticulture
and Agriculture was the basis of the courses for
teachers.

Dissemination of agronomic knowledge in
the Uman Zemstvo was accompanied by a wide
deployment of scientific and applied research. On
June 8, 1913, the newspaper «Kievlyanin» wrote
about the successes of Uman Zemstvo veterinar-
ians in experiments on artificial insemination of
horses, which were filmed and sent to St. Peters-
burg to be demonstrated at lectures for Zemstvo
veterinarians'*. The correspondent emphasized the
scientific nature of the film and recommended that
it be used during lectures by Zemstvo veterinar-
ians.

In the Kyiv province, 111 demonstration fields
were set up, on which yields were much higher than
on neighbouring peasant fields. This, of course, in-
terested the peasants in adopting the experience of
proper soil cultivation®®,

The participation of Uman zemstvo officials
in the field experiments was reported by the corre-
spondent of «Kievlyanin», who wrote in the news-
paper on October 29, 1913 that a member of the
Kyiv provincial zemstvo administration (delegated
from the Uman zemstvo. — Auth.) O. Feshchenko,
together with a special zemstvo commission, chose
for the establishment of a powiat experimental
field in the Uman powiat of a plot of land that be-
longed to the Uman School of Horticulture and Ag-
riculture®. On November 20, 1913, «Kievlyanin»
reported in the «Local News» column that land had
been allocated in the Uman powiat for an experi-
mental station, the construction of which would
begin in the spring of 1914%. In the same section
of the newspaper dated November 28, 1913, it was
reported that 55 dec. the land for the research sta-
tion of the Uman Zemstvo has already been demar-
cated'®. The experience of the best, demonstrative
peasant households contributed to the gradual in-
volvement of others in the processes of improving
agricultural culture.

The implementation of agronomic measures in
peasant households contributed to their profitabil-
ity and a closer connection with the needs of the
market, and their further commodification. During
the years of the Stolypin agrarian reform, the mar-
ket increasingly influenced agricultural produc-
tion. A peasant-entrepreneur was gradually formed
in the countryside, who produced products not only
for his own consumption, but also for selling them
on the market, while receiving his own profit.

At the beginning of the 20th century the co-
operative movement developed rapidly. Thus, in
1912, Kyiv province ranked first in the Russian

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Empire in terms of the number of consumer asso-
ciations®®. It should be noted that by the middle of
1910, the largest number of consumer associations
was founded precisely in the Uman powiat — 56
(for example: in Cherkasy powiat — 47, Kyiv pow-
iat — 48)%,

One of the factors with the help of which co-
operation turned into a powerful economic and so-
cial force was the activity of zemstvos. It should
be noted that zemstvos could not engage in plant-
ing cooperatives from above, but only contributed
where people consciously approached the matter?.
Otherwise, Zemstvo aid became ineffective.

It is known that very often zemstvos provided
agronomic assistance through various types of co-
operative associations. Thus, in 1912, the Uman
Powiat Zemstvo equipped a fruit and vegetable
processing facility at the Dzengelivka Savings
and Loan Society (founded in 1899 in the village
of Dzengelivka, Uman Powiat). In it, the peasants
dried fruit, prepared wine, apple paste or lozenge
(they had no idea about the latter before) for free®.

Another direction of the zemstvos’ work was
the study of the development of the cooperative
movement in order to find out what kind of help
the societies needed. The disadvantage of such at-
tempts was that each zemstvo conducted account-
ing independently of other provinces, at different
times, using different methods. Most often, in-
formation was collected using questionnaires. M.
Boikov, instructor of cooperation of the zemstvo
administration under the Uman powiat zemstvo,
developed such questionnaires for the survey of
consumer associations?.

The Zemstvo also published cooperative leaf-
lets and brochures. The instructor M. Boykov wrote
the brochure «How to Open and Lead a Consumer
Association in the Village»?.

There have been cases of zemstvos joining
cooperative associations on the Right Bank. Thus,
in the fall of 1913, the Uman Powiat Small Loan
Fund decided to join the local purchasing society
with a contribution of 1,000 rubles®. On the one
hand, it strengthened the financial position of such
associations. However, weak associations, along
with financially strong zemstvos, could not partici-
pate in them to the same extent, which could lead
to a violation of the main principles of cooperation.
Therefore, at the All-Russian congress of zemstvo
funds in Moscow (September 1911), it was decided
that the union of funds with cooperatives should be

temporary — until the creation of strong coopera-
tive unions?.

Among the zemstvo officials who distin-
guished themselves by their work in the «coopera-
tive field», it is worth mentioning the above-men-
tioned instructor of cooperation of the zemstvo
administration under the Uman powiat zemstvo M.
Boykov. It was he who played a significant role
in the creation of a cooperative association in the
Uman region.

On his initiative, on July 1, 1912, the first
congress of representatives of cooperative socie-
ties of the Uman region was convened. The Con-
gress decided to develop the Statute of the Union
of Consumer Societies of the Uman Powiat and
founded the Zemstvo Small Credit Fund. Taking
into account the negative attitude of the authori-
ties towards cooperation, the congress adopted a
resolution on petitioning the Moscow Union of
Consumer Societies to open a branch in Uman. The
second cooperative congress in 1913 again raised
the issue of establishing a cooperative union in the
form of a «Contractual Faith Society».

In 1914, a meeting of the representatives of
the «Land Cooperative Purchasing Society» was
held, at which the board of the society was elected,
but in connection with the beginning of the World
War I in 1914, the society ceased to exist due to the
mobilization of the newly elected board members
into the army. In 1916, the cooperators of the Uman
region once again petitioned for the opening of the
Union under the name «Consumer Association of
Wholesale Purchases», the charter of which was
approved by the governor only in January 1917.

The conclusions. Thus, the Uman powiat
zemstvo played a significant role in the spread of
agronomic knowledge among the peasantry of the
region, which was an extremely important matter,
because the peasants were gradually accustomed
to turn to new progressive methods of farming,
its rationalization. This case was new, required a
lot of effort and a certain amount of time to ob-
tain the desired results. The experience of the best,
demonstrative peasant households contributed to
the gradual involvement of others in the processes
of improving agricultural culture, making the pro-
duction of agricultural products profitable. The
implementation of agronomic measures in peasant
households contributed to their profitability and a
closer connection with the needs of the market, and
their further commodification.

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HOLODOMOR OF 1932-1933:
THE FINAL OF THE PEASANT REVOLUTION

Abstract. The aim is to consider the Holodomor of 1932-1933, taking into account the events of the Peasant revolution
of 1902-1933 in Ukraine.

The scientific novelty of the publication lies in the explanation of the Holodomor of 1932-1933 as a tool for the physical
and spiritual destruction of another for the Soviet authorities - the Ukrainian peasant-ideoman, an active subject of the peasant
revolution of 1902-1933 in Ukraine.

Its goal was clear
and understandable — not only the physical, but also the spiritual and cultural destruction of the Ukrainian peasant-ideoman,
formed at the beginning of the 20th century. The Holodomor of 1932-1933 wiped out the Ukrainian peasants-ideomans, the
traditional Ukrainian peasant culture. It caused serious damage to Ukrainian identity.

Problem statement. The first third of the 20th cen-
tury in the history of Ukraine — a relatively short, but
extremely rich period of time with historical events.
Such, in particular, were the World War 1, the fall of the
Romanov empire under the influence of the February
events of 1917, the Ukrainian revolution of 1917-1921,
the announcement of a new economic policy, the repres-
sive policy of Stalin’s totalitarianism, the Holodomor of
1932-1933, etc. Their professional research is relevant
and socially significant. In our opinion, the more time
distances contemporaries from those events, the more
important it is not to forget and academic understand-
ing of that time, the formation of an adequate policy of
national memory, which would be a tool for uniting the
nation in its ideas about the common past.

Resaerch analysis. First of all, academic study of
the history of the Holodomor of 1932-1933 has not lost
its relevance, it is scientifically and socially significant,
avoiding speculation both on this topic and around it,
honouring the victims of this tragedy, the memory of the
innocent victims. We are impressed by the sociolinguist
Sh. Linde’s scientific reflections on the fact that the re-
verse side of memory loss is an equal and opposite fear

that memory reproduces practices that would be better to
forget. Considering this, the scientist justifies the opinion
that too much memory is the same problem as too much
forgetting®. And in this context, what is important, we
believe, is a reasonable balance between these extremes:
excessive forgetting and excessive memory.

According to the results of the scientific analysis of
domestic? and foreign scientists®, the theme of the Holo-
domor of 1932-1933 is one of the most studied scientific
problems in world historiography and includes more
than 20,000 studies*. At the same time, not all aspects of
this multifaceted scientific problem have been fully and
evenly studied. First of all, the methodological principles
of understanding this tragedy need further development.

The authors of the article aim to consider the Holo-
domor of 1932-1933, taking into account the events of
the peasant revolution of 1902-1933 in Ukraine.

The statement of the basic material. The unfold-
ing of the peasant revolution of 1902-1933 in Ukraine,
the content of the concept is objectively presented in the

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period of the third stage of the Peasant Revolution??,
which coincided in time with the «great break» in the
countryside. This will allow a new understanding of
the essence and meaning of many phenomena of the
agrarian history of Ukraine at that time, in particular the
Holodomor of 1932-1933.

The Ukrainian countryside and peasantry for the
Bolsheviks/Soviet authorities in the first third of the
20th century was a source of food, human resources
in the construction of communism, etc. In fact, it was
understood as a tool for establishing and later strength-
ening Soviet power, achieving the bright communist
goal. Only in this sense was it important for them. In
itself, the peasantry doctrinally did not fit into the con-
cept of the Soviet model of the state. In particular, in his
speech on February 12, 1929, Y. Stalin highly praised
the state inherited from V. Lenin. He declared that
«there has never been a state in the history of nations
as large and powerful in terms of its strength and scope
as the proletarian dictatorship». With the perspective of
the development of such a state, the Secretary General
described the death of the state under communism in
an original way in his interpretation: «... a completely
unseen strengthening of the functions of the state in the
person of the grassroots proletariat». In another speech,
the party leader was even more frank: «The death of the
state in our country is preceded by a period of higher
development of state power (dictatorship of the prole-
tariat), which is the most powerful and powerful power
of all state powers that have existed so far». J. Stalin
proved that only a strong state — the personification of
the «grassroots proletariat» — can complete the task
of building communism?3. As evidenced by the above
analysis and the content of other speeches and works of
the General Secretary, the peasantry was not recognized
as the basic basis of the proletarian dictatorship.

Such an approach in the relations between the
authorities and the peasantry could not but be conflict-
prone, given at least the fact that the peasantry numeri-
cally dominated the structure of Ukrainian society. It
is common knowledge that 82% of Ukrainians at that
time were peasants. In the then Dnieper Ukraine alone,
out of a total population of 30 million, 25 million were
peasants.

In the late 1920s and early 1930s, the peasantry re-
sisted the Soviet government and the state: from covert
to open armed resistance. It did not put up with another
communalization of the countryside. According to the
observations of A. Graziosi, the second phase (1928-
1933) of the peasant war against the Bolsheviks con-
tinued®. In our opinion, this was a manifestation of the
peasant revolution. The peasant-Soviet confrontation
was large-scale and fierce. A. Besanson, comparing it

with the period of the revolution of 1917-1921, aptly
remarked: «... in terms of its scope and danger for the
Bolshevik government, the peasant war was more mas-
sive and national than a civil war»®. According to data
provided by V. Tylishchak, the peasant revolt against the
agrarian policy of the Soviet authorities in the Ukrain-
ian countryside at the end of the 1920s spread exponen-
tially. In 1927, there were 173 «terrorist attacks» in the
terminology of the time, in 11 months of 1928 — 351, in
1929 - 1,437, in 1930 — 4,000°. Peasant partisan units
continued to operate in some regions of Ukraine. The
anti-Soviet peasant resistance movement gained par-
ticular momentum in Eastern Volhynia and Podilia. As
of the second half of March 1930, peasant riots covered
the territory of the 16th okruhas of the border zone of
the Ukrainian SSR. According to B. Patrilyak’s obser-
vations, the rebel peasants of these territories managed
to take control of some district centres'’.

In contrast to the ideas of the Bolsheviks, as well
as to their predecessors — the tsarist government offi-
cials, the peasantry, as illustrated above, was not a pas-
sive subject of history. A careful analysis of the evolu-
tion of the Ukrainian peasantry in the second half of
the 19th — the first third of the 20th century allows us
to talk about the appearance of qualitatively new fea-
tures in the peasant environment, primarily in the Dnie-
per region, about the transformation of the peasantry
into an active subject of socio-political processes and
socio-economic transformations of the given period.
Using the terminology of Western historiography¢, we
believe that this new type is the type of peasant-ideo-
man. Sharing the opinions of R. Conquest, A. Alvarez,
E. Hofer, the peasant-ideoman is a peasant excited by
ideas. The ideological field of the peasant-ideoman is
the dominant «ldea of the Land». It was realized and
understood as «the only Hope». So, a new peasant ap-
peared on the front stage of the history of Ukraine — a
peasant of the revolutionary era with revolutionary slo-
gans — an active subject of the history of the first third
of the 20th century.

The appearance of such a subject, combined with
other reasons, led to the peasant revolution, which be-
gan with the revolt of the peasants of the Poltava and
Kharkiv provinces in 1902, which ended, we believe,
in 1932-1933.

The end of the 1920s and the beginning of the
1930s is particularly tragic in the agrarian history of
Ukraine. The implementation of the Soviet agrarian
policy was primarily tragic for the Ukrainian peas-
antry. The agrarian policy of the Soviet government in
the Ukrainian countryside at the end of the 1920s and
the beginning of the 1930s was, by its essence, another
stage of the socio-economic, socio-political, cultural

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communist assault on the countryside with its inher-
ent radical, repressive and punitive methods of imple-
mentation, «socialist front». Its point was aimed at the
destruction of the Ukrainian peasant-ideoman of 1902
— the beginning of the 1930s and those gains that the
peasantry received during the previous stages of the
peasant revolution. In fact, 1929-1933 became the final
chord of the peasant revolution.

Under the influence of the Soviet agrarian policy
in the Ukrainian SSR and the USSR in the late 1920s
- early 1930s, a new figure is formed in the country-
side, different from the previous one, which, with state
support, confidently supplants the peasant-ideoman of
1902 — early 1930s. Socialism, according to the Soviet
leaders, was supposed to form another, higher type of
man. Starting from 1923-1924, in the USSR and the
Ukrainian SSR, a purposeful strategy was formed, sub-
ordinated to the overarching idea — the upbringing of a
new human. The First All-Union Congress on the Study
of Human Behaviour (1930) was a unique result of
the search for ways to create a «superhumany. Its par-
ticipants declared that the new socialist society needed
new people; the creation of a new human from old hu-
man material was declared impossible; the socialist re-
construction of human became a priority task of Soviet
science®.

In the late 1920s and early 1930s, the collective
farm and state farm peasant became a new figure in the
agrarian history of Soviet Ukraine?. Compared to the
previous type, this was a qualitatively different peasant,
formed in the new Soviet ideological and intellectual
field. The «idea of the land» was perceived by them in a
qualitatively different way, their consciousness reflect-
ed other priorities. First of all, it is devotion to the goals
of the party, identification with the new proletarian
public, forgetting one’s past?.. Soviet Marxists consid-
ered peasants as raw material for the creation of a new
mechanism. If it was difficult for V. Lenin to determine
the final place of the peasants in the dictatorship of the
proletariat, then Y. Stalin went much further in this re-
gard. He unequivocally emphasized that the creation of
«real peasants» is possible by attracting the latter to the
party. Coercion was considered a permissible means of
re-educating the peasantry, creating a «new rural hu-
man», «a new psychology of the working peasantry» %,

The city defeated the countryside, the Bolsheviks
defeated the peasants. In the Ukrainian countryside in
the late 1920s and early 1930s, the elements of com-
modity-money relations were destroyed, and an admin-
istrative-command system of managing the collective
farm and state farm peasantry was introduced. The
policy of disarmament is the policy of the actual de-
struction of the peasant-owner, the peasant-ideoman of
1902 - the beginning of the 1930s. The establishment

of total state control over the peasantry led to its de-
subjectivization, transformation into a completely state-
dependent one. In this context, transformation attracts
attention and the legal status of the Ukrainian peasantry
in the early 1930s. It would not be an exaggeration to
say that the de facto and de jure content of the Decree
of the Council of People’s Commissars of the Ukrain-
ian SSR and the Central Committee of the Communist
Party of Ukraine of April 9, 1933 «Temporary Rules
of Procedure in Collective Farms» significantly limited
the rights of peasants. In particular, one of the natural
human rights is the right to movement. They were for-
bidden to leave the villages. In addition, the state re-
fused to issue passports to peasants. Considering these
and other facts, we share the well-founded position of
Ukrainian scientists (in particular, V. Marochko), who
equate this legal status of the Ukrainian collective farm
peasantry with serfdom.

The establishment of the state farm-collective
system, the establishment of collective farm-state farm
ownership of land, the state policy of grain procure-
ment, fiscal policy, the Holodomor of 1932-1933 were
the instruments of suppressing the peasant revolution,
destroying the peasant-ideoman, an active subject of
Ukrainian history. In our opinion, in addition to the
facts known in historiography, the Stalinist revolution
in from above the countryside had another reason. If for
the peasants-ideomans of 1902 — the beginning of the
1930s the «ldea» was the «ldea of the Land», then for
the Bolsheviks, as well as other antagonists of the 1917-
1921 revolution, the «ldea» was the «ldea of Power».
Land was a tool for achieving power. No symbiosis oc-
curred. Having received the «Land», the peasants did
not know what to do with the «Power». Having received
«Power», the Bolsheviks did not know what to do with
«Land». Peasants-ideomans of 1902 — the beginning of
the 1930s turned out to be superfluous in the proletarian
state, and therefore doomed to be exterminated by it.

The conclusions. Thus, in fact, in the late 1920s
— early 1930s, Soviet totalitarianism, applying taxes,
grain procurement, artificially provoking the Holodo-
mor of 1932-1933, forming a new type of Soviet peas-
ant, represented a peasant counter-revolution. Its goal
was clear and understandable — not only the physical,
but also the spiritual and cultural destruction of the
Ukrainian peasant-ideoman, formed at the beginning of
the 20th century. The Holodomor of 1932-1933 wiped
out the Ukrainian peasants-ideomans, the traditional
Ukrainian peasant culture. It caused serious damage to
Ukrainian identity.
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THE TRAGEDY OF THE HOLODOMOR-GENOCIDE:
TELEVISION CONTENT OF UKRAINE IN THE 1990s AND 2010s.

Abstract. Purpose. The purpose of the research is an attempt to expose the television content in Ukraine in the 1990s and
2010s, the ways it presented the events and evaluations of the Holodomor genocide tragedy of 1932-1933.

Scientific novelty. In the article, for the first time in Ukrainian historiography, various aspects of coverage of the Holodomor
topic in the mass media in the period after 1991 were investigated. The main attention was paid to television, which had its own
notable features. First of all, these are waves of etheric activity that changed with the state of amorphousness, and vice versa.
Such dynamics were determined by the perturbations of the country’s political leadership and its, so to speak, «personal vision» of
history. And the speculative use of the Holodomor theme for political purposes. Sometimes it had a positive effect, as at the times
of third president V. Yushchenko.

Conclusion. It has been evidenced that during the «orange rule», there was a rise in an unprecedented public awareness
of the crimes of the Bolshevik dictatorship. Against that background, the reestablishment of the historical memory of the present
Ukrainians was obvious. Synchronously, the formation of a request for in-depth knowledge of this historical period was observed.
In general, it was a constructive state policy aimed at promoting the development of civil society in Ukraine. The author proposed
a working hypothesis that the processes then became irreversible. Even with the change in the attitude of the next political
leadership of the country during the presidency of V. Yanukovych toward the Holodomor, a critical mass of the civil society still
remained.

Having involved information sources, some of which were first introduced into scientific circulation, the author offers a wide
range of views, interpretations, and impressions of the television content. If desired, they can be classified according to certain
criteria, in particular, divided into pro-Russian and pro-European (i.e., democratic). The former conditionally reffect the historical
memory of the executioners, therefore the «creators» of the Holodomor genocide, the latter represent their victims. At the same
time, the historical memory presented in the media, namely, television, of Ukraine in the 1990s and 2010s was significantly
influenced by the momentary political situation.

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UKRAINIAN “KURKULS” — THE VICTIMS OF THE BOLSHEVIK POLICY OF SOCIAL-CHAUVINISM

Abstract. The purpose of the article is a scientific and historical study of the political circumstances of the chauvinistic
attitude of the Bolshevik totalitarian regime towards Ukrainian «kurkuls», to identify the factors of the situational interpretation
of the socio-economic type of «kurkul farms».

The scientific novelty consists in the theoretical substantiation of the concept of «social chauvinism», as well as in the
coverage of this historical phenomenon in the Ukrainian village.

Conclusions. In the 20th century two anti-human ideologies arose and functioned — national socialism in Germany and
social chauvinism in the USSR. They differed in origin, but had a common feature — hatred of social, ethnic, national and political
groups of society. The socio-political intolerance of the Bolsheviks towards the wealthy classes (entrepreneurs, farmers, wealthy
peasants, artisans) was an organic component of their ideology, theory and practice of socialist construction. It is noted that
the classic socio-economic characteristics of «Kurkul farms» in 1929 were supplemented by political and ideological labels
in the conditions of collectivization and grain procurement. Under such circumstances, the quantitative growth of « kurkuls»
was observed. Their social group was supplemented by ““pidkurkulnyks”, “saboteurs”, “speculators™, ““rural bourgeoisie”,
etc. The historical form of realization of social chauvinism was the policy of dispossession (dekurkulization). It was carried
out by confiscation of land and property, economic restrictions, administrative pressure, relocation of “kurkuls™ to so-called
“villages” and deportation outside the USSR. The liquidation of the “kurkuls” as a class actually ended in 1933, but the
chauvinistic attitude towards their “remnants” (Stalin’s expression) did not disappear. The liquidation of the ““kurkuls™ turned
out to be their banal economic robbery by the Soviet authorities.

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METHODICAL ASPECTS OF TEACHING AGRICULTURAL HISTORY
(IN THE LATE 18™ — EARLY 19™ CENTURY)
IN GENERAL SECONDARY EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS

Abstract. Purpose. The purpose of the research involves the optimization of modern methods of teaching the agricultural
history of Ukraine (in the late 18" — early 19" century) in the ninth grade of the institutions of general secondary education.

Scientific novelty. The author proposes and substantiates the working hypothesis that relatively more filling of educational
programs with agrarian topics (content), in particular in relation to the end of the 18th — the first half of the 19th centuries,
is demanded by science and social needs. Concretely, this expediency is motivated by at least several factors. First of all, the
originality of the history of Ukraine precisely in the context of the dominance of the agrarian (agricultural) way of life of the
majority of the population in it, as well as a rather long period of preservation of the foundations of traditional society in the
conditions of its «too slow» modernization (primarily in the mental aspect). Secondly, the challenges facing the Ukrainian
public in understanding its future historical «depeasantization». Thirdly, the relevance of the research tasks of the «peasant
nation» problem, as it is formulated by modern European historiography.

Conclusion. The teaching of various aspects of the agrarian history of Ukraine at the end of the late 18" —early 19" century
in general secondary education institutions was analyzed. The author substantiates the position on preserving the relevance
and significance of teaching the agricultural past at the stage of transition of secondary schools to the New Ukrainian School,
based on current legislation, guided by their own long-term professional practice and, moreover, generalized experience of
fellow teachers. The general result of the study is that in recent decades, interest in the agricultural history of Ukraine has
declined markedly, which is not entirely justified, especially given the didactic and educational challenges facing Ukrainian
society today.

The author proposes and substantiates the hypothesis that the state of historical science and modern Ukrainian society is in
demand for a «return» to a greater «replenishments» of the curriculum of general secondary education institutions, in particular
the end of the late 18™ — early 19" century. This expediency is motivated by several factors. First, the originality of the history
of Ukraine, precisely in the context of the dominance of the agrarian (agricultural) way of life of the majority of the population,
a long period of preserving the foundations of traditional society in its «too slow» modernization (especially in the mental
aspect). Secondly, the challenges facing the Ukrainian public in understanding its future historical «resettlement». Third, the
relevance of the study of the problem of «peasant nation», as it was formulated in modern European historiography. The author
sees further prospects for methodological improvement in the idea of students acquiring the necessary competencies based on
the creation of interdisciplinary knowledge.

The proposed theoretical and practical perspectives of the study give reason to believe that teaching the history of Ukraine
in general secondary education, especially in the context of its agricultural component, needs significant correction. The author
considers it expedient to significantly transform the content of this discipline, paying attention to the new methodological
support of this process.

Asypiit ITHMAHOBHY

The monumental heritage of the Swiss theologian Karl
Barth (1886-1968) is a powerful example of an ambitious
attempt to carry out a comprehensive reflection on the
fulness of God’s revelation, and to construct a coherent
conceptual theological system on the basis of many decades
of prominent intellectual activity. Few would disagree
that Karl Barth was a dominant figure in the 20th century
Christian theology and undoubtedly the most prominent
figure in post-Reformation Protestant theology. Moreover,
each representative of the future generations of theologians
in the 2nd half of the 20th century simply could not ignore
Barth’s work and had to react in one way or another to
Barth’s proposed vision of God’s reality and the history of
mankind’s salvation in Jesus Christ.

In the 19th century, under the influence of the
Enlightenment’s anthropocentric ideas, the attention
of theologians was mainly focused on human religious
experience (pietism, romanticism). But it was Barth who
became the revolutionary figure not only by reversing the
development of Western theology. At the same time, he
turned the theological lens anew to the side of contemplation
not of creature but of the Creator by moving away from
liberal theology to the newly established dialectical theology
(theology of crisis). Hans Urs von Balthasar noted that this
turn had been accompanied by the reactualization of analogia
entis concept (Barth’s idea of analogia fidei or analogia
relationis) which had created the “theoretical grammar”
for building a living relationship with God, which is quite
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important and significant nowadays for human beings
tending to turn a living faith into dead and meaningless
forms of simulacra (Jean Baudrillard).

First of all, it should be noted that the monograph
under the title “The Biblical Exegesis of Karl Barth” by
Andrii Shymanovych is a complete individual theological
work which — without any exaggeration — can be regarded
as a significant intellectual contribution to the development
of modern Ukrainian theology. The basic factor that allows
us to assert the uniqueness of this publication is that we
deal with the first Ukrainian-language monograph about
the most prominent theologian of the 20th century that has
been brought to the attention of the Ukrainian theological
community. The book by A. Shymanovych contains a
comprehensive analysis of the main principles of Karl Barth’s
neo-orthodox biblical exegesis viewed upon in the context
of entire set of socio-political factors that had influenced
the formation of Barth’s theological methodology. In the era
of the quantum revolution, in the context of the pluralistic
postmodern paradigm’s dominance (when not only new
meanings are discovered, but it is also claimed that there are
many meanings and none of them has an essential advantage
over the others) Karl Barth’s all-encompassing and filigree
substantiated doctrine of the Word of God as the witness
to the God’s revelation, his traditional for the Calvinist
theology emphasis on the undeniable sovereignty of God in
his attitude towards human beings (and not on human views
on God), Barth’s desire to integrate the Holy Scripture into
Christian communities’ life as the sole arbiter for all forms
of Church activity, - all this sheds a bright light and creates a
solid basis for the postmodern society in the quantum picture
of the world. The multiplicity of meanings is the multifaceted
revelation given to people by one God. The discovering of
these and other important aspects of Barth’s theological
mentality emphasizes the uniqueness of A. Shymanovych’s
monograph as well as the indisputable relevance of this book
for further theological and philosophical studies in modern
Ukraine.

The absolute importance of this book also lies in the
fact that it reveals a systematic theological reflection on the
Christocentric character of Barth’s biblical exegesis with
its teleological ecclesiocentrism, which may be regarded as
quite significant for supradenominational theology of today.
This main topic is carried out by Shymanovych in the context
of several subdivisions of Barth’s theology: cosmogony,
anthropology, amartology, ecclesiology, and Mariology.
In addition, such an approach makes it possible to analyze
the veracity of modern Church’s kerygma that is being
proclaimed in the liturgical life of Christian communities,
as well as it provides a theoretical basis for checking the
adequacy of all other aspects of Church communities’
practical life at the beginning of the 21st century.

The author also substantiates the point of view that
the radical Christocentrism of Barth’s theology is also
of considerable importance for theological epistemology
because according to Barth’s conclusions the personality
of Jesus Christ is the only unique way for a person to truly
know the Triune God and to find his or her authentic identity.
Shymanovych masterfully reveals the connection between
the anthropology of the great Swiss and Christological
issues with trinitarian insights, reminding us that the
primary value of a human person lies in his/her being the
image and likeness of God, not the servant of any ideology
or artificially constructed system of pseudo-religious
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ideas. This is what exactly can be regarded as an urgently
important message for the entire modern world, especially in
the period of Russia’s full-scale aggression against Ukraine,
which is closely related to the dehumanization of a human,
the deprivation of his/her metaphysical value, as well as
the extreme ideologization of the Church (namely, Russian
Orthodox Church). Such impregnation of the Church with
ideological patterns carries out an unjustified reduction of
the God-human essence of Christ’s Church to the level of
just one of many other social institutions, and nullifies its
primary heavenly calling to be a herald of the Word of God,
not a servant of authoritarian secular power.

Among other advantages this monograph has not
only great theoretical and practical potential for the
intensification of ecumenical dialogue, but it also can join in
strengthening the development of confessional theological
schools and theological faculties of higher educational
institutions in modern Ukraine, since it takes into account
and comprehensively reproduces the significant degree
of influence of Karl Barth’s intellectual activity upon
theological seminaries and universities all over the Western
world.

A characteristic feature of the reviewed monograph is
sufficient validity of judgements, balanced conclusions, and
clarity of wording presented by the author. Also of particular
value is the involvement of leading modern English-
language sources on the given topic into author’s research
process. The book contains many interesting thoughts and
author’s conclusions which make a tangible intellectual
contribution to modern Ukrainian theology.

It remains to express the hope that this book will not
be the last in the creative researches of A. Shymanovych,
and will also be the beginning of a new wave of academic
interest in the theological heritage of Karl Barth, causing a
public discussion among representatives of the Ukrainian
intellectual community, namely, philosophers, theologians,
historians of ideas, as well as not indifferent Christians and
ordinary believers of modern church communities of any
denomination. After all, Barth’s unparalleled greatness and
the universality of his theology to a certain extent nullify
any of our pretended advantages of one over another. It is
no coincidence that the German theologian Paul Althaus
claimed that “compared to Karl Barth, we are all just
dwarfs”.

Finally, it is worth noting that Andrii Shymanovych’s
monograph “The Biblical Exegesis of Karl Barth”
is undoubtedly a great achievement and a significant
contribution to the field of modern theological research in
Ukraine which fully meets established academic standards.
The author uses a reliable methodology, refers to the
relevant works of Ukrainian and foreign researches, and
also goes from the purely theological to the interdisciplinary
field of humanitarian study. Therefore, this monograph
has all the grounds to serve as a reliable foundation for
further academic research in the field of historical theology,
ecumenical studies, philosophy of religion, biblical
exegesis, hermeneutics, and other area of modern Ukrainian
humanitarianism.
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Reviewed monograph by Y. Kononenko and S.
Dzholos on the topic «The State and Revolutions» is
undoubtedly extremely timely and relevant. This work
is devoted to a very important matter — the search for
the true nature of revolutions and the determination of
their impact on the existence of society.

In their work, the authors cover a wide range of
theoretical and practical issues related to an attempt at a
revolutionary restructuring of society, and point out the
many issues that inevitably arise in doing so. Thus, the
authors draw attention to numerous troubles caused by
historical and recent «colour» revolutions, in particular
the so-called «Arab Spring», which, in fact, led to the
destruction of Libyan statehood, the devastation of
Syria, mass victims and numerous sufferings of the
peoples of many countries of the world.

The authors critically interpret the so-called
«the right to revolt» and point out that in modern
times, in the conditions of the republican form of
government and periodic elections, it has, in fact,
almost completely lost its meaning and transformed
into the «right to peaceful gatherings, rallies, marches
and demonstrations», the participants of which are no

longer have the right to resort to violent actions. At
the same time, the monograph reasonably notes that in
the event that peaceful gatherings, rallies, marches and
demonstrations turn into mass riots, the state has the right
to take measures for self-preservation and protection of
public interests from illegal encroachments. Also, the
authors proposed a system of proposals regarding the
realization of the right to peaceful gatherings, rallies,
marches and demonstrations in civilized forms and
highlighted the basic principles of the state’s activities
to ensure the welfare of society and prevent revolutions
and their destructive consequences.

Thus, summarizing what has been said, it is worth
saying that the reviewed monograph fully meets the
established requirements, reflects deep theoretical
work of the authors, contains a number of practical
recommendations aimed at solving important theoretical
and practical political and legal issues, and deserves
a high positive evaluation. All this gives reasons to
recommend the reviewed work for publication.
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
