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THE RURAL WOMEN’S SEGMENT OF THE DEFENSE EPIC ON THE TERRITORY OF
UKRAINE IN THE FIRST PERIOD OF THE GERMAN-SOVIET WAR OF 1941 — 1945

Abstract. Purpose. The goal is a generalized analysis of the rural women’s segment of the
defense epic on the territory of Ukraine during the first period of the German-Soviet war 1941-
1945, an assessment of the role of rural women in ensuring the functioning of the agrarian sphere of
the republic’s economy in extremely difficult wartime conditions, showing their labor achievements
in the production of food for the front and the rear, participation in actions to help military units
and the front, evacuation of agricultural resources to the rear regions of the country, conditions of
everyday life of rural women’s society.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the fact that the materials presented in it, in the
context of the stated goal, complement the historiography of the national history of the period of the
Second World War in general, and the history of the Ukrainian peasantry in particular.

Conclusions. Rural women played an important role in ensuring the functioning of the agrarian
sphere in the conditions of the defense epic on the territory of the republic in the first period of
the German-Soviet war of 1941-1945. They successfully replaced men mobilized for the army as
mechanics and in management positions in collective farms and state farms, and were the main
workforce during the care and harvesting of the crop in 1941 and the execution of a complex of
autumn and spring field work in 1942, in the process of production of livestock products. Thanks to
their hard daily work, the front and the rear received the necessary food and raw materials. Rural
women were massively involved in the construction of defensive lines, were active participants
in all patriotic actions to help the front. Women played an important role in moving agricultural
resources to the eastern regions of the country. In incredibly difficult material and living conditions,
their everyday social function was extremely important - caring for families, caring for and raising
children, supporting orphans and elderly fellow villagers, the disabled and the families of fallen
front-line soldiers, preserving the age-old traditions of the Ukrainian peasantry.

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UKRAINIAN-CZECHOSLOVAK AGRARIANIST DISCOURSE IN 1920s — 1930s

Abstract. Purpose. The purpose is to investigate the Ukrainian-Czechoslovak agrarianist dis-
course of the 1920s and 1930s.

Conclusion. The authors found out that in the 1920s and 1930s, active cooperation devel-
oped between Czechoslovak and Ukrainian agrarianists, the most prominent centre of which was
the Ukrainian Agrarian Society and the Ukrainian Academy of Economics in Podebrady. In the
writings of Ukrainian and Czechoslovak agrarianists, the concept of «the newest agrarianism»,
together with criticism of liberalism, capitalism, socialism, communism and fascism, acquired a
logical and systematic presentation. The ideological mutual influence regarding the defence of the
economic and moral advantages of agriculture, small private ownership of land, cooperation, as
well as state regulation of the economy is noticeable. The Ukrainian-Czechoslovak agrarianist
discourse clearly emphasizes moderate reforms, which are understood as tools for the formation
of a large class of grain-grower owners. The views of the theorist of Ukrainian agrarianism of the
interwar period H. Simantsiv are related to the opinions of theorists and practitioners of Czechoslo-
vak agrarianism — A. Svehla, M. Hodza, J. Kettner and others, whose works the author of «the new-
est agrarianism» became acquainted with during his activities in the Ukrainian Agrarian Society
(UAS) and the Ukrainian Academy of Economics in Podyebrady. In addition, the Symantsiv Ukrain-
ian model of the newest agrarianism is based on the understanding of not only European, in par-
ticular Czechoslovakian, agrarianist theoretical thought, but also Ukrainian. The durability of the
Ukrainian intellectual agrarianist tradition, such as the views of M. Hrushevsky and V. Lypynsky,
is palpable, its distinct presence in the Symantsiv’s Ukrainian concept of agrarianism. H. Simantsiv
managed to logically and consistently reveal the essence and content of the newest agrarianism.
He substantiates the principles and positions of modern agrarianism concerning the individuality
of the peasantry, its mentality, the role of the peasantry as an active subject of state- and nation-
building, etc. Thus, the intellectual heritage of H. Simantsiv is a self-sufficient Ukrainian concept of
the newest agrarianism, which is consistent with the Czechoslovak agrarianist discourse.

Problem statement. The first third of the 20" century — a unique period of European history.
Despite the fact that it is relatively short in time, it is extremely saturated with diverse socio-cultural
transformations that fundamentally changed the political map of Europe and the world, and in many
ways determined the course of world history in the first half of the 20" century. These changes
related not only to the revolutionary upheavals experienced by the European continent, but also to
the appearance of previously unknown phenomena, new subjects of both international politics and
the domestic political life of many European countries. One of the phenomena of European history
of the first third of the 20™ century in general and Central-South-Eastern European countries in
particular, Central-South-Eastern European agrarianism became an active subject of the domestic
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political life of Central-South-Eastern European
countries — the peasantry. Central-South-Eastern
European agrarianism is represented by Polish,
Bulgarian, Czechoslovak, Romanian, Ukrainian,
etc. variants.

At the turn of the 1920s and 1930s, active
cooperation developed between Czechoslovak
and Ukrainian agrarianists, the most prominent
centre of which was the Ukrainian Agrarian So-
ciety (UAS) and the Ukrainian Academy of Eco-
nomics in Podebrady. Considering this, the anal-
ysis of the Ukrainian-Czechoslovak agrarianist
discourse of the post-war period, represented by
the intellectual work of H. Simantsiv, M. Hodza,
A. Svehla and other agrarianism theorists, is rel-
evant.

Resaerch analysis. Some questions that
resonate with our topic were reflected in foreign
historiography in the publications of A. Bar-
tloval, S. Cambel?, M. Peknik®, E. Petrovicova*
and other authors. They are also highlighted in
the works of domestic researchers: articles by
K. Galushka®, S. Kornovenko, Yu. Pasichna, O.
Kompaniyets®, T. Pikovska’ and other authors;
collective monographs: “Peasant-Centric Phe-
nomenon of the Ukrainian Revolution of 1917-
1921: Agrarianism”®, “Peasant-Centric Dimen-
sion of the Socio-Cultural Space of Ukraine
During the Revolution of 1917-1921"°, etc.

At the same time, the Ukrainian-Czecho-
slovak agrarianist discourse of the interwar pe-
riod is poorly studied. Taking this into account,
the authors of the article aim to investigate the

Ukrainian-Czechoslovak agrarianist discourse
of the 1920s and 1930s.

The statement of the basic material.
Czechoslovakia in the interwar period became
a «second Motherland» for Ukrainians who did
not recognize the establishment of Soviet power
in Ukraine after the end of the Ukrainian Revo-
lution of 1917-1921. The Czechoslovak authori-
ties treated Ukrainian émigré intellectuals with
respect and understanding, who initiated the
creation of educational and scientific institutions
in the country Ukrainian institutions. The rulers
of Czechoslovakia did not prevent the establish-
ment of the Ukrainian Agrarian Society (UAS)
and the Ukrainian Academy of Economics in
Podyebrady, which became one of the centres
of Ukrainian agrarianist thought in emigration
in the interwar period as well. They owe their
status to H. Symantsiv, a Ukrainian agrarianism
theoretician whose creative activity was closely
connected with these institutions. At that time,
a number of thorough works came out from his
pen: «the newest agrarianism» (the typescript of
which is kept in the funds of the Central State
Archive of the Higher Authorities and Adminis-
tration of Ukraine (TsDAVOU))™ and «Our Po-
litical Parties and the Peasants». In April 1929,
in a series of public speeches at the Ukrainian
Academic Community in Podjebrady and at the
Republican-Democratic Club in Prague, H. Sim-
antsiv made public the main provisions of the
newest Ukrainian agrarianism. The report had a
positive public resonance, its text was published
on its pages in 1929 by the «Tryzub» journal,

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and the following year it was published in Paris
as an individual brochure'2. In addition, in 1930-
1931, he published «Our Political Parties and
the Peasantry»*® on the pages of several issues of
the journal «Selo». In this article, H. Simantsiv
clarified the attitude of the CP(b)U, UPSR, US-
DRP, URDP, UHDS, OUN towards the Ukrain-
ian peasantry.

In interwar Czechoslovakia, agrarianism
was the core ideology of the political program of
the most powerful Republican Party of Farmers
and Small Peasants**. The political conditions in
which Czechoslovak agrarianism existed at that
time have every reason to be considered unique
for Central-Southeastern Europe, taking into ac-
count the fact that the Czechoslovak state was an
«island of democracy in a sea of dictatorships».
During the 1920s and 1930s, the agrarian par-
ties of Czechoslovakia maintained strong posi-
tions in the parliament and government, proving
themselves to be reliable coalition partners.

The universally recognized ideologues of
Czechoslovak agrarianism were A. Svehla and
M. Hodza. In particular, A. Svehla headed the
Republican Party of Farmers and Small Peas-
ants from 1909 to 1933, and the Czechoslovak
government from 1922 to 1929. A well-known
pamphlet authored by him is «Three Thoughts
on Agrarianism»®®, published in 1925. No less
authoritative was M. Hodza, a fellow party
member of A. Svehla, who in 1922-1926 and
1932-1935 held the position of Minister of Ag-
riculture, and in 1935 — 1938 — Prime Minister
of Czechoslovakia. In 1930, he became the au-
thor of the brochure «Agrarianism: a Series of
Lectures on the Ideology of Czechoslovak Po-
litical Parties»®, and a year later he edited the
collection of articles, speeches and scientific
studies «Paths of Central European Agrarian
Democracy»*’.

H. Simantsiv interprets «agrarianism» as a
«theoretical expression of peasant movements»,
but notes that «the concept of agrarianism is de-
fined differently by different authors. Agrarian-
ism is an agrarian programme. Agrarianism is

the ideology of agrarian movements. Agrarian-
ism is a grain-growers’ socio-political system.
Agrarianism is everything connected with the
land, it is a manifestation of the power of the
land over humanx» 8,

As a representative of Ukrainian agrarian-
ism, he reasonably argued the separation of
agrarianism from socialism, emphasizing that
agrarianism and socialism are separate politi-
cal phenomena, just like peasantry and labour,
which are the social basis of agrarianism and
socialism, respectively'®. Comparing socialism
and agrarianism, H. Simantsiv substantiated
that socialist models focus only on two actors —
«employer and employee», instead, agrarianism
focuses on «one more living being, which in its
person unites both employer and employee — the
grain-grower»?.

The views of the Czechoslovak thinker
J. Kettner are consistent with the considerations
of H. Simantsiv regarding the relationship be-
tween agrarianism and socialism. In the work
«Liberalism, Socialism and Agrarianism»? he
convincingly revealed that agrarianism during
the 19" century developed alongside socialism
as opposed to liberalism. However, agrarianism
wanted to avoid the mistakes of two compet-
ing ideological currents. First, unlike socialism,
it does not set unattainable goals and is based
on real life. Secondly, agrarianism, according to
J. Kettner’s observation, constructs an ideal
model — agrarian democracy, which, unlike so-
cialism, is achieved through evolution and re-
forms, and not through revolutionary struggle.
According to this thinker, the meaning of agrari-
anism is social justice, i.e., equality of rights and
responsibilities?.

M. Hodza’s position regarding the differ-
ences between agrarianism and socialism and
liberalism is also consistent. He, like V. Lypyn-
sky and H. Simantsiv, other theoreticians of
agrarianism, spoke against the «chaos of private
capitalist economy» harmful to the peasants,
as well as against socialist transformations that
would deprive the peasant of private owner-

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ship of land and destroy agricultural production.
Therefore, professing both anti-capitalism and
anti-communism, M. Hodza advocated agrari-
anism — the «third way». The latter, in his opin-
ion, consisted in moderate reforms that would
create a significant class of agricultural owners,
who would be a bulwark against the spread of
communism, and on the other hand, would op-
pose the elements of the capitalist market, which
would save peasant farms from exploitation by
capital and ruin®.

At the same time, if the predecessors —
P. Kulish, P. Struve — emphasized the open an-
tagonism between the city and countryside, then
H. Simantsiv offers a different approach. He ap-
peals to historical experience, primarily Soviet,
and notes: «... socialism after the failed practice
of Russian Bolshevism ... looks for an accom-
plice in the peasantry rather than actively fight-
ing with it. Equally for the peasantry, worker
socialism is the most natural accomplice on the
way to progress»?. In this way, the author of
«The Newest Agrarianism», emphasizing the
separation of agrarianism from socialism, sees
no reason for their opposition. Considers peas-
ants and workers partners in development. At
the same time, the thinker clearly defines that
next to socialism «a new sociological force has
grown: agrarianism»%,

For the Ukrainian peasantry, modern agrari-
anism, according to H. Simantsiv, is the most fa-
vourable political and social formula®. The au-
thor’s judgments about the role of the land and
those who work on it are quite agrarian in na-
ture: «salvation is in the land, in its laws, in those
masses of the peasantry who work on the land
and reflect in themselves these laws of the land,
the laws of nature, its development and mani-
festations. According to this slogan, agrarianism
builds its sociological and political-economic
system. This is actually the main relevance of
agrarianism in general and for Ukrainian socio-
constructive thought in particular»?’. Indeed,
during the second half of the 19th century — in
the 1930s in Central-South-Eastern Europe, in
Ukraine, a qualitatively different peasantry was
formed. They became an ideoman peasantry —an
active subject of history, a bearer of agrarianist

ideology. The fundamental difference between
the peasantry and the workers in everyday life,
culture, worldview, etc. formed the separateness
of the ideological meanings of agrarianism and
socialism.

The thoughts of M. Hodza, in particular,
about the unifying potential of agrarianist ideol-
ogy, which is capable of uniting both the Slavic
peoples in particular and Europe in general,
are consonant with the originality of agrarian-
ism. He emphasized that there is nothing but
agrarianism that could unite the Slavic peoples
with the main goal of ensuring and strengthen-
ing peace. «And | ask you — writes M. Hodza
— what principle, what economic or social pro-
gram could penetrate so deeply into all classes
of Slavic peoples to unite them, to form a bridge
not only between Slavic, but also non-Slavic
peoples connected by the same interests»?. Nei-
ther nationalism, clericalism, nor socialism, ac-
cording to A. Toshkov, were able to perform the
work that M. Hodza called the consolidation of
Europe?.

H. Simantsiv, using the works of the clas-
sics of European agrarianist thought, substanti-
ated the difference between agrarianism and so-
cialism. First of all, the fact that «socialism for
a long time did not take into account the peas-
antry as a social factor». Such an effective sub-
ject as «grain-grower», which is different from
«employer» and «employee», was overlooked.
His distinctiveness, according to H. Simantsiv,
is that the farmer is neither a bourgeois nor a
proletarian. It is «a new type of social produc-
tion; ... the bearer of individualism, because he
is both an entrepreneur and a producer, and he
also comes as a member of society, in which
both factors — employer and entrepreneur — are
in one person»®’. The peasantry, which, unlike
the proletariat, works on its own farm and di-
rectly experiences the results of such farming,
according to H. Simantsiv, is an «economically
self-employed stratum of society»®.

In this context, the position of the theorist of
Ukrainian agrarianism echoes the Czechoslovak
agrarian thought. For example, M. Hodza also
considered that liberalism cannot be the ideolo-
gy of agriculturalists, because for liberalism ag-
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riculture is only a source of raw materials. Even
after the disappearance of feudal relations, the
peasantry did not get the opportunity to become
an independent active subject of political life on
a par with other estates®.

This feature of the peasant, according to the
Ukrainian thinker, determines the separation of
agrarianism as a representative of the peasant
ideology from socialism - a representative of
the workers’ ideology. According to the author
of «The Newest Agrarianism, agrarianism «re-
flects» «this peasant psychology and this peas-
ant philosophy»®. For the peasants, the advan-
tage of agrarianism as a peasant ideology among
other socio-political analogues, rightly believes
H. Simantsiv, lies in the fact that 1) it does not
invent anything new, it is natural for the peas-
antry; 2) «he does not build abstract schemes,
detached from life»; 3) avoids utopian goals and
tasks; 4) represents the systematized «spiritual
treasures of the peasantry, ... strives to be ... an
expression of peasant interests.; 5) «organizer
of peasant social activity»; 6) is closely and di-
rectly connected with peasant socio-political
self-awareness”34,

A similar position about the unique role of
the peasantry, in particular about its state-mak-
ing potential, was defended by Czechoslovak
agrarian theoreticians. Thus, speaking in 1919
at the congress of the agrarian party, M. Hodza
stated: «Only thanks to the strength and unity of
the peasantry, the Czechs and Slovaks were not
assimilated by the Austrians and Hungarians.
Therefore, the revived state must rely on the
close interaction of Czech and Slovak peasants
who share one idea — agrarianism»,

It draws attention to the fact that in the inter-
war theory of agrarianism of H. Simantsiv there
is not only a theoretical modification of the clas-
sics of European agrarianism, but also a distinct
Ukrainian component, represented in particular
by the views of V. Lypynsky. For example, like
the last one, the author of «The Newest Agrari-
anism» uses such a concept as «grain-grower».
He uses it as a synonym for the peasantry. In
his judgments, the thinker also appeals to such a
general agrarian category as «laws of the land».
The classic of Ukrainian conservatism has re-
peatedly written about the struggle of two op-

posites: the «law of the land» and the «law of
capital».

H. Simantsiv’s reasoning about the moral
and psychological aspects of agrarianism, in re-
lation to such a category as «despair», are origi-
nal. The author of «The Newest Agrarianism»
interprets it as a source of deconstructive rebel-
lion, hatred, mistrust — everything that leads to
the degradation of both the individual and socie-
ty, makes it impossible to construct an optimistic
model of the future®. Instead, agrarianism with
its «law of the land», not temporary, but eternal
life values — salvation from despair, the basis for
building an optimistic perspective. Such consid-
erations, in our opinion, are reasonable. Agrari-
anism really appears to be a middle ground be-
tween two irreconcilable antagonists: socialism
and capitalism. This is the way of development
of another, different from the industrial type of
society — agrarian, its culture and philosophy
based on the laws of nature, primarily «the law
of the land».

Developing his judgments about agrarian-
ism, H. Simantsiv gives different versions of the
interpretation of this concept: 1) agrarian pro-
gramme; 2) ideology of agrarian movements;
3) agricultural socio-political system; 4) every-
thing related to the earth is a manifestation of
the power of the earth over man; 5) unconscious
sensual rationalism; 6) scientifically systema-
tized scientific agrarianism is the antithesis of
scientific socialism, liberalism, and conserva-
tism®”. In his opinion, «the concept of agrarian-
ism, like concepts such as rights, socialism, etc.,
cannot be defined. Agrarianism can be described,
elucidated and understood, but not defined, even
commonly. This is a whole system of concepts, a
worldview. Agrarianism has its own fund of ide-
als, its own social philosophy and its own poli-
cy: economic, social, legal, cultural, etc. ... The
newest agrarianism is peasant agrarianism»%®,
Such an author’s approach to the interpretation
of agrarianism corresponded to the level of de-
velopment of the contemporary agrarianist and
socio-political European thought in general. We
do not have any fundamental objections to it. At
the same time, the thesis that «the concept of
agrarianism ... cannot be defined» is debatable.
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Having presented the author’s understand-
ing of the newest agrarianism, H. Simantsiv
successfully revealed the essence of this phe-
nomenon, its socio-economic, philosophical and
other components. In this we see the attempt of
the author of «The Newest Agrarianism> to sys-
tematize and generalize the previous European
and Ukrainian agrarianist intellectual product,
to give scientific coherence and integrity to the
ideological concept. The social significance of
agrarianism, according to the thinker, lies in the
fact that, unlike other socio-political ideologies,
he interprets the peasantry as a «separate social
class of modern society”*®. The social nature of
the peasantry, according to the concept of mod-
ern agrarianism, is not identical with either the
proletariat or the bourgeoisie. The phenomenon
of the peasantry consists in the fact that, unlike
the working class, it owns «its own middlemen
of production», and unlike the capitalist, it «lives
from the exploitation of their own, not someone
else’s, strength». The specificity of agricultural
production determined the social specificity of
the peasantry as well: «made the peasant a kind
of middle figure between two extreme, warring
forces — the class of the proletariat and the class
of the bourgeoisie»®. Taking this into account,
the peasantry is an independent, separate subject
of history, — summarizes H. Simantsiv.

Agrarianism in the interpretation of the au-
thor of «The Newest Agrarianism» understands
the social stratigraphy in the middle of the peas-
antry as a natural phenomenon. It is not con-
sidered, as among the Bolsheviks, a reason for
the exacerbation of social contradictions in the
peasant environment. It is not a basis for «seeing
in the peasantry some differentiation of it into
several classes with opposing interests»*. The
theoretician of the newest Ukrainian agrarian-
ism argues the opinion that the integrity of the
peasantry, despite the social stratigraphy, is en-
sured by the commonality of its interests, and
not by the degree of economic prosperity. Thus,
H. Simantsiv understands the peasantry as a
community united by common values, interests,
etc., as «one family»*2, Complementary integ-
rity of the peasantry is ensured by its following
interests: 1) economic; 2) cultural; 3) political,
4) spiritual; 5) social, etc*®. According to the au-
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thor of «The Newest Agrarianism», the range
of common interests of the peasantry is wide, it
concerns social life in all its diversity.

The position of M. Hodza is also similar. He
argued that neither workers led by communists,
nor «patriots» with their nationalism, nor clerics
with Catholic ideas were capable of becoming
leaders of the Slavic movement after the World
War I. M. Hodza contrasted the peasant with
them as the embodiment of the moral strength of
the people*. Since it was about the states of the
Slavic peoples, whose economy in the interwar
period remained largely agrarian, the ideology
of agrarianism, according to M. Hodza, should
have become a powerful unifying factor.

The philosophy of agrarianism was com-
mented on by H. Simantsiv no less substantive-
ly. He defined it as anthropocentric and peasant-
centric. Anthropocentrism manifests itself in
the following: 1) for agrarianism, every person
is primarily a person and an end in himself, de-
spite differences in origin, social status, etc.; 2)
leaves the right of worldview choice to a person:
«... he does not call for a fight, neither with reli-
gion, nor against it, leaving everyone a free hand
to take his position in relation to it»*. Strategi-
cally, agrarianism, like other anthropocentric
philosophical systems, strives for the universal
ideal: «a perfect person in a perfectly organized
society»*,

The philosophy of modern Ukrainian agrar-
ianism, despite the separate meanings, is closely
intertwined with other worldview principles,
and is not separated from the pan-European an-
thropocentric philosophical thought. The peculi-
arity of its methodology is that universal human
values are interpreted from the position of peas-
ant centrism. H. Simantsiv, like other European
agrarianists, believed that the peasantry, as an
active subject of history, is capable of creating
all the necessary conditions for the harmonious
intellectual, physical and moral development of
the individual®’.

The ethical principles of agrarianism are
based on the fact that it does not overestimate the
moral qualities of the peasantry, while at the same
time it does not accept the moral codes of other
classes. The ethical principles of the countryside
and the moral order of the countryside are an
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objective fact that is perceived by agrarianism
as a fact®®. And in this, we believe, his peasant-
centrism is clearly revealed.

The starting points in the socio-economic
concept of agrarianism are purely sociological
questions, the author of «The Newest Agrarian-
ism» is convinced. Among the important and
conceptual ones, he distinguishes the following:
1) the role and mission of a person in society; 2)
the dialectic of the relationship between the in-
dividual and society, individual social strata; 3)
«how society should be organized in general and
specifically with regard to the interests of rural
peoplex». The answers to these and other ques-
tions are based on the basic principle of peasant-
centrism: «from the point of view of the peasant,
his worldview and public interests. The needs of
rural life, its imperatives are the main criteria for
this» 4.

For the contemporary development of the
nation and the state, according to H. Simantsiv,
the peasantry played an important social and
cultural role. The author of «The Newest Agrar-
ianism» substantiated his understanding of the
role of the peasant as a builder of the state by
the historical circumstances of the development
of Ukraine, primarily by the uniqueness of the
peasantry compared to other national social stra-
ta. First of all, he took into account the unique
mentality of the Ukrainian peasantry. H. Simant-
siv emphasized that «in the peasantry, which is
closely connected with a certain territory with
its entire being and mentally lives with a sense
of spontaneous national unity, there are reliable
foundations for the stability and endurance of
the national will in the defence of its territory,
its land» .

Similar to the classics of European and
Ukrainian agrarianism, the thinker spoke of
the peasantry as a state builder in view of two
main factors, in his opinion: 1) the peasantry is
a bearer and personification of national values;
2) for the peasantry, the concept and feeling of
the Motherland is not an abstraction, but a clear
concreteness that is nourished by settlement and
the practice of management on the native land®*.

In the above judgments of the author of
«The Newest Agrarianism>», we observe a reflec-
tion of both European and Ukrainian agrarian
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theory and practice of the beginning of the 20®
century, primarily of the period of the Ukrainian
Revolution of 1917-1921. For example, M. Hru-
shevsky frankly believed that «the main basis of
the Great Ukraine for a long time, if not always,
there will be a peasantry, and it will have to be
built on it. In the long times of our early life,
we kept repeating that the future of Ukrainian
revival and the future of Ukraine in general lies
in the peasantry and only in the peasantry. For a
whole century, Ukrainianness and peasantry be-
came almost synonymous. From the time when
all other strata betrayed their nationality, all the
material for national building was drawn from
it, and it placed its hopes on it: Ukraine will be
able to stand up only when this titan thrown into
the abyss of darkness and unconsciousness, this
deprived of sight, rises anew and strength, Sam-
son, cut off from his political and national con-
sciousness. ... it (the peasantry — author) became
the spring of our revolutionary movement» %2,

In particular, in his lectures on the problems
of agrarianism, M. Hodza also proved that the
peasantry and agriculture play a leading role:
«l am sure... that we will find in agriculture an
important element of what humanity so badly
needs —a new reassuring idea, a new psychology
of democracy, the peace and self-discovery that
today, ten years after the World War, humanity
needs so much. When it is possible in almost all
social strata to see the signs of a strong crisis,
which indicates uncertainty, the threat of inter-
nal decomposition and revolution, the greater
virtues are demonstrated by the agriculturalist
who, in the midst of moral crisis and nihilism,
embodies peace»®:.

According to H. Simantsiv, the optimal so-
cio-legal model in which private and public legal
relations are harmoniously combined is agrari-
anism — «the third logically possible direction»,
«the golden mean between the two extreme di-
rections mentioned above»®*. According to him,
«society has the right and duty to manage and
regulate social relations, but in such a way that
the initiative of individuals can freely manifest
itself. Society does not dare to develop to the
detriment and at the cost of killing the individual
and his freedom, but equally, the individual does
not dare to be completely unlimited in his valid-
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ity to the detriment of society»®. This approach
is fully correlated with the views of Czechoslo-
vak agrarianists, in particular, M. Hodza, who
insisted on the right of the state to intervene in
business activities, as well as to act as a social
arbiter®®.

Denying the importance of class antago-
nism, dictatorship, and revolution as locomo-
tives of history, not perceiving their meanings,
agrarians offer an alternative tool for improving
society, particularly in the socio-economic and
socio-political spheres. The fundamental goal in
the evolution of the social model, according to
the provisions of modern agrarianism, is «<human
and their good. This goal is common, eventu-
ally, or should be common to all social strata»®’.
This approach is common to both Ukrainian
and Czechoslovak versions of agrarianism. A.
Svehla, M. Hodza, H. Simantsiv were equally
opposed to any type of dictatorship, which was
considered to degrade the social order and hu-
man dignity and contradict the democratic nature
of the peasant. Since dictatorship is inextricably
linked with the concentration of power, it makes
it impossible to achieve social stability, which is
one of the main tasks of agrarianism. Therefore,
according to Czechoslovak agrarianists, the dic-
tatorship could not ensure the representation of
peasant interests and morals.

H. Simantsiv, as well as M. Hodza, attached
decisive importance to the economic emanci-
pation of the peasantry, the tool of which both
thinkers considered cooperation. Thus, imple-
menting the ideology of agrarianism in practice,
M. Hodza attached decisive importance to the
economic emancipation of the peasantry, the
tool of which he considered cooperation. He
made significant efforts to create the Central Co-
operative of Economy and Trade as the national
headquarters of credit societies, which began
operating in 1912 in Budapest. With the forma-
tion of Czechoslovakia, M. Hodza initiated the
creation of a new Central Cooperative in 1919,
which was later moved to Bratislava. As the
Minister of Agriculture in 1924, M. Hodza man-
aged to create a nationwide network of district
credit cooperative societies, called «Rolnicke
hhabhé pokladnice» (Farmers’ Joint Treasuries).
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The cooperation is also widely interpreted
by H. Simantsiv. He puts the following mean-
ings into it: 1) «class cooperation instead of class
struggle»; 2) «instead of social battles — mutual
compromises and concessions for the sake of
the common good»; 3) «cooperation of all liv-
ing forces of the people»; 4) harmonious devel-
opment of «all constituent parts of society, and
therefore of an individual»®®. At the same time,
the author of «The Newest Agrarianism», in our
opinion, offered an innovative understanding of
cooperation for his time as a tool for implement-
ing complementary socio-economic and socio-
political models. A complementary society is a
society of common values and ideals, develop-
ment, perspectives, comfort, harmonious com-
bination of individual and collective principles.

Different from previous principles, modern
agrarianism sees a solution to such a component
of the peasant issue as agrarian/land. First of all,
he understands it as a component of a holistic
agrarian policy to solve the peasant issue in gen-
eral; secondly, its solution will take place on the
basis of national economic and legal programs
of agrarianism, which provides for the existence
of such an institution as the institution of private
property®?; thirdly, it is about a peaceful solution
on the basis of expediency and possible justice®,
As an option, H. Simantsiv justified the appro-
priateness of using such a tool as parcellation.
He gives the following arguments in his favour:
1) it is fair, since the peasantry will receive the
land that previously belonged to him and which
was alienated from him; 2) it is expedient, as
it is a guarantee of preserving social peace and
«preserving ethnic culture»®t. Undoubtedly, the
peasantry should benefit from the solution of the
agrarian/land issue: «The land must belong to
the peasant legally and in fact. There is no peas-
antry without the land and without the land. And
therefore, there can be no problems here» 62,

The prospects for the economic develop-
ment of the peasantry through agrarianism are
not equated with the development of large land-
holdings. H. Simantsiv notes that agrarianism is
the antithesis of latifundism. Solving the agrari-
an/land issue on the basis of latifundism is unac-
ceptable for agrarianism®, Inefficient for agrari-
anism is solution option a land issue from the
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point of view of black redistribution. Under the
conditions of that time, as well as under mod-
ern conditions, land without capital is simply
natural wealth, which is not a market category.
Capitalization of land is no less important issue
for peasants, as is the issue of land ownership.
Guided by the «middle» path, modern agrarian-
ism does not at the same time use the category
of «capital» to exhaust the complexity of all that
«determines peasant well-being»®. The combi-
nation of land and capital does not guarantee that
the peasants will receive their due remuneration
for their work. Such a guarantor, according to
the theorist of modern agrarianism, is the prof-
itability of agriculture in general. It determines
the fair remuneration of the peasant, not the size
of land ownership/land use. In this way, the tri-
ad: land — capital — profitability, is the formula
for the formation of a wealthy peasantry — the
socio-cultural basis of the nation and the state.
Similar to H. Simantsiv is the attitude of M.
Hodza to large land ownership. Like most adher-
ents of the Czechoslovak variant of agrarianism,
he unequivocally condemned large feudal land
ownership, considering it not only an anachro-
nism, but also a morally unjust phenomenon®.
The basic principle of an agrarian state is de-
mocracy. It reflects its fundamental essence, its
goal — «the good of all citizens»%. Such a state
model, based on civil society, provides «all adult
citizens, regardless of status, family and prop-
erty, participation in the creation of state will»®’.
The power of such a state lies in complemen-
tary unity. This is the fundamental difference
between an agrarianist state and a class state.
The latter delegates all the power to one class
to the detriment of the interests of other classes,
H. Simantsiv argued®®. In accordance with this
interpretation of the agrarian state, the concept
of the model of its basis was also developed. It
is fundamentally different from liberalism and
collectivism. The latter are rejected by modern
agrarianism as one-sided, taking into account
the dominance of the individual in the first case,
and the collective in the second. Taking this into
account, another «national economic organiza-
tional principle» that is determined by the tasks
of the national economy is optimal for theorists
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of modern agrarianism. It is also determined by
the ideal of «a person and a people, a healthy,
morally strong and educated people, and at the
same time a democratic people, all of whose
components are equal and where any supremacy
of one or another stratum would be excluded» .
The guarantor of the realistic existence of such
an ideal is the material security of a person, his
existence. Taking this into account, agrarianists
prove that the proper material support of man
and society is the leading idea of the economic
policy of the state, the main national economic
task™.

The agrarianist economic program is a way
of systematic, in accordance with the laws of
evolution, restructuring of the social order on
the basis of institutional complementarity — an
original model of mutual complementarity of
economic institutions. Modern Japan, for ex-
ample, is developing according to this model.
This, in our opinion, is its difference from con-
temporary revolutionary socialism, liberalism,
and conservatism. In this context, H. Simantsiv
writes about the economic and political coopera-
tion of all social strata of society and the state.
The duty of the latter is to create appropriate
conditions under which the subject of economic
activity can fully reveal its potential, «but with-
out damage and exploitation of other persons»™.

The legal programme of agrarianism is
based on the principle of private property rights.
Justifying this approach, the author of «The
Newest Agrarianism» reasonably states: 1) only
private property best provides a person with jus-
tice in the results of his work; 2) private property
is the most powerful motivator of a person «to
economic activity, diligence, creativity and en-
trepreneurship»; 3) historical experience, in par-
ticular Ukrainian experience, convinces «that
only the one who dominates and has power is
the one who owns the land, this basis of lifex»™.
According to the concept of modern agrarianism
as a «middle way», private property is not only a
right, it is also a duty. First of all, «xowning does
not mean only having the right to dispose of this
object indefinitely, or to manage it in such a way
that it benefits not only the owner, but also the
entire society»™. In this way, legal agrarianism
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is qualitatively different from capitalism and so-
cialism. He does not accept the anti-cultural and
anti-social tendencies of capitalism and denies
the socialist ideology of abolishing the institu-
tion of private property, which is understood as
the source of the «poverty of population»™.

Guided by the thesis that the meaning of hu-
man life lies in the possibility of improvement,
the concept of modern agrarianism provides for
the corresponding agrarian social policy. Ac-
cording to its content, it is anthropo- and peas-
ant-centric. Its task is to prevent natural disas-
ters (famine, cold, disease, mutilation, etc.) and
to protect society from degradation or mitigate
the consequences of such social deviations as
moral depravity, criminality, etc. The agricultur-
al social program is a socially complementary
project. Its implementation is aimed at all lay-
ers of society excuses to level class contradic-
tions, prevent natural, demographic, and social
cataclysms. The tool in the implementation of
agrarian social policy is the relevant social in-
stitutions subordinated to the idea of a «socially
healthy countryside and city»".

Like other components of the newest agrari-
anism, the cultural agrarianist program is an inte-
gral component of a holistic agrarianist approach
to the evolutionary and natural improvement of
society, solving the peasant issue in general.
Without the cultural development of the village,
agrarianists could not imagine an economic, po-
litical, social, etc. solution to the peasant issue’.
Culture is understood by H. Simantsiv as an im-
portant factor in the «progress of the countryside
as a whole»’". His opinions about the fact that
the political liberation of the Ukrainian peas-
antry from serfdom made him an equal member
of society are correct, but «this did not make the
peasant free; he is still far from true freedom,
he is still weighed down by the yoke of spiritual
darkness, superstition, humiliation, groundless
fear of «those in power» and all other remnants
of the old, feudal-serfdom times™. On the basis
of such an understanding of the situation in the
cultural life of the peasantry by modern agrari-
anism, the task of agrarianist cultural policy was
formulated, which was called «to bring a ray of
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light into this darkness, to free the peasant from
the bonds of spiritual backwardness, to make
science and art available to him, to decorate his
life with cultural interests»’.

As we can see, Ukrainian modern agrarian-
ism is a new socio-political system, a holistic re-
alistic worldview. His appearance is determined
by «real objective circumstances and he under-
stand this life and tries to influence it only on
the basis of modern social relations and means
of eternal abilities. Realism in ideas, realism in
actions»®, At the same time, agrarianism is a
middle way between collectivism and individu-
alism. Its goal is to create «the most favourable
conditions for the peasantry for its existence and
development»®, Thus, agrarianism is a peasant-
centric phenomenon.

The Ukrainian and Czechoslovak versions
of agrarianism equally support the understand-
ing of the peasantry as a separate subject of his-
tory, as a «separate social class». The peasantry
is fundamentally different from the proletariat
and the bourgeoisie, it is a separate, «new social
type — agrarian»®, Individuality primarily lies in
the synthetic nature of the peasantry, «because it
carries within itself the beginnings of collectiv-
ism and individualism», all of it is labour?. The
peasantry as a whole, according to H. Simantsiv,
is a «working class». Therefore, he considered
the «division into «labour» and «non-labour» to
be «objectively groundless», its use in science
— a «misunderstanding», and in political life — a
«tactical and campaigning technique2®.

Agrarianism opposes the modern city to the
modern countryside. According to H. Simantsiv,
these two worlds are mutually interested in each
other. The village fed the city biologically. Mod-
ern agrarianism calls for the countryside to feed
the city ideologically as well. In this, agrarian-
ism sees the task of the peasantry — «to restore
this balance and balance the extremes of mod-
ern society. To the modern city, the peasantry
must bring the original human goods lost by this
city — nature and peace» .

The conclusions. So, summarizing the
above, we state. In the writings of Ukrainian
and Czechoslovak agrarians, the concept of «the

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newest agrarianism», together with criticism of
liberalism, capitalism, socialism, communism
and fascism, acquired a logical and system-
atic presentation. The ideological mutual influ-
ence regarding the defense of the economic and
moral advantages of agriculture, small private
ownership of land, cooperation, as well as state
regulation of the economy is noticeable. The
Ukrainian-Czechoslovak agrarianist discourse
clearly emphasizes moderate reforms, which are
understood as tools for the formation of a large
class of grain-grower owners.

The views of the theorist of Ukrainian
agrarianism of the interwar period H. Simant-
siv are related to the opinions of theorists and
practitioners of Czechoslovak agrarianism — A.
Svehla, M. Hodza, J. Kettner and others, whose
works the author of «the newest agrarianism»
became acquainted with during his activities
in the Ukrainian Agrarian Society (UAS) and
the Ukrainian Academy of Economics in Po-
dyebrady. In addition, the Symantsiv Ukrainian

model of modern agrarianism is based on the un-
derstanding of not only European, in particular
Czechoslovakian, agrarian theoretical thought,
but also Ukrainian. The durability of the Ukrain-
ian intellectual agrarianist tradition, such as the
views of M. Hrushevsky and V. Lypynsky, is
palpable, its distinct presence in the Symantsiv’s
Ukrainian concept of agrarianism. H. Simantsiv
managed to logically and consistently reveal the
essence and content of the newest agrarianism.
It substantiates the principles and positions of
the newest agrarianism concerning the individu-
ality of the peasantry, its mentality, the role of
the peasantry as an active subject of state and
nation-building, etc. Thus, the intellectual herit-
age of H. Simantsiv is a self-sufficient Ukrain-
ian concept of the newest agrarianism, which
is consistent with the Czechoslovak agrarianist
discourse.
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Abstract. The purpose of our research is to highlight the policy of the communist regime
regarding the official recognition of the limits of the spread of famine in Ukraine in 1921-1923 and
an indication of the factors that influenced the correction of the disaster area.

The scientific novelty of the publication is a comprehensive analysis of normative-legal acts,
according to which the officially recognized limits of the spread of the famine of 1921-1923 were
changed in Ukraine.

Conclusions.. The confrontation between Ukrainian and Russian communists on the issue
of recognizing the famine in Ukraine is shown, in particular, the definition of the territory of its
distribution. Moscow’s policy of downplaying the scale of the catastrophe and forming a common
opinion about its locality in certain regions is traced. Several legislative acts are involved, directly

Problem statement. The communist re-
gime established in the scientific field and pub-
lic consciousness the narrative about 5 southern
governorates of Ukraine that suffered from a
mass artificial famine of 1921-1923. This was
due to the fact that the Russian communists offi-
cially considered the drought in the steppe areas
to be the cause of the famine in the Ukrainian
SSR, and its scale as not too catastrophic, com-
pared to the famine in the Volga region. Also,
during the famine, the authorities «united» the
Ukrainian governorates into two groups — pro-
ductive and non-productive. Thus, it continued
to actively export grain to the RSFSR.

It is unlikely that the area of the spread of
the famine clearly coincided with the adminis-
trative boundaries of the 5 governorates. It is im-
portant to find out what exactly led to the policy
of the communist regime to designate territories
as starving — ignorance or neglect.

Resaerch analysis. Historiography is quite
limited in terms of the mentioned aspect of the
issue of studying the massive artificial famine
of 1921-1923 in Ukraine. In our research, we
primarily used the works of O. Veselova, S.
Kulchytskyi, O. Movchan, V. Marochko?, and
R. Serbyn?.

The purpose of the article is to study the
policy of the communist regime in determining
the territory of mass artificial famine of 1921-
1923 in Ukraine.

The statement of the basic material.
Prolonged hostilities and predatory policy of
the communists in the agrarian issue led to a

decrease in the cultivated area and harvests in
Ukraine in 1919-1920. Ukrainian peasants suf-
fered significant losses of seed stock and live
stock during the food apportionment. A sharp
deterioration of the food situation was caused
by a drought in the southern Ukrainian gover-
norates in the summer of 1921. The communist
regime in Moscow was fully aware of the situ-
ation of weather conditions and crop failure in
Ukraine.

Information about the poor state of crops on
the lands in the southern governorates of Ukraine
began to arrive at the end of the spring of 1921.
Indicators were measured on a 5-point scale, ac-
cording to which the probable harvest and tax
rates were calculated. The negative dynamics of
the condition of the main four breads was clearly
observed —on May 15, 3.3 points were recorded,
and on July 15, the indicator dropped to 2.5%. In
Kharkiv, the republican authorities were forced
to delay the process of lowering tax rates due to
the significant debts of the regions according to
the production schedule*. Moscow demanded its
full implementation.

The beginning of the new agricultural year
and the transition to food tax changed the situ-
ation. The first grain harvest confirmed the pre-
dicted failure. On July 19, the Politburo of the
Central Committee of the CP(b)U reduced the
tax rate for some volosts of Odesa and Mykolaiv
governorates. The Zaporizhzhia governorate
was refused a reduction in the tax burden. It was
noted that all governorates, except for Donetsk
one, «will have to rely exclusively on their own

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resources in the near future»®. The industrial re-
gions of the Donets governorate (excluding the
agricultural Starobilsk, Mariupol, and Shakhty
counties) had a special food status throughout
the famine®.

At the beginning of August, after the end
of the harvest, in view of the received detailed
information, the Ukrainian authorities changed
the productivity of the counties (a grade was
given from 1% to 10", where 1% is an extreme-
ly low yield). Thus, Kharkiv, Zmiiv, Chuguiv,
Izyum, and Kupyansk counties are included in
the 31 category (30-35 poods per dessiatin); in
Odesa governorate up to 2" grade (25-30) — Ti-
raspol county, up to 1% (up to 25) — Odesa and
Voznesensk; in the Katerynoslav governorate
up to 3 — Novomoskovsk and Pavlograd, up to
2" — Verkhnyodniprovsk, up to 1% — Kryvyi Rih
and Katerynoslav counties; in the Zaporizhzhya
governorate, up to the 3 grade — Oleksandrivsk,
Gulyai-Pole and Veliky Tokmak, up to 2" —
Berdyansk, up to 1% — Melitopol counties; in the
Poltava governorate up to 3" — Konstantinograd
county; in Mykolaiv governorate up to 39 —
Yelisavetgrad, up to 1%t— Kherson, Mykolaiv and
Dnipro counties; in the Donetsk governorate, up
to 3" — Starobilsk, Hryshyn, Shakhty, Sloviansk
and Debaltsevo, up to 2™ — Mariupol, Taganrog,
Yuzivka, Luhansk and Bakhmut counties; in the
Kremenchug governorate to 2" — Oleksandriya
county’.

According to statistical indicators indi-
cated by the authorities themselves, the most
unharvested territories at the end of summer
were 8 counties of Zaporizhzhia, Katerynoslav,
Mykolaiv and Odesa governorates. The epicen-
tre of the famine was the Mykolaiv governorate.
Another 9 neighbouring counties were potential
areas for the spread of famine in the near fu-
ture. In total, 33 counties of 8 governorates were
identified as unproductive.

Russian communists opposed the official
recognition of the famine in Ukraine, and even
more so its comparison with the situation in
the Volga region. The denial of the beginning
of the famine was connected with the policy of
«pumping out» millions of poods of Ukrainian
grain for the red capitals and helping the starv-
ing people of the Volga region®.

In view of the aggravation of the food cri-
sis, the Ukrainian communists in Kharkiv tried
to reduce the tax pressure and additionally help
the peasants. In particular, on August 12, 1921,
the Council of People’s Commissars of the
Ukrainian SSR adopted a resolution «On the re-
placement of food tax on wheat in low-harvest
governorates with meat» (a total of 10% of the
grain tax). The document referred to «counties
of Ukraine that were affected by the failure of
the bread harvest and are not exempted from
the bread tax». These counties included: Odesa,
Tiraspol, and Voznesensk (Odesa governorate),
Dnipro, Mykolaiv, and Kherson (Mykolaiv gov-
ernorate), Oleksandrivsk, Melitopol, and Berdy-
ansk (Zaporizhzhia governorate), Katerynoslav,
Verkhnyodniprovsk, and Novomoskovsk (Ka-
terinoslav governorate), Mariupol, Taganrog,
and Starobilsk (Donets governorate), Kupyansk
and Izyum (Kharkiv governorate), Oleksandriya
(Kremenchuk governorate)®. It is obvious that
the situation was the most difficult in the men-
tioned 18 counties. In these territories, in most
cases, the population was forced to reduce the
consumption of bread, its use for livestock feed
and as seed. Some farmers were suddenly or
gradually left without any food supplies, which
inevitably led to the destruction of their farms
and starvation with fatal consequences.

The sowing campaign in August-October
1921 and the collection of food tax hid the fam-
ine situation behind the scenes of public discus-
sion. However, the negative dynamics of food
tax collection in low-harvest governorates and
the reduction of the sown area in them forced
the authorities to return to this issue in a few
months.

Already on November 14, 1921, at a meet-
ing of the Ukrainian Economic Council (here-
inafter — UEC), it was decided to provide seed
and food aid to three poor governorates: Zapor-
izhzhia, Katerynoslav, and Donets™. The limita-
tion of the geography of aid provision by these
governorates can be explained by the commu-
nists” fear of investing resources in the right-
bank regions of the Ukrainian SSR after the
events of the Second Winter Campaign of the
UPR army.

Apparently, the situation in the above-men-
tioned governorates was so catastrophic that

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even the regional and local authorities raised
the issue of recognizing their regions as starving
before the leadership of the republic, regardless
of the consequences. Already on December 6,
1921, contrary to Moscow’s position, Kharkiv
recognized a number of territories as starving.
They included: Zaporizhzhia governorate in its
entirety; Mariupol and Taganrog counties of
Donetsk governorate; Katerynoslav, Kryvyi Rih
counties in full, Verkhnyodniprovsk in half of
the Katerynoslav governorate; Mykolaiv, Kher-
son and Dnipro counties of Mykolaiv governo-
rate; in Odesa governorate — Tiraspol counties in
full and Odesa counties in half**. Despite numer-
ous mentions of the famine and hundreds of re-
quests for help in overcoming it, approximately
the same number of affected districts remained
aside from such recognition.

Later, in the official report of the Central
Commission for Aid to the Starving under the
All-Ukrainian Central Executive Committee, it
was noted that in December 1921, about 1.25
million people were starving in 4 governorates
— Mykolaiv, Zaporizhzhia, Katerynoslav, and
Donets'2. But this did not correspond to the re-
alities of that time, because archival documents
testified about 1.9 million starving people®. It
can be assumed that their calculation was car-
ried out exclusively in the specified territories,
with the aim of understatement the spread of
famine.

The need to involve Ukrainian ports and
railways to receive and transport for ARA hu-
manitarian and seed cargoes to the Volga region
influenced the change in Moscow’s position re-
garding the recognition of famine in Ukraine.
Already on January 14, 1922, the Council of
People’s Commissars of the Ukrainian SSR ap-
proved the resolution «On Reducing the Food
Tax, Replacing it with Money and Waiving it
in Governorates and Counties that Have Been
Declared Non-Productive». Officially, the ter-
ritory affected by the famine was expanded.
The «affected» regions include: Zaporizhzhia
and Donets governorate, Dnipro, Mykolaiv and
Kherson (Mykolaiv governorate), Odesa, parts
of Tiraspol and Voznesensk (Odesa governo-
rate), Katerinoslav and Novomoskovsk (Kat-
erinoslav governorate), Konstantinograd and
Kobelyaky (Poltava governorate)'4. Atotal of 25

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counties and 6 governorates have delineated the
area where the famine spread.

Despite Moscow’s conditional recognition
of the famine in Ukraine, the Russian commu-
nists tried to reduce the geography of such re-
gions, denying the difficult situation in them.
For example, for this purpose, the propaganda
and instructional train of the Central Commit-
tee of the RCP(b) «October Revolution» came
to Ukraine at the beginning of February. This
mission was headed by M. Kalinin, head of the
All-Russian Central Executive Committee. Af-
ter this trip, he stated in the press that the situa-
tion of the South of Ukraine is 100 times better
than the Volga region®.

During the spring sowing campaign, the
hunger situation worsened even more. The
number of starving people in Ukraine increased
from 2.7 to 3.9 million in March-May?*. And
these were only official statistics from 5 south-
ern Ukrainian governorates. The head of the
All-Ukrainian Central Executive Committee H.
Petrovskyi tried to officially confirm the pres-
ence of starving people in other territories in or-
der to certify the real scale of the disaster. The
official provision of both state and international
aid depended on this. In a letter to M. Kalinin
dated May 1, 1922, G. Petrovsky stated that the
following were actually starving: Donets, Zapor-
izhzhia, and Katerynoslav governorates in their
entirety, Mykolaiv, Kherson, and Dnipro coun-
ties (Mykolaiv governorate), Odesa, Tiraspol,
and Voznesensk counties (Odesa governorate).
The counties of Kostyantynograd and Kob-
elyaky (Poltava governorate), Zmiiv, Kupyansk
and lIzyum (Kharkiv governorate), Elizavetgrad
(Mykolaiv governorate) and Oleksandriya (Kre-
menchuk governorate) were in a difficult situa-
tion'’. In fact, the territory affected by the famine
at that time was 35 counties and 8 governorates.

Hopes for the improvement of the situation
in connection with the new harvest did not come
true. The beginning of the harvest confirmed the
forecasts of repeated crop failure due to drought.
At the same time, grain collection temporarily
improved the statistical picture of bread avail-
ability in the areas. On July 13, All-Ukrainian
Central Executive Committee officially updat-
ed the list of starving counties. The following
territories were included: Berdyansk, Gulyai-
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Pole, Melitopol, Velikyi Tokmak, Zaporizhzhia
and Genichesk (Zaporizhzhia governorate),
Hryshyne, Mariupol, Taganrog and Yuzivka
(Donets governorate), Verkhne-Dniprovsk, Ka-
terynoslav, Nikopol, Kryvyi Rih and Pavlograd
(Katerinoslav governorate), Dnipro, Mykolaiv
and Kherson (Mykolaiv governorate), Odesa,
Tiraspol and Voznesensk (Odesa governorate)®®.
But this list of 21 counties did not reflect the real
situation.

On the same day, the Ukrainian communists
adopted another list of territories that were ex-
empted from underpayments of the natural tax
«due to the failure of the harvest». It included
all counties of Zaporizhzhia, Donets, Mykolaiv,
Katerynoslav, and Kremenchug governorates,
Odesa, Tiraspol, and Voznesensk (Odesa gover-
norate), Kostyantynograd, and Kobelyaky (Pol-
tava governorate), lzyum, Zmiiv, and Kupyansk
(Kharkiv governorate)®. In our opinion, the sec-
ond list of 40 districts more truthfully testified to
the limits of the spread of famine, in particular,
for the first time to a part of the forest-steppe
strip.

After the harvest of 1922, as well as over-
coming the peak of famine in the Volga region
and choosing a course to restore the export of
bread, Moscow officially announced the end of
the famine as such. At the same time, famine in
the Ukrainian governorates remained an obsta-
cle for the communists. The regime launched
an information campaign to shift the focus from
«fighting famine» to «fighting the consequences
of famine». It also required a demonstrable re-
duction in the area affected by famine. In view
of this, at the end of September 1922, a trip of
the All-Ukrainian Central Executive Committee
commission was organized to Odesa, Zapor-
izhzhia, Mykolaiv and Kherson governorates®.
The report of this trip was heard at the 3rd session
of the All-Ukrainian Central Executive Commit-
tee on October 14, 1922. Based on the report, it
was determined that there are counties in the 5
southern governorates that are «at risk of fam-
ine». It is significant that the specified territory
outlined the boundaries of the spread of famine,
recognized by the All-Ukrainian Central Execu-
tive Committee in December 1921, and not the
broader list agreed by Moscow on January 14,
1922, namely: Mykolaiv, Dnipro, and Kherson

in the Mykolaiv governorate; Berdyansk, Ve-
likyi Tokmak, Henichesk and Melitopol in the
Zaporizhzhia governorate; Nikopol, Kryvyi Rih
and Katerynoslav in Katerynoslav governorate;
Debaltsevo, Mariupol, Yuzivka and Central
mountain districts in Donets governorate; Odesa
and Tiraspol in Odesa governorate?..

The official determination by the authorities
of the territory of the spread of famine had the
effect of restricting the provision of the neces-
sary aid in other districts affected by the fam-
ine. A vivid example of this was the resolutions
of the UEC dated November 3 and 10 on the
postponement of collection of the seed loan of
spring 1922, which extended to the territories
specified on October 14. At the same time, the
preliminary resolution of the Council of Peo-
ple’s Commissars RSC of the Ukrainian SSR
dated October 3 «On the Postponement of the
Payment of the Spring Seed Loan of 1922» pro-
vided so in favour of a much larger number of
starving counties, specified in July?,

It is worth mentioning that already on Octo-
ber 15, 1922, a resolution was issued on chang-
es in the administrative-territorial division of
Ukraine. In particular, the Zaporizhzhia gover-
norate became part of the Katerynoslav gover-
norate, and the Mykolaiv governorate became
part of the Odesa governorate. The Kremenchuk
governorate was liquidated: Zolotonosha, Kre-
menchug and Khorol counties were annexed to
the Poltava governorate, Cherkasy and Chyhy-
ryn —to the Kyiv governorate, Oleksandriya — to
the Katerynoslav governorate?. In this way, the
geographical ratio of starving and non-starving
governorate was artificially levelled: before the
changes — 5 to 7, after — 3 to 6. This maintained
the conditional «non-critical» percentage of
starving areas in Ukraine determined by Mos-
cow (about 30-35% by the number of counties),
without specifying the area of such territories,
which was almost half.

The policy of the communist regime to-
wards the starving regions was influenced by
the export of grain from Ukraine, which be-
gan at the end of 1922. Along with the ban on
publishing any information about the export of
grain abroad, it was forbidden to report on the
famine secretly. We can determine the territory
where the famine continued in the first half of

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1923 only because of the corresponding benefits
granted by the authorities to certain regions. In
particular, on January 16, 1923, the Council of
People’s Commissars of the Ukrainian SSR is-
sued a resolution «On the Implementation of
the Labour Tax in Areas of the Ukrainian SSR
Affected by Famine». It was noted that such
districts included those recognized by the All-
Ukrainian Central Executive Committee in 1921
as «completely in starvation»?*.

Referring to the same resolution of De-
cember 1921, the All-Ukrainian Central Execu-
tive Committee Decree of May 20, 1923 «On
a Unified Agricultural Tax» in paragraph 17
provided benefits for taxpayers of those coun-
ties. Starving governorates under the new ad-
ministrative division were indirectly mentioned
in subparagraph «B» of paragraph 18" — Odesa,
Donetsk and Katerynoslav governorates®. This
was the last document that determined the area
of famine before the harvest of 1923, which sta-
bilized the food situation in Ukraine.

The conclusions. The above allows us to
state that information about the spread of fam-
ine in Ukraine was perceived by the communist

regime in Moscow as hostile and tried to pre-
vent recognition of the scale of the disaster at the
legislative level and in the public space. At first,
the Russian communists denied the facts of the
famine in the Ukrainian governorates, but due to
external factors, they were forced to legally rec-
ognize the famine. In fact, Moscow, spreading
and cultivating the thesis of «5 starving gover-
norates», created the image of a local manifes-
tation of this calamity only in some Ukrainian
governorates with a gradual reduction of the af-
fected counties in them.

Instead, the Ukrainian communist authori-
ties from the beginning adhered to the position
of recognizing the famine within the actual
limits of its spread. With this, Kharkiv tried to
prevent the further spread of this phenomenon
and weaken the food exploitation of Ukraine.

The statement of the basic material. The
study of Ivan Petrenko is devoted to the educa-

The magazine
distinguishes between natural and artificial
causes of hunger. Separately, the publication
reports on the Holodomor of 1932-1933 in
Ukraine: “The famine was sometimes used as
a means of repressive actions by governments
to get rid of opponents. The Example is the
Holodomor in Ukraine in the 1930s, when

Stalin exported food to Belgium, France, and
Germany, letting the population of Ukraine
starve. Addressing a similar thesis in the study
of the Holodomor-genocide of 1932-33 in the
course "History of Ukraine” emphasizes the
artificiality of the Holodomor organized by the
Soviet police regime. Dr. Durbak cites the
bunch of political methods that are used in man-
made famine: “The artificial causes of famine
are usually politically motivated. Those are bad
government policies, wrong or farfetched public
policies and repressive political systems*!2,
These include wars accompanied by blockades,
the destruction of food or crops and the
military burden on the economy, which causes
shortages of labor, machinery, and fertilizers,
thus reducing the area under cultivated land,
crops, and production. Revolutions, especially
when they involve the peasantry and the
bureaucracy, lead to a reduction in harvests,
and thus to a famine. Important causes of
hunger, leading to poverty of various segments
of the population are political instability, armed
conflict, corruption, economic insolvency, poor
resource management, imperfect trade policy?®.
At the 18th International Conference on Health
and the Environment (April 2009), Dr. Durbak
noted that the Holodomor in Ukraine was the
result of the collectivization of agricultural land
under the Soviet regime. ”Between 1931 and
1933, 33 percent of the Ukrainian population
died under Stalin’s brutal rule. Holodomor is a
Ukrainian word used to describe forced famine.
Documents from former Soviet archives suggest
that Stalin deliberately forced farm owners to
comply with grain delivery regulations before
peasants could harvest their own crops. The
question of whether Stalin deliberately caused
Ukrainian famine remains controversial. Some
believe that Stalin was looking for away to punish
politically disobedient Ukraine, while others
believe that the slow killing through starvation
was the embodiment of a long-standing desire
to "finally solve” the political and cultural
”problem” of Ukrainian nationalism. The result
of the Holodomor was Soviet and Russian
domination over exclusively fertile agricultural
lands in Ukraine”®*. The presentation of the
Holodomor problem in the educational process
involves the use of a specific historical method

of research. It is this method that helps to
specify the direct demographic losses due to
organized artificial famine. Experts from the
WIT scientific conference state the figure of
33% of the population of Ukraine who died
as a result of the crime of the Stalinist political
regime. Comparing different methods and
techniques of studying demographic losses,
encourages the use of historical and comparative
methods in an effort to achieve objectivity in the
presentation of material during the educational
process. The Soviet totalitarian regime tried to
keep silent about the crime of genocide against
the Ukrainian nation. Therefore, the sources of
oral history are gaining special importance.

On May 8, 2009, Professor Hanna
Kapustyan, a researcher of the oral history of
the Holodomor of 1932-1933, presented to the
international community at UN Headquarters the
evidence of the genocide of the Ukrainian nation
by the Soviet totalitarian regime. According to
witnesses, the components of the Holodomor
genocide of the Ukrainian nation were: the
organization of court patrols, as a result of
which all food supplies were requisitioned, the
economic and information blockade of Ukraine.
The ban oninformation aboutthe famine of 1932-
1933 lasted until 1987 in the USSR. The facts
published at the UN conference were reflected
in the WIT website. A special multi-thousandth
issue of which was addressed to educational
institutions in the United States, Canada,
Central Europe and Ukraine®®. Stalin viewed
Ukraine and the Kuban as places of special
resistance to communist methods of governing.
In November 1932, special party decrees were
issued, which encouraged punitive actions in
Ukraine and Kuban, where Ukrainians lived
compactly, namely, the introduction of inkind
fines, organization of yard walks and economic
blockade, blacklisting of Ukrainian villages
and Kuban districts. The brigades forcibly
confiscated from the peasants not only the grain
but also other food and valuables so that the
peasants could not sell or exchange them for
food. Special detachments of activists - "towing
brigades” - are being set up to seize food?e.

Thethird session of International Conference
on Healthand the Environment, which was held at
United Nations Headquarters on December 3rd,

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2012, was dedicated to the Holodomor of 1932-
33 in Ukraine. A characteristic feature of such
conferences is the consolidation of democratic
intellectuals, their ability through their own
education to convey to the world community
an understanding of the circumstances of the
crime of genocide against the Ukrainian nation.
The Permanent Representative of the Republic
of Latvia to the United Nations, Mr. Normans
Penke, said: “The Holodomor was intended to
destroy all living things. Can you imagine the
scale of the catastrophe, when 25,000 Ukrainians
died every day in the midst of famine! It should
also be mentioned that in addition to the famine,
it was the state organized a program to eliminate
the kulaks, the middle class, and private farmers
who were perceived as class enemies of the Soviet
Union. Also the introduction of collectivization
enabled the killers to physically eliminate more
than a million peasants in 1930 - 1932. It is
clear that such a policy was secretly pursued
by Stalin and his supporters, was well planned,
and aimed at destroying the souls of Ukrainians,
to ruin Ukraine. These crimes must not be
forgotten. 1 am proud that the Parliament of my
country, the Republic of Latvia, has adopted a
Declaration recognizing the Holodomor as an act
of genocide against the people of Ukraine. Here
in Latvia, which has its own tragic experience
of Stalin’s rule, the victims of the Holodomor
will always be remembered and our hearts will
always be with the people of Ukraine”. The
Permanent Representative of the Republic of
Estonia to the United Nations, Margus Kolga,
stated that among the countries that recognized
the Holodomor as genocide, Estonia was the
first to adopt a parliamentary declaration on
October 20, 1993, condemning “communist
genocide policies in Ukraine”. Mr. Raimonda
Murmokaite is Permanent Representative of the
Republic of Lithuania to the United Nations. She
noted that such tragedies occur under conditions
of mismanagement, disregard for democratic
principles, and the rule of law. ”Stalin’s plans
for mass collectivization of agriculture were
ruthlessly imposed on the rural population in
Ukraine,” - the diplomat said. “Many families
were deported to Siberia simply because they
were successful farmers, agronomists, or
entrepreneurs in order to “eliminate the kulaks
as a class” and, while being in exile, were later
reexiled from one place to another, for keeping

their hard-working spirit even in such inhuman
conditions. The past cannot be changed. But the
truth must be told. The memory of the victims
of the Holodomor must live on. It should
be a source of strength in cases of injustice,
strengthening our determination to defend and
uphold human rights, and to promote democratic
governance and the rule of law”°. Mr. Tamara
Gallo Oleksa, President of the Ukrainian
Congressional Committee of America (CCA),
called the international community not to slow
down with the recognition of the crime of
genocide of 1932-1933 against the Ukrainian
nation by the Soviet totalitarian regime, which
did everything possible to hide. She pointed
out the information blockade: ”The Holodomor
was so massive, so horrific, and carried out on
such a grand scale that the Soviet authorities
did everything possible to take all precautionary
measures to hide evidence of this genocide from
the world - from sealing Ukraine’s border during
1932-1933 to stop starving peasants from fleeing
and to prevent any outside efforts to help people
reach out to people, to deny its very existence,
and to buy collaborations with wellknown
journalists of the era, such as Walter Duranti of
New York Times. So why take such measures?
It is because of the scale of this crime. Never
in history have we witnessed a genocide of such
magnitude as in Ukraine during 1932-1933"%,
Olga Marko, Master of Law, International
Lawyer, from Ivan Franko Lviv National
University asa lawyer set the task: ”to determine
the elements of the Holodomor crime and, if
available, to prove the dolus specialis of the
Holodomor crime as genocide, and hence a crime
against international law.” The lawyer raises the
question of “the legitimacy of the retroactive
application of the Convention on the Holodomor
of 1932-1933, as the crime was committed much
earlier than the adoption of the Convention.”
However, the Soviet government was well
aware of its own actions, as the Paris Peace
Conference of January 25, 1919, established a
Commission to Investigate the Responsibility
of War Perpetrators, which defined crimes and
divided them into four groups: crimes against
the sacred treaties, crimes against international
morality, violations of the laws of humanity
and war crimes. War crimes included murder,
extermination, systematic terror, illreatment
of civilians, deportation of civilians, looting,

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and, most importantly, deliberate starvation of
civilians. "Therefore,” the speaker notes, it is
safe to say that the Soviet authorities were well
aware of the criminality of their actions, as the
concept of” starvation “existed long before the
Holodomor of 1932-1933 in Ukraine. Thus,
the retroactive application of the Convention
on the Prevention and Punishment of the
Crime of Genocide of 1948 and the Study of
the Qualification of the Holodomor of 1932-
1933, according to the latter Convention, as a
crime of genocide of a national and/or ethnic
Ukrainian group is legitimate”?. Oleksandr
Motyl, a professor of political science at Rutgers
University, states that the famine in Ukraine
in 1932-1933 was politically determined and
planned by Stalin. For Stalin, the question of the
Ukrainian peasantry was “essentially a national
question”. By suppressing the peasantry, the
most powerful national movement capable of
resisting the process of building the USSR
was destroyed. After the famine damaged the
Ukrainian peasantry, the regime completely
condemned the policy of  ”Ukrainization”
pursued since the early 1920s: the Ukrainian elite
was gathered and arrested. This attack, directed
specifically against Ukrainians, made it possible
to define the set of deliberate political actions
initiated by the Stalinist regime against the
Ukrainian peasantry in the late summer of 1932
as genocide. With the help of famine as a deadly

weapon, the regime tried to punish and terrorize
the peasants, resulting in the deaths of more than
four million people in Ukraine and the North
Caucasus. Professor Motil argues that the famine
0f 1932-1933 should be considered as one of the
types of Soviet massacres committed during
the bloody regime??. Professor Ray Gamash of
King’s College, Pennsylvania, warns that the
Holodomor is possible by neglecting stability
and rights in relation to the most important
resource of any country - the people, and when
the sovereignty of the people is brutally and
unprincipledly destroyed?,

Conclusion. Active usage in the educational
process of materials, conclusions, recommen-
dations of the WIT Conferences, dedicated to
the organized Holodomor-genocide of 1932-
33, which contributes to the transformation
of knowledge of the factual order is pure
theoretical. The materials of this problem gain
practical importance in their usage in the lessons
of remembrance dedicated to the Holodomor
Remembrance Day on the fourth Saturday of
November. It is symbolic that the WIT, with
its consultative status with the United Nations,
which adopted the Convention on the Crime
of Genocide on December 9, 1948, distributes
truthful information about the Holodomor
genocide against the Ukrainian nation through
its own international educational mission that

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Abstract. The aim of the article is a conceptual understanding of the genesis, development,
and current state of the scientific controversy on the issue of the famine of 1921-1923 in Ukrainian
historiography based on a critical analysis of historiographical sources.

The scientific novelty of the publication is determined by the analysis of the conceptual
foundations of the scientific heritage of Ukrainian historians on the problem of the famine of 1921-
1923 in Ukraine.

Conclusions. Studies of the famine 0f 1921-1923. in Ukrainian historiography, it was initiated by
North American historians of the Ukrainian diaspora in the colonial-imperial discourse, according
to which the famine was seen as a consequence of the colonial policy of the Russian occupation
government aimed at plundering Ukraine’s resources and denationalizing Ukrainians. On the
basis of this methodological approach, the concept of predetermination of this famine was formed
«starvation politic» the Bolsheviks, which aimed to use crop failure to suppress the insurgency of
Ukrainians. In the 1950s, to characterize the famine of 1921-1923, the term «artificial famine»
was used, as previously used as a functional synonym for the Holodomor of 1932-1933. Since
the 1980s. Lenin’s «hunger policy» began to be considered as a model of J. Stalin’s organization of
the Holodomor of 1932-1933., and since the 2020s. — as a component of the policy of genocide of
Ukrainians by the Leninist-Stalinist leadership.

The domestic historiography of the problem was formed within the Soviet historiographical
process. The fundamental principles of the Soviet concept of famine were laid down in the writings
of party-Soviet leaders of the early 1920s. on the principles of Marxist-Leninist methodology. Its
class, party, and imperial character methodologically, factually, and thematically limited the study
of the history of famine. Finally, the Soviet ideological construct of the history of the famine was
formed by Russian historians in the 1970s. from certain historical mythologemes. He imagined
an imperial-colonial myth that concealed the true cause of the famine in the Ukrainian SSR — the
anti-Ukrainian colonial policy of the Moscow party-Soviet center. The Soviet myth of famine served
as an integral component of ideological colonialism in Ukraine. Positive changes in national
historiography have emerged since the second half of the 80s. Ukrainian scientists have attempted
to find new theoretical and conceptual foundations for studying the history of famine.

Defining the conceptual foundations of modern national historiography of the first mass
artificial famine in Soviet Ukraine, it is worth noting that its development began in line with the
totalitarian paradigm, while imperial-colonial discourse remained on the margins for some time.
Trying to break out of a rather mechanistic scheme of covering Soviet history, the researchers
resorted to the methodological experience of foreign Western historiography. They did a lot to clear
the historiographical space from the imperial-colonial myths of Russian historiography. Since the
2000s. the history of the first famine in Soviet Ukraine begins to be considered in the discourse of
genocide. The peculiarity of the development of the Ukrainian historiography of the first Soviet
famine in recent times was the spread of its interpretation, first as artificial or deliberately organized,
and over time, on the basis of the discovery of previously unknown facts of mass famine in 1922—
1923, not only in officially starving (southeastern), but also in other areas — as «mass artificial».

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«THE CHRONICLE OF THE RED GUELDER ROSE» AS A SOURCE FROM THE
HISTORY OF THE PEASANT REVOLUTION IN DNIPRO UKRAINE (1917-1920)

Abstract. Purpose. The purpose of the research is to find out the source-scientific potential of
publications on peasant topics in «The Chervona Kalyna Chronicle» magazine (1929-1939).

Scientific novelty. It is for the first time that the author of the article analyzed the source value
of the periodical for the study of the peasant revolution in Naddnipryanshchyna in 1917-1920.

Conclusion. The article has defined the circle of authors of the «The Chervona Kalyna Chron-
icle», who included materials on peasant topics in their posts, and classified these publications.
The following types of «The Chervona Kalyna Chronicle» publications have been distinguished
by genre and species: memories (war memoirs), diaries, and historical and military essays (short
historical articles). According to the origin of the authors and their affiliation to certain military
formations, three groups of works have been distinguished: posts of war prisoners (of the Austrian
army, Legion of Ukrainian Sich Riflemen); memories of direct participants of the peasant revolu-
tion, natives of Naddnipryanshchyna; works of soldiers of the Sich Riflemen, Ukrainian Galician
Army and the Ukrainian People’s Republic army (the last group is the most numerous).

It has been established that the chronological boundaries of «The Chervona Kalyna Chronicle»
publications on peasant topics, as well as the territorial localization of the covered events, are de-
termined by the author’s time and place of stay on the territory of Naddnipryanshchyna. The period
of the second half of 1919 — early 1920 was reproduced in more detail through the efforts of the
soldiers of the UGA. In the territorial dimension, «The Chervona Kalyna Chronicle» publications
presented certain aspects of the history of the peasant revolution in certain localities of almost the
entire Naddnipryanshchyna.

It has been found that the authors of the memoirs revealed many aspects of the peasant revo-
lution: pogroms by peasants of landlord estates, the nature of the policy of reconciliation with
landlords, the phenomenon of peasant republics, features of national and cultural life and peasant
attitudes in different regions. The most informative sources for the study of the peasant revolution in
certain regions for a long time have been the memoirs of M. Mykhailyk, F. Meleshko, and the article
of K. Ario. It has been concluded that the publications of the magazine can serve as an additional
source for the study of insufficiently researched pages of the peasant revolution in Naddnipryan-
shchyna of the period 1917-1920, in particular, its social and political aspects (clarification of the
attitudes of the peasantry, its relations with the military).

At
the same time, the source value of the periodi-
cals of that time, in particular the «The Chroni-
cle of the Red Guelder Rose», has not been re-
vealed by researchers in such detail. 1. Khoma
analysed individual publications of the CRGR
dedicated to the activities of the USR in the
Dnipro Ukraine®. V. Peredyriy gave a general
assessment of the publications of the CRGR as a
source for the history of the liberation struggles
0f 1914-1921 and prepared valuable recommen-
dations for researchers of the journal’s heritage*.
Peasant issues of CRGR publications have not
yet become the object of research. The analysis
of these publications will allow to expand the
source base of the peasant revolution in Dnipro
Ukraine of the first decades of the 20™ century,
to clarify its individual aspects.

The purpose of our research is to clarify
the source-scientific potential of publications on
peasant topics of the journal «The Chronicle of
the Red Guelder Rose» (1929-1939). The tasks
of the research are to determine the circle of au-
thors of publications, to clarify the chronologi-
cal and territorial limits of their interaction with
the peasantry of the Dnipro Ukraine, to analyse
the content and informativeness of the materials
of the CRGR. In the interpretation of the peasant
revolution, we base ourselves on the theoretical
and methodological work of scientists of the Re-
search Institute of Peasantry and Agrarian His-
tory Studies of Bohdan Khmelnytsky National
University of Cherkasy®. The chronological
boundaries of our research — 1917-1920 — are
due to the time spent by the military servicemen
from Galicia in the Dnipro Ukraine.

The statement of the basic material.
The publishers saw the purpose of the journal
«The Chronicle of the Red Guelder Rose» as
preserving the memory of the historical past
of the Ukrainian liberation movement through
the publication of sources scattered in private
collections: «The purpose of our journal is to

awaken and nurture respect for our historical
past, consolidate traditions, preserve histori-
cal materials that could be used in the future of
our historiography»®. The publishers identified
three categories of readers to whom the journal’s
publications were addressed: the participants of
those events can restore in their memory «expe-
rienced moments of our history», future genera-
tions — «understand all the greatness and tragedy
of our past»; historians — to get «a little raw un-
processed material» for their research’. There-
fore, the publishers of the journal pursued the
goal of turning it into a valuable source resource
for historical science. Ten years later, the editors
stated that this goal had been achieved: «Now
you will not find a single historical essay or a
single historical source work from the time of
our recent liberation struggles that would not re-
fer to the materials included in «The Chronicle
of the Red Guelder Rose»®.

The editorial board of CRGR did not de-
velop and did not demand adherence to a clear
methodology for writing memoirs, although
it formulated certain tips for their preparation.
69 topics were recommended for the sample,
but the authors were offered to describe their
personal participation in military actions, their
field of activity, their military unit or individual
important events, illustrating the articles with
drawings and photos. The authors could record
both personal memories and information heard
from eyewitnesses of the events. Posts were
advised to be drawn up also in the form of a
novel, sketch, or poem. All participants of the
liberation struggle were invited to the circle of
authors: «Anyone who knows how to write can
write memoirs»®. The result of such a careless
attitude towards the sources was the low infor-
mativeness of many memories, caused by the
absence of dates, or the vague territorial locali-
zation of certain events. On the other hand, the
CRGR publishers provided an opportunity for
anyone to publish comments, clarifications, or
even refute information. From today’s perspec-

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tive, we note that the journal practiced oral his-
tory approaches.

By genre, we can single out the following
forms of works: memories (war memoirs), dia-
ries (some of their fragments have been made
public), historical and military essays (short
historical articles). Their authors were not pro-
fessional writers, but ordinary citizens — partici-
pants in the military operations of 1914-1921.
According to the origin of the authors and their
affiliation to certain military formations, we
propose to single out three groups of works on
peasant topics: the posts of prisoners of war of
the Austrian army or the USR Legion; memories
of direct participants of the peasant revolution,
natives of Dnipro Ukraine; the work of soldiers
of the USR, UGA and the army of the Ukrain-
ian People’s Republic. In terms of content and
issues, the military memoirs of the CRGR pro-
vide, first of all, coverage of the military career
of the author or his military unit, while the peas-
ant theme is of a secondary nature. The repro-
duction of this background allows us to recon-
struct the fragments of the course of the peasant
revolution in the Dnipro Ukraine through the
eyes of the military: their contacts with the peas-
antry, the description of peasant attitudes, the
characteristics of the peasant republics and the
situation in the countryside.

The first group of memoirs — testimonies
of prisoners of war about their stay in Dnieper
Ukraine and relations with the peasantry — is
represented by the works of two authors. Stepan
Stechyshyn in the post «From the Memories of
a Prisoner of War» characterized the state of the
Ukrainian movement and the mood of the peas-
ants of the Pyryatyn county of the Poltava gov-
ernorate in 1916-1917. He met Ye. Chykalenko
and, together with other prisoners of war from
Galicia, actively participated in educational
work in the county, and witnessed the destruc-
tion of landlord estates by peasants (he consid-
ered Bolshevik propaganda to be the reason for
this)™°. Lieutenant Volodymyr Struts of the USR
in his memoirs «Bandit» revealed the situation
in the villages of the Verkhniodniprovsk county
of the Katerynoslav governorate in the second
half of 1917. There he spent four months after
escaping from captivity as a representative of

the Central Council for food work. The author
witnessed the robbery of the landlord’s economy
by the peasants®.

The second group of materials on peasant
topics was created by the Ukrainian military —
direct participants of the peasant revolution, na-
tives of the Dnipro Ukraine. In their memoirs,
Mykhailo Mykhaylyk and Fotii Meleshko recre-
ated a comprehensive picture of the course of
the peasant revolution within the village of Glo-
dosy in the Kherson region. M. Mykhailik was
a participant in the World War 1, the battle near
Kruty, personal adjutant of the Lypovets starost
during the Hetmanate period, and under the Di-
rectory — a lieutenant in the army of the Ukrain-
ian People’s Republic. He died in exile in 1924,
and numerous memories were scattered: some
were confiscated by the police, others were dis-
mantled by private individuals?. It is because of
this that the memoirs «Ukrainian Village in the
Times of the National Revolution (Memories
from the Struggle for the Liberation of One Vil-
lage)», published in 1934, did not have an end.
M. Mykhailyk’s manuscript is very informative
in terms of content: the author described the cul-
tural life in Glodosy before the February Revo-
lution of 1917, the socio-political activation of
the village community, the national-cultural and
land initiatives of its members, clarified the cir-
cle of organizers of the peasant revolution in the
village and its course at different stages (1917—
1920)%.

Six months after the publication of
M. Mykhailyk’s memoirs, the publishers of the
CRGR published the memoirs of his fellow
countryman and associate F. Meleshko, «Glodo-
sy in the Time of the National Revolution», writ-
ten in Prague in 1934. The author, an organizer
of the Free Cossacks in Glodosy, criticized some
of the statements of the late M. Mykhailyk and
presented his version of the course of the peas-
ant revolution within this village. F. Meleshko
deepened the information about the participants
of the Ukrainian movement, the foundation and
activities of the Free Cossacks'. In other mem-
oirs — «Nestor Makhno and his Anarchy» (writ-
ten in Prague in 1934 and published in Nos. 1-4
for 1935), F. Meleshko reflected on his impres-
sions of the short-term cooperation of the Glo-

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dosy rebels with N. Makhno in the summer of
1919. It consisted in an attempt to organize cul-
tural and educational work among the Makhno
army: staging performances, reading essays,
creating a hiking library*¢. The author described
the attitude of N. Makhno and his rebels towards
the peasants, the situation in the villages during
the military-political confrontation of various
military formations (robbing of the peasants,
destruction of the remnants of the landowners’
estates). The chieftain himself and his army re-
ceived a negative assessment from F. Meleshko.

The third group of materials on peasant
topics, published in the columns of the CRGR,
consists of the memories of soldiers, representa-
tives of the formations of the USR and the UGA.
This group is the most numerous and diverse in
content and issues. A different body of sources
consists of the memories of the Ukrainian Sich
Riflemen dedicated to the Hetmanate period.
In his memoirs «16 months in the ranks of the
Kyiv Sich Riflemen» Ivan Wslotsky, a stand-
ard-bearer of the USR regiment, described his
unsuccessful campaigning for the Central Rada
in the village of Shkarivka near Bila Tserkva in
the Kyiv region in the summer of 1918".

The memories of Vasyl Ben, S. Petliura’s
assistant in the All-Ukrainian Union of Zem-
stvos, contain references to the atrocities com-
mitted by punitive squads during the time of the
Hetmanate of P. Skoropadsky!®. General and
rather indirect information about the reaction
of the Ukrainian countryside to punitive actions
can be found in the memoirs of the USR sotnyk
Yevhen Zyblykevych®.

The posts of lvan Andrukh, Nykyfor Avra-
menko, Zenon Stefaniv allow us to compare
the vision of riflemen who served in the Zapor-
izhzhia Corps of General O. Natiyev with the
situation in the border villages of Kharkiv and
Chernihiv governorates. The memoirs of USR
sotnyk 1. Andrukh were written on October 15,
1919 in the village of Zelenche (now Ternopil
Oblast) under the impression of fighting (the
author himself was shot by the Bolsheviks in
1921). He mentioned the disarmament and arrest
by shooters of the punitive squad, which took

away the peasants’ property and at the same time
abused it in the village Buchky in Chernihiv re-
gion?, After the publication of these memoirs,
N. Avramenko issued critical remarks in which
he refuted his compatriot’s accusation that the
soldiers of the 2" Zaporizhzhia Regiment had
robbed Ukrainian peasants (in his opinion, the
soldiers requisitioned landowner’s cattle from
the peasants to feed the regiment), clarified the
differences in attitude to the national issue of the
Dnipro and Galician starshyna?. Another soldier
of the 2" Zaporizhzhia Regiment — Zenon Ste-
faniv (later a lieutenant of the UGA) described
the mood and daily life of the peasantry in the
border counties of the Chernihiv governorate:
«the peasants are dark, unconscious», did not
follow cleanliness and were under «Moscow
influence»?2. The presence of Ukrainian soldiers
in this region contributed to the national aware-
ness of the peasantry.

The second corpus of memoirs was created
by the soldiers of the UGA about their stay in
«Greater Ukraine», which lasted from July 1919
to the beginning of 1920. One of the first publi-
cations on peasant topics and a valuable source
on the history of the peasant revolution was the
article by Lieutenant Carl Ario «Essay on His-
tory of 14" brigade of UGA» (the author was
the chief of staff of this brigade). The article was
published in 10 issues of the CRGR for 1930%,
it contains maps-schemes of military actions,
photos of UGA soldiers. By genre, it is a histor-
ical-military essay with minor autobiographical
elements. The chronological boundaries of this
work cover a long period — from the crossing
of Zbruch in mid-July 1919 to the beginning
of April 1920. The author uses the term «Great
Ukraine» used in the orders of the UGAZ?.
K. Ario described the peculiarities of the UGA’s
relations with the peasantry of the Dnipro
Ukraine (the route of the 14™ Brigade passed
through the territory of Podillia and Kherson re-
gions): the peasants’ perception of the Galician
soldiers, assistance of military to the peasants
during harvesting, food relations, and the politi-
cal attitudes of the peasants. The situation in the
German colonies of the Kherson governorate,

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to whose territory the remnants of A. Denikin’s
allied UGA formations were moved in January
1920, and the attitude of the colonists towards
the Galician soldiers are described in detail. The
author critically evaluated the results of his ob-
servations regarding the attitude of the peasants
to the UGA, because the military unit was con-
stantly moving, the soldiers stayed in the villages
for 2-3 days: «The average population, since it
was Ukrainian, was quite conscious and treated
it, if not favourably, but still not hostile»?.

The military memoirs of other Galician sol-
diers allow us to compare, verify and supplement
the information given by K. Ario, in particular
the memoirs of corporal Yaroslav Hrynevych
«With the 14" Brigade in Great Ukraine» (a de-
scription of the Voroshilivka Peasant Republic
and German colonies in the Kherson region)?,
the memoirs of Rifleman Bekalenko about the
stay of the 3" Brigade of RUGA in the German
colony of Kolosovo (Bergdorf, now Transnis-
tria) (a description of the street, village, and a
typical German farm was made)?, a post by sub-
chief Denys Onyshchuk about the stay of the 2"
artillery division of the 3" brigade of the RUGA
in the wealthy German colony of Tsebrykovo in
the Kherson region in the spring 1920 (disarma-
ment by the Bolsheviks and assistance to Gali-
cians by wealthy peasants during their escape) %.

\Volodymyr Marak described his military
career and interaction with the peasantry in the
work «A Brief History of the 9™ Artillery Regi-
ment of the UGA». This military unit marched
on Kyiv, from where it was forced to retreat
and wintered in Podillia. The author noted the
consistent support of the Galician military by
the peasants: during the typhus epidemic, the
Christmas celebration, the regiment’s perfor-
mance against the Bolsheviks in April 1920%.

The memoirs of lieutenant Petro Mygovych
«At the 7™ Lviv Brigade in Great Ukraine» shed
light on the perception of the Galician army by
the peasants of Podillia and Kyiv region, the cul-
tural and educational activities of the soldiers,
and the food condition of both the soldiers and
the peasants. The military unit led an offensive
on Kyiv in the summer of 1919, and the Galician

soldiers felt the difference in the attitudes of the
peasantry — inhospitable attitude in the Podillia
governorate devastated by military actions and
support in the still prosperous villages of the
Kyiv governorate at that time*.

The author of the post «The Path of the 1%
Galician Corps on the Campaign to Kyiv» was
Mykhailo Skydan (a native of Kyiv region) — a
member of the Labour Congress, a representa-
tive of the State Inspectorate, appointed to the
headquarters of the 1% Corps of the UGA as a
mediator between the population and the army?®.
The author analysed in detail the change in the
attitudes of the peasantry and the organization
of interaction with them as parts of the UGA
advanced through the territory of the Dnipro
Ukraine: the indifferent attitude of the nationally
ignorant and war-weary population of the border
strip, establishing contacts and communication
with the Podillia peasants, conducting explana-
tory work among the peasants and organizing
cultural events; establishment of food supply,
assistance to peasants in collecting bread®.
Galicians drew attention to the reluctance of the
local peasant youth to fight: «Why are they at
home and not fighting? Why do we have to fight,
and they no?» %,

Myroslav Kapii added a small fragment to
the mosaic of attitudes of the peasantry, which
had a changing character: in the village Letava
in Podillia, he met sympathizers of the Central
Rada (she gave the peasants land, then there was
still kerosene and salt), and in general the peas-
ants were indifferent to other short-lived politi-
cal regimes and expressed the desire to establish
a strong government34, Such attitudes were pop-
ular in connection with the spread of destruc-
tive phenomena of the revolutionary era: in the
spring of 1919, peasants robbed military trains
with food, stole other military property, did not
show empathy for wounded and sick riflemen,
etc.

Memoirs dedicated to the events of the fall
of 1919 have a typical character — each author
faced a typhus epidemic and described the diffi-
culties of overcoming the disease. In particular,
lieutenant Pavlo Magas recalled the placement

of his unit in dirty houses in the impoverished,
pro-Russian village of Kanava near Nemyriv.
The Christmas Eve among the inhospitable
peasants of Podillia of the military, weakened by
the typhus epidemic of the UGA, was described
by gunner Stepan Vengrynovych («Christ is
Born»)®. In total, CRGR published three of his
posts, designed as excerpts from a diary. In the
second post «From the Memories of a Gunner»,
standard-bearer S. Vengrynovych described the
villages through which his military unit passed
in early January 1920 to their destination in the
Kherson governorate, described the German
colonies of Kassel and Neudorf (the economy,
life and customs of the German colonists)®.

The third post by S. Vengrynovych «Spring
of 1920 in Ukraine» covers the period from
April 11, 1920 (Military Galicians celebrated
Easter in Birzula) to May 8, 1920 (the author
was traveling from Vapnyarka to Zhmerynka to
join the troops of S. Petliura). S. Vengrynovych
told about the assistance of the Galician military
in running the household to the local peasants
and their support to the Galicians who opposed
the Bolsheviks — the author himself found shel-
ter with the peasants and worked on the hamlet®®.

Sotnyk Mykola Alyskevych in his memoirs
«Half a Year under the Bolsheviks» described
the long epic of the return of riflemen from Po-
dillia to Galicia®: treatment for typhus in Balta
(beginning of February 1920), hiding together
with other officers in the village of Popova Hre-
blia (Olgopil County, Podillia Governorate), un-
successful attempt to cross to Romania, further
journeys in Podillia, and support of 18 fugitives
from Galicia by the community of the village of
Labushne of the Balta County.

Hospitable attitude of residents of the Ba-
bushky village in April 1920 (Zhytomyr region),
in the last days of the UGA’s stay in Dnipro
Ukraine was described by Osyp Nimylovych:
«... the houses in Dnipro Ukraine were not poor
at that time, there was enough to eat and drink
in each»*C,

Galician soldiers dressed in peasant clothes
and helped the peasants work in the fields. The

peasants provided them with food, certificates
and warned them of danger. The memoirs of
UGA soldiers allow us to determine the social
basis of this support and to find out the motiva-
tion of those people who hid Galician soldiers.
A lot of information about the peasant re-
publics is provided as for the military-historical
journal in the «The Chronicle of the Red Guelder
Rose». Lieutenant K. Ario and standard-bearer
Ya. Hrynevych cite the example of the «Vo-
roshilivka Republic» in Podilla, which united
three villages (Voroshilivka, VWtava, Selishche),
resisted all armies and took care of its own eco-
nomic interests. The authors gave a negative de-
scription of this republic — a «bandit and robbery
organization»*'. Pavlo Selezion («a resident of
the Sarny region and a witness to all those sad
events») in two small posts characterized the
two Bolshevik republics in Volyn: Prigorynska
(the city of Dubrovytsia with the Dubrovytsia
\olost) 42 and Dermanska (which existed for a
few days)*. Both posts have a small volume and
are not very informative in terms of content. Fea-
tures of the Chyhyryn and Kholodny Yar repub-
lics were characterized by Yuriy Gorlis-Gorsky:
principles of self-organization of the peasants,
slogans and motives of their struggle, leaders*.
The conclusions. The circle of authors of
«The Chronicle of the Red Guelder Rose», who
included materials on peasant topics in their
posts, is quite wide. Both officers and riflemen,
participants in the military operations of 1914—
1921, recorded their experience of being in the
Dnipro Ukraine («Greater Ukraine»). According
to the genre and species characteristics of the
publication of the CRGR, it can be classified as
memoirs (war memoirs), diaries, historical and
military essays (short historical articles). Based
on the origin of the authors and their affiliation
to certain military formations, we have distin-
guished three groups of works: posts of prison-
ers of war (of the Austrian army, USR Legion);
memories of direct participants of the peasant
revolution, natives of Dnipro Ukraine; works of
soldiers of the USR, UGA and the army of the
Ukrainian People’s Republic (the last group is

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the most numerous). The intensity of the prepa-
ration of publications on peasant topics falls on
the first half of the 1930s.

The chronological limits of the CRGR pub-
lications on peasant topics, as well as the ter-
ritorial localization of the events covered, are
determined by the time and place of stay of the
authors in the territory of the Dnipro Ukraine
(within the periodical, this is the period 1917-
1920). The period of the second half of 1919
— the beginning of 1920 was recreated in the
most detailed way by the efforts of the soldiers
of the UGA. Territorially, the publications of the
CRGR present certain aspects of history of peas-
ant revolution in some localities of almost the
entire Dnipro Ukraine.

The authors of the memoirs revealed many
aspects of the peasant revolution: pogroms by
peasants of landlord estates, the nature of the
policy of «reconciliation» with landlords, the
phenomenon of peasant republics, the peculiari-
ties of national and cultural life and peasant at-
titudes in different regions. For a long time, we
consider the memoirs of M. Mykhailyk, F. Me-
leshko and the article of K. Ario to be the most
informative sources for the study of the peasant
revolution in certain regions. The lack of meth-

odology for writing memoirs, the shortcom-
ings of narrative sources (subjectivity, factual
errors) significantly reduce the scientific value
of the materials of the CRGR. Publications of
the journal can serve as an additional source for
the study of under-researched pages of the peas-
ant revolution in Dnipro Ukraine of the period
1917-1920, in particular, its social and political
aspects (clarification of the attitudes of the peas-
antry, its relations with the military).
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METHODICAL RECOMMENDATIONS FOR TEACHING
THE AGRARIAN HISTORY OF UKRAINE IN THE SECOND HALF
OF THE 19th — FIRST THIRD OF THE 20th CENTURY IN SECONDARY SCHOOL

Abstract. The purpose of the research is to analyze and synthesize the problems of modern
methodical support in the process of teaching the agrarian history of Ukraine in the second half of
the 19th — the beginning (first third) of the 20th century in the ninth and tenth grades of secondary
schools.

Scientific novelty. The author’s previous publication, which concerned the teaching of the his-
tory of Ukraine in the first half of the 19th century about the dominance of the agrarian (agricul-
tural) way of life of the peasantry, has not lost its relevance in the future!. A special place here
belongs to the period, which is usually described as «the beginning of the 20th century». The author
proposes to expand it and define it as «the first third of the 20th century», based on the results of
research recorded in modern Ukrainian historiography. Rejection of the stereotypes of political
history in favor of a more productive socio-cultural (mental) paradigm seems fully justified. The
factual material proposed by the author is also a novelty, which proves the methodical readiness of
the historian teacher to form students’ mathematical, social and civic competence.

Methodology. New approaches will be proposed to solving the didactic tasks of teaching the
history of Ukraine in secondary school, due to the possibility of involving more empirical facts and
a steady trend towards a higher level of their generalization.

Conclusions. Thinking in two directions — scientific and methodical, the author directly and in-
directly argues his idea that it is extremely appropriate to add more «agrarian content» to curricula
on the history of Ukraine or an integrated course on history in school education.

The past of Ukraine in the second half of the 19th and the beginning (first third) of the 20th cen-
turies belongs to the «traditional» subjects of the academic discipline «History of Ukraine». Today,
its teaching is organizationally divided between the 9th and 10th grades, which creates additional
difficulties in its study by students. At first glance, it seems that the situation is hopeless and it is
impossible for the teacher to violate these established norms and prescriptions.

The state of affairs has changed noticeably recently, this is primarily due to the spread of digi-
tal technologies in the educational space, as well as the reform of the educational sector (transi-
tion to the New Ukrainian School). The conducted research convincingly proves the need to make
several important variations in didactics. Also, in addition to the above-mentioned need to expand
the chronology of the teaching of the topic of the first third of the 20th century, attention is drawn
to highlighting the problems of socio-economic modernization of peasants, which during the study
it is advisable for the practicing teacher to return to economic (mathematical) calculations, which
will make it possible to avoid excessive politicization of the educational material. It is worth re-
membering that the social and economic aspects of life remained dominant for the inhabitants of
the traditional village. Regarding the first third of the 20th century, the teacher should pay attention
not to the factual material itself (besides, it is properly presented in textbooks for students), but to
the formation of social and civic competence. It can be achieved on the basis of education (meth-

Problem statement. Study of agrarian as-
pects, peasant studies, landlord studies, etc. are
extremely important for understanding the his-
tory of Ukraine in general. The period of the
second half of the 19th — beginning of the 20th
century is no exception. This period requires
the increased attention of scientists and teach-
ers, because revolutionary changes were taking
place in the village at that time. We call them
modernization, but such a characteristic requires
careful analysis and clarification. This process
was not universal and, one might say, «linear».
This did not mean a simultaneous rejection of
«relics». Modernization of the village could not
take place only «from below», through changes
in the peasant environment itself, but needed in-
fluence «from above». In other words, someone
had to guide, define, facilitate, evaluate and even
name these changes, the role of historiography
should be emphasized separately’. Therefore,
the vocation of the teacher is to offer students
a much higher level of synthesis of the village
and the city, because without this it will be im-
possible to explain the complex processes of the
agrarian history of Ukraine at the level of the
achievements of modern historiography?.

In order to achieve the goal and cope with
the set tasks, the author offers a unique structure
for the presentation of the results of his research:
on the one hand, attention is paid to the forma-
tion of students’ mathematical competence, on
the other, social and civic competence. As a re-
sult, students should better operate with textual
and numerical information, acquire skills in es-
tablishing the relationship between real objects
of historical reality and knowledge (interpretive
models), learn to use mathematical methods in
life situations. They will also improve the ability
to express their own opinion, listen and hear oth-
ers, evaluate arguments and change their opin-
ion based on evidence; argue and defend their
position?®.

It is appropriate to once again emphasize the
importance of solving the issue of choice, which

is constantly faced by the history teacher. Gen-
eral approaches to solving the issue of choice
were discussed in the above-mentioned author’s
publication, therefore we will pay attention to
the following aspects: 1) problematic presenta-
tion of the thematic material of the second half of
the 19th — the beginning (first third) of the 20th
century should be provided on a comparatively
more thorough scientific or historiographical ba-
sis; 2) the terminological or conceptual analysis
should refer to changes in society, testify to a
much more powerful modernization effect on
the traditional life of the village, especially re-
garding the first decades of the 20th century; 3)
it is expedient to expand the personified vision
of historical eras (cultures) — from a better repre-
sentation of the peasant environment to the intel-
ligentsia, which was influenced by this «manly»
world. Moreover, it is worth taking into account
not only the still powerful neo-populist tradi-
tion, but also the obvious modernist tendency,
as well as statesmen and regional officials. It
is recommended to take into account a number
of important aspects of the post-reform trans-
formation, many of which are not sufficiently
represented in the curriculum and textbooks,
such as the financial situation (well-being level),
specialization (economic, professional, gender,
regional), migration, urbanization, social strati-
fication, and more deeply — mental worldview
evolution, etc. Micro-historical plots remain
important, because they allow students to bring
their ideas and knowledge as close as possible
to the historical realities of the period they are
studying. Also, the task of forming competences
IS gaining significant importance.

Research analysis. The problem proposed
for analysis has received wide coverage in the
scientific literature. Achievements can be con-
ditionally divided into two parts. The first in-
cludes the works of philosophers, ethnologists,
sociologists, economists, linguists, and reli-
gious scholars. These are the conceptual works
of such well-known scientists as M. Weber,

Most of the useful ideas, propositions and criti-
cally elaborated results, which are borrowed
from the reasoning of these authors and used in
the article, serve as the material for generalized
conclusions®.

The purpose of the article: to propose and
optimize a modern method of teaching the histo-
ry of Ukraine in the second half of the 19th — the
beginning (first decades) of the 20th century tak-
ing into account its agrarian nature. This need is
motivated by several factors, two of which seem
the most compelling. Firstly, it is the dominance
of the agrarian (agricultural) way of life of the
majority of the population, preservation of the
foundations of traditional society. Secondly,
there is a level of modern historiography that
singles out the problem of the peasant nation,
which requires a more attentive attitude to the
synchronicity of the historical process than was
previously thought.

The statement of the basic material.
The author does not set a goal to teach a stu-
dent or a novice teacher the methods of teach-
ing (learning) the history of Ukraine. He sees
his task in the optimization of work to ensure
the formation of specific competencies in stu-
dents of the 9th and 10th grades. The need to
understand the general nature and specifics of
the peasant reforms of the 1860s, primarily the
Great Reform of 1861, which significantly ac-
celerated the modernization (market transfor-
mation) of the village of Naddnipryanshchyna,
is dictated by many circumstances, and first of
all, the mission of forming mathematical com-
petence. This significantly actualizes the need to
return to the advantages of socio-economic his-
tory, which has lost its attractiveness in recent
decades. This happened because it stopped sat-
isfying the demand for modern and postmodern
paradigms in the conditions of the crisis of the
«Marxist-Leninist» methodology. It is important
to note that here we are not quite returning to

the Marxist understanding of history, with its
rigid economic determinism. Modern scientific
and cognitive models provide an opportunity
to avoid the «traps» of the vulgar materialistic
concept. Those models that suggest considering
the economy as only one of the «subjects» of
the historical process. That is, not all historical
phenomena are derived from productive forces
and production relations®. We leave only those
calculations that proved the financial side in all
respects of the purchase operation, which was
difficult for the peasants. Thus, we deprive it
of any attachment to the theory of class strug-
gle. There is a better opportunity to imagine and
understand the real situation of yesterday’s land-
lords because of this and to determine the basis
for creating a more perfect socio-cultural (or
mental) synthesis. Such a step is due to didactic
tasks that secondary education institutions must
solve in a complex manner. So, it is important to
calculate the financial component for a deeper
understanding by students of the nature of the
reforms, the starting conditions for the transfor-
mation of peasants into market relations, and a
comprehensive analysis of their situation in the
post-reform period.

The teacher should tell the students that
in 1861 serfs were freed from personal (legal)
dependence, but on the condition of buying the
land. That’s what the teacher’s words should
be. The analysis of land provision conditions
requires a separate explanation. The serf was
necessarily obliged to buy back the territory of
land established by the state, the size of which
differed in different regions of Naddnipryansh-
chyna. The price of the land was calculated by 6
percent capitalization of the former annual rent.
Pupils should know the conditions of the reform,
as well as understand what the capitalization of
the economy and all spheres of life and activity
of a rural person is®. Pupils should acquire ba-
sic knowledge about the annual rent of a serf, a
bank account, a loan, annual interest on invested
or borrowed capital; in what way all these in-
dicators worked in the conditions of the reform
of the village. Regional peculiarities regarding
the conditions of the reform and alternative op-
tions for the redemption operation provided by
the royal legislation were important.

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The peasant was given the right to choose,
but usually it had to be made between «bad» and
«very bad». «Nothing came out of that will.., the
will is not real, the popes and lords hid the will,
tore out the main pages in the manifesto» as the
character of the famous work of art said’.

A typical version of the peasant’s financial
calculations for the land looks like this: former
annual rent — 10 rubles, bank interest — 6 rubles.
The peasant bought a full part of the land, so the
bank provided him with 80% credit support. He
had to pay the rest himself (x?), and repay the
loan (x!) annually at the same bank interest rate,
but from the loan amount itself (x3).

So, the price of the plot of land that was to
be purchased (x) was calculated as follows:

Conditions: x = 100%, 10 rubles = 6%.

Calculation: x = 100% - 10 rubles : 6% =
166.67 rubles. This means that the peasant had
to pay almost 17 annual rents to buy the land.

The bank provided a loan. It was calculated
as follows:

x* = 166.67 rubles. : 100% - 80% = 133.34
rubles.

x2 =33.33 rubles.

The peasant or his direct heirs were obliged
to repay the loan amount every year for 49 years,
based on the same 6% per annum:

x%=133.34 rubles : 100% - 6% = 8 rubles.

49 years old - 8 rubles = 392 rubles.

So, the total (maximum possible) amount of
payments () could be:

¥ =392 rubles + 33.33 rubles = 425.33 ru-
bles.

Peasants significantly overpaid for allot-
ments, judging by market prices for land in that
period. The fact that they did it in installments
made the situation a little better, besides, with
the beginning of the revolution of 1905-1907, a
small part of the debt obligations will be repaid
at the expense of the budget.

The teacher can make the task more dif-
ficult for the students by offering them several
options. The teacher can change the size of the
annual fee in the range from 6 to 15 rubles. It
is also possible to vary whether the entire al-
lotment should have been redeemed or not. In
this case, the calculation should be made based
not on 80%, but on 75%. For a general under-
standing of the price of freedom received by the

peasants, it would be appropriate for students to
emphasize several additional circumstances, at
least roughly name and compare market prices
for land. Another fact is «land hunger» and fi-
nancial difficulties, which immediately wors-
ened life, it forced people to urgently look for
additional sources of livelihood.

The author will try to demonstrate the for-
mation of social and civic competence. This can
be done on the basis of the hypothesis of isolation
into a separate stage of the transformation of the
Ukrainian village in the first decades of the 20th
century. Changes during the period of the peas-
ant revolution from 1902 were really noticeable.
Fundamental thematic studies of Ukrainian col-
leagues, which have been observed over the past
decades, prove this quite convincingly.

There was a noticeable expansion and deep-
ening of the historiography of the peasantry, as
well as related topics (development of agricul-
ture, education, cooperation, church life, trans-
formation of worldview and religiosity)®. Based
on the creation of qualitatively new syntheses, a
number of publications are devoted to the devel-
opment of new knowledge®. The methodology
of scientific research has also undergone signifi-
cant improvement. Summarizing the ideas and
approaches proposed by the authors, we can
conclude that the Ukrainian peasant as a «hero
of history» is, probably, the ethical maximum to
which a modern researcher can afford to rise, as
long as he determines the status of an average
villager, its place and role in history as an object
of research. However, this «hero» was not ab-
stracted from an infinitely large number of «sec-
ondary actors» (landlords, etc.) who helped him
to take place as a subject of history. The re-
sults of the studies of many foreign colleagues,
attract the attention of Ukrainian researchers
which contributed to the depoliticization of the
narratives offered in this field of knowledge.
In recent decades, many monographs, articles
and defended theses have appeared. A detailed
acquaintance with this work gives us grounds
for generalizing that a modern historian should
not limit «his» history to knowledge of factual
material. The historian’s duty is to help pupils
(students) understand the context of this era bet-
ter. Also to attract and elaborate the socio-cul-
tural essence and historical «dynamics» of such

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terms as cooperation with the district, provincial
and local administration, courts, banks, land
purchase, cooperation, revolution, eviction to
farms, distribution of servitudes, service «in the
soldiers» (participation in the war)*2.

Another general consideration involves
strengthening the integrative component of the
interpretation of historical phenomena and pro-
cessions, in particular in the agrarian sphere. A
complete rejection of the theory of «class strug-
gle», including the division of the population
into workers and peasants (those who were «un-
fortunately exploited») and landlords and the
bourgeoisie («exploiters») can become a kind of
«marker of perfection». Politicization was based
on the social stratification of the peasantry into
the rich, the middle peasants, and the poor:.
This makes it possible to abandon the myths of
the agrarian past in understanding the priority of
the social factor of history. It is about eliminat-
ing political motives for actions and explana-
tions and, as a result, systematic propaganda for
the people by cultivating radical left ideology.

The author would like to note that the first
decades of the 20th century went down in his-
tory as a period of socialism and nationalism.
Nationalism meant a fairly stable and essentially
unalternative perspective at that time. Western
Europe went through this period earlier. Social-
ism, in contrast, claimed to solve long-overdue
socio-economic and cultural-educational prob-
lems. This opinion is confirmed by the lessons
of the practical use of socialism and nationalism.
The teacher should emphasize that nationalism
was transformed by various forms of modifica-
tion, the most unacceptable of which was Na-
tional Socialism (fascism). The civilized part of
humanity relatively quickly found an «antidote»
against it, but paid a high price for it.

Regarding socialism. Its radicalization in
the form of communism (Bolshevism) invented
bigger traps for humanity. Many of them have
not been overcome even to our time.

In the end, the teacher should formulate and
try to solve the question of the identification of
the villagers with the participation of the stu-
dents. The first task does not require much effort:

which is the correct concept to imagine, think
and use — «peasants of Ukraine» or «UKrainian
peasants»?'4 Historical and historiographical as-
pects of the problem are worth attention. Also
tracing the meaning of the words «breadwinner»
and «cossack». It is appropriate to pay attention
to the terminology that has already appeared in
the scientific literature, but has not yet received
a proper explanation — «farmers», «ideoma-
niacs», «new peasants». These concepts were
continued later, when the peasants «received the
prospect» of becoming Ukrainians, but things
turned out differently and several generations of
these «Ukrainians» had to experience the status
of «Soviet collective farm workers»®. This pe-
riod will be studied by 10th grade students. The
solution to the problem of national identity will
be transferred to a generation ahead in the post-
modern age of history which will be studied by
students of the 11th grade.

The conclusions. The past of Ukraine in the
second half of the 19th and early 20th centuries
belongs to the traditional topics of Ukrainian
history. It would seem that it is difficult for a
teacher to break this established norm. Howev-
er, the situation has changed noticeably recently,
which is connected with the development of
digital technologies and the reform of the edu-
cational sector (transition to the New Ukrainian
School). The research that was done proved the
need to make several important changes in di-
dactic history. First, there is an obvious need to
abandon the concept of «the beginning of the
20th century» and expand the chronology of
teaching the topic to the first third of the 20th
century. Secondly, it makes sense to return to
economic calculations, which will help avoid
the politicization of educational material. Third-
ly, pay special attention to the formation of so-
cial and civic competence. This can be achieved
on the basis of studying the complex evolution
of the Ukrainian peasantry, which was in several
historical processes at the same time.
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Nowadays, in the great trials for the Ukrain-
ian people caused by large-scale aggression of
the Russian Federation, the importance of local
lore studies is increasing, which allow to under-
stand the events of our national history more
substantively and serve patriotic upbringing of
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Ukrainians. In this connection, publication of
the revised book is quite timely and socially sig-
nificant.

\Voropay. Such a combination of research efforts
of scientists and enthusiast-searcher and ensured
the proper result of the creative efforts of this
authors team.

The proposed edition is complex scientific-
popular research of the history and present of
the village of Denhy of Zolotonosha district of
Cherkasy region. The information presented in
the book is based primarily on the various docu-
mentary sources and heritage of «oral» history
collected by authors over many years. In par-
ticular, the materials of the Central State Histori-
cal Archives (Kyiv), the State Archives of Pol-
tava and Cherkasy Regions, the current archive
of the local economy and the rural community
have been used quite productively. Many facts
to reconstruct the history of the said settlement
are taken from published documents. Informa-
tion, drawn from the newspaper fund and the
collection of old printed books of the V. Verna-
dsky National Scientific Library (Kyiv), funds
of Cherkasy regional and Zolotonsha local lore
museums became useful. The prominent place
in the source database also belongs to narrative
sources: the memories of participants of events,
the results of interviewing and interviewing the
Denhy inhabitants.

The proposed edition consists of two books:
the first of which contains basic information and
the second is an appendix. The composition of
the main information content consists of 5 large
sections, which in turn are divided into 28 subdi-
visions. It draws attention to the logic, the unity
of the structural parts of the publication and the
versatility of their content.

At the beginning of the local history nar-
rative, a socio-demographic portrait of this
Ukrainian village was presented, and the origin
of oeconym «Denhy» was convincingly inter-
preted. Geographic information about this set-
tlement: relief, geological structure, climate,
flora, fauna, natural resources, etc. are also fully
represented. The undisputed advantage of the
publication is a professional author’s analysis of
more than 90 local microtoponyms: old names
of streets, corners, mounds and graves. It is quite
appropriate to provide in the text of several local
legends related to individual microtoponyms.

The most detailed and meaningful saturated
is the section dedicated to the past of the village.
Its chronological coverage — from the beginning
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of the first millennium, which dates from the
first monuments of life on these lands to the pre-
sent. However, the authors quite rightly consider
ancient times only as a prehistory of Denhy, and
according to the established tradition of histori-
calism associate the initial stage with the first
written mention of the village in historical docu-
ments (the first third of the seventeenth century).

All events of the 400-year-old past of the
village are presented in the context of Ukrain-
ian history with their clear correlation with the
current chronological periodization and consist-
ent compliance with the established concepts of
domestic historiography. The authors emphasize
that Denhy is one of the oldest Cossack settle-
ments of the Left Bank of Cherkasy region, at
one time the sotnia centre of the Kropyvnya
Regiment, whose Cossacks created immortal
Ukrainian glory in the Khmelnytsky era, fought
against enemies, and their descendants opposed
the social injustice, created the wealth of native
Ukraine during tireless work. The authors do not
miss the tragic pages of rural history of the So-
viet era: famine, political repressions and more.
The present pages of the life of rural residents,
including the current challenges of martial law,
are also fully written. The leitmotif of the pub-
lication is the idea that the pages of the history
of the simple Ukrainian village are completely
filled with both incredible drama of rural every-
day life, and vivid examples of combat prowess,
labour and spiritual achievements.

From the textual analysis of the reviewed
work, it follows that its authors in the compos-
ing of empirical material serve the concept of
«total history», which was formulated by the
founders of the French Annales School by L. Fe-
bvre and M. Bloch. After all, the object of cov-
erage was all without exception of the field of
rural existence, presented through the prism of
historical time: socio-economic relations, spirit-
ual and ecclesiastical life, everyday life, natural
environment, mentality, etc. Such microhistori-
cal sections have ensured the thoroughness and
persuasiveness of the information content.

The obvious positive feature of this edition
is its consistent anthropocentricity and compli-
ance with the traditions of humanistic historiog-
raphy. Exactly the people — the main actors of
the historical process are at the epicentre of all
events covered in the book. Persons are tightly
accompanied the event narrative; they are spe-
cifically devoted to two structural parts of the
publication. In particular, the section «Envoys
of the Native Village» contains short stories
about nearly 100 inhabitants of Denhy, who
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were worthy of representing their native village
in various fields: they became well -known man-
agers, engineers, agrarians, educators, doctors,
culture, journalists, artists, public figures. The
final section contains the detailed biographies of
the most famous inhabitants of Denhy, who have
achieved truly all-Ukrainian glory. In particular,
itis a great Ukrainian state-builder of the Ukrain-
ian Revolution of 1917 — 1921 Serhii Shelukhin,
prominent Ukrainian and Turkmen artist Ivan
Cherinko, Shevchenko Laureate, People’s Artist
of Ukraine Andriy Gonchar, Honored Professor
of St. Volodymyr University Vasyl Demchenko,
Academician, laureate of the State Prize of the
USSR Andriy Shevchenko, famous folklorist
Yakiv Demchenko and others.

The testimony of the research thoroughness
of authors is a bibliographic list of sources and
literature used, which is represented by more
than 320 positions. For a more convenient orien-
tation of readers in the text of the book, its struc-
ture contains nominal and geographical indexes,
and for the sake of summarizing information in
terms of time is offered a chronological table
of the most important events of the village his-
tory. The publication is summed up by thorough
abstracts in Ukrainian and English. The above
scientific-reference apparatus of the publication
increases its informative level.

The narrative is accompanied by more than
500 photographs, illustrations, maps of both ar-
chival origin and modern production. They illus-
trate different pages of the history and present of
the village, present its recreational objects and
famous people.

The materials of the book-appendix signifi-
cantly complement and specify the main text.
It contains 14 rather volumetric tables of par-
ticipants in various historical events or awarded
with combat and labour awards. For example,
the register of the Denhy Cossack Sotnia, de-
tailed information about the participants of the
World War | and World War 1, lists of victims
of Holodomor and political repression, mothers
with many children from the eighteenth century
etc. Of course, these materials, along with their
self-sufficiency, have a great source of source.
In this connection, the memories of the Denhy
inhabitants about the events of World War 11,
collected by the authors and included as the in-
dividual section, are noteworthy.

We should also mention the stylistic features
of the reviewed edition. Its text is presented in
a lively and coming for the general public lan-
guage, which makes it readable and attractive.
With certain caveats, the journalistic style of this

story seems quite justified in publications of lo-
cal lore studies. The headings of the structural
parts are selected quite successfully, organically
inscribed in the text canvas and accompany-
ing by epigraphs. Numerically relevant are nu-
merous subordinate explanations of individual
anachronistic definitions, as well as ranks, titles,
social statuses, incomprehensible concepts, etc.

The high printing level of edition, which is
made on high-quality chalk paper, also deserves
an approval. The illustrations to the main sec-
tions presented in the decorative genre are skil-
fully created by the famous Cherkasy artist Olga
Kurska.

Of course, the reviewed edition is not de-
void of some shortcomings. Obviously, given the
lack of sources, some periods of village history
are outlined only schematically, without proper
factual filling. This applies, in particular, to the
events of the Hetmanate, the beginning of the
twentieth century, NEP era and more. In places,
the authors are too fond of the literary style of
information. The author’s conclusions and gen-
eralizations are deserved to greater depth.

Despite the above, we state the general level
of publication, which significantly fills the gaps
of study of local history. It can be useful not only
to scientists and local lore specialists, but also to
the general reading community, interested in the
knowledge of the past and modern native land
and can be used for both cognitive and educa-
tional purposes.
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
