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DEMOGRAPFIC PROBLEMS OF THE UKRAINIAN COUNTRYSIDE IN THE
1980S — 90S (ON THE EXAMPLE OF THE UKRAINIAN CARPATHIAN REGIONS)

Abstract. The purpose of the publication is to characterize the dynamics of demographic processes in Ukraine (on the
example of the regions of the Ukrainian Carpathians) in the period of the 1980s - 90s; the influence of socio-economic factors
on them and outline the origins of the current demographic crisis in Ukraine.

Conclusions. The article examines the main demographic problems of the Ukrainian countryside in the 1980s and 1990s
on the example of Zakarpattia, Ivano-Frankivsk, Lviv, and Chernivtsi regions. Among them, attention is paid to the issue of
depopulation of the rural population, which has covered the entire territory of Ukraine since 1979. It is noted that for a long
time, the territories of the Carpathian region were considered relatively prosperous in terms of demographics, where the
natural increase in population was an average of 7.4 persons per 1,000 population, while in Ukraine this indicator was only
3.5.

The article considers another problem of Ukrainian villages - the aging of the population. By the end of the 1980s, in
almost half of the regions of Ukraine, the share of elderly peasants approached a third. It was noted that the number of people
unable to work also increased during the analyzed period. Thus, if in 1990 there were on average 1,026 people unable to work
for every 1,000 people of working age, then in 1997 this ratio was 1,037 per 1,000 people able to work. The migration of the
most able-bodied category of peasants to the cities also increased. Characteristic for the regions of the Ukrainian Carpathians
was the process of women moving to the cities, mostly of childbearing age, which undermined the demographic basis of the
reproduction of the rural population and became one of the reasons for the social decline of the village.

Conclusions. The researcher concluded that with the deepening of the crisis phenomena in the economy, the situation
of the village worsened - the demographic crisis worsened, unemployment increased, the incomes of the villagers steadily
decreased, and the social sphere was in a neglected state. It was noted that all the above-mentioned problems «got» independent
Ukraine as a legacy from «Soviet times» and it was not possible to solve them in the last 30 years.

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THE SITUATION OF THE AGRICULTURE OF DONETSK REGION IN 2014-2022

Abstract. The purpose of the work is to find out the potential of the agriculture of Donetsk region in the conditions of the
hybrid war from 2014 to the full-scale invasion of the Russian Federation in 2022.

The scientific novelty of the research results is the study of the development of the agricultural sector in the Donetsk
region during the specified period.

Conclusions. The modern history of Donetsk region reflects various periods, events, phenomena and processes, which
were confirmed by 2014 — 2022. They demonstrated the long history of Ukraine and the region’s belonging to it, the struggle for
Donetsk region. It happened in difficult conditions, but they had hope and expectations. Despite the fact that part of the region
was occupied, the other — demonstrated its rapid development and europeanness. Agriculture remained one of the leading
industries. The region lost some positions in it, however, due to the use of modern technologies and support, it tried to catch
up with its potential. The gross harvest of vegetable crops decreased, which was explained by climatic conditions and the need
to care for these products in difficult conditions. Positive dynamics were achieved due to poultry and pig farming. Agricultural
products became the property not only of Donetsk region, but also of Ukraine, some of which were exported to European and
Asian countries. Certain factors stood in the way: complicated logistics, the routes of which used to pass through occupied
settlements, lack of security, constant risks, natural and geographical factors. The study of the agricultural sector of the region
after its de-occupation and the end of the war can be a perspective of the research.

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ENSURING ENVIRONMENTAL SECURITY IN THE FIELD OF LAND USE BY MEANS
OF CRIMINAL JUSTICE IN MODERN CONDITIONS

Abstract. The purpose of this study was to determine the effectiveness of ensuring environmental security in the field of
land use by means of symbolic justice.

The scientific novelty of the research. The main means of criminal justice for ensuring law and order in the field of land
use is criminal responsibility, which is a guarantee of compliance with rules and order, and is the strictest and most effective
means of state coercion when committing the most socially dangerous offenses in the field of land relations. Criminal offenses
in the field of land use encroach on the order of land relations, on the provision of human life and health and the health of the
population as a whole, on the proper condition of other objects of ecological legal relations - air, subsoil, objects of animal and
plant life, water resources, ensuring property rights, order of business activity; the damage caused by the spoiling and pollution
of lands is manifested in the ecological sphere, in the sphere of the national economy and in the personal sphere, since a person
always suffers from such illegal actions. The war created additional complications in the field of ensuring ecological security of
land use, which are related to: mass displacement of people; the lack of legislative regulation of new needs and the impossibility
of implementing existing regulatory provisions and restrictions in the field of land relations; aggravation of already existing
problems related to land use; loss of government control over state lands; inability to maintain land registers and cadastres,
their destruction; violation of the right of ownership to the land of the legal owners; the opening of new prospects for abuses
by officials in the field of land use; threats to the normal legal functioning of the land market.

Conclusions. The conducted research led to the conclusions regarding the need to improve the current norms of criminal
legislation in this area regarding the subject (size of the land plot) and qualifying circumstances (commitment of such criminal
offenses by an official using his official position) of offenses in the field of land use.

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Abstract. The purpose of the research is to define how much grain, according to the calculations of German and Ukrainian
government experts, Ukraine could have exported in the first half of 1918.

The scientific novelty of the research is seen in the fact that for the first time in historical science, actual material on the
topic is systematized and analyzed, conclusions and generalizations are reasoned.

Consideration of the topic leads to the following conclusions. Until 1914, Ukrainian provinces within the Russian Empire
produced about 19 million tons of grain annually, of which 4.8 to 5 million tons were exported outside the empire. During the
First World War (1914 — 1917), grain production in Ukraine decreased and there was less export. According to the estimates of
the German side, Ukrainian stocks of export grain at the beginning of 1918 had from 2 to 8 million tons, and according to the
data of the Ukrainian side, it was from 1 to 3.3 million tons. Based on these calculations, at the negotiations in Brest-Litovsk,

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Problem statement. As is well known, the
hope of obtaining food supplies from Ukraine
was one of the main factors that prompted Aus-
tria-Hungary and Germany to officially recog-
nize the Ukrainian People’s Republic, enter into
negotiations with it at the Brest-Litovsk diplo-
matic conference, and sign a treaty of peace and
friendship. But why did the governments of the
central powers think the Ukraine was capable of
providing the agreed amount of grain? Why ex-
actly that much? How did the parties make pre-
liminary calculations and how did they agree on
them? Clarifying these questions is vital.

Resaerch analysis. These questions remain
unanswered in the historical literature. The po-
litical significance of Ukrainian bread exports
to the Central Powers has been thoroughly cov-
ered in scholarly works on the Brest Peace and
Ukrainian-German and Ukrainian-Austrian re-
lations during the WWI. Particularly, this was
discussed in recent works on this topic - in col-
lections of articles and monographs by domestic
and foreign historians®. At the same time, the
purely economic aspect of the Brest Peace Talks
is poorly understood.

The purpose of the study is to determine
how the Ukrainian and German governments
assessed the possible volume of grain exports
from Ukraine on the eve of the Brest Peace Trea-
ty (early 1918).

The statement of the basic material. Dur-
ing the WWI, the Central Powers faced acute
food shortages. At that time, agricultural pro-
ductivity declined significantly. If in 1913 the
harvest of wheat in Germany amounted to 4.4,
rye - 12.1, barley - 3.6, oats - 9.5 million tons, in
1917 only 2.2, rye - 7, barley - 2, oats - 3.6 mil-
lion tons were harvested?. And this is despite the
fact that even before the war, Germany lacked
its own grain: its agricultural complex provided
about 90% of grain consumption®.

During the war years, Germany tried to
compensate for the lack of domestic production
by importing grain from the occupied territories
and from countries that remained neutral®. Grain
imports from abroad helped solve the problem,
but only partially. In addition, they were get-
ting smaller every year. Thus, in 1916, imports
from the Netherlands and other neutral coun-
tries amounted to 20 thousand tons of grain per
month, in 1917 - only 3 thousand tons®.

According to the forecasts of the Imperial
Military Food Service, a significant shortage
of food grain was expected to persist in 1918.
At a meeting of the Prussian government on
January 17, 1918, State Secretary of the Mili-
tary Food Service W. Waldow stated that even
if the food grain procurement rates in Germany
were fully met, “then, according to calculations,
there would still be a deficit of ¥ million tons”®.
The same amount of grain was also needed to
feed horses in the army. According to the Prus-
sian War Ministry, by the 1918 harvest, German
troops lacked 0.5 million tons of grain fodder”.

Thus, in early 1918 Germany lacked a sig-
nificant amount of food and fodder grain. As for
fodder, the War Ministry hoped to survive un-
til May with its own stocks and supplies from
the occupied part of Romania®. Food grain was
needed urgently, because otherwise the German
government would have to reduce bread ration-
ing in the spring of 1918. At a government meet-
ing on January 17, V. Valdov noted: “The way
it should be with the determination of the bread
ration depends on the supply of bread grain over
the next 2 months™®.

In addition, we should take into consider-
ation that half a million of food and half a mil-
lion of feed grains were needed only for Ger-
many alone. It was also needed for the Allies,
especially Austria-Hungary. The food situation
of Austrian crown lands in early 1918 was cata-

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strophic. In January, the Austrian government
had to cut the bread ration for the population?.

Where could the necessary amount of grain
to be found? At that time, grain imports to Ger-
many from neutral countries fell to 1,000 tons
per montht, Therefore, hopes had to be placed
on the countries with which the Quadruple Al-
liance was conducting peace negotiations at the
turn of 1917-1918: Russia, Romania, Ukraine,
and Finland. Peace agreements between them
and Germany had to include the restoration of
trade relations. In December 1917, at the begin-
ning of the Brest-Litovsk negotiations, when
they were still being conducted only with Rus-
sia, V. Valdov wrote to the head of the imperial
government, Chancellor G. Hertling: “The situa-
tion of our grain and food supply requires [...] to
put the possibility of importing grain from Rus-
sia [...] in the first place among all other desires
[...]. Not to mention the situation of Austria, it is
also crucial for us to be able to import grain for
the further conduct of the war12,

It was imperative to achieve this, even at
the cost of concessions on other issues, includ-
ing the revision of borders. In his letter to the
Chancellor, Mr. Valdov emphasized: “... Your
Excellency is aware of how serious the situation
with food and fodder supplies is in the current
economic year and how much we have to fear
further deterioration in the next year [...]. There-
fore, it would be possible to make significant
concessions to Russia in other areas in response
to the promise of large supplies from Russia”*3.

Russia, however, could invent little to help:
it was suffering from food shortages itself.
Ukraine was another matter. According to the
economist B. Troijenfels, the German leaders,
who remembered well the high export perfor-
mance of Ukraine in the pre-war years, “had the
embedded idea of Ukraine as a ‘breadbasket’*.

How much grain would the German gov-
ernment want to receive from Ukraine? Of
course, it depended on Ukraine’s export poten-
tial. Before the war, the Ukrainian provinces of
the Russian Empire produced about 1.2 billion
poods (1p.=16,3kg) of grain (19 million tons)
annually, of which about 300 million p. (4.8-5
million tons) were exported*®. Of course, during
the war years, Ukraine’s agricultural productiv-
ity declined, but there was still plenty of bread
to go around.

How much? “Our estimates of the grain re-
serves available in Ukraine ranged from two to
eight million tons,” W. Bliicher, an employee of
the German Foreign Service, wrote in his mem-
oirs®, Information on where the figure of 8 mil-
lion tons came from is found in the memoirs of
another knowledgeable high-ranking official,
S. \elsen, one of the German military repre-
sentatives in the Ukrainian state. Referring to
the explanations received from the bread trader
J. Meyer, S.Velsen wrote: “On average, exports
from Ukraine before the war amounted to 5 mil-
lion tons per year. During 1914-1917, that is,
four years, there was no export. This amounted
to 20 million tons. From this he [Meyer] con-
sidered it sufficient to deduct 50% for mini-
mum production and maximum consumption,
and so he counted 7-8 million tons for the new
harvest™?'.

Were these calculations really reasonable?
Despite the arguments presented, the leaders
of the Central Powers had serious doubts about
this. Expressing skepticism in the German up-
per echelons, General M. Lyncker, head of the
Secret Military Cabinet, wrote in his diary on
February 4, 1918: “They probably hope to come
to peace with Ukraine in the near future and then
receive grain from there. The latter seems to me
very doubtful"8,

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What about the Ukrainian party? Did the
Ukrainian diplomats who participated in the
Brest-Litovsk talks confirm that Ukraine has a
large amount of export grain? Yes, they surely
did. According to the statements of Ukrainian
delegates, the exportable grain surplus on the
territory of the Ukrainian People’s Republic
(UPR) amounted to about 3.3 million tons (200
million poods)®®. At least 1 million tons could
be firmly guaranteed, the Ukrainian side assured
“orally and privately”?.

Asserting that Ukraine was still rich in bread
- capable of exporting at least 1 million tons of
grain - the Ukrainian party, however, made an
important reservation. The root of the problem,
Ukrainian diplomats claimed, was not that there
was a lack of grain - there was plenty of it - but
that it was difficult to procure. At the beginning
of 1918, government agencies, large agricultural
producers (estates), and trading firms in Ukraine
did not have large stocks of grain. The main
owners of ready-made bread were peasants.

With this in mind, the UPR representatives
argued, there was no hope that the procurement
would be quick and smooth. It could not be that
Ukrainian grain procurement agencies or large
owners would take grain from the storerooms
and hand it over to the Central Powers. Grain
had to be collected in small batches through-
out the country, dealing with a large number of
small holders?.

It was also necessary to take into account
their lack of interest in monetary compensation.
During the war years, paper money in Ukraine
lost its value, and in order to “lure” grain from
the peasants, it was necessary to offer them not
rubles, marks, krones or karbovanets, but things
necessary for everyday life and farming, “such
as agricultural machinery, iron goods, etc.”%,

Consequently, the Ukrainian party agreed
with the German one that there was enough
ready-made grain in Ukraine to export, but em-
phasized that there was only one way to procure

it: to exchange it with peasants for industrial
products. The content of what Ukraine’s repre-
sentatives told their partners in the Brest-Litovsk
negotiations about Ukraine’s export potential is
conveyed in an entry in the diary of the German
diplomat H. Kessler, made after a conversation
with a member of the Ukrainian delegation S.
Ostapenko: “Ukraine still has large reserves; the
peasants have them all. They would give them
out only through a commodity exchange for
iron”?,

On February 5, 1918, when the draft peace
treaty with the UPR was basically ready, Ger-
man and Austro-Hungarian officials gathered in
Berlin for a meeting to finally decide whether
to sign it. During the discussion of its terms, the
question of Ukraine’s ability to secure bread ex-
ports was again raised.

The speaker was Austro-Hungarian eco-
nomic expert G. Gratz. The minutes of the meet-
ing recorded the main points of his speech: “We
are asking ourselves whether Ukraine has suffi-
cient reserves and whether they can be utilized.
Negotiations with Ukraine have given a positive
answer. The contract should be concluded in
such a way that supplies are guaranteed. This is
possible. The Ukrainians emphasize, however,
that payment in cash will not reveal the reserves
of the peasants. They have a surplus of money,
but not enough goods. Agricultural tools are es-
pecially needed. It is noteworthy that horseshoes
cost 9 rubles. Ukraine also needs to be sure that
it will actually receive the goods. It agrees that
payment, since it cannot be made immediately
in goods, should be deferred in exchange for
bank guarantees. She does not insist on payment
in gold for non-delivery of goods”?.

After this report by G. Gratz, who con-
cluded that “negotiations with Ukraine gave a
positive answer,” and after V. Valdov’s speech,
who confirmed that “assistance from Ukraine
is possible”®, the question of whether the UPR
had the amount of export grain needed by the

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Central Powers was closed (although doubts
did not disappear). After discussing a range of
issues related to the Central Powers’ policy to-
ward Ukraine, the participants of the meeting
decided to conclude the treaty with the UPR.

At the same time, on February 5, 1918, in
Berlin, the Austro-Hungarian and German sides
agreed to divide grain from Ukraine between
them. The Joint Economic Commission agreed
to adopt 1:1 as the general principle of this divi-
sion?,

Ukraine’s obligation to sell grain to the
Central Powers was enshrined in the documents
signed as a result of the Brest-Litovsk negotia-
tions - the peace treaty and one of the protocols
that supplemented this treaty. Once again, we
emphasize that these acts were not linked to
an agreement on military assistance to Ukraine
by the Central Powers. The statement that the
UPR, in accordance with the Brest Peace Treaty,
“undertook to supply food and raw materials
to Germany and Austria-Hungary in return for
their military assistance against Soviet Russia”?
iS not true.

According to paragraph 1 of Article VII of
the peace treaty between the Ukrainian People’s
Republic and the countries of the Quadruple Al-
liance (February 9, 1918), the parties were to
“immediately establish economic relations” and
by July 31, 1918 (i.e., by the time Ukraine had
a new harvest), to carry out “a mutual exchange
of surplus of the most important agricultural and
industrial products to meet current needs.”?

According to the minutes of the meeting of
the Austro-Hungarian-Ukrainian commission
for the preparation of the peace treaty (Febru-
ary 7, 1918), when discussing Article VII, para-
graph 1, of the treaty, the Ukrainian side con-
firmed that, based on the data it provided, it
stated that the Ukrainian People’s Republic had
at least 1 million tons of surplus bread grain and
guaranteed its “timely [i.e., by July 31, 1918] re-
ceipt and shipment within the shortest possible
time.” Recognizing this, the Ukrainian delega-
tion made a clarification: “however, the acqui-

sition and shipment depend on the fact that the
Ukrainian grain producers receive an appropri-
ate equivalent in the goods we need, and that the
states of the Quartet will assist in the shipment
and in improving the transport organization in
Ukraine”?,

Conclusions. According to German ex-
perts, in early 1918, Germany lacked at least
0.5 million tons of food grain. In addition to its
own food needs, it was advisable for Germany
to take care of the needs of its main ally, Austria-
Hungary, which was on the verge of starvation
in the winter of 1918. From the German point
of view, the peace agreement between Ukraine
and the Central Powers, the terms of which
were agreed upon at a diplomatic conference in
Brest-Litovsk (late 1917 and early 1918), had
to include the resumption of Ukrainian food
exports. Before the war, the Ukrainian regions
of the Russian Empire produced about 1.2 bil-
lion poods of grain (19 million tons) annually,
of which about 300 million poods (4.8-5 million
tons) were sold abroad. During the First World
War (1914-1917), grain production in Ukraine
declined, but so did exports.

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THE FEMALE FACTOR IN THE ORGANIZATION OF CONSTRUCTION AND THE
PRODUCTION PROCESS IN THE AGRICULTURAL INDUSTRY
OF UKRAINE IN 1943 — 1945

Abstract. Purpose. The purpose of the publication is to determine the place and role of Ukrainian rural women in
ensuring the functioning of the agricultural sector of the republic’s economy in the conditions of reconstruction in 1943-1945,
to assess their labor achievements in the field of food production for the front and rear.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the fact that the materials presented in it, in the context of the stated goal,
complement the national historiography of the period of the Second World War in general, and the historiography of the
Ukrainian peasantry of this period in particular.

Conclusions. In 1943-1945, women constituted the majority among the rural population of the republic. They played an
important role in ensuring the functioning of the agrarian sphere during its reconstruction in the conditions of the ongoing
war and the first half of the post-war period. Women successfully performed the duties of managers of public and state farms
and their production structures (farm managers, foremen, farm workers), were the main workforce in collective farms and
state farms during complex field work and in the production of livestock products. Thanks to their hard daily work, which was
mainly carried out manually with the use of live draft, the size of the replanting acreage and the volume of cultivated grain and
technical crops increased annually, the number of livestock increased, and the front and rear, both during the war and after its
end , received the necessary food and raw materials. Although there were still serious problems and shortcomings in the work
of the agricultural industry, and the volumes of plant and animal products produced were far from real needs, as a result of
the large-scale work carried out in 1943-1945 with the active participation of women, the agricultural industry of the republic
was revived to a large extent and laid good foundations for the growth of its potential in the future. Along with hard work on
collective farm and state farm fields and farms, the majority of women took care of homesteads and livestock, which were the
main source of livelihood for rural families.

Therefore, the female potential of the Ukrainian village during the reconstruction period was a significant component of
the rural society, and it was women who had to bear the main burden in the matter of revival and ensuring the functioning of
the agricultural industry in extreme conditions after the occupation devastation and the ongoing war.

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SCIENTIFIC APPROACHES TO THE CULTURE OF FARMING IN LARGE FARMS AT
THE TURN OF THE 19TH-20TH CENTURIES

Abstract. The purpose of the article study is to determine the goals, scope, and effectiveness of the introduction of
scientific approaches introduction to agriculture in large landowners estates.

Scientific novelty of the research results. The scientific literature has already covered the application and dissemination
of research agricultural practices initiated by the Ministry of Agriculture, country council, agricultural societies, and private
individuals. The scientific novelty of the research results lies in the study of experimental agriculture organization on the farms
of large landowners.

The methodological basis of the study is the principles of scientific objectivity, historicism, and systematicity in synergy
with general scientific (analysis, synthesis, generalization) and special historical (historical-typological, historical-genetic,
historical-biographical) methods.

Conclusions. Research agricultural institutions were intended to raise the overall level of agricultural production. In
the Ukrainian provinces, research agricultural institutions were established in the last quarter of the nineteenth century, and at
the beginning of the twentieth century there were more than 100 of them. Research institutions were aimed at studying natural
conditions that influenced the overall level of agriculture. Several types of research institutions were practiced: research
stations, research fields, research farms, demonstration fields and farms.

Experimental plots were used to test wheat for drought resistance and yield, and to conduct selection work with cereals
and industrial crops, primarily beets. The purpose of the agricultural experiments was to develop the most acceptable field
culture techniques and to meet the needs of specific farms for productive seed material. However, the influence of scientific
approaches to agriculture was not limited to the large farms where they were practiced, but also spread to neighboring peasant
farms. The activity of the owners of large estates — L. Simyrenko, F. Falz-Fein, O. Bobrynskyi — was determined not only by
economic expediency, but also by the desire for something new, which corresponded to the needs of the time and increased
intensity of management.

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PARTICIPATION OF THE PEASANTS OF SOUTHERN UKRAINE IN THE
COOPERATIVE MOVEMENT AS A FACTOR IN THE MODERNIZATION OF THE
SOCIAL ESTATE

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to determine the potential influence of cooperatives on the modernization of the
social condition of the peasantry in the direction of their acquisition of features of a capitalist society. Paying attention to this
social group is due to its quantitative dominance and stability of the traditional worldview.

The scientific novelty of the research results lies in the insufficient study of the problem, the lack of specialized works on
the materials of the South of Ukraine.

Conclusion. The spread of the cooperative movement in the second half of the 19th — early 20th centuries. can be
interpreted as one of the signs of the formation of modern society. At the same time, cooperatives acted as catalysts for these
changes. The very structure and form of participation in the societies was to promote the development of entrepreneurial traits,
an active economic position, and the gradual involvement of the population in commodity-money relations through cooperation
and interaction. In the South of Ukraine, a high degree of involvement of peasants in the activities of credit cooperatives
and demand for cooperative loans was observed. Which can already demonstrate their readiness for transformations. By
providing loans to the population on acceptable terms, accepting monetary contributions at interest, and carrying out sales
and supply operations, the companies created conditions for improving the condition of peasant farms, increasing their
productivity and competitiveness. The activities of credit cooperative societies also inffluenced the transformation of traditional
views on monetary income, contributed to the acquisition of experience in financial operations. The participation of peasants
in agricultural cooperatives had a positive effect on the development of their farms, using practical examples to demonstrate
the advantages of the achievements of agrarian sciences, which formed the readiness for their adoption and implementation.
Under the influence of the activities of agricultural cooperatives, the peasants introduced new agricultural crops, machinery
and equipment, soil processing technologies in their farms, which generally contributed to the increase in productivity. The
participation of peasants in the cultural and educational activities of cooperatives can serve as a confirmation of the state’s
readiness to acquire new knowledge and changes in the traditional way of farming. Under the influence of the activities of
cooperative libraries, courses, lectures, consultations, exhibitions and excursions, the peasants resorted to the rationalization
of agriculture. Therefore, the participation of peasants in the cooperative movement of the late 19th — early 20th centuries.
was one of the factors of socio-economic, worldview changes in the direction of the formation of commodity-money relations.

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AGRARIAN QUESTION IN UKRAINE AT THE BEGINNING OF THE 20TH CENTURY:
GOVERNMENT-BUREAUCRATIC VISION

Abstract. Purpose. The author of the article aims to analyze the government-bureaucratic vision of solving the agrarian
issue in Ukraine at the beginning of the 20th century. in the context of the agrarian policy of the government of the Russian
Empire.

Scientific novelty. The government-bureaucratic vision of solving the agrarian issue in Ukraine at the beginning of the
20th century was analyzed on the basis of the involved sources and the application of current methodological approaches. in
the context of the agrarian policy of the government of the Russian Empire.

Conclusion. The main feature of the life of Ukrainian peasants at the beginning of the 20th century. land was considered
scarce, there was also agrarian overpopulation. The transition to intensive farming was restrained by the irregularity of
agrarian relations. The problem of renting land was extremely acute for peasant farms, with which the interests of both
landowners and peasants were closely connected. Due to the lack of land, the peasants could not do without renting land, but
its conditions were quite difficult. Another difficult problem for peasant farms was the payment of taxes.

Several government commissions and meetings created at the beginning of the 20th century dealt with the study of the
state of agriculture in the areas and proposals for solving the peasant question. The Commission on November 16, 1901 and
the Special Meeting on the Needs of the Agricultural Industry had the most tangible influence. They summarized valuable
material about the state of the agricultural industry, attracted a wide range of officials, citizens, public figures, scientists and
directly peasants. However, their intentions remained unknown to the general public, which also contributed to the maturation
of revolutionary sentiments on the ground.

The activity of the Special Meeting chaired by O. Styshynskyi and the Special Meeting A. Kulomzyn was effective. They
drafted a draft law, which on July 6, 1904, took on the character of temporary rules regulating immigration policy in the
Russian Empire. It was a law that for the first time in the legal practice of the Russian Empire regulated the social aspect of the
life of peasant settlers. But he cannot be fully recognized as socially oriented, impeccable. Because, firstly, self-willed resettled
peasants did not receive state financial support. Secondly, total state control over resettlement processes was established.

Problem statement. At the beginning of
the 20" century in Ukraing, taking into account
the socio-economic, political and socio-psy-
chological circumstances that developed at that
time, the agrarian issue was significantly inten-
sified, which was characterized by a complex of
issues of a production nature, such as agrarian
overpopulation, peculiarities of land use and
land ownership, production and sale of agricul-
tural products, economic and financial aspects
of agricultural development, financial condition
of business entities, resettlement policy, etc.

The agrarian issue was in the focus of con-
stant attention of government circles, as evi-
denced by the government’s creation of various

emergency commissions and Special Meetings.
They were usually tasked with revising the pre-
vious legislation on peasants in accordance with
the socio-economic and socio-political develop-
ment of the country.

Research analysis. A number of historians
appealed to state attempts to solve the peasant
issue at the beginning of the 20" century. M.S.
Symonovat covers in sufficient detail various ac-
tivity periods of the Special Meeting on Agricul-
tural Industry, and also examines the struggle of
currents in the ruling circles on agrarian policy.
S.M. Sydelnikov? makes a meaningful analysis
of the policy of the autocracy on the eve of the
revolution of 1905. The most weighted analysis
of the specified problem was made in the works
of historians B.V. Ananyich and R. Sh. Hanelin3.
During the years of Ukraine’s independence,
domestic historians who studied some of its as-
pects, including N. Kovaliova*, S. Kornovenko?,
O. Reyent®, D. Selikhov’, and others, addressed
the topic we raised.

The purpose of the article is to analyse the
government-bureaucratic vision of solving the
agrarian issue in Ukraine at the beginning of the
20" century in the context of the agrarian policy
of the government of the Russian Empire.

The statement of the basic material. Ac-
cording to the 1897 census, the population of
Ukrainian governorates was 23.4 million peo-
plet. 93% of the Ukrainian population was clas-
sified as peasants, and 87% of all Ukrainians
lived from agriculture®.

The main feature of peasant life at the be-
ginning of the 20™ century was considered a
shortage of land. According to M. Porsh’s cal-
culations, 19% of Ukrainian peasants employed
in agriculture were considered landless (1905)%.
There was agrarian overpopulation, which as of
1890 was 5 million people®.

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The transition to intensive farming was re-
strained by the disorganization of agrarian rela-
tions (strip farming, long land tenure, etc.), the
presence of easements (places for cattle graz-
ing, hayfields, etc., common for peasants and
landowners). They also caused conflict relations
between landowners and peasants, which were
strengthened by the border factor, since the dis-
tribution of land holdings was not always docu-
mented or fairly carried out.

The issue of renting land was extremely
acute for peasant households, with which the
interests of both landowners and peasants were
closely connected. Due to the lack of land, the
peasants could not do without renting land,
but its conditions were quite difficult. Peasant
rent accounted for 50-60% of privately owned
land*?, and the rent was quite high. According to
the materials of the Commission on November
16, 1901, the rent took an average of 34% of the
gross profit and 81.1% of the net profit that the
peasants received from the rented land®3.

B. Myronov explained such a ratio of land
prices and rental prices with the peculiarities
of the market economy — the law of supply and
demand: «the huge demand for land from the
peasants exceeded its supply from the landown-
ers», for whom all this was extremely profitable.
In the same way, the peasants’ demand for land
rent was much higher than the available areas
could satisfy**. According to N. Kovaliova, «this
issue was caused by the spontaneous develop-
ment of the land market in the post-reform pe-
riod and was not solved due to objective and
subjective factors: due to the lack of legislative
regulation of lease relations, long-term ignoring
of the interests of the peasantry, the desire for
material gain on the part of influential partici-
pants of land market. The «conflict of interests»
was most clearly manifested precisely in the is-
sue of land leasex»®.

Another difficult challenge for peasant
households was the payment of taxes. Peasants
were forced to pay the state land tax, redemption
payments (both landlord and state peasants),
zemstvo and mir fees, mandatory insurance pay-
ments. Soviet historians recognized excessive

taxation of the peasantry as one of the reasons
for the peasant protests of 1905-1907.

The calamity from which at the beginning
of the 20™ century peasants suffered, there was
chronic malnutrition caused by frequent crop
failures: 1891-1892, 1896-1897, 1899, 1901,
1905-1906. Grain production significantly
lagged behind demographic growth: during the
1860-1890s, the gross harvest of bread per capi-
ta on the Right Bank it increased by 30%, in the
South — by 2.5 times, and on the Left Bank — by
only 109%?.

At the state level, attempts to solve the peas-
ant issue continued throughout the 19" century.
However, as is known, not all ideas of the peas-
ant reform of 1861 were implemented.

The situation that developed at that time
countryside of the Russian Empire was depicted
very appropriate in the autumn of 1898 in a letter
addressed to Nicholas Il by Minister of Finance
S. Witte. He saw the main cause of the crisis in
agriculture in «peasant disorganization». It was,
according to the statesman, the alpha and omega
of all the troubles that took place in the coun-
tryside at the end of the 19" century. «Peasant
disorganization» was understood by him as the
absence of legally established rights and duties
of peasants. «<Emperor Alexander 11», wrote S.
Witte, «redeemed the soul and body of the peas-
ants, but did not make them free sons of the fa-
therland, did not organize their life on the basis
of legality... the peasants found themselves in
slavery to arbitrariness and ignorance»?*’.

According to the Minister of Finance, the
agricultural crisis caused «paralysis of the vital
nerve of progress». He substantiated his position
with numerical information from the ground re-
ceived by the Ministry of Finance. Having free
access to it, the statesman drew reasonable con-
clusions, claiming that the peasants had lost the
incentive to improve their well-being by legal
means. In this regard, he proposed to make the
peasants «truly free people» endowed with civil
rights. S. Witte considered land ownership to be
one of the most important civil rights.

Not only ministers, but also governors spoke
about the need for changes in the socio-econom-

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ic and socio-political situation of the peasants. In
this context, the report of the Governor General
of the South-Western Region, M. Dragomirov, is
eloquent. Reflecting in the document the crisis
nature of the development of agriculture, he in-
sisted on the use by the authorities of urgent and
serious measures aimed at eliminating the crisis
and improving the material and legal situation of
the peasants. His warnings and considerations to
some extent echo the thoughts of S. Witte. For
example, M. Dragomirov, like the Minister of
Finance, linked the improvement of the material
wealth of the peasants to the «regularization of
life» of the peasants. In his report, the Governor-
General proposed to Nicholas 11 to immediately
review the laws regarding the property and non-
property rights of the peasants, the principles of
their public self-government, etc'e.

The situation in the countryside was studied
by several government commissions created at
the beginning of the 20" century. On November
16, 1901, the «Commission to Study the Issue
of Changes from 1861 to 1900 in the Welfare of
the Rural Population of the Middle Agricultural
Governorates Compared to Other Territories of
European Russia» was founded (Commission of
November 16, 1901). It was headed by Deputy
Minister of Finance V. Kokovtsov, and included
representatives of three ministries (finance, in-
ternal affairs, agriculture, and state property),
theoreticians on agrarian issues and zemstvo
practitioners, including from the Poltava gover-
norate. The commission worked for three years.
The result of its activity was three volumes, in
which interesting data on the state of agricul-
ture in 18 governorates of the Russian Empire
were published, specific opinions and propos-
als regarding the elimination of those negative
phenomena that took place in the countryside
were outlined. The members of the commission
considered the main cause of the crisis in the
agricultural industry to be the shortcomings of
land management. That is, it was said that the
inconvenient distribution of allotment land, strip
farming, multi-strip farming, smallness of allot-
ments had a negative impact on the develop-
ment of both the agrarian sector of the country’s
economy in general, and peasant households in
particular®.

Considering the issue of taxation of the peas-
antry, the commission outlined the new bounda-
ries of the «impoverishment» district — it also
included three Ukrainian governorates: Kharkiyv,
Poltava, and Chernihiv. This status provided for
a reduction in redemption payments®. Despite
the fact that the results of the commission’s
activity received a low rating from S. Witte, it
played a significant role in studying the peasant
issue and ways of solving it: valuable materials
were collected, zemstvo officials were involved,
peasant issues received public resonance.

On January 22, 1902, Nicholas Il signed a
decree on the creation of a Special Meeting on
the Needs of the Agricultural Industry, which
operated until March 30, 1905. It was headed by
the Minister of Finance S. Witte. It included 22
high-ranking officials (from the State Council,
the Ministry of Finance, Internal Affairs, Agri-
culture, and State Property). More than 100 peo-
ple were additionally invited?.

The programme of activities of the Special
Meeting included 40 issues that realistically re-
flected all the crisis phenomena in the develop-
ment of the agrarian sector of the economy of
the Russian Empire at the end of the 19" and the
beginning of the 20" centuries, and was aimed
at their elimination. In our opinion, the essence
and content of the programme corresponded to
the challenges of the time, and its authors, in par-
ticular S. Witte, had information about the real
state of affairs in the industry, since in accord-
ance with the programme of the Special Meet-
ing on the Needs of the Agricultural Industry
in many uezds and governorates of the Russian
Empire, local committees, the purpose of which
was to collect proposals for the fastest possible
rise of the countryside and improvement of the
peasantry’s situation, were created. 618 commit-
tees were created, of which 82 were governorate,
536 were uezd. Among the last 50 governorate
and 490 uezd committees operated in the Euro-
pean territory of the Russian Empire??. 13,000
local figures took part in their activity?,

The created governorate and uezd local
committees united representatives of the region-
al elite: officials, large landowners, representa-
tives of zemstvos and noble self-government,
agronomists, newspaper editors, that is, those

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who played an important role in the life of so-
ciety at that time. They organized meetings at
which landowners, merchants, and peasants
spoke. The materials of such meetings were pub-
lished in individual volumes by governorate. In
fact, the uezd committees collected information
about local needs and challenges for agricultural
development, and the governorate committees
summarized it.

In terms of social composition, the commit-
tees represented both organizers of land policy
and direct producers of agricultural products:
the share of nobles and landowners in the gov-
ernorate committees was 1/3, in the uezd com-
mittees — 1/4, officials — 1/4, zemstvo officials —
respectively 23% and 22%, peasants — 1/5%. The
involvement of the main subjects of agrarian re-
lations and, in particular, the peasantry (for the
first time in the history of the Russian Empire),
created conditions for clarifying the real needs
of the agricultural industry at the regional level,
provided the process of developing governmen-
tal agrarian initiatives of a public nature, which
was extremely important for public opinion after
peasant rebellions of 1902.

However, by decree of March 30, 1905, the
Special Meeting was closed as a «revolutionary
club»®. The Meeting left a large array of pre-
pared materials (58 volumes of «Works of Lo-
cal Committees on the Needs of the Agricultural
Industry»), a number of economic works that
investigated the dynamics of cultivated areas in
Russia at the end of the 19™ century, issues of
land lease, public land use, animal husbandry,
communication routes, infrastructure challenges
for grain industry, dissemination of agricultural
knowledge, financial issues, etc?. Individual
volumes of «Works...» reflected the situation in
Ukrainian governorates.

The materials of the meeting had no influ-
ence on the government’s development of the
main directions of agrarian policy due to the
neglect of the public opinion by imperial politi-
cal system of the beginning of the 20™ century.
Thus, the activities of the meeting were mainly
informative. Among the positive aspects of the
work of the meeting, it is possible to note a new
vision by government officials of the role of the
peasant — an initiative, individual producer of

goods and, in general, a change in attitude to-
wards the peasant estate. At the same time, broad
sections of the peasantry remained ignorant of
the government’s intentions and measures.

More effective was the activity of the Spe-
cial Meeting chaired by O. Styshynskyi and the
Special Meeting of A. Kulomzyn on the devel-
opment of resettlement legislation, which were
active in the period from March 1903 to January
1904.

The report of the Poltava Governor M. Uru-
sov on the resettlement of small-land Poltava
peasants and its discussion was put on the agen-
da of the Special Meeting on March 3, 6, 10, 12,
1903 chaired by O. Styshynskyi. In his speech,
the prince reproduced the crisis of extensive ag-
riculture in the Poltava governorate in detail and
realistically. He noted that «under modern exten-
sive methods of management, it is impossible to
fundamentally change the economic conditions
of peasant life in a short period of time». In our
opinion, this conclusion is logical, supported by
the real state of affairs in the agrarian sector of
the economy of the Poltava governorate. Poltava
officials saw a way out of the crisis in the reset-
tlement of peasants. The project provided for the
simultaneous resettlement of 50% of small-land
owners — 337,027 people of both sexes. Accord-
ing to the calculations of the members of the
governorate presence, this would solve the is-
sue of peasant landlessness and shortage of land
in the governorate for 10-15 years. During this
period, it would be possible to take appropriate
measures to intensify the agriculture of the gov-
ernorate. Resettlement, according to the Poltava
governor, would also have a political effect. M.
Urusov believed: «... only directed by the state
authorities to achieve certain goals, it can be-
come a powerful means of improving the eco-
nomic situation of the peasantry ... calming the
anxious state of minds»?’.

The Poltava governor called for a care-
ful approach to the resettlement of peasants, to
coordinate and harmonize this process with the
state’s general line in agrarian policy. The pro-
ject announced by the Governor of Poltava did
not cause serious debate among the members
of the Special Meeting chaired by O. Styshyn-
skyi. On the contrary, its complete expediency

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and necessity of application was recognized not
only for the Poltava governorate. It was decided
to extend the new order of resettlement to eight
chernozem governorates of the Russian Empire,
among which were the Kyiv, Podillia, Kharkiv
and Chernihiv governorates.

On the initiative of Nicholas II, an inter-
departmental Special Meeting on Resettlement
was established under the chairmanship of A.
Kulomzyn. Its members included the Minister
of Internal Affairs, the Minister of Finance, the
Minister of Agriculture and State Property. In
December 1903, its members completed work
on the resettlement bill and an explanatory note
to it®. On January 30, 1904, both documents
were already considered by the members of A.
Kulomzyn’s Special Meeting®.

The main provisions of the draft of the new
resettlement law were reduced to the follows.
Direct control over resettlement processes was
entrusted to the relevant state authorities. There
were two main types of the resettlement. The
first is with the permission of the government.
It highlighted: a) resettlement to the Caucasus
and the Far East; b) resettlement in accordance
with the interests of agrarian policy from dense-
ly populated central governorates of the empire.
The second is arbitrary or free, that is, without
the permission of the government. In this way,
an end was put to the unjustified practice of the
authorities to return arbitrary migrants to their
places of previous residence. In fact, the draft
law officially recognized this type of resettle-
ment. The state stopped applying punitive sanc-
tions against self-migrants*®. On July 6, 1904,
the draft law took on the character of temporary
rules regulating resettlement policy in the Rus-
sian Empire.

Thus, for the first time in the legal practice
of the Russian Empire, the social aspect in the
life of resettled peasants was regulated. The
authorities went for a certain liberalization, re-
ducing passporting of the population only to the
function of an identity card. Also, the softening
of the state policy in the field of resettlement
was evidenced by the absence of persecution by
the authorities at the legislative level of arbitrary
resettled peasants. We also see the positive in the
fact that the temporary rules on resettlement rec-
onciled two vectors of the state’s internal policy:
resettlement and agrarian.

Despite the presence of certain disadvan-
tages related to the fact that the temporary rules
limited the possibilities of resettlement of small-
land peasants, it became the basis for the Stol-
ypin agrarian transformations.

The conclusions. So, the beginning of the
20™ century was marked by an active search
by the state authorities for ways out of the cri-
sis state of the agrarian sector of the country’s
economy, which it got into due to a combination
of internal and external factors.

One of the initiators of solving the agrarian
issue at the government level was the Minister
of Finance S. Witte. Several government
commissions and meetings created at the
beginning of the 20™ century dealt with the
investigation of the state of agriculture in the
areas and proposals for solving the peasant issue.
The Commission on November 16, 1901 and the
Special Meeting on the Needs of the Agricultural
Industry had the most tangible influence. They
summarized valuable material about the state of
the agricultural industry, attracted a wide range
of officials, zemstvo officials, public figures,
scientists and directly peasants. However, their
intentions remained unknown to the general
public, which also contributed to the maturation
of revolutionary sentiments on the ground.

The activity of the Special Meeting chaired
by O. Styshynskyi and the Special Meeting
chaired by A. Kulomzyn was effective. They
drafted a draft law, which on July 6, 1904, took
on the character of temporary rules regulating
the resettlement policy in the Russian Empire.
This was the law by which, for the first time in
the legal practice of the state, the social aspect of
the life of the resettled peasants was regulated.
But it cannot be fully recognized as socially
oriented, excellent. Because, firstly, self-willed
resettled peasants did not receive state financial
support. Secondly, total state control over
resettlement processes was established.

Thus, the leitmotif of the government’s
internal policy at the beginning of the 20" century
there was an improvement in the material and
legal situation of the peasantry.
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THE SITUATION OF THE PEASANTRY DURING THE HOLODOMOR THROUGH THE
PRESS OUTSIDE THE SOVIET UNION (1932-1933)

Abstract. The purpose. In this research proposal we will analyse the dramatic period that the Ukrainian Socialist Soviet
Republic -Ukrainian SSR- went through in the early 1930s, with the so-called Holodomor or Great Famine. Using various official
Soviet documents, we will study how the authorities in Moscow applied collectivisation measures in Ukraine and how they affected
the development of the daily life of the country’s population. In doing so, we will reffect on the main consequences that this period had
for the future of the Ukrainian SSR within the Soviet space and especially for the population.

Conclusions. In addition, once we have analysed the significance of this historical period, and through the newspaper archives
of different international media, we will emphasise how this issue was dealt with outside the borders of the Soviet Union. With this
research, we intend to provide evidence through newspapers such as The Evening Telegram, The London Evening Standard, The New
York Times and Spanish newspapers that the Holodomor was known abroad, despite the fact that the Soviet authorities campaigned
hard to prevent this event from spreading to the rest of the international community.

Although, as we will see through the study of various media, the reality of the Holodomor knowledge abroad was different,
taking into account the different ideology of the journalists who wrote the chronicles exposing the events that were taking place in the
Ukrainian SSR in 1932 and 1933.

Problem statement. In the early 1930s, one
of the events that marked the fate of the Ukrain-
ian Socialist Soviet Republic (Ukrainian SSR)
took place with the so-called Great Famine,
known as the Holodomor, literally “starvation”.
During 1932 and 1933, the Soviet authorities im-
plemented a policy of requisitioning in the dif-
ferent republics of the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics (USSR) in order to carry out the col-
lectivisation plans of losif Stalin’s government.
However, the biggest victim of this policy was
the Ukrainian SSR, which at the time comprised
the following administrative regions: seven
oblasts - Vinnytsia, Kyiv, Chernihiv, Kharkiv,
Donetsk, Dnipropetrovsk and Odesa - and also
the Moldavian Autonomous Socialist Soviet Re-
public (Moldavian ASSR)™.

The final consequences of this period, al-
though research and studies have increased in
the last three decades, are not really known be-
cause of the interest of the Moscow authorities
in hiding what happened inside and outside their
borders. Despite this, and as we will see in the
following lines, the news that a famine was tak-
ing place in some parts of the USSR managed to
get out of its borders. Various international me-
dia reported that a period of famine was taking
place in the Soviet Union, although not all of
them provided the same data.

The purpose of the article is research
analyse the dramatic period that the Ukrainian

The statement of the basic material.

1. The development of the Holodomor in
the Ukrainian SSR

With the implementation of the collectivisa-
tion measures, and after a difficult but produc-
tive 1931, the coming years were to endanger
a large part of the Ukrainian population, espe-
cially the peasantry. In 1932, two new elements
came together to make the harvest even worse:
on the one hand, the increase in the state’s ac-
quisition percentages and its poor management,
and on the other hand, the bad weather, which
had a negative effect on the harvest that year.
Nevertheless, at the secret session of the Cen-
tral Committee on 7 July 1932, devoted to or-
ganising the collection of the annual levy, Stalin
decided that Ukraine would pay 7 million tons,
as in the extraordinary - for good - 19302 Thus,
once again, Ukraine became the main target of
government action and by the summer of 1932
70% of Ukrainian agriculture was in kolkhozs,
compared to only 59% in Russia®.

The situation was further complicated when
on 7 August of the same year a new decree was
issued by Stalin: “On safeguarding the owner-
ship of state enterprises, collective farms and
cooperatives and strengthening public - social-
ist - property”. In other words, the theft of even
small amounts of food could be punishable by
ten years in a forced labour camp or death®.

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In addition, the Ukrainian peasants them-
selves were unwilling to comply with the meas-
ures coming from Moscow, so they made sure
that part of their resources were not collectivised
by the state power. Faced with this dire situa-
tion in the Ukrainian countryside, a large part
of the population saw only one possible solu-
tion to save their lives from the bloody famine: a
mass exodus to the cities and other surrounding
regions. This event, along with the high number
of deaths that were occurring, began to worry
the Moscow authorities about a possible short-
age of labour in the countryside. The Ukrainian
leadership even requested a reduction in grain
procurement in the summer of 1932 as a result
of the needs of their own people®, which did not
improve conditions in the countryside.

Due to the low percentage of the quota
reached in some of the regions of the USSR,
internal personnel movements took place to en-
sure that the deadlines and quantities were met.
On 22 October 1932, the Politburo’ decided to
send two extraordinary commissions, one led
by VWyacheslav Molotov and the other by Lazar
Kaganovich, to Ukraine and the North Cauca-
sus in order to “speed up the harvests8, and to
achieve the collectivisation plan for the year
1932. A further step was taken on 8 November
of the same year, when two telegrams were sent,
clearly stating the Soviet intentions: “[...] indi-
vidual and collective farmers in Soviet Ukraine
who do not meet the objectives of the requisi-
tion will be denied access to the products of the
rest of the economy™®. It was made official on
18 November with the publication of the “Polit-
buro resolution on measures to strengthen grain
procurement”®, which was to immediately ban
all natural stocks stored on collective farms that
do not comply with grain procurement schemes.

In addition to all this, as we have noted,
there was the transfer of population from the
countryside to the cities or to other regions of
the Soviet Union and even beyond its borders.

In order to prevent this population transfer from
the countryside to the cities, in December 1932
the government created the internal passport to
prevent peasants from moving to the cities™.
Passports were issued to most people living in
the cities, but not to peasants*2. The rural popu-
lation was unable to stay in the cities because
they did not have a passport, which greatly in-
creased the number of deaths from hunger from
the beginning of 1933. In these circumstances
at the beginning of the year, the protests of the
population became increasingly violent because
of the consequences of the famine, including
assaults on state food stores. In addition, on 1
January 1933, Ukrainians were given an ultima-
tum by the resolution of the Communist Party of
Ukraine - CP of Ukraine - to apply the most bru-
tal repression to those who did not give up their
bread. Condemning Ukrainians to starvation®3.

Moscow’s solution came on 19 January
when they adopted the resolution “concerning
the compulsory delivery of grain to the state by
collective farms and independent farms™4. This
meant that whoever failed to meet the harvest
delivery deadlines would suffer food restric-
tions. But not only that, for it seems that Stalin
wrote in his own handwriting a directive on 22
January 1933 on the prevention of the mass de-
parture of peasants from the Kuban and Ukraine
to the central agricultural region, the Volga re-
gion, the Moscow region, the western provinces
and the Belarusian SSR*. For many of the peas-
ants, this was a death sentence, given the dismal
state of the Ukrainian countryside at the begin-
ning of that year.

Subsequently, the harassment of the popu-
lation in order to achieve full collectivisation
of the peasant resources of the USSR made the
situation even worse in the Ukrainian territory.
The situation reached such a point that a law of
17 March 1933 stipulated that a peasant could
not leave a collective farm without a contract
from his future employers, ratified by the au-

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thorities of the collective farm?6. As a result, the
Ukrainian famine reached its peak in the spring
of 1933. It can easily be shown that the mortality
recorded in the Ukraine in 1933 was enormous
and far exceeded three times the levels of 1930
and 19317

Because of the point the famine was reach-
ing in the Ukrainian SSR, certain measures be-
gan to be enacted which initiated a slow and
mild recovery. To alleviate this situation, Stalin
and Molotov ordered Soviet officials to sus-
pend deportations and acute forms of repres-
sion throughout the country?®8, which took place
in early May. Although it was not until October
1933 that a request received from Stanislav Ko-
sior, General Secretary of the CP of Ukraine,
was approved in Moscow to reduce the contri-
bution required from the Ukraine for the year
1934%, Nevertheless, after the severe conse-
quences of the Holodomor - both demographic
and ideological - the Ukrainian peasants had to
accept the rules of the game, which the Russian
peasants - historically accustomed to communal
farming - had already accepted®. Thus, after a
few agonising years, the Ukrainian population
finally gave in to the fear implanted by Stalin
and his anti-Ukrainian policies.

2. Foreign knowledge of the Holodomor
through the mass media

Despite what might appear to be Soviet
attempts to conceal what had happened in the
Ukrainian SSR outside its borders, there were
reports of famine in this region of the Soviet
Union. One of the first to publicise this situation
was the Polish-born Canadian journalist Rhea
Clyman, who, after her forced departure from
the USSR, reported what was happening in the
Soviet camps to the Toronto daily The Evening
Telegram on 28 September 1932 with the
headline: “Reporter expelled from Russia”?.
Despite not having much international support,
he continued to publicise the real situation of

the way of life in the USSR, and continued
his public denunciation of the famine that was
taking place within some of its regions. As with
the news item published in the same newspaper
on 10 May 1933, in which he warned: “He dares
to discover the grim secret of Russia’s famine
land”?2. Meanwhile, the rest of the world did
not seem to accept the news coming from a
young reporter and a modest newspaper with no
international reach.

In the US, acknowledging this fact implied
problems that could jeopardise certain foreign
policies that were being attempted at the time.
The US at that time had no diplomatic relations
with the Soviet Union - until November
1933 - and the State Department was under
instructions to work to establish them?Z.
Moreover, New York Times Moscow bureau
chief, Walter Duranty, is remembered as one of
the most notorious journalists in pushing Soviet
propaganda “there is no real famine or hunger,
nor is there likely to be”, and the reporters who
wrote about it claimed to be liars and spread
“evil propaganda”?. In fact, Duranty won the
Pullitzer Prize in 1932, It was the Englishman
Gareth Jones, after spending some time in 1933
travelling around the USSR and learning about
the reality of the Ukrainian famine, who also
made known everything that was happening in
that territory, contradicting Duranty’s words.
After describing his experience, his testimony
was published in various newspapers, such as
the London Evening Standard, which appeared
on 31 March 1933 with the following headline:
“Famine rules in Russia. The five-year plan has
wiped out the bread supply”®. After hearing
Jones’ statements, the American correspondent
in Moscow himself, Duranty, was forced to
anticipate and publish an article countering
Jones’ words and minimising the extreme
situation in the Ukrainian countryside, which
appeared in The New York Times on 30 March

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1933: “The Russians are hungry, but they are not
starving”?,

There were also other demonstrations
reporting on what was happening in the
Ukrainian SSR, although like those by Clyman
or Jones, they did not have the support necessary
to give credibility to their words. This was the
case with Malcolm Muggeridge, who was there
in the winter and spring of 1933, as Moscow
correspondent for the Manchester Guardian.
He was one of the few Western journalists
who circumvented Soviet restrictions and
visited the famine regions, and then reported
honestly on what he had seen?. Although, as
we have shown, other informants encouraged
the disinformation campaign by the USSR
government, Muggeridge, managed to convey
his experience during his stay in some Soviet
areas: “On a recent visit to the North Caucasus
and the Ukraine, | saw something of the battle
being fought between the government and the
peasants. On the one side, millions of starving
farmers, their bodies often swollen from lack
of food; on the other, soldiers, members of
the Unified Political Directorate of the State -
OGPSU - carrying out the instructions of the
dictatorship of the proletariat”?®. However,
the importance of their testimonies was not
recognised at the time.

In connection with the news published in
Spain - at that time the Second Republic was
in place in the Iberian country - there were also
reports on the famine situation in the USSR
between 1932 and 1933. One of the first reports
on the subject was published in El Heraldo de
Madrid on 23 March 1932, which carried the
headline: “Soviet peasants against the red forces
and Stalin’s iron fist”. It was summed up in the
following words: “From a report by Geo London
we learn the following about the hardships
suffered by the depleted and impoverished
Russian peasants: In 1931, 341 Russian
families managed to escape from the Ukraine to
Romania. So far in 1932, the number of escaped
families reached 359, taking refuge in Tighina®,
where they were precariously cared for by the

Romanian authorities. These families arrived in
Romanian territory in a state of appalling misery.
The orders of the Red Army, which had cut the
bridge over the Dniester, were: “Fire on anyone
who tries to cross the river”! However, the ice
favours escape during the night”.%,

A few days later, on 28 March, in the daily
La Voz, under the headline: “Chronicle. Blood
on the ice”, the initial situation of the Ukrainian
SSR was described: “And it was agreed to
take communism to the countryside, to break
through the almost impregnable citadel of the
conservative instinct of the villagers. And it was
agreed that it was for the Ukraine that the battle
was to be fought with the greatest violence and
resolution [...] The poor very poor accepted.
They did not lose much. But the kulak refused.
And they persecuted him. And they deported
him to Siberia. And they imprisoned him. And
they hanged him. Thousands and thousands
of families lost everything they owned, the
Ukraine, which had resisted wars and invasions,
could not withstand the forced collectivisation
of the kolkhozs without economic collapse™.

As early as March 1933, the newspaper
La Luz published a story with the headline:
“In Soviet Russia. The struggle of town and
country”, which explained: “It is precisely the
most collectivised regions, the Ukraine, the
Lower Wolga and the Caucasus, which produce
the least wheat and are the most resistant to
the storage of grain [...] For Stalin there is no
doubt that the difficulties are due to the fact
that the counter-revolutionary elements which
previously operated outside the collective farms
have surreptitiously entered the heart and even
the head of these Soviet institutions in order to
sabotage the regime more effectively”=,

On 20 April of that year, a short headline
in the daily La Voz reported the situation in the
Ukrainian SSR: “Hunger in Ukraine. News
from Russia says that in the Ukraine numbers of
inhabitants are leaving the fields, where hunger
reigns. Much of the land is uncultivated and the
seeds have been used for food. It also seems that

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acts of vandalism have been reported in Odessa
and other cities”%,

Afew days later, on 28 April, another gazette
called El Financiero published an editorial
section entitled: “For the “Friends of the Soviet
Union”” in which was inserted an article by the
journalist Alcal4 Galiano containing a letter from
Lev Tolstoy’s daughter: “The Russian people
no longer have the strength to endure their
sufferings. Rebellion is beating everywhere: in
the factories, in the workshops, in the villages
and even in whole regions. The peasants, ruined
and starving, are fleeing from the Ukraine by the
thousands. And what is the Soviet Government
doing in the meantime? It issues decree after
decree to drive thousands of inhabitants out of
Moscow and other big cities, at the same time
pacifying the rebellious peasants by banishment
and firing squads™*.

However, there were also publications
denying the famine or attributing the problem to
counter-revolutionary elements. On 16 August
1933, the newspaper La Luz published an article
entitled: “Letter from Moscow. Difficulties and
efforts - good harvest - famine. The collective
peasants will soon become rich. Cessions of the
Government to the Trade Unions” signed by the
journalist Luis Fischer. In this text the author
explained: “In the North Caucasus, in the central
\Volga districts and in the south of Ukraine the
harvest has already begun. According to a
newspaper report, in an Odesa Collective it
has been so abundant that each member of the
Commune was able to receive no less than
18,000 pounds of grain, which he can dispose
of freely. “But how can so much be distributed
among the villagers?” the communist leaders
of the Collective asked themselves, deciding to
convince the happy muzhik®* that they should
prove their adherence to Bolshevism by handing
over to the state more grain than it demanded
as a tax. “Such a manifestation of excessive
zeal has been condemned out of hand,” reports
Pravda™*.

Only one day earlier, on 15 August, the
newspaper La Voz published a news item

exposing an uprising in the Ukrainian SSR,
with the headline: “The Soviets. It is said that a
serious uprising against the Soviets has broken
out in the Ukraine”. This can be seen as a way
for the Soviet government in Moscow to try to
cover up or justify the high number of deaths
that the famine had caused in recent months. The
news item reads: “Uprisings against the Soviets
are said to have broken out in the Ukraine and
other regions of South Asia. Red troops are firing
on the peasants unceremoniously. It is added
that all railway lines leading to the Ukraine
are occupied by military trains carrying large
numbers of troops. Further details are lacking,
but it is stated that we are facing great events”¥.
In addition, the second paragraph of the news
item justified the Stalin government’s ban on
foreign journalists leaving the Soviet borders in
mid-August 1933: “The newspaper Aftonbladet®®
says that it seems that the reason the Soviet
government has banned foreign journalists from
leaving Moscow without express authorisation
is that serious disturbances have occurred in the
Ukrainian region and neighbouring areas”®.

Curiously, a national newspaper such as
ABC did not have much information about what
was happening in Ukraine either. A search of the
newspaper archives revealed only small texts on
the USSR referring to this republic. In fact, it was
not until 1933 when information began to reach
this newspaper with a first article mentioning the
situation of famine, robbery and “banditry” in
several Ukrainian cities, such as Odesa, that was
to be found in the newspaper®. A few months
later this newspaper also referred to the uprisings
in the Ukraine on 30 August 1933: “When the
collectivisation of farms was decreed, the fierce
resistance of the peasants took on the proportions
of a national struggle. Terrorist repression has
decimated the population and sowed misery and
hunger in the Ukraine”*.,

But there were also news items highlighting
the means and mechanisms imposed by the
Soviet government in Moscow to prevent the
famine that was being seen in some regions of the
USSR from becoming public knowledge. In this

case it was published in another Spanish daily
El Sol, which on 16 September 1933 stipulated:
“Production and consumption. Soviet concerns”,
which stated: “There is hunger in the Ukraine, in
the North Caucasus and in certain provinces of
the Volga. This is the truth, which the Council
of People’s Commissars does not allow to be
spread, not even abroad, but not even in the
other districts of the vast country”*2 And finally,
to conclude this review of different news items
related to the Holodomor abroad, at the end of
1933 the independent republican newspaper
La Libertad in Madrid carried a front-page
story entitled: “Freedom” in Moscow. After the
revolution, evolution” and which read: “And
production is very low. Even in the Ukraine,
once reputed to be the granary of Europe, there
is a lack of wheat. The land is badly tilled; the
peasants, before going to the collective farms,
slaughter their cattle so that they do not pass on
to the state. In about two years, the number of
livestock has been reduced by 52%"*.
Conclusions. Ultimately, these facts, af-
ter observing the policies carried out by Stalin
to achieve the collectivisation of land, and the
serious effects they had on the Ukrainian ter-

ritory, completely changed the outlook of the
population. Fear became a key element of Sta-
lin’s cult. His internalisation as a ruthless father
with overwhelming power took a decisive step
as a consequence of the cruel and massive use
of starvation to “teach a lesson”. Although the
main fear of the Soviet government in Moscow
was that knowledge of the Holodomor would
spread beyond its borders, foreign media echoed
what was happening inside the USSR. Howev-
er, there were also voices rejecting reports of a
Great Famine in the Ukrainian SSR and other
Soviet regions.

News from outside the USSR from this
period of famine was scarce, and as we have
observed, those that did arrive were easily
denied, or even denied by Soviet propaganda.
Consequently, and due to the concealment and
cover-up of the events in the Ukrainian SSR
by the Soviet authorities led by Stalin and also
by his successors - almost until the end of the
communist period - the final consequences are
not really known, especially with regard to the
number of deaths caused by the famine, hence
the varying estimates among authors.

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SOVIET “SUBJUGATION BY HUNGER” AND THE PROBLEM OF THE UKRAINIAN
LIBERATION MOVEMENT IN ZAPORIZHZHIA REGION

Abstract. Purpose — to consider the influence of the Holodomor of 1932-1933 and the famine of 1921-1922 and 1946-
1947 on the events of the Ukrainian liberation movement in the territory of the modern Zaporizhzhia region.

Scientific novelty of the publication lies in highlighting the relationship of hunger, as a weapon, to the liberation
movement in Zaporizhzhia region, both to its development and to its decline.

Conclusion. A feature of the Soviet Bolshevik government’s struggle with the Ukrainian insurgent movement in the early
1920s was the use of hunger as an effective method of subjugation. The result of a new wave of peasant anti-Soviet struggle
during collectivization was execution by starvation in 1932-1933, which aimed to destroy the traditional rural order and,
accordingly, the social base of the liberation movement. The Holodomor is not only an act of genocide, but also a preemptive
strike by the CP(b)U and state security agencies against the basic mental features of the Ukrainian village, which did not
allow it to be turned into a ““cog™ of the system. The first results of the ““subjugation of the village” were manifested during
the German-Soviet war, when peasants mostly chose strategies of personal survival, often avoiding active resistance to the
occupation systems.

The famine of 1921-1922 allowed the Bolsheviks to accelerate the liquidation of the remnants of the insurgent movement
and national-cultural societies. New sources of resistance, which began to unfold in the second half of the 1920s and reached
its peak in 1930, were destroyed with the help of the policy of total cleansing of the Ukrainian countryside in 1932-1933. As a
result, a new stage of the struggle for independence in the 1940s no longer had such a significant social base in Zaporizhzhia
and Naddnipryanshchyna in general, in contrast to the western regions, where Sovietization began only in 1939 and was short-
lived. The post-war famine caused the emergence of anti-Soviet independent organizations, but they could not overcome the
system with its professional repressive and punitive apparatus.

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UKRAINIAN STEPPE IN THE MEMOIRS OF THE ENGLISH
ENTREPRENEUR GEORGE HUME

Abstract. The purpose of this research is to study George Hume’s memoirs as a foreign perspective on of the South
Ukrainian region in the latter half of the 19th century, determining the potential for obtaining information for studying the
history of Southern Ukraine during the period of post-reform modernization.

The novelty of this research is determining how the realities of life in the steppe Ukraine in the latter half of the 19th
century are reflected in the memoirs of the English entrepreneur, taking into account that they are a piece of historical and
literary writing about Ukraine on the one hand, and a source of personal experience on the other.

Conclusions. The South Ukrainian steppes in the memoirs of G. Hume are presented as a combination of natural and
human factors, social and economic relations that are closely intertwined with each other. Hume’s words generally coincide
with information from other sources used in modern research. First and foremost, undoubtedly, it was entrepreneurial activity
since this was the author’s main goal. Nature-related topics are also closely connected with his business interests: the author
emphasizes the need for effective exploitation of the fertile black land. The vivid essays about his business partners, estate
owners, peasants, and Mennonite Germans are an integral part of the memoirs. A keen interest in people is combined with
amiability, which reveals itself throughout. At the same time, the narrative is imbued with value judgments common for a
representative of the European (British) society, which are based on the following antithesis: talented people versus a backward,
inefficient state. The author writes with great sympathy about local (Ukrainian) peasants, emphasizing their abilities that had
not been properly developed due to lack of education.

Given this, it is logical that one of the main ideas of the memoirs is the author’s civilizational mission which was carried
out not only through the promotion of “labor-saving machines™, but also through the introduction of the ““Eastern people” to
the benefits of civilization.

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Abstract. Purpose. The purpose of the study is to analyze the economic development of Podilsk province in the second half
of the 19th century. in the context of the peasant reform of 1861 by the tsarist government, a review of the established concept
of the presence of a revolutionary situation as a reason for the abolition of serfdom, a description of the socio-economic and
socio-political processes associated with the reform in Podillya, showing the transformation of social conditions after the
abolition of serfdom rights, determining the impact of the peasant reform on the further development of the noble and peasant
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Conclusions. The novelty of the work consists in rethinking the current topic according to the research of modern
scientists, freeing it from the involvement of historians of the Soviet period, carrying out an analysis of various aspects of the
peasant reform and the socio-economic transformations caused by it, using the example of the Podilsk province.

The peasant reform of 1861 was and remains one of the key problems of Ukrainian history in the 19th century. The
reasons for its implementation were a number of economic, social and political factors, and not the «revolutionary situation,
which was dominant in the works of historians of the Soviet era. The reform was carried out in the interests of the state and the
existing management system and became primarily a component of the government’s large-scale measures for the economic
development of the country.
