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BETWEEN THE TWO REFORMS:
THE UKRAINIAN PEASANTRY IN THE MIGRATION MOVEMENTS OF THE LAST
THIRD OF THE XIX-EARLY XX CENTURY

Abstract. The purpose of the proposed research is a comprehensive analysis based on documentary (mainly archival)
sources of the main factors, course and features of external migrations of the Ukrainian peasantry within the Russian Empire
in the period between the two reforms: Selyanskaya (1861) and Stolypinskaya (1906).

The scientific novelty of the publication is a complex approach to the study of the social phenomenon of migration
movements and the specification of events and phenomena.

Conclusions. Migration movements became almost the main feature of the socio-economic development of the Russian
Empire in the period between the peasant and Stolypin reforms, and they involved a significant part of the Ukrainian peasantry.
These mass migrations to the south and east were caused by a number of factors and motives, took place in several stages, with
different intensities. In view of the large scale of resettlement, the tsarist authorities developed and ensured the implementation
of the corresponding state policy, which often ran counter to the demands of the peasants. Despite the hopes of the authorities,
migration did not fully solve the problem of land hunger in the Ukrainian provinces, and therefore did not reduce the severity
of social contradictions. This became one of the main reasons for the subsequent revolutionary upheavals, which ultimately led
to the dismantling of the prevailing industrial relations and the overthrow of the autocracy.

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REGISTRATION AND TAX POLICY
OF THE GERMAN AUTHORITIES REGARDING DOGS
IN THE REICHSKOMMISSARIAT «UKRAINE» AND THE METHODS OF ITS
IMPLEMENTATION (1941-1943 YEARS)

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to highlight the registration and tax policy of the German authorities in the
Reichskommissariat «Ukraine» (hereinafter — RKU) in 1941-1943 in relation to dog owners, based on the discovered sources;
outline of the circle of administrative and executive bodies responsible for its implementation on the ground; characteristics of
the registration process itself and the conditions for issuing registration tokens for dogs; clarification of the amounts and terms
of payment of tax for dogs, as well as the dynamics of tax rates, preferential and exempt categories. The public reaction to this
tax is randomly analyzed, in particular, the partial opposition of the population. Related to the topic, individual sanitary and
veterinary prescriptions and social norms regarding the keeping of dogs are considered.

The scientific novelty lies in the fact that although a lot has been written and published about the tax policy of the Third
Reich in the occupied territories, in particular regarding Ukraine, this aspect of it has never been considered separately and
deeply. Also, for the first time, a number of published sources (resolutions, orders, and orders of the occupying power of the
RKU) related to the issues raised in the article were studied and introduced into scientific circulation.

Conclusions. In 1941-1943, the RKU was established on part of the Ukrainian lands occupied by the Third Reich. The
German authorities revived the practice of a tax on dogs from the population, which existed before that in the USSR. The reason
for this was the need to record and register animals due to a significant number of stray dogs and frequent outbreaks of plagues,
including rabies. The dog was registered by local authorities in the appropriate book, in which data about the owner of the
animal, address, breed and sometimes the nickname of the dog were entered. The owner was issued a registration receipt, and
the registration number attached to the dog was duplicated on the issued dog tag attached to the collar.

At the initial stage (August-December 1941), the administration of the RKU in Rivne pursued a flexible tax policy, leaving
the tax-tariff initiative regarding this and other types of taxes to the discretion of the local administration. As evidenced by
the discovered and analyzed sources, in 1942-1943, the city, district and district administrative apparatus often adjusted the
size of the tax on dogs in the direction of its increase or decrease according to circumstances or need. Since the peasants were
reluctant to pay this tax (and in some cases even flatly refused to do so), due to the excessive tax burden and exhaustion of the
peasant farms during the previous Soviet era, this sometimes forced local authorities to temporarily suspend tax collection or
revise tax rates. After the offensive of the Soviet troops and the liberation of most of the occupied Ukrainian lands in 1943-
1944, the German tax legislation lost its validity here.

Evidence of dog registration and tax tokens from Ukrainian cities of this period was preserved only in published
prescriptions and regulations, while the author is not aware of a single copy of such a token from the territories of the RKU in
1941-1943.

The scientific novelty lies in the systematic coverage of the participation of each of the leading participants in the reform
of land relations, which ultimately resulted in the failure of one of the most ambitious state-building projects of the Hetman.

Conclusions The author argues that land reform was one of the main directions of state building in the Hetmanate.
The government, ministries, and leading scholars were involved in its preparation, and the idea of reform was supported by
the German military and diplomats. At the same time, the legislative absolutization of the primacy of private property rights
allowed landlords to recover their property by force, which inspired a sharp confrontation in the Ukrainian countryside. The
Germans did not want to make any drastic changes in the agricultural sector until after the harvest. By the fall, the land market
had not been established. The small-landed peasantry did not have the opportunity to buy land. The reform came to a standstill.
Skoropadskyi’s attempt to resuscitate it in the fall was interrupted by the challenges of the end of the Great War, which decided
not only the fate of the land reform but also of the Hetmanate.

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THE PEASANTRY OF TRANSDNIEPER UKRAINE AT THE BEGINNING OF THE 20TH
CENTURY: CULTURE OF ATTITUDE TO LAND OWNERSHIP

Abstract. The historiography states the fact of conviction of the Ukrainian peasantry at the beginning of the 20th century
in its right to landed estates. The reason for claims on the land of the nobility is explained by the generally low level of
providing the peasantry with land.

The purpose of the presented article is to find out the cultural and ethical basis of peasant ideas about the right to land,
which developed at the beginning of the 20th century.

Scientific novelty of the research results. It consists in clarifying the following features social culture of the Ukrainian
peasantry: the idea of ownership of land is determined by its historical memory, ethics developed by the traditional way of
managing and the logic of attitude towards other social strata.

Conclusion. The attitude of the Ukrainian peasantry to the land issue was formed as a result of the specifics of historical
development and was an element of traditional culture. Legal aspects determined by state legislation regarding land ownership
were ignored by the peasantry. The historical memory of the peasant class preserved the idea of the period when the land was
at its full disposal. Therefore, the peasantry believed that only it had the right to own land. Landlord (large) land ownership
was considered as a result of the illegal taking of their land from the peasants, and should be liquidated. This logic of the origin
of land ownership was preserved by the peasantry for centuries, and came with it in the 20th century.

An argument in favor of seizing land holdings from landowners was also the peasant’s idea of work aimed at cultivating
the land. The peasantry considered itself as the creator of material goods, and the landlords as dependents. The purpose
of labor efforts, from the point of view of the peasants, was to feed themselves. Therefore, according to the version of the
peasantry, the landowners had no right to the land, since they did not cultivate it personally and the volume of their land areas
exceeded the needs for sustenance.

At the beginning of the 20th century the peasantry, in its views and actions, was in favor of seizing land property from
landowners and transferring it to the peasantry for free. The basis for the distribution of landed estates among peasant
households was the need for sustenance. Therefore, the number of family members was an argument for claims to a share of
the landlord’s property. Views on the issue of land ownership were consolidated and did not depend on the property status or
educational level of the peasants.

Significant from a cognitive and practical point of view is the study of the consequences of the culture of attitude to the
land, formed in the past, for modern conditions.

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ALL-UKRAINIAN SEED SOCIETY (1922-1928): ATTEMPT TO BUILD A SEED
COOPERATION

Abstract. The purpose of the publication is to analyze the activities of the All-Ukrainian Seed Society in the direction of
building a seed cooperative in the 1920s, in particular, regarding the creation of a cooperative network of district seed societies
with all local structural links - research stations, agrobases, agricultural schools, state farms, etc.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the assessment of the contribution of the All-Ukrainian Seed Society (1922—
1928) to the construction of the seed cooperative. It is significant that the documents of the Central State Archive of the higher
authorities of Ukraine used by the author are being introduced into scientific circulation for the first time.

It was established that the All-Ukrainian Society of Seed Production became an organization created by the state in the
early 20s of the 20th century in order to implement state plans for arranging seed production. In addition, in the conditions of
gradual limitation of private entrepreneurial initiative, the activity of AUSSP was aimed at socializing the seed business and
introducing it into the direction of statehood and cooperation. AUSSP represented one of the types of professional cooperation
for more complete and better service of a separate intensive branch of agriculture - seed production. Seed production and
variety testing are the basis of the seed business, efforts have been made to strengthen the work of variety breeding stations and
the variety testing network, coordination of work with the Sugar Trust in both programmatic and methodological terms. Despite
the fact that AUSSP became exemplary in the achievements of varietal study, zoning of Ukraine for the rational placement of
varieties in order to restore the varietal resources of the state, and also achieved significant success in the construction of the
union network and instructional and organizational service of the periphery, in the conditions of the collapse of the NEP at the
end of the 1920s it turned out to be an unnecessary intermediary in the system of the updated agricultural seed cooperation.

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COVERAGE OF THE HOLODOMOR OF 1932-1933 IN UKRAINE IN THE ENGLISH-
SPEAKING MEDIA AS AN ANTIDOTE TO THE SOVIET DISINFORMATION POLICY

Abstract. The purpose of the article. The author of the article aims to investigate the methods used by the Soviet
government, particularly through contemporary media, to suppress information about the Holodomor of 1932—1933
in Ukraine. Additionally, the article seeks to illuminate how English-language mass media countered the spread of Soviet
disinformation regarding the Holodomor in Ukraine.

The scientific novelty. The previous issue of reflecting objective facts about the Holodomor of 1932—1933 in Ukraine
in English-language media, as well as the mechanisms of Soviet propaganda to suppress information about the Holodomor,
has been explored in the works of A. Kozytskyi, V. Gudz, A. Mikheiev, and other researchers. Most studies by these scholars
focus either on describing the events or on Soviet disinformation policies in general. Our study focuses on specific methods
through which English-language media countered Soviet disinformation, analyzing specific articles, reports, and testimonies
of journalists, while also considering specific examples of disinformation spread in Soviet media.

Conclusions. Seeking to control information about the famine in Ukraine, the Soviet government prevented foreign
journalists from freely accessing the affected areas to conceal the scale of the famine and prevent international outcry. Soviet
media reacted to reports in foreign mass media by attempting to refute information about the famine in the USSR and portray it
as an anti-Soviet smear campaign to discredit Western sources. Despite active disinformation efforts by the Soviet government,
truthful accounts of the Holodomor of 1932—1933 in Ukraine began appearing in the foreign press due to witnesses,
journalists, diplomats, politicians, and public figures from Western countries. Newspapers such as «The Guardian», «The New
York Times», «New York Herald Tribune», «Daily Telegraph», and others regularly reported on the unprecedented famine in
Ukraine. Publications by G. Jones and M. Muggeridge sustained international interest in the Ukrainian situation and kept the
issue of famine in the forefront of global public opinion, making it more difficult for the Soviet authorities to conceal the truth.

Problem statement.

It is generally recognized that the Holodomor of 1932-1933 was caused by various factors,
but primarily by the deliberate policy of the Soviet authorities of forced collectivization and grain
requisition. Millions of Ukrainians became victims of the Holodomor of 1932-1933, and its conse-
quences are still felt in the history of the people to this day. Outside of Ukraine, English-language
publications played a key role in shaping the international understanding of this tragedy, highlight-
ing the relevancy of our topic.

The analysis of recent studies and publications shows that the issue of reflecting objective facts
about the Holodomor of 1932-1933 in Ukraine in English-language media, as well as the mecha-
nisms of Soviet propaganda regarding the silencing of the Holodomor, has been addressed in the
works of A. Kozytskyi, V. Gudz, A. Mikheiev, and other researchers. At the same time, a more de-
tailed analysis is needed of how journalists of English-language media countered Soviet propagan-
da in European countries and exposed the truth about the Holodomor, thereby counteracting Soviet
efforts to hide the scale of the genocide and influence international public opinion. Most studies by
the mentioned scholars focus on describing events or on Soviet disinformation policy in general.
Our study focuses on specific ways in which English-language media countered Soviet disinfor-
mation by analyzing specific articles, reports, and testimonies of journalists, as well as taking into
account specific examples of the spread of disinformation in Soviet media.

The purpose of the article.

The author of the article aims to determine how English—language media countered Soviet dis-
information regarding the Holodomor of 1932-1933 in Ukraine.

The statement of the basic material.

English-language publications in mass media played a significant role in revealing objective
information about the Holodomor of 1932-1933 in Ukraine to the international community, cre-
ating a platform for Ukrainian voices that were silenced by Soviet censorship. Through detailed
investigations and the publication of personal testimonies, these publications highlighted the hu-
man suffering and loss of life caused by the policies of forced collectivization and grain requisition
implemented under 1. Stalin’s directive. By amplifying the voices of witnesses, they effectively
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countered Soviet attempts to minimize or deny the existence of the famine and expose the suffering
of the Ukrainian people to the world; these publications mobilized support for aid and diplomatic
pressure on the USSR. They questioned the legitimacy of Soviet authority and exposed the brutality
of its regime. Journalists from English—language media, such as Malcolm Muggeridge and Gareth
Jones, did everything possible to uncover the truth about the Holodomor so that the victims of the
genocide would not be forgotten.

The portrayal of the Holodomor in English-language media was challenging. For example, in
his research, A. Kozytskyi revealed details of how Soviet propaganda attempted to undermine the
credibility of reports on the famine, labeling them as anti-Soviet propaganda or exaggerations. Ad-
ditionally, geopolitical circumstances sometimes influenced coverage, as Western countries consid-
ered their response to the famine in the context of their diplomatic relations with the Soviet Union.

For a long time, it was believed that the Soviet government began taking measures to strength-
en control over the dissemination of information about the famine in the affected regions only after
Western countries published the first reports on this issue in the USSR, particularly in Ukraine.
However, the first measures to maintain secrecy about the Holodomor were taken by the Bolsheviks
in the summer and fall of 1932, before the Western press started writing about it'. For example,
in July 1932, Politburo members of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of the Soviet
Union, V. Molotov and L. Kaganovich, sent a telegram to I. Stalin, expressing the necessity of
keeping information about the famine strictly secret: «At the Ukrainian conference, there should
be criticism of the work of the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Ukraine, whose
shortcomings have led to a difficult situation in some areas. The question arises as to how to cover
this in the press. In order not to provide fodder for the foreign press, we consider it necessary to
present this criticism in our press in restrained tones without publishing facts about the situation in
the problematic areas»2.

The Soviet authorities used local media as a propaganda mechanism to deny or conceal the fact
of the famine in Ukraine during 1932-1933. For example, in the newspaper «lzvestia» (issue 261,
1932), in an article by L. Moskvin titled «About the Liars and Provocateurs from the Bourgeois
Camp» it was reported that the Canadian correspondent Rhea Clyman, who was in Moscow, was
«expelled from Russia» and criticized as a «bourgeois troublemaker». The article primarily cited
a resolution of the Central Committee of the CPSU: «The correspondent of the «Daily Express»
Clyman should be expelled from the USSR within two days for clearly slanderous and provocative,
completely fabricated information about the USSR (an article about the «nationalization of wom-
en» in a Canadian magazine, an article about «uprisings and hunger riots» in the USSR in the «Dai-
ly Express»), which aimed at maliciously discrediting the USSR in the eyes of public opinion»2.

The article criticized Rhea Clyman for several alleged journalistic violations, particularly citing
articles published in the London newspaper «Daily Express» in late August and early September.
These articles included several of her stories describing a trip to the Soviet Far North, which she
undertook that summer. The editorial criticized Clyman, accusing Western reports of politically
motivated lies and falsifications, falsely claiming that she had only been in Moscow for a few
months, even though officials knew she had been living there since late 1928. It was suggested that
the journalist aimed to discredit Soviet achievements. Thus, by using local media as a propaganda
tool, Soviet authorities tried to deny or conceal the fact of the famine in Ukraine in 1932-1933 to
maintain the USSR’s positive image on the international stage. By criticizing Western correspon-
dents, the Soviet authorities aimed to show that any negative reports about the USSR were false and
politically motivated, thereby undermining trust in Western media.

In addition to responding to journalists’ reports, Soviet media were also used as a platform to
react to foreign media reports, distorting the information presented in them to their advantage. For
example, a TASS material published in the newspaper «Tikhookeanskaya Zvezda» under the head-
line «The Austrian Press Spreads Vile Anti-Soviet Slander» directly mentions the famine in certain

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regions of the USSR: «The Austrian official «Reichspost» contains an article under the headline
«Mass Death Marches Through Russia». The article, signed by the Secretary General of the Con-
gress of National Minorities, Amendi, states that millions of Soviet citizens in the Volga, Ukraine,
and North Caucasus regions have died from hunger»*. However, this information is immediately
disputed, and instead of refuting the information about the famine in the USSR, Soviet correspon-
dents focus on the fact that it is not Soviet people but Austrian citizens who are actually suffering
from hunger: «It is not surprising that the leader of the Austrian Social Democrats, Otto Bauer, had
to declare at a trade union congress: «All working youth and all workers» children are in the most
dangerous condition due to severe malnutrition. An entire nation is threatened with physical and
moral extinction. Dog and cat meat is what Austrian fascists feed the starving, unemployed masses.
To top it off, the fascist kitchen adds malicious and brazen anti—Soviet slander»®. As a result, Soviet
propaganda aimed to strengthen internal support among USSR citizens by emphasizing the troubles
and suffering in other countries, convincing them of the advantages of the Soviet system, and dis-
tracting them from internal problems.

Another example of the Soviet government’s policy of spreading disinformation was inviting
foreign politicians to the country to show them a pre-prepared positive picture of what was happen-
ing in the country. For instance, the visit of French Prime Minister Edouard Herriot was specially
prepared to demonstrate the successful development of trade, industry, and agriculture in the cities
of Ukraine (Kyiv, Odesa, Dnipro, etc.) that he visited. His visit was thoroughly described in the
newspaper «lzvestia» in the article “Report of the Special Correspondent of «lzvestia» «Herriot
in Kharkiv» from August 29, 1933, which noted: «Regarding the first acquaintance with collective
farm construction in the USSR, the guests noted the enormous impression made on them by the
richest harvest. For example, the «Krasnii Luch» collective farm already gave them the impression
of a quite prosperous peasant collective, which particularly impressed the guests, as the rich harvest
this year had not yet been realized by the collective farmers. Recalling all that was said and written
in France about the decline of Soviet cities and the poverty of Soviet peasants; the guests noted that
their first impression of visiting Right—bank Ukraine showed that French public opinion is often
misled about the true state of affairs in the Soviet Union and, in particular, in Ukraine»®.

The authors of this article used Edouard Herriot’s comments to demonstrate to Soviet readers
or potential readers from abroad that the situation in Ukraine did not match reports about famine. In
this way, they spread false information about the true situation in the regions of Ukraine that were
suffering from famine.

Another method of spreading disinformation by the Soviet authorities was the use of foreign
journalists to write articles that would refute information about the famine in Ukraine. One of the
journalists and writers who actively denied the reports of the famine in Ukraine was Louis Fischer,
a correspondent for the American newspaper «The Nation», who was also known as a supporter of
communism. During October —November 1932, Louis Fischer traveled through Ukraine and wrote
several articles for his newspaper in which he denied the existence of the famine. At the beginning
of 1933, he delivered a series of lectures in Oklahoma and California as part of a campaign aimed
at preparing U.S. public opinion for the establishment of diplomatic relations between Washington
and Moscow’. In his speeches, Louis Fischer claimed that there was no famine tragedy in the USSR
and that the food problems were merely the result of the industrialization processes that had begun
in the USSR. He asserted that the main culprits of these problems were «counter-revolutionary
saboteurs»®.

In 1934, at the invitation of the Soviet government, Louis Fischer visited Ukraine again and
stated that he had not noticed any famine or its consequences there®. In the second half of 1930s,

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he wrote several articles in which he denied the famine of 1932-1933, claiming that there were
only minor food problems in Ukraine. By inviting foreign journalists to write articles denying the
existence of the famine in Ukraine, Soviet authorities created an alternative reality and convinced
the international community that there was no tragedy.

On the other hand, during the Holodomor of 1932-1933 in Ukraine, despite the USSR’s at-
tempts to silence the scale of the tragedy, objective information about the Holodomor reached
Western audiences. Overall, the world began to learn about the 1932—-1933 Holodomor thanks to
eyewitnesses, journalists, diplomats, and political and public figures from Western countries. In-
formation about this began to appear in the press even before 1933. Newspapers such as «The
Guardian», «The New York Times», «New York Herald Tribune», «Daily Telegraph» and others
regularly reported through their correspondents in Moscow, government officials, and appeals from
the Ukrainian political diaspora about the unprecedented famine in Ukraine and the Kuban®. For
example, Ewald Ammende, the General Secretary of the European Congress of Nationalities of the
League of Nations and the honorary secretary of the Interconfessional and International Committee
for Aid to Starving Regions of Russia informed the public about the dire situation of the starving in
Ukraine in the conservative London newspaper «The Times»*. In 1935, his book about the famine
in Ukraine was published and was reissued in English in 1936. It had a positive impact on the fur-
ther study of the catastrophic situation that had developed in the Ukrainian countryside in 19332,

In February 1933, correspondents Walter Stoneman from the «Chicago Daily News» and Ralph
Barnes from the «New York Herald Tribune» traveled from Moscow to the North Caucasus, at-
tempting to objectively assess the truthfulness of reports about famine in that region. There, the
journalists were arrested and forcibly sent back to the Soviet capital®®. As a result, on February 23,
1933, the Politburo of the Central Committee of the VKP(b) adopted a resolution «On the travel
of foreign correspondents across the USSR». According to the document, foreign journalists could
only travel within the USSR and stay in designated places with permission from the Main Director-
ate of the Police. Foreign reporters were strictly prohibited from visiting famine-affected areas®.

According to A. Mikheyev’s research, «Reaction of the English-speaking world on the Ho-
lodomor 1932-1933 in Soviet Ukraine», foreign journalists attempted to accurately depict the hor-
rific conditions in which the starving population was living in*. Their reports caused outrage and
concern among the global public, depicting the true picture of the tragedy that Stalin’s regime
attempted to conceal. For instance, Malcolm Muggeridge’s journey to Ukraine in the 1930s played
a crucial role in exposing the massive famine in the region. Unlike the carefully orchestrated visits
of foreign politicians by the Soviet government, independent journalists sought to visit more remote
regions away from regional centers and described the real situation on the ground. Muggeridge’s
reports, published in a series of articles in «The Guardian» in March 1933, significantly expanded
the understanding of the scale of the famine and its victims in Ukraine during 1932-1933 in the
English-speaking world.

In his article «Exposing Stalin’s famine in Ukraine», Muggeridge presented clear facts
demonstrating that the population of the Ukrainian SSR indeed suffered from famine, thereby
refuting the reports of Soviet media and authorities regarding the absence of famine. «<Some of the
people in the crowd were holding fragments of food, inconsiderable fragments that in the ordinary
way a housewife would throw away or give to the cat. Others were examining these fragments of
food. Every now and then an exchange took place. «Hunger» was the word | heard most. Peasants
begged a lift on the train from one station to another, sometimes their bodies swollen up — a

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disagreeable sight — from lack of food». Muggeridge also noted clear signs of the artificiality of
the famine suffered by the peasants: «Otherwise, it was the same story — cattle and horses dead,;
fields neglected: meagre harvest despite moderately good climatic conditions; all the grain that
was produced taken by the government; now no bread at all, no bread anywhere, nothing much
else either; despair and bewilderment. Ukraine was before the Revolution one of the world’s great
wheat-producing areas, and even Communists admit that its population, including the poor peasants,
enjoyed a tolerably comfortable standard of life»?’.

Malcolm Muggeridge’s presence in the Ukrainian SSR during his journey allowed him to per-
sonally witness the horrific conditions and suffering of the population during the Holodomor in
1932-1933 in Ukraine. As an eyewitness, he provided additional credibility to his reports, making it
difficult for readers to dismiss his accounts as mere speculation or propaganda. His materials, such
as the article «Deliberate famine in Russia» for «The Guardian», exposed Soviet denial of the fam-
ine and emphasized the incompetence of local Soviet leadership: «The Communist directors were
sometimes incompetent or corrupt; the agronomes were in many cases a failure».'® At that time,
the Soviet government actively concealed information about the scale of the crisis. In England,
Malcolm Muggeridge’s articles raised significant doubts, as many found it difficult to accept the
reality of such horrific events. However, Muggeridge’s articles provided undeniable evidence of the
severity of the famine, challenging the official Soviet narrative.

Another English-speaking witness to the tragic events of the 1932-1933 Holodomor in Ukraine
was Gareth Jones, a journalist from Wales. Motivated by a determination to obtain firsthand
information about the food crisis in Ukraine, Jones embarked on a trip to the Soviet Union. In
March 1933, he traveled to the USSR to gather testimony from foreign correspondents, touring
surrounding villages and meticulously documenting horrific events in his diary. Jones later returned
to Berlin and held a press conference on March 29, 1933, the materials from which were widely
disseminated in numerous British and American publications. For instance, in his article «Famine
grips Russia, millions dying» for the «<New York Evening Post», the author asserted: «In the train a
Communist denied ‘to me that there was a famine. 1 flung a crust of bread which | had been eating
from my own supply into a spittoon. A peasant fellow-passenger fished it out and ravenously ate
it»'%, In addition, in the article «Russian Famine Now as Great as Starvation of 1921, Says Secretary
of Lloyd George» for «The Chicago Daily News», his thoughts on the famine situation in Ukraine
during 1932-1933 were given: «The present Russian Famine is as bad as the great starvation of
1921, when millions died...»%. Moreover, G. Jones noted the potential causes of famine in Ukraine:
«Jones attributes the famine chiefly to the collectivization policy and the peasants’ hatred of it.
Other cases are bad transportation, the lack of skilled labor, the bad state finances and government
terror. Unemployment is steadily growing in the land that but a few years ago boasted of its freedom
from ills current in capitalistic society»?!. Highlighting the main causes of the famine, such as the
policy of collectivization, peasant resistance to this policy, poor transportation, shortage of skilled
labor, and so on, Gareth Jones provided an objective analysis of the situation. This countered the
Soviet narrative, which sought to justify the crisis with other factors.

The conclusions.

The Soviet authorities actively controlled information about the Holodomor in Ukraine
in 1932-1933, preventing free access for foreign journalists to the affected areas to conceal the
scale of the famine and avoid international outcry. Using local Soviet media as a propaganda tool,
the Bolsheviks sought to refute or suppress reports of the Holodomor in Ukraine in 1932-1933,

aiming to maintain a positive image of the USSR on the international stage. Soviet media reacted to
foreign media reports by attempting to discredit them as anti—-Soviet slander campaigns, aiming to
discredit Western sources. By inviting journalists to write positive stories and organizing their trips
to Ukraine, the authorities spread propaganda about the successes of industrialization and justified
food shortages.

Despite these efforts at disinformation, truthful accounts of the Holodomor of 1932-1933
in Ukraine began to emerge in the foreign press thanks to witnesses, journalists, diplomats, and
political figures from Western countries. Newspapers like «The Guardian», «The New York
Times», «New York Herald Tribune», «Daily Telegraph», and others regularly reported on the
unprecedented famine in Ukraine. Publications by journalists like Gareth Jones and Malcolm
Muggeridge supported international interest in the situation in Ukraine and helped keep the issue of
famine in the spotlight of global public opinion, making it harder for the Soviet authorities to hide
the truth. By writing articles for Western publications such as «The Chicago Daily News», G. Jones
informed the international audience about the true scale of the famine in Ukraine, comparing it to
the devastating famine of 1921, which led to millions of deaths. This helped expose the lies of the
Soviet government about the absence of famine in Ukraine during 1932-1933. M. Muggeridge’s
articles for «The Guardian» provided undeniable evidence of the severity of the famine, directly
challenging the official Soviet narrative.

Many emigrants managed to overcome these difficulties and achieve success,
contributing to the development of the Ukrainian community in Canada. The emigration of Galician peasants to Canada at the
end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th century is a multifaceted phenomenon that reffects complex socio-economic and
cultural processes. The materials of the newspaper «Ruslans» provide valuable information for understanding these processes
and their impact on the development of the Ukrainian community in Canada.

Problem statement.

The emigration of Galician peasants to Canada at the end of the 19th and the beginning of
the 20th century is a significant phenomenon in the context of the socio-economic and cultural
changes that were occurring in Europe at that time. This period is marked by a substantial increase
in the number of emigrants from Halychyna, driven by both internal factors (agrarian crisis, social
instability, national oppression) and external factors (attractive conditions for resettlement, promises
of new opportunities). Studying this process is crucial for understanding the historical preconditions
and consequences of migration movements, which have impacted the development of Ukrainian
society and the formation of the Ukrainian diaspora in Canada.

One of the important sources for studying this phenomenon is the materials of the newspaper
«Ruslan,» which actively covered the issues of emigration. The newspaper played a significant role
in shaping public perception of emigration and informing the population about the opportunities
and challenges associated with resettlement to Canada.

The purpose of the article.

The purpose of the article is to investigate the process of emigration of Galician peasants to
Canada at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th century based on the materials of the
newspaper «Ruslan.» The article analyzes the socio-economic and political factors that motivated
the peasants to emigrate, highlights their experiences of relocation, adaptation to new living
conditions, and the challenges they faced in their new environment.

The scientific novelty of this article lies in the comprehensive analysis of the emigration of
Galician peasants to Canada at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th century, based
on previously unexplored materials from the newspaper «Ruslan». For the first time in domestic
historiography, the role of this newspaper in covering emigration processes and its impact on shaping
public opinion and emigration policy is examined in detail. The article systematically organizes
and analyzes the publications of the newspaper «Ruslan» related to emigration, which allows for
a better understanding of the socio-economic, cultural, and political aspects of this phenomenon.
The research also complements existing knowledge about the living conditions, adaptation, and
integration of Galician emigrants into Canadian society.

Resaerch analysis.

The emigration of Galician peasants to Canada at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the
20th century is an important research direction in the historiography of the Ukrainian diaspora.
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Scientific studies of this phenomenon have been conducted both in Ukraine and abroad, particularly
in Canada, where a significant number of emigrants found a new homeland. Notable works include
those by S. Kachmaraba, O. Rozhyk?, O. Hlushko?, S. Lastovetskyi®, O. Sych* A. Klish, and
N. Syrotiuk®.

The materials of the newspaper «Ruslan» represent a unique source for studying the emigration
of Galician peasants, as they contain numerous reports and analyses of contemporary events that
reflect the sentiments and experiences of the emigrants. Research based on these materials allows
for a deeper understanding of the motives and circumstances that forced the peasants to leave their
homeland, as well as the challenges they faced in their new environment.

The statement of the basic material.

The emigration of Galician peasants to Canada at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the
20th century became a significant phenomenon in the history of the Ukrainian diaspora. This period
was marked by substantial changes in the socio-economic life of Halychyna, prompting thousands
of people to seek a better life across the ocean. Confronted with poverty, landlessness, and political
oppression, Galician peasants set out for Canada in search of new opportunities and hope for a
better future. They brought with them not only their hard work but also rich cultural traditions that
became an integral part of Canadian society. Undoubtedly, these processes were reflected in the
Galician press, particularly in the newspaper «Ruslan,» which was published in Lviv from 1897 to
1914.

In the second half of the 19th century and the beginning of the 20th century, significant
implementation of agricultural machinery took place in the agriculture of Austria-Hungary,
including Halychyna, which led to a decreased need for labor. Specifically, at the beginning of the
20th century, 33.2% of peasant farms in Austria-Hungary used agricultural machinery, while in
Halychyna, this figure was 26.5%. Wealthier and more affluent farms, particularly those owned by
landlords, used agricultural machinery more intensively. In 1902, in Halychyna, 71.4% of farms
with land areas over 100 hectares, 60.7% of farms with 20 to 50 hectares, and 56.6% of farms with
5 to 20 hectares used agricultural machinery. At the same time, these processes were accompanied
by a demographic boom, which caused a sharp increase in population numbers. The natural increase
was 18.5 people per 1,000 inhabitants. The surplus labor force in Halychyna’s agriculture reached
1.2 million people. As a result, the population was forced to supplement their «family budget» by
exporting their labor®.

The newspaper «Ruslan» describes a significant emigration movement among peasants from
the Zalischyky district to Canada. It is noted that almost every month, several families from the
villages of Synkiv, Kolodribka, Blyshchanka, Shchytivtsi, and other eastern villages crossed the
ocean. In August and September 1899, this movement also spread to other villages such as Pecharn
and Zhezhava on the Dniester, as well as Dzvynyach. At the same time, several dozen families,
mostly landowners with more than 6 morgs of land, left their homes due to dissatisfaction with local
living conditions and the search for better earnings’.

«Ruslan» describes a mass emigration from the Yavoriv district, where over a thousand people
left within a few weeks, some to Canada and some to Romania. The main reason for the emigration

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was the steadily increasing poverty, which was particularly exacerbated by crop failures. Peasants,
lacking means of subsistence, were massively pawning their belongings to Jews and starvingg.

One of the articles presents a very specific view on the situation of Ukrainian emigration to
Canada at the beginning of the 20th century. The author emphasized the number of Ukrainian
settlers, which at that time was about 20,000 people, and called for active support of the press to
ensure adequate representation of the interests of the Ukrainian community.

Special attention was given to the problems faced by new settlers upon moving to Canada,
particularly the necessity of preserving their own identity and not succumbing to the influence
of other ethnic groups or religious denominations. The importance of maintaining faith, culture,
and traditions in the new environment was highlighted by the author as a key aspect of successful
adaptation®.

The creation of new settlements for emigrants was noted, particularly in Manitoba, which
had significant potential for development. The author also emphasized the high demand for labor,
asserting that every hardworking man could earn money. The writer mentioned the availability of
land for those willing to settle in Manitoba, but warned that land prices could vary depending on
location and infrastructure.

In contrast, when considering the situation of Ukrainian emigration to the province of Alberta,
the author pointed out its advantages, such as fertile land and the possibility of settlement. However,
he also noted the drawbacks, including climatic conditions and limited employment opportunities.

The contributor emphasized the necessity of a cautious approach to emigration, recommending
thorough preparation for relocation and consideration of all possible alternatives, including work in
Halychyna. He stressed that the decision to emigrate should be well thought out™°.

The newspaper devoted considerable attention to interethnic relations. It was noted that
Ukrainians coexisted peacefully with Indigenous peoples. In contrast, Kyrylo Genyk was skeptical
about Jews and the prospects of living alongside them.

Reflecting on the emigration of Galician and Bukovinian peasants to America, the contributor
mentioned that living conditions at home were continuously deteriorating, especially for
smallholders, prompting them to seek a better life abroad*:.

It was also noted that emigration was a natural phenomenon, as other nations were also
emigrating abroad in search of a better life. The contributor criticized the intelligentsia for their lack
of understanding of emigration issues and their desire to portray them in a negative light. The author
believed that mass emigration was the result of the intelligentsia’s neglect of the peasants’ needs.

K. Genyk also expressed the opinion that emigrants, even in difficult conditions, had a better
living situation abroad than at home. It should be noted that the newspaper «Ruslan» presented
various viewpoints on Ukrainian emigration to Canada, both negative and positive!2.

K. Genyk criticized the description of Canadian provinces made by Fr. Polyvka. He argued that
Fr. Polyvka could not provide reliable information about Canada because his journey was short and
limited to small towns.

The author noted that Fr. Polyvka’s emotional reaction to Canada was exaggerated, as not all
travelers clearly understood where they were going. It is likely that Fr. Polyvka was disappointed
because his expectations were higher than the reality in Canada.

Overall, K. Genyk emphasized the importance of an objective approach to emigration and a
realistic understanding of what awaited emigrants in the new country. He called for hard work and
adaptation in the new environment, highlighting the opportunities for success that could be found
in Canada®.

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K. Genyk stressed that Canada is a vast country with diverse soils. He pointed out the existence
of lands unsuitable for agriculture, but also noted that there were regions where farming could
be successfully practiced. The author emphasized that central Canada had lands designated for
settlement and described provinces that had suitable conditions for agriculture.

The author described the history of the resettlement of peasants from Halychyna and Bukovyna
to Canada. He explained that emigration began with the advent of railways to Manitoba and noted
that the first settlers arrived in Canada as early as 1800.

The contributor noted the active role of agents in encouraging peasants to emigrate, stating
that their actions had a commercial motive—to earn profit from facilitating resettlement — as the
Canadian government incentivized the arrival of settlers by paying agents for each person who
came to the country.

K. Genyk emphasized that many emigrants lacked adequate information about living
conditions in Canada and the risks associated with the journey. He noted that although the Canadian
government stimulated emigration, due to the large number of settlers, it tried to halt the flow of
Galician peasants by canceling the payments to agents for settlerst“.

K. Genyk outlined several problems faced by emigrants from Halychyna in Canada. He
noted that the Canadian currency had a lower value compared to the Austrian currency, creating
economically unstable conditions for the settlers. Additionally, due to the significant expenses
associated with traveling to Canada, many emigrants arrived practically without financial resources.

It was mentioned that initially, the Canadian government tried to employ the emigrants, but as
their numbers increased, this became impossible. A large number of emigrants arrived in Canada in
search of work, but many of them remained unemployed and without means of subsistence.

On the other hand, it was noted that the land in the province of Manitoba, which was one of the
first territories where emigrants arrived, was already fully settled. This made it difficult to obtain
land plots for agricultural purposes, which was the main occupation for many emigrants?®.

The newspaper «Ruslan» analyzed the situation regarding the allocation of land plots in various
provinces of Canada. It emphasized that acquiring land was a challenging task, as a significant portion
of land was already occupied, and the available plots were often located far from infrastructure.

K. Genyk noted that in the province of Manitoba, there was a high concentration of emigrants,
but most of the available plots were already occupied, creating additional difficulties for newly
arrived peasants.

The province of Alberta, on the other hand, was the most attractive for emigrants due to the
availability of a substantial amount of land and opportunities for farming.

K. Genyk emphasized that the economic conditions in Canada were characterized by high
costs and required significant persistence from emigrants. He pointed out that earnings often did not
match the level of expenses, especially during the initial stages of adaptation and settlement in the
new country?.

The newspaper discussed the difficulties and risks of emigrating to Canada. It highlighted the
rising cost of moving to Canada due to changes in transportation payment conditions, which called
into question the feasibility of emigration, particularly for those with limited financial means. The
contributor urged a thorough analysis of all aspects of emigration, including financial expenses,
living conditions, and job availability. He stressed that the decision to emigrate required serious
consideration.

The author paid special attention to the risks for family couples, especially those with limited
financial resources or significant agricultural holdings. He recommended refraining from emigrating
with the family, leaving this option to single individuals who had the opportunity to earn money and
later decide on further emigration to Canada'’.

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In the newspaper, K. Genyk examined various aspects of emigration to Canada, including
climatic conditions, economic prospects, and the political situation. The contributor noted that
Canada, like any other country, experienced periods of good and bad harvests. For example,
attention was drawn to dry weather, which could lead to crop failures, negatively affecting the lives
of peasants.

Political conflicts in Canada between liberals and conservatives were also analyzed. According
to the contributor, political parties did not act in the interests of ordinary people but only cared about
their own interests and enrichment?.

Particularly concerning were the anti-Catholic sentiments among some Ukrainian communities
in Canada, caused by abuses of the Roman Catholic clergy and Russophile propaganda.

Special attention was given to the problems faced by new settlers upon moving to Canada,
particularly the need to preserve their own identity and resist the influence of other ethnic groups
or religious denominations. The importance of maintaining faith, culture, and traditions in the new
environment was highlighted by the contributor as a key aspect of successful adaptation®®.

There was a noted need for spiritual guidance for Ukrainian emigrants in Canada, especially
in the context of the arrival of Orthodox missionaries and Doukhobor settlers®. The newspaper
reported that the settlers lived without adequate spiritual care due to the lack of a sufficient number
of priests. This led to many people being unable to practice their religious rites. Additionally, the
settlers were dispersed over a large area, making communication and the performance of religious
rites difficult.

As a result, some settlers lost touch with their religious traditions and practices due to the
distance from churches and the lack of appropriate spiritual support. The presence of various
religious communities complicated the situation and led to conflicts?.

In particular, the newspaper mentions the so-called schism, which led to a split among the
settlers. As a result, more than 80 Greek Catholic families and several Roman Catholic families
converted to the Orthodox rite.

The creation of new churches and the refusal to recognize the French-born bishop indicate
a deep division and mistrust among the settlers. They handed over the church to the Orthodox,
believing that this action was a better alternative than recognizing the French bishop.

Many settlers expressed distrust towards representatives of other denominations and refused to
acknowledge their authority. This indicates a deep divide within the community and a low level of
mutual understanding?.

The newspaper discusses the work of Father Vasyl Zholdak as a visitor in Canada, who tried
to engage Ukrainians in the religious and cultural community. He supported Ukrainians in Canada
who faced the loss of their national identity and religious challenges. Father Zholdak urged the
community to help preserve Ukrainian cultural heritage among Ukrainians in Canada, as he observed
the threat of losing national identity among the younger generation?,

The newspaper reflects the complexity of the religious and social landscape among Ukrainian
emigrants in Canada and concerns about manipulations and conflicts that hindered communal life.

The newspaper paid considerable attention to the further division between Greek Catholics
and Orthodox Christians. This led to some religious leaders using religious identity for political
purposes.

«Ruslan» noted the tensions between different religious groups, such as Orthodox and Catholics,
which sometimes resulted in conflicts that required police intervention?,

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Another problem was the lack of religious buildings, leading to difficulties in practicing religion
and preserving traditions. The construction of new churches was complicated by the settlers’ difficult
financial situation.

It was noted that there was a lack of spiritual care for the Ukrainian community in Canada,
which could lead to a loss of religious identity and community discord. The necessity of immediate
organization to address the problem of ecclesiastical anarchy was emphasized. The contributor stated
that this issue required the attention and collective efforts of the entire community. Additionally, the
author called for the immediate provision of Ukrainian priests in Canada who were patriotic and
willing to work for their people®.

There was expressed dissatisfaction with the Latinization and control of the Roman Church
over the Ukrainian clergy, which did not contribute to the preservation of identity.

It should be noted that Metropolitan A. Sheptytsky sent a special mission to Canada aimed at
developing and supporting the Ukrainian community. The main goal of the mission was to engage
Ukrainians in the church and cultural community and to meet the spiritual needs of the Ukrainian
community in Canada?.

The newspaper proposed the creation of a religious center by building a large church in
Winnipeg, which would reflect the grandeur and significance of the city. It was also suggested to
establish branches of this church in areas where Ukrainians resided?’.

Describing the work of missionaries in Canada and the USA, the contributor emphasized their
importance in building and developing churches and providing spiritual support to emigrants.
The importance of missionary work and assistance to emigrants in providing support for social
adaptation in the new country was noted. Missionaries not only provided shelter but also engaged
in education and helped integrate Ukrainians into the new environment?.

The conclusions.

The emigration of Galician peasants to Canada at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the
20th century is an important historical phenomenon that reflects a wide range of socio-economic,
political, and cultural changes.

The main factors that prompted Galician peasants to emigrate were the agrarian crisis, low
standard of living, limited opportunities for economic development, and national oppression. Many
peasants saw Canada as an opportunity to improve their living conditions and secure a future for
their families.

The newspaper played an important role in shaping public opinion on emigration. Publications
in «Ruslan» informed the population about the conditions of resettlement, opportunities, and
challenges faced by emigrants. The newspaper also facilitated discussions on the social and political
aspects of emigration, influencing the decision-making of potential emigrants.

The materials of the newspaper testify to the difficulties faced by emigrants in Canada. The lack
of proper infrastructure, difficult working conditions, and the need to adapt to a new socio-cultural
environment created significant challenges. However, many emigrants managed to overcome these
difficulties and achieve success, contributing to the development of the Ukrainian community in
Canada.

Despite the difficulties, Galician peasants tried to preserve their cultural identity and traditions.
The newspaper «Ruslan» highlighted issues of cultural adaptation, the preservation of national
traditions, and interaction with other ethnic groups in Canada. This contributed to the strengthening
of the Ukrainian community and the preservation of its cultural heritage.

By examining the publications of the newspaper «Ruslan,» we observe the significant influence
of the religious factor on the social, cultural, and religious context of the Ukrainian community’s life.
The first thing to note is the active role of the Ukrainian clergy in preserving and supporting national

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identity and cultural traditions among the emigrant community. Another important aspect is the role
of the clergy in ensuring the spiritual and moral upliftment of the emigrant community. Through
missionary work, priests contributed to the formation of strong moral values and the upbringing of
Ukrainian emigrants in the spirit of Christian principles. Additionally, the clergy played a vital role
in maintaining social order and structure within the Ukrainian community in Canada.

However, we also observe the challenges that the settlers faced, particularly in their religious
life. Upon arriving in Canada, Ukrainian emigrants encountered other Christian denominations that
dominated the country, such as the Roman Catholic and Protestant churches. This required them to
adapt to new religious rites, traditions, and perspectives. In the early period of their stay in Canada,
Ukrainian emigrants faced the absence of Ukrainian churches and clergy. This complicated the
performance of religious rites and the discussion of religious issues. Ukrainian emigrants could also
face interdenominational conflicts, especially when trying to preserve their religious identity in the
context of the dominance of other Christian denominations.

The emigration of Galician peasants to Canada at the end of the 19th and the beginning of
the 20th century is a multifaceted phenomenon that reflects complex socio-economic and cultural
processes. The materials of the newspaper «Ruslan» provide valuable information for understanding
these processes and their impact on the development of the Ukrainian community in Canada.
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Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study the practice of covering various aspects of post-war Ukrainian village life
(1943-1950) based on the materials of the local press of the regions of Central Ukraine, to clarify the ideological component
of printed publications as a means of forming the public opinion of rural residents and their participation in reconstruction
processes.

Scientific novelty. The author of the article for the first time carried out an analysis of the content of publications on rural
studies in the local press of the post-war period and introduced new source data into scientific circulation, characterized the
circle of authors who contributed to local newspapers and critically considered the ideological conditions of their functioning.

Conclusions. It was found that the local press was an important means of covering the life of the post-war Ukrainian
village (1943-1950) and was represented by district newspapers. Their content and thematic orientation were determined
by the ruling Communist Party ideology at the time. Newspapers, acting as a leader of the political course of the Bolshevik
Party, paid special attention to campaigning and propaganda work, covering the process of agricultural production and the
implementation of economic plans and socialist commitments.

Post-war rural life coverage in the local press was carried out under the control of Communist Party authorities and was
aimed at creating an atmosphere of popular support for the Stalinist course of the Communist Party in society. Such topics as
the famine of 1946-1947, political repressions and persecutions were neglected.

Problem statement. Among the pleiad of Ukrainian intellectuals, public figures, and people
who cared about the fate of the people, in particular the peasantry, in the second half of the nine-
teenth and first third of the twentieth centuries, Mykola Levytsky occupied a prominent place. His
personality, creative and practical heritage attracted the attention of his contemporaries. This was
due to the fact that, despite being in tune with their time, they were distinguished by high moral
qualities, a depth of understanding and comprehension of reality, and an active position in address-
ing socio-economic and socio-political issues of the time. The views of the “Artel Father”, his
experience in the field of cooperation, and his non-standard practical steps in the self-organization
of peasants have not lost their significance in our time. Given the versatility of M. Levytsky person-
ality, the uniqueness of his intellectual and practical achievements, their study is relevant.

Resaerch analysis.

The socio-political intellectual and practical heritage of M. Levytsky has become an object
of scientific study in the modern Ukrainian historiography. This topic is the focus of multigenre
research by V. Marochko! 2, A. Panteleimonenko?, E. Kostyk* 5, M. Aliman®, V. Vovchenko’ & °,
L. Syniavska'?, V. Recruit and O. Stepchenko® 2, S. Heley®, I. Pyatnytska'* 15, O. Zhytkov?s,
V. Danylenko!’, and others.

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Consistently, thoroughly, the figure of M. Levytskyi, his ideological world and the world of
practice are presented in the works of the Cherkasy school of agricultural historians, members of
the Scientific Society of Agricultural Historians. In particular, the work of 1. Farenii, who has been
studying the history of Ukrainian cooperation, the figures of its leaders, and M. Levytskyi® himself
for twenty years, stands out in this area.

At the same time, despite the modern Ukrainian historiographical tradition, we do not observe
a “research boom” on the topic we have raised. The figure of M. Levytsky, on the one hand, is not
on the margins of historical and scientific research, but on the other hand, he has received much
less attention from scholars than, say, the figures of M. Hrushevsky, P. Skoropadsky, S. Petlura, etc.

The purpose of the article.

The latest scientific historical literature substantively highlights various aspects of the multi-
faceted figure of the “Artel Father”, the attitude of domestic and foreign contemporaries to him,
the influence of his cooperative ideas on the development of Ukrainian and world cooperation, etc.
At the same time, the agrarian perspective of M. Levytsky cooperative ideas and practices is not
discussed. Taking this into account, the authors of the article aim to reveal the agrarian context of
Mykola Levytsky cooperative thoughts.

The statement of the basic material.

In the socio-economic and socio-political life of Naddniprianshchyna, Ukraine, the second half
of the nineteenth and early twentieth centuries were the period of the Industrial Revolution, the
formation of the industrial basis of the Romanov Empire’s economy, the era of modernization and
politicization of the country, and the response to external, universal civilizational challenges. These
were the consequences of the Great Reform of 1861 and the subsequent reforms of the 1860s and
1870s. It became a new challenge for the peasantry. The will to live prompted the peasantry to
change themselves, acquire new competencies, find adequate ways to survive, and apply them in
practice?.

These processes that took place during the period in question also became a challenge for
Ukrainian intellectuals who were not indifferent to the fate of the people, including the peasantry.
They had access to domestic and foreign literature of various genres, were interested in various
socio-political ideologies, and analyzed common agricultural practices in different countries. Re-
flecting on the socio-cultural space of that time, of which they were a part, they considered and pro-
posed various models of socio-economic transformations aimed at improving the socio-economic
situation of the peasantry, which made up 80% of the population of the Naddniprianshchyna and
the russian Empire as a whole.

Thus, M. Levytsky considered cooperation to be one of the successful practices of that time,
which yielded positive results for its participants, was an effective tool for mitigating, if not com-
pletely eliminating, not only socio-economic, but also cultural, educational, socio-political and oth-
er negatives inherent in the peasant world of that time. For him, it was “one of the banners of our
era,” but not “the ultimate ideal form, beyond which there seems to be nowhere to go?”.

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He defended the principled position that “cooperation is the best and most appropriate mani-
festation of human genius within the framework of socio-economic construction.?*” In particular, in
January 1896, in a heated debate with P. Struve, who did not accept Marxism, M. Levitsky argued
against the latter’s claims that “no artel kingdom, or even artel county, or any lasting artel results at
all ...” could exist. Relying on the practice of introducing artels and his in-depth knowledge of the
peasant world of the time, he stated: “Artels are not the result of theoretical hobbies, but a reality
that attracts the greatest attention of various persons interested in the situation of our people... I did
not speak of an artel kingdom, I look at artels as one of the ways to improve the economic situation
in the countryside...??” The “Artel Father” defended the same position in the fall of 1896 in Geneva,
in a sharp debate with H. Plekhanov?.

He criticized the Marxists for “deliberately ignoring the interests of the people for the sake of
growing revolutionary sentiment?*”. He considered their ideology “the bloodless phraseology of
the worst conservatives”. “In economic life,” Levitsky wrote, “they are the same centralists... | am
surprised that these gentlemen are still spoken of as progressive figures?”.

In addition to Marxism, Mykola Levitsky criticized capitalism. He considered it incompatible
with agriculture. Instead, cooperation for him was the only “normal healthy and desirable way out
... in ... further evolution?”.

Unlike the Marxists, he did not neglect the right to private property, but promoted the effective
development of peasant farms. For him, they “are the basis of the economic development of the
people. The viability of peasant farms, even amidst the difficult conditions in which they operate
mainly in Ukraine, speaks for itself. However, it is necessary to protect small farms by self-help or-
ganizations, and to raise the cultural level of the peasant masses sufficiently?””. For him, the farmers
are “a conscious and noble element in history,” whose faith is being killed by the Social Democrats,
“glorifying economic materialism?”.

I. Fareniy argument that cooperation is an effective form of socio-economic life for the “artel
father” is correct. It “can be applied to all branches of national labor, and its beneficial influence
spreads wherever its breath touches.” “Of all the existing types of organization of national labor, we
know the most appropriate form of it - which would take into account the interests of both workers
and society - is the cooperative, artel form ...%”.

In addition, in our opinion, Mykola Vasylovych was sincerely convinced of the complementary
nature of cooperation. He also considered it an effective tool for positive influence on the moral,
cultural and educational components of the peasant world. According to Y. Pavlykovsky, he was
also concerned about the low spiritual culture of the peasantry. In view of this, M. Levytsky was
concerned that “a group of united comrades-members deepened their knowledge, their worldview,
and in brotherhood and love managed to master new areas of economic life with their own spiritual
and material means®®”. He wrote that “there is little love and much malice among us, and that only
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by joining together in good faith to work together in good agreement and in mutual brotherly love
can we help ourselves and better manage our economy and life in general®'”.

Such thoughts of M. Levytsky, formed, on the one hand, under the influence of family upbring-
ing, pro-gymnasium teacher H. Struzhevskyi, observations and analysis of the peasant world of
that time, socio-cultural space, and, on the other hand, the works of Chernyshevskyi, Lassalle, Dra-
homanov, and Marx®2, became the basis for his practical activity. In 1894, in the village of Fidvar,
where he formed as a personality and crystallized the fundamental principles of his worldview, he
founded the first agricultural artel. Translated from Tatar, artel means “Orta” - community. This is
where the word “Ortak” comes from - common, public. In essence, the artel is a union, “as “broth-
erhoods” and “societies” - as a kind of cooperative, known in the Russian and Ukrainian lands for
thousands of years. ... The most original Ukrainian artel was the organization of the Zaporizhzhia
Sich, this kind of first “Cooperative Republic,” as A. Ulitin calls it®”.

Reflecting on the advantages of cooperation (unions, artels), its impact on the socio-economic,
moral, cultural, and educational life of the rural world, M. Levytsky clearly identified seven main
positions. He summarized them as follows:

1) “to be able to hold on to the land, not to abandon it and farming, which we love from our
grandfathers and parents, to which we are accustomed, because farming is our favorite and native
work, it is the main source of our means and our wealth”;

2) the union changes the nature of peasant labor, provides economic prosperity to the peasantry,
makes it “more durable, more certain, so that it can provide for us and our families forever ... in the
Union it is easier to do ... hired labor is not at all like the labor of the owners themselves, who had
previously joined the Union”;

3) unionized peasant farms are more resistant to cataclysms, in particular, to crop failures, as
they have sufficient stocks for both consumption and sowing grain;

4) the Union provides a real opportunity for peasant farms to apply the achievements of agron-
omy, breeding, and agricultural machinery;

5) peasant farms united in a union have a greater opportunity for practical commercialization
of their activities by attracting loans and their effective use;

6) it is easier for cooperative peasant farms to fulfill tax and other payments and obligations;

7) a union, artel as a voluntary association of peasant farmers also fulfills a cultural and edu-
cational mission, moralizing. It is called upon to “wean ourselves from anger at each other, and to
teach brotherly life, mutual respect and love...3*”.

The peasant-centered nature of the farmers’ unions introduced by M. Levytsky was accurately
noted by Ivan Franko. He wrote that “the farmers’ unions of Levytsky’s unions grew not out of
doctrine, but out of practical need and out of a fervent love for the people®”. The thoughts and
practical activities of the “artel father” were frankly peasant-centered. To “work for the benefit of
the people,” whom he selflessly served, the “artel father” called on everyone “whose heart is not
indifferent to the people’s grief, and whose mind is not clouded by stupid theories like economic
materialism, historical fatalism, etc., who has eyes to see grief and ears to hear the groaning of the
people ...3%¢”

Another contemporary of the “artel father,” L. Bozhko, commenting on the views of M. Levytsky,
emphasized that for the latter, cooperation was “a guiding star that heralds new foundations of life

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that will fulfill the long-held dream of that great era of human life when the modern principle of
homo homini lupus est (man to man is a wolf) will prevail, but another - homo homini amicus est”¥.

At the same time, Mykola Vasylovych did not absolutize cooperation. He justified his position
as follows. On the one hand, “cooperation is the only way to ensure the healthy development of the
national economy.” On the other hand, “cooperation is at the same time only a milestone on the way
to the economic revival of the people®”. The allegory he proposed for cooperation is informative.
He identified it with a crutch during illness. As long as the peasants are “sick,” i.e., unable to
manage properly, they use the crutch and unite in an artel, taking advantage of all the benefits of
this union. As soon as the farmers “recover,” i.e., reach a certain level of wealth that allows them
to feel confident in managing individually, they believe that the crutch has fulfilled its function and
get rid of it*. In this context, L. Bozhko was right that “while attaching such great importance to
cooperation, raising it so high, Levitsky nevertheless does not see it as a panacea, a single cure for
all the people’s ills.”

The analysis of the above-mentioned advantages of the union and the worldview of the “artel
father” gives sufficient grounds to say that M. Levytsky saw cooperation in general and agricultural
artels in particular as a separate direction of development of the peasant world. It was neither
socialist nor capitalist, but a “third way” based on the subjectivity of the peasantry as a separate
entity distinct from other subjects of the socio-cultural space of the time. We can talk about the
middle way proposed by Mykola Vasylovych, which is a characteristic feature of Central and
Southeastern agrarianism in general and Ukrainian agrarianism in particular.

In support of our position, we will cite how cooperation was understood in agrarianism by
Ukrainian and Central and Southeastern agrarians®.

A large cohort of intellectuals contributed to the formation of the ideology of Ukrainian
agrarianism. During the second half of the nineteenth century and the first third of the twentieth
century, Ukrainian agrarianism was formed as a theory and practice, presented both as an independent
direction of central and southeastern agrarianism and as an element of other philosophical and
political doctrines and practices. Its representatives or figures of the time, whose system of views had
an agrarian component, were, for example, P. Kulish, V. Lypynskyi, P. Skoropadskyi, H. Simantsiv,
V. Prokhoda, Y. Klymchach, K. Podoliaka, S. Bilodub, M. Bohun, and others. For a long time in
the interwar period, the Ukrainian Agrarian Society existed in Podebrady. It was founded “for the
study of agrarianism with a comprehensive familiarization with the forms of economic activity of
farmers*?”,

The key ideologies of agrarianism are as follows: the uniqueness and indisputable value for
humanity of the spiritual, moral, cultural and social properties inherent in the peasantry and its
labor*3; recognition of the peasantry as a stratum capable of playing an independent role in political
life*; not capitalist, but a “separate” peasant way of developing society, preservation of private
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property - small peasant property as its optimal regional variant and the basis for social progress, as
well as the idea of a peasant cooperative state*®; the superiority of agriculture and the rural way of
life over industry and the city, as well as the peasantry over other social groups*; the peasantry - the
agricultural layer - concentrates the main positive values and qualities of society, is the foundation
of the state’s stability and the bearer of national identity, and the above virtues should determine its
political power*.

In both Ukrainian and Central and Southeastern agrarianism, cooperation plays a prominent
role. For example, the theorist of modern Ukrainian agrarianism H. Simantsiv, as revealed in our
previous studies*, considered cooperation as the basis for “a systematic, in accordance with the laws
of evolution, restructuring of the social system in the direction of its improvement and perfection*®”.
Denying the significance of class antagonism, dictatorship, and revolution as engines of history, and
not accepting their meanings, he proposed an alternative tool for improving society, particularly
in the socio-economic and socio-political spheres. The fundamental goal in the evolution of the
social model, according to the provisions of Ukrainian modern agrarianism, is “man and his good.
This goal is common, e.g., should be common to all social strata®”. It can be achieved through
the cooperation of “all social strata and units and their associations®'”. G. Simantsiv interpreted
cooperation broadly. He understood it as a complex social phenomenon, a unique socio-political
and socio-economic instrument:

1) “instead of class struggle - class cooperation”;

2) “instead of social struggles - mutual compromises and concessions for the common good”;

3) “cooperation of all the living forces of the people”;

4) harmonious development of “all components of society, and therefore of the individuals2.

In fact, the author of The Modern Agrarianism, in our opinion, proposed an innovative
understanding of cooperation as a tool for implementing complementary socio-economic and socio-
political models. A complementary society is a society of common values and ideals, development,
prospects, comfort, and a harmonious combination of individual and collective principles.

Justifying the slogan: “PRIORITY TO COOPERATION,” Ukrainian agrarians in the Podebrady
region understood cooperatives as an important economic factor in the theory of agrarianism, which
was formed on the basis of their reflection on the Ukrainian agricultural reality of the second half of
the nineteenth and first third of the twentieth centuries. In their view, it “leads to a fairer distribution
of national income and thus leads to social reconciliation.” Among other things, they argued, in
accordance with “our pre-Bolshevik life,” cooperatives were a reliable way to protect the labor
of the Ukrainian farmer. The population united in cooperatives was more interested in the overall
development of the “national economic process®”.

The Polish agrarian S. Milkowski considered cooperatives and agricultural education to be the
main factors of “progress and prosperity of the village.” In his opinion, cooperatives play a leading
role in the socio-economic life of farmers, as they allow solving tasks that “exceed the capabilities
of individual farms and facilitate and improve management or procurement.” Cooperatives are
the backbone of agrarianism because they make economic democracy a reality. Unlike others,
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““a cooperative association is based on democratic principles, it is a ready-made and proven form
of organizing economic life.” S. Milkowski believes that the fundamental distinctiveness of
cooperatives lies in the following fundamental points:

1) money ceases to be the goal and dominant, its status is reduced to the role of a means;

2) the first place is occupied by a person and his/her attitude to the organization;

3) the rights and obligations of a cooperative member do not depend on material wealth;

4) the cooperative “places great emphasis on raising the moral side of a person”;

5) the cooperative prepares a person for higher forms of socialized management®.

The Czechoslovakian agrarian A. Palacek, reflecting on the essence of agrarianism, reasonably
wrote that supporters of agrarianism have to realize their mission in conditions of constant struggle.
He clearly outlined against whom/what and for whom/what this struggle is. First of all, against
the interests and ideas of other states and classes, against the ignorance and indifference of the
peasantry itself. Accordingly, “for” “the modern farmer and economic progress, for cooperatives,
for agricultural education, economic and political organization of the peasants, for social and
cultural policy of the village...>”.

Forthe Czechoslovakian agrarian, cooperation isan integral component of agrarianism, one of the
fundamental and basic principles for which the struggle for it is constantly ongoing. It is of common
interest to all variants of agrarianism®. He understands it as the second stage in the development
of agrarianism, which came after the abolition of serfdom and manorialism, and the economic
crises of the nineteenth century. A. Palacek justifies the peasants’ initial distrust of cooperation
by “lack of awareness and trust in other owners.” The evolution of peasant consciousness, socio-
economic changes in their lives lead to the fact that “a peasant who grows up in the village and goes
beyond it, thus recognizes that he has common interests with other peasants and people dependent
on agriculture, and feels the need to jointly organize and cooperate their actions®"”.

The conclusions.

Thus, comparing the intellectual and practical heritage of M. Levytsky with the theoretical
heritage of agrarianism allows us to reasonably conclude that there is an agrarian context in Mykola
Levytsky cooperative reflections. Like the agrarians, he did not absolutize the role and importance of
cooperation in the peasant world of the second half of the nineteenth and first third of the twentieth
centuries, but he gave it a prominent place. Adhering to a peasant-centered approach, the “artel
father” identified cooperation in general and agricultural artels in particular as an alternative, a
“third way” to the models of development of the peasant world of that time: socialism (Marxism)
and capitalism. He understood the peasantry and peasant farms as a social and economic basis,
the progress of which (in a broad sense) would be ensured by cooperation as a voluntary self-
organization of peasant individuals.

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SOCIAL HISTORY OF THE PEASANT FAMILY OF PELAGIA FEDKOVA
(MID-1940S - 1950S)

Abstract. The purpose of this article is to find out the social history of Pelagiia Fedkova’s family, a soldier’s widow,
a farmer from Dobrovillia village in Orynyn district, Kamianets-Podilskyi region (today — Kamianets-Podilskyi district of
Khmelnytskyi region) in the mid-1940s —1950s.

The scientific novelty of the research follows the fact that, for the first time in historical science, the history of an
“ordinary” person and her family was investigated in terms of communist experiments in a Ukrainian village after the Second
World War.

Methodological basis. The article is based on the documents of the Fedkovs’ Private Archive, in accordance with the
original economic documents preserved by Pelagiia Fedkova (1912-1997). This made it possible to use modern methodological
tools of new social history and related areas of historical science (history of everyday life, microhistory, women’s history,
biography research, etc.), as well as general scientific methods of analysis and synthesis. Within research, the author followed
the principles of scientific objectivity, historicism and systematicity.

Conclusions. The article contains unique biographical tacts of P. Fedkova’s family members and, at the same time,
typical features of the social life of the Ukrainian peasantry, who faced difficult trials. The soldier’s widow appeared to have
had a disability from birth, but was forced to work as a poultry farmer on a collective farm. The ““‘working days’ were meagerly
paid, but the collective farm worker repeatedly received moral encouragement from the economic and state institutions of the
“workers’ power”. The main income of the family budget was brought by the work of family members on the homestead farm.
The author’s calculations presented in the article clearly testify to the growth of the tax burden on the family in 1946-1953
and a significant decrease in taxes in the post-Stalin era. Based on the documents, the article at the micro level reproduces the
woman’s struggle in the conditions of famine in 1946-1947 as well as the total control of the communist state over the life of the
peasantry. This paper proves that thanks to P. Fedkova’s selfless work, her family managed to survive in the post-war period.

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Abstract. The purpose of the study: to reveal the participation of Yakub Hoffman, an ambassador to the Polish Sejm,
in the organization of a circle for raising the cultural level of the village at the Kremenets Lyceum (1937), to highlight his
activities in the socio-political field and his views on peasantry.

The scientific novelty of the publication lies in the fact that for the first time the following sources were considered and
introduced into scientific circulation: archival documents of the activity project of the circle; correspondence with Stefan
Charnotsky curator of the Kremenets Lyceum; excerpts from shorthand notes of the ambassador’s speeches.

The methodological basis of the article is the principle of historicism, systematicity and objectivity. When presenting the
material, a problem-chronological approach was used. Special attention is paid to the methodology of working with archival
sources. Based on the results of the developed source base, the general picture of functioning the circle was reproduced. The
article mentions the availability of primary and secondary project documents. The analysis of these documents revealed the
participation of Ya. Hoffman in its implementation.

Conclusions. Yakub Hoffman’s professionalism as an educator was manifested in his ambassadorial activities. He
understood that the policy of the government should be fair so as not to be exposed to the resistance of national minorities, the
largest percentage of which was the rural population. During the sessions of the Seim, Ya. Hoffman emphasized the importance
of the education of peasantry. He took an active part in the educational program: initiated the creation of an educational group
in the parliament; participated in writing the project of the organization of the circle for raising the cultural level of the village,
the activity of which was implemented at the Kremenets Lyceum. The following components were prescribed in the program for
the creation of the circle: determining of the goal, tasks; methodological guidelines for collecting and processing observations,
delivering lectures, organizing seminars; load selection, which included 12 subjects; proposals regarding the teaching staff.

The views of Ya. Hoffman on the role of government in the peasant issue, recorded in archival materials, are still relevant
today.
